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ADB will focus on urban water supply, sanitation, waste
management, and urban transport, with operational
emphasis on private sector participation and sound
environmental management promoting livable cities.

CDIA assists Asian cities in providing
better urban services for their citizens
through financial assistance, technical
advice, capacity building, and
network support to link with other
cities worldwide to formulate and
implement policies and required
infrastructure projects.

It limits its support to Asian cities with
populations between 250,000 and 5
million in ADB's developing member
countries,
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Its ongoing projects include

- Guiyang, People's Republic of China:
urban public transport system and
protection of urban drinking water
resources;

« Banda Aceh, Indonesia:
comprehensive riverfront city
development project, including
economic development,
environmental infrastructure, urban
transport, and tertiary infrastructure;
and

- lloilo, Philippines: revitalization of
the central business district, and the
establishment of an eco-port facility.

At present, its participating members
include ADB, and the governments of
Germany and Sweden. The Government
of Spain will soon join the team. All
partners are welcome to participate.



Sustainable Urban Transport

Rapid urbanization, rising incomes,
and an explosive increase in the use
and number of vehicles have worsened
traffic congestion, pollution, and
quality of life in urban areas across the
Asia and Pacific region.

The sector is facing new challenges
that could seriously undermine
transport’s role as an enabler of
development. This is especially true in
urban areas—the engines of economic
growth.

Transport systems in most cities are
failing to cope with the tremendous
challenges, and solutions are too often

sought through piecemeal
improvements to existing
infrastructure and services that fail to
account for long-term sustainability.

Attention needs to be directed toward
strategic vision, coherent policies, and
credible programming.

ADB is working with cities across the
region to develop sustainable urban
transport systems. It is helping cities
address and provide for the increasing
demand for travel by using long-term
visions and packaged programs that
can move people, goods, and services
efficiently, affordably, and safely.
