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Poverty Reduction Cooperation Fund (PRF) 

 
I. INTRODUCTION 

 
1. This Semi-Annual Progress update (the Update) summarizes the activities and 
progress made under the Poverty Reduction Cooperation Fund (PRF) covering the 
period July - December 2005.  This Update includes the summary of portfolio as of 31 
December 2005 (Appendix 1) and disbursement progress in the reporting period 
(Appendix 2).  These will be followed by analysis of key achievements in fund 
management and the work program for the following six months. 

2. The Update has been prepared by the Regional and Sustainable Development 
Department (RSDD) of the Asian Development Bank (ADB).  The next Update (January 
- June 2006) will be submitted in July - August 2006.   

II. OVERVIEW OF PRF PORTFOLIO AND PIPELINE   
3. Portfolio Information.  The overall portfolio as of 31 December 2005 is 
summarized as follows: 

• Overall commitment:  There is now a total of 110 TAs in the PRF portfolio 
amounting to $57.87 million or 89% of initial contribution of $65 million 
(equivalent to ₤39 million as of 31 December 2005).  The list of projects 
endorsed by DFID is attached as Appendix 1.

PRF-HQ window:  A total of 93 TAs funded by the PRF, amounting to 
$48.664 million.  This is already 97% of initial contribution 
of ₤30 million or $50 million as of 31 December 2005. 

During the reporting period, 14 additional new TAs were 
included in the portfolio.   

PRF-PRC window: 17 TAs at $9.21 million, or 61% of $15 million committed 
(equivalent to ₤9 million as of 31 December 2005) 

No new TAs was considered during the period in review.

Of the 110 TAs ($57.87 million) being funded by the PRF, 5 TAs ($0.86 million) 
have already been completed, 91 TAs ($48.13 million) are under implementation 
and 14 TAs ($8.88 million) are under preparation.   

Under the HQ window, 3 TAs ($0.35 million) have already been completed, and 
76 TAs ($39.43 million) are under implementation, which include the 4 PPTAs 
that were endorsed in February.  The 14 remaining TAs ($8.88 million) are under 
processing. 

Under the PRC window, 2 TAs ($0.51 million) have been completed, and the 
other 15 TAs ($8.70 million) are under implementation. 

• Portfolio Development in July - December 2005.  An ADB-wide greater 
emphasis on selectivity of TAs had not significantly reduced demand.  During the 
last 6 months of 2005, 14 TAs ($9.94 million) were additionally endorsed under 
the PRF-HQ portfolio, which brings the total endorsement to $48.66 million.  As of 
31 Dec 2005 therefore, the PRF (HQ window) is already 97% committed, and is 
considered fully committed taking into account the amount for ADB administration 
cost (5% of outstanding commitments), bank charges and fluctuation in exchange 
rate.   
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For the PRF-PRC window, no new project intake was recorded during the period 
under review.

In terms of ADB approval, 25 TAs ($12.96 million) were approved during the 
period under review, 19 are ADTAs, and 3 are PPTAs from the HQ window, and 
the other 3 TAs are from the PRC window.   Five of the 22 approved TAs under 
the HQ window, are also endorsed during this period.  The 5 TAs that were 
endorsed and approved during the period July to December 2005 are: CAM 
4755: Developing Deposit Services for Rural Cambodia; VIE 468: Benefits 
Sharing Mechanisms for People Adversely Affected by Power Generation 
Projects in Viet Nam; VIE 4690: Strengthening Institutional Capacity of Local 
Stakeholders for Implementation of Son La Livelihood and Resettlement Plan; 
REG 6270: Facilitating Knowledge Management for Pro-poor Policies and 
Projects; and REG 6113: Making Markets Work Better for the Poor, this is an 
additional funding to an existing regional TA, to finance activities for Viet Nam.

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For this period in review, there are also 1 TA and 4 project proposals that were 
dropped from the list:  PAK 4443: Mobilization of Grassroots Stakeholders for 
Pro-poor Social Service Delivery (Sindh), in view of ADB’s rule that if the 
government or executing agency (EA) does not sign the relevant TA letter or 
agreement within 12 months from the date ADB approves the TA, ADB’s 
approval lapses.  The proposal Social Protection for the Informal Sector (RETA) 
was cancelled due to insufficient interest on the part of expected participating 
countries.  The proposal Sustainable Urban Livelihood for Sindh (Pakistan) was 
also dropped in view of the non-confirmation of ownership of from the 
Government of Sindh, so with the proposal Reducing the Vulnerability of 
Conflict-affected People (Nepal), due to the volatile political situation in Nepal.  
Also dropped from the list is the proposal for a regional TA (Integrated 
Approaches to Poverty Reduction at the neighborhood Level). 

4. Fund Disbursement.  The total fund committed by the donors to the PRF 
amounts to US$65 million, which is equivalent to £39 million as of 31 December 2005.  
Out of this amount, US$50 million is for the regional window (PRF-HQ), and the 
remaining $15 million is for the PRC window (PRF-PRC).  In terms of remittance, the 
total amount received by ADB from donors as of 31 December 2005, is US$17.94 million 
for the PRF-HQ, and US$3.6 million for the PRF-PRC.  The details on disbursement in 
PRF supported projects are summarized in the table below.  The status of grant and 
statement of TA expenditures is attached as Appendix 2.

5. The total cumulative disbursement as of 31 December 2005 was $8.80 million for 
the PRF-HQ and $2.54 million for the PRF-PRC.  For July to December 2005 period, 
PRF-HQ disbursed $3.5 million, a 47% increase from total disbursement for the period 
January – June 2005 ($2,379,758) and 117% jump from total disbursement ($1,613,370) 
for the same period last year.

6. For PRF-PRC window, total disbursement is also picking up.  For the period July 
to December 2005 total disbursements amount to $1,050,026, or a 14% increase from  
$923,763 total disbursement for the period January to June 2005, and 130% jump from 
total disbursement ($454,014) for the same period last year.  
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7. Content Analysis.  The characteristics of the 110 TAs under the PRF are 
analyzed below by type of assistance, sector, thematic area and region. 

• By Type (each TA can have more than one type).  As in the same period last 
year, most projects have specific objective to provide capacity building for 
poverty reduction.  For July to December 2005 however, there are five TAs (5%) 
that will also provide ‘other’ type of assistance, and this would include 
study/research (Remittance and Poverty in Central Asia); feasibility study (Safety 
Nets for Garment Workers in Cambodia); guideline formulation (Benefits Sharing 
Mechanisms for People adversely affected by Power Generation projects in Viet 
Nam); implementation plan formulation (Strengthening Institutional Capacity of 
Local Stakeholders for Implementation of Son La Livelihood and Resettlement 
Plan); and institutional reform (Financial and Operation Review of Bangladesh 
Krishi Bank).    
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• By Sector.  For the period under review, the TAs are again distributed across the 
different sectors, although most of these (23%) are classified as multisector.  The 
next 22% are under the Law, Economic Management and Public Policy sector, 
and 17% are both under the sectors Agriculture and Natural Resources and 
Health, Nutrition and Social Protection.  Compared with same period last year 
however, there are fewer TAs under the sectors Law, Economic Management 
and Public Policy; Agriculture; Health, Nutrition and Social Protection; Industry 
and Trade; and Transport and Communications.

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• By Thematic Area (each TA can have more than one theme).  The distribution of 

TAs per thematic area for this review period is almost the same as that for the 
same period last year, where most TAs has themes of Capacity Development 
and Inclusive Social Development.  However, there was a decrease in TAs that 
has themes of Gender and Development; Capacity Development and Inclusive 
Social Development.  On the other hand, there was an increase in TAs that has 
themes of Governance; Sustainable Economic Growth and Regional 
Cooperation.    
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• By Region.  For the July – December 2005 period, the coverage of most of the 
TAs are  Regional (16%) and country-specific in the  Mekong (35%) and South 
Asia (21%) regions.    About 15% of the TAs are from the PRC and only 8 (7% of 
total) TAs are from the non-PRC East and Central Asia and 5 (5% of total) are 
from the Pacific.  The same trend is true for the regional distribution of TAs for 
the same period last year. 

 
 

III. KEY ACHIEVEMENTS IN FUND MANAGEMENT: JULY – DECEMBER 2005 
8. The following summarized the key activities carried out by the ADB for PRF fund 
management during the period under review:  

• Full commitment of the Fund.  An ADB-wide greater emphasis on selectivity of 
TAs in the middle of the year had not significantly reduced demand, such that for 
the period July – December 2005, a total of 14 TAs were peer endorsed, bringing 
the total amount of PRF (HQ) endorsed TAs to US$48.66 million.  At this point, 
the PRF is considered fully committed, meeting the target of full commitment by 
end of 2005. 

• Disbursements. For period July – December 2005 total PRF-HQ disbursements 
amounted to $3,506,474, a 47% increase from total disbursements for the period 
January – June 2005, and 117% increase from the July – December 2004 level.  
For the PRF-PRC window, total disbursements for the period July – December 
2005 also increased by 14%, from $923,763 (January – June 2005) to 
$1,050,026.  This is also an increase of 130% from the total disbursement of 
$570,685 in 2004.   

• ADB Approval.  For the period under review, a total of 25 TAs ($12.96 million) 
were approved, comprising 22 TAs (19 ADTAs and 3 PPTAs; $11.86  million) 
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from the PRF-HQ window and 3 TAs ($1.100 million) from the PRF-PRC window.  
For the PRF-HQ, the 22 TA approvals is a slight increase from the approvals 
during the same period last year (21 TAs).  Of the 22 TAs approved, 8 were 
approved within the 6-months cut-off scheme, while 3 were approved within the 9-
months cut-off. 

• Completion.  For the period July – December 2005, two additional TAs were 
completed and have financially closed.  LAO 4009: Social Protection in the LAO 
PDR Issues and Options; and LAO 4108: Integrating the Poor in Regional Trade 
through Standard Setting for Private Sector Development (Phase 1).  The LAO 
4108 TA was successful in establishing a foundation for the Government-private 
sector linkages, as well as national-provincial connection.  Unfortunately, the 
follow-on TA (LAO 4481: Integrating the Poor … for Private Sector Development 
Phase 2, approved in December 2004) that has scaled-up the success of Phase 
1 is being considered for cancellation, as the Government has not been able to 
identify the appropriate counterpart for more than one year. 

• Strengthened Fund Management.  ADB’s Budget, Personnel and Management 
Systems Department (BPMSD) approved the allocation of budget for a regular 
staff to provide assistance/support to the NPRS-PRF Coordinator in the 
administration of the NPRS and PRF funds.  The recruitment process was 
initiated and the staff came on board in August 2005.  Relatedly, the RSDD 
division (Poverty Reduction and Social Development Division, RSPR) that 
manages the NPRS-PRF fund was reorganized and renamed as Gender, Social 
Development and Civil Society (RSGS) Division.   

• Peer Review Meetings for the July – December 2005 Batch.  Peer review 
meetings were held to discuss projects for the new intake under the PRF.  This 
also ensures the quality of new proposals through close coordination with project 
officers during concept and TA paper preparation.  The peer reviews for the 
period resulted in the endorsement of 14 ADTAs.   

Out of these 14 proposals, 5 were already approved by the ADB and is now in 
different phases of TA implementation. 

• Regional TA on Knowledge Management.  In response to the growing 
recognition of the importance of systematic knowledge management of the entire 
NPRS-PRF, the NPRS-PRF Coordinator prepared, in consultation with DFID, a 
regional TA (RETA 6270 Facilitating Knowledge Management for Pro-Poor 
Policies and Projects) which was approved by ADB in November. The RETA 
comprises four components: (i) knowledge product development (e.g., short and 
long case studies, synthesis papers, articles for academic journals, etc.); (ii) in-
country knowledge feedback and institutionalization (e.g., in-country follow-up 
workshops, exchange of RM-based poverty specialists, translation, post-TA 
communication strategy development); (iii) outreach to broader community of 
practice (e.g., media campaign, conference support to champions in NPRS-PRF 
TAs, Manila regional workshop). 

• First RM National Poverty Specialists Exchange.  The first exchange/meeting 
of national poverty specialists in three ADB resident missions (Cambodia, 
Pakistan, and Viet Nam) financed by the NPRS-PRF was held from 11–13 
October 2005 in Manila. The meeting took stock of their achievements and 
provided a venue for knowledge exchange among themselves and HQ-based 
staff that can enhance their skills and capacity.  This is the first initiative among 
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the Poverty Specialists, organized jointly by RSGS (NPRS-PRF Coordinator) and 
RSDD-PU.  The meeting coincided with that of RM-based Gender Specialists 
who were also holding their annual consultation/meeting, and some of the 
sessions were jointly carried out. It was an opportunity for the RM poverty 
specialists to interact with their counterparts in the area of gender and 
development (GAD). 

• PRF Special Review Missions. The NPRS/PRF Coordinator carried out two 
special review missions to: (i) Cambodia (6-8 July) and (ii) PRC (12 September).  
The mission to Cambodia involved the review of the progress of selected  
ongoing TAs that are financed by the PRF, namely: (i) TA 4282: Participatory 
Study of the Tonle Sap Basin; (ii) TA 3955: Engagement of a Poverty Reduction 
Consultant at the Cambodia Resident Mission; and (iii) TA 4575: Developing 
Cambodia Business Initiative in Rural Development. Country-specific review 
missions of this nature help not only progress monitoring of PRF-financed TAs 
but also disseminate the value of both the NPRS and PRF to country 
stakeholders.   

The mission to Beijing, People’s Republic of China also involved the review of the 
overall progress of TA portfolio and pipeline, as well as the key issues of the PRF-
PRC (PRC window of the Poverty Reduction Cooperation Fund  with PRCM and 
DFID China) since the ADB-DFID Mid-term Review Meeting of the PRF-PRC on 3 
June 2005.  The freeze policy on additional commitments under the PRF-PRC 
window was reconfirmed during this mission. 

In addition to these review missions, the NPRS/PRF Coordinator visited London 
in November, primarily to attend a Social Development Advisor Global Retreat of 
the DFID in the United Kingdom, and meet with the representatives form DFID 
Asia Directorate, to discuss the progress and key issues of the PRF program, that 
include among others, issues related to the Nepal Pipeline and the need for MOU 
and PRF framework amendments.   

• Outreach and Communication.  Seminars were held for NPRS/PRF project 
officers and other ADB staff. In September 2005, a seminar was organized to 
present to NPRS and PRF project officers the Poverty Reduction Integrated 
Simulation Model (PRISM)—an original online simulation modeling system—
which was developed by the Development Indicators and Policy Research 
Division (ERDI) of ADB under a PRF-financed TA (RETA 6073: Developing 
Modeling Tools for Assessing the Effectiveness of ADB's Operations in Reducing 
Poverty) as well as another TA on poverty mapping.  

The NPRS/PRF Secretariat also worked with the OCO, the Office of information 
Systems and Technology (OIST), and the Knowledge Management Unit of the 
RSDD and jointly developed the Trust Funds intranet website (http://trust), which 
is now operational.  The objective is to have the information on ADB’s trust funds 
accessible to all ADB staff.  

• Other accomplishments in PRF fund management include: 
i. Provided funding assistance for fact-finding missions and staff consultancy to 

8 PRF-funded TAs, amounting to $53,032.00 

ii. Continuous updating of the PRF database;   
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iii. Continuous provision of key support functions to project offices for: (i) 
preparation of technical proposals; (ii) feedback on draft TA papers; and (iii) 
follow-up on TAs that are behind schedule. 

iv. Regular update of the PRF website (http://adb.org/prf/) and Trust Funds 
intranet website.  This involved the preparation of web contents for the PRF 
website, including summary of individual TAs, consolidation of press releases 
and articles, and reformatting of available reports 

v. Close liaison with NPRS and other poverty and thematic trust funds; 

vi. Regular coordination with the DFID and the Board of Director office, as 
necessary; 

 
IV.  OVERALL ASSESSMENT AND KEY IMPLEMENTATION ISSUES  

9. Progress in Portfolio Development.  The PRF sustained strong demand in 
2005, despite ADB’s exercising greater scrutiny and selectivity in TA concept notes.  
This initially slowed demand at the beginning of the year, but started to pick up by middle 
of the year.  This resulted to the endorsement of 14 additional TAs ($9.935) for the 
period July to December 2005 under the PRF-HQ portfolio.   As of December 2005, total 
firm endorsement amounts to $48.66 million, for a total of 93 TAs.  This is already 97% 
of the initial contribution of ₤30 million or $50 million as of 31 December 2005.  As per 
instructions by the ADB’s cofinancing office, the NPRS/PRF stopped committing money 
at this conservative level, leaving a room for 5% administration cost plus some buffer in 
the event of currency fluctuation in favor of the US dollar.  The target of full commitment 
is now achieved prior to December 2005. 

10. Increasing Amount of Disbursement.  As more TAs are getting approved and 
implemented, project officers were guided to implement their TAs on time.  As a result, 
disbursements that started to pick up at the middle of the year, continued to increase 
until yearend.  For the period of July to December 2005, total PRF-HQ disbursements 
amounted to $3,506,474.  This is a 47% increase from total disbursements for the period 
January – June 2005, and 117% increase from the July – December 2004 level.  For the 
PRF-HQ window, total disbursements for the period July – December 2005 also 
increased to $1,050,026 from $923,763 for the January – June 2005 period.  This is also 
an increase from the total disbursement of $570,685 in 2004.   

11. The regional balance of PRF projects remains distributed across all regions, 
except Southeast Asia.  Most of the TAs supported focuses on upstream work (e.g. 
policy study and strategy development) and their major thrust is capacity building for 
poverty reduction and inclusive social development. 

12. Progress in TAs Under Implementation.  The progress of the 90 TAs under 
implementation has been generally on track.   

• A total of 10 TAs are nearing completion.  These are: PRC 4215:  Safe Drinking 
Water and Sanitation for the Rural Poor; PRC 4308: Poverty Reduction in 
Grassland Improvement Program; CAM 3947: Sustainable Employment 
Promotion for Poor Women; CAM 3955: Engagement of a Poverty Consultant at 
the Cambodia Resident Mission; CAM 4131: Preventing Poverty and Empowering 
Female Garment Workers Affected by the Changing International Trade 
Environment; RETA 6118: Promoting NGO Support for Poverty Alleviation in the 
GMS Subregion (Phase 1); VIE 4028: Transport Services Network for the Poor; 
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VIE 4205: Early Childhood Development for the Poor; RETA 6109: NGO 
Partnerships for Poverty Reduction; and RETA 6120: Developing a Social 
Protection Index for Committed Poverty Reduction.  These TAs’ principal activities 
are already being completed, and final reports are currently being prepared.   

• Most of the TAs is on schedule, although a number of TAs is delayed.  KGZ 4408: 
A Study of the Impact of Land Reform on Agriculture, Poverty Reduction and 
Environment and KGZ 4405: Study on Pricing Systems and Cost Recovery 
Mechanisms for Irrigation are delayed due to the sensitive political situation in this 
country.  RETA 6170: Pilot Project on Institutionalizing Civil Society Participation 
to Create Local pro-poor Budgets and SRI: 4442: Psycho-social Health in conflict-
affected Areas are delayed, as it took awhile before clearance from covered 
countries were secured and the TA letter was signed.  RETA 6176: Building 
Capacity for Participatory Approaches to Poverty Reduction in ADB Operation is 
also delayed. 

• Ten TAs have not yet started with their activities as they have been recently 
approved.  However, for VIE 4638: Implementing the Regulatory and Supervisory 
Framework for Micro Finance, approval was secured in August 2005 yet, but the 
TA letter was signed only in November.   

• The PRF-PRC TA 4222: Policy Study on Poverty Reduction Strategy – Trends, 
Challenges and Future Directions is one of the five recipients of the first-ever ADB 
TA award.   

V. WORK PROGRAM FOR JANUARY – JUNE 2006 
13. In January – June 2006, the following activities will comprise the key work 
program: 

 
• Prepare for the Seventh (20-21 March 2006) NPRS-PRF Strategy Meeting, 

including, the preparation of meeting papers, annual reports and summary notes 
of the strategy meeting;
