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istrative procedures and systems. Fur-
thermore, to ensure community and
private sector involvement in planning,
maintenance and delivery of social ser-
vices, consultations and training of
community-based and nongovernment
organizations are carried out.

Rehabilitation works in 309 facilities
have been completed, 34 health facilities
and 233 schools have been
supplied with equipment. About 377 edu-
cational and health facilities will be reha-
bilitated by the end of the Project in 2004.
Within the framework of the Project’s
institutional development, management
information system, and health informa-
tion system components, the social
protection departments and family medi-
cine centers of Batken, Jalalabad, and Osh
oblasts have received computer equip-
ment, related software, and training. To
ensure effective information and func-
tioning data transmission, e-mail accounts
have been opened for 26 family medicine
centers of these oblasts.

The Community-Based Infrastruc-
ture Services Sector Project of $36 million
is aimed at improving the living and health
conditions in selected rural and urban
communities, particularly in the southern
region, by providing basic infrastructure
services, mainly water supply and sanita-
tion.  It will benefit over 1.5 million people
who will have good quality, piped drink-
ing water supply facilities and proper
sanitation, and also improved flood
control and drainage facilities.

The Project is also providing assis-
tance to the central and local governments
in delivering infrastructure services, and
improving and rehabilitating these facili-
ties. Moreover, under the Project,
community-based ownership of infra-
structure and management of services is
promoted to ensure sustainability and
more effective services delivery.

Of 840 villages included in the Project,
672 villages are located in the southern
oblasts.  The project activities have been
mainly focused on the physical infrastruc-
ture development related to the rural
water supply systems.  In 2004, the works
have been started in 365 southern villages,
and in 307 southern villages, the works
will soon begin. Fifty construction con-
tracts have been signed for the country’s
south covering 157 villages. A training
center in Osh has been established,

staffed and equipped, and has already
started to provide training for community
drinking water users unions.

Finance

The Rural Financial Institutions Project
of $12.5 million is aimed at increasing the
availability of credit and create avenues
for mobilizing local savings in rural areas.
To achieve this, a sustainable network of
credit unions was established, an apex
union—the Financial Company for Sup-
port and Development of Credit Unions—
was developed, and a suitable legal and
regulatory framework was created.
Currently, there are 152 credit unions in
Osh, Jalalabad and Batken provinces, with
a total membership of 12,554.  This con-
stitutes 50.3% of all credit unions in the
country.

Natural Disaster Relief

The Kyrgyz Republic suffers great dam-
age from natural calamities. ADB has
provided assistance to help rehabilitate
damaged infrastructure after floods in
the affected areas. One project was

successfully completed in August 2002.
It covered Osh, Jalalabad, and Batken
oblasts, which suffered substantial dam-
age after floods in 1998. Another project
was approved by ADB in December 2003.
It covers Jalalabad, Osh, Chui, and Issyk-
Kul oblasts that were seriously affected
by landslides and floods in the spring
and summer of 2003.

Transport and Communications
ADB provided assistance to rehabilitate
the Bishkek-Osh Road, which is the only
internal surface connection between two
main centers of population, trade, and
industrial activities, and has a great stra-
tegic importance. ADB approved a $140
million loan to rehabilitate most of the road
in three phases and upgrade 125 kilome-
ters (km) of secondary roads in the project
area. The first two phases are completed,
and the third phase is ongoing. The reha-
bilitated Bishkek-Osh Road is bringing
many visible benefits to the population,
