ince the Kyrgyz Republic joined
the Asian Development Bank
(ADB) in 1994, 24 loans totaling
$573 million have been approved
as of end-June 2005. All loans were pro-
vided on concessional terms from ADB’s
Asian Development Fund (ADF). From
2005 onward, up to 50% of ADF assis-
tance to the country could be in grants.

Of the total, six loans are program loans
totaling $184 million to support policy
reforms aimed at facilitating transition
to market economy; the remaining 18
are project loans totaling $389 million
to assist in various investment activities.
Fifteen loans have been closed, while
the remaining 9 loans with a net loan
amount of $185.3 million are ongoing.

ADRB’s current portfolio in the Kyrgyz
Republic covers a variety of sectors: ag-
ricultural development, finance, gover-
nance, education, and transport. It also
gives support in strengthening credit
unions, rehabilitating roads, improv-
ing social infrastructure, and providing
emergency assistance.

The mandate of the current ADB coun-
try strategy and program (CSP) ends in
2006. In September 2005, preparations
for a new results-based CSP for 2007—
2009 began; it will be developed jointly
with other international finance institu-
tions in 2006.

In the initial years of ADB operations
in the Kyrgyz Republic, ADB’s assis-
tance supported strategically important
projects and policy initiatives. A resi-
dent mission in Bishkek was established
in April 2000 to coordinate the various
initiatives.

In addition to loans, ADB has provided
60 technical assistance (TA) grants total-
ing $35.4 million. Of these, 15 are proj-
ect preparatory TA projects amounting
to $10.5 million; and the remaining are
advisory TA projects for capacity build-
ing, policy formulation, institutional
strengthening, and training. Supporting
the lending program, TA projects are
planned amounting to $1.9 million an-
nually for 2004-2005.m

Development Partners Agree on a Joint Country
Support Strategy for the Kyrgyz Republic

discussed on 14-15 September in
Bishkek the possibility of pursuing a
joint country support strategy.

The objective was to gauge the in-
terest in developing a joint country
support strategy among key devel-
opment partners—Asian Develop-
ment Bank (ADB), Department
for International Development of
the United Kingdom, European
Bank for Reconstruction and De-
velopment, European Commission,
Germany, Swiss Agency for Devel-
opment and Cooperation, United
Nations, United States Agency for
International Development, and
World Bank.

Prime Minister Felix Kulov gave the
development partners the Govern-
ment’s view on economic and social
reform priorities and agenda. The Gov-
ernment identified three areas of major
concern: high corruption, high unem-
ployment, and unequal distribution of
social services. Based on discussions
with the Government, the donor com-
munity shared their views on how they
could jointly assist the Government in
pursuing the country’s key develop-
ment priorities.

Participating donors developed the
guiding principles for a joint country
support strategy, identified key oppor-
tunities, and agreed on a way forward.

Bringing together leading development
partners to test the interests of develop-
ing a joint country support strategy for
amore effective delivery of development
assistance was a unique and encourag-
ing event both for the donor commu-
nity and the Kyrgyz Republic.

The Kyrgyz Republic is now well po-
sitioned to become a pioneer in having
a first joint country support strategy in
the Central Asian region.

of the Asian Development

Bank (ADB) was fielded during

2-19 September, led by V.B.
Tulasidhar, Economist, and compris-
ing staff from relevant sector divisions
of ADB headquarters and the Kyrgyz
Resident Mission (KYRM). The mission
discussed ADB’s 2006—2008 lending and

technical assistance program for the Kyr-
gyz Republic with the Government, the
donor community, and nongovernment
organizations.

On 19 September, the Government of
the Kyrgyz Republic and ADB signed a
memorandum of understanding. “Dur-
ing 2005 — 2006 the Asian Development
Bank will provide (to the Kyrgyz Re-

public) approximately $60 million; the
country will get $30 million this year,
and the other 30 million in 2006,” Akyl-
bek Japarov, Acting Minister of Finance,
told journalists.

He officially announced that in 2006,
ADB’s financial assistance to the Kyr-
gyz Republic would be allocated to edu-
cation, agriculture, finance, and bank-
ing sectors.

Journalists Visit ADB Projects in the Kyrgyz Republic

n line with the Asian Development
Bank (ADB) policy of enhancing
the public awareness of its opera-
tions among stakeholders, the Kyr-
gyz Resident Mission (KYRM) aims
to boost ADB visibility in the Kyrgyz
Republic through a series of press tours.
These activities are expected to initiate
debate on development issues in the
Kyrgyz society, highlight ADB’s input
to development processes in the country,
and subsequently mobilize more political

support for its activities.

During 4-7 September, KYRM or-
ganized a pilot press tour to endorse
ADB’s identity as one of the major de-
velopment agencies in the country. This
press tour was an opportunity to inform
journalists from the country’s leading
mass media organizations of ADB op-
erations to improve lives of people in the
South of the country (Osh oblast), where
ADB major projects are concentrated.

tion Project (Bishkek-Osh road), Emergency Rehabilitation
Project, Community-Based Early Childhood Development
Project, and Community-Based Infrastructure Services
Sector Project.

The visits to ongoing project sites provided journalists with
a unique personal experience, factual information, and new
perspectives. They saw firsthand the project implementation
process, interviewed beneficiaries, and talked to contractors
and executing agencies’ staff to capture a comprehensive
picture of the projects.

The journey started with a visit to project sites of the Third
Road Rehabilitation Project. The country’s arterial highway
connecting the north and the south has a strong impact on
the country’s development. The road runs through four of
the country’s six oblasts (provinces) and serves almost half
of the country’s population. An all-weather road between
the two key centers of the country is essential to ensure sta-
ble economic development.

Marat Miyarov, Project Director, briefed reporters that the
Bishkek-Osh road, constructed in 1970s, deteriorated be-
cause of poor maintenance. Some sections were periodically
closed in winter because of unsafe conditions. ADB started
financing the Bishkek-Osh Road Project in 1996 and reha-
bilitated it in phases. Total ADB financing is $145 million
in concessional loans and $4.3 million in grants. The third
phase of the road reconstruction is ongoing.

After visiting a

mobile  asphalt
plant in Tash-
Kumyr located

along the recon-
structed parts of
the road, jour-
nalists met with
women engaged
in road recon-
struction for the
first time. The
women’s job was
to drag stones
and sweep the
road.

Jumagul  Stan-
baeva worked as
a chief accoun-
tant at one of the
closed plants in
Tash-Kumyr. Now
she has to support
three children by
working 12 hours
a day carrying stones.

“It is really hard,” says Jumagul, sighing and straightening
her shoulders, “But why not work? We don’t have a choice.
It is tiring to sit at home without a job and think about how
to earn some money. It is better to have this job. We work 2
weeks, then take 2 weeks break, and earn 2,500 som ($60)
a month” — a relatively decent subsistence income in a poor
mountainous country.

In Uzgen rayon at the Uzgen-Osh section, journalists saw
asphalt works for the first time and, as they said, “witnessed
the birth of the new road.”

The second day of the tour started at the resettlement center
in Dubitel village in Uzgen rayon nearby Osh. At the site,
journalists were briefed by Meimanbek Tashpolotov, Project
Manager of the Emergency Rehabilitation Project. He said
the people in the resettlement center had lost their homes

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and property due to severe land-
slides and floods as a result of
heavy rains in 2003. Serious ca-
lamities also substantially dam-
aged public infrastructure in
various parts of the country.

At the project site, reporters
witnessed the construction of
a local school for 192 school-
children. Contractors prom-
ised to complete construction
by end-November 2005. The
project staff conducted a tour
of the center and demonstrated
other social infrastructure proj-
ect sites, such as a village road,
power transmission lines, and a
water supply facility.

On the third day, the journalists
traveled to Nookat rayon, 150
kilometers from Osh to partici-
pate at the official opening cere-
mony of three kindergartens un-
der ADB’s Community-Based

Early Childhood Development
Project. Children of the kinder-
gartens greeted the guests by
singing songs and dancing. Lo-
cal government representatives
expressed gratitude to ADB for
financial assistance for bringing
joy to local children who are now
able to attend renovated kinder-
gartens that are more conducive
to learning.

The last stop was a water supply
subproject in Bel and Kairagach
villages. In these villages, the lo-
cal people always complained
about lack of drinking water.
A man on the street was asked
whether he had access to drink-
ing water and he said “No.”
When the group turned on the
water column located just across
a road (set by the ADB project),
pure drinking water began to
flow.H

Healthy Economic Expansion

Expected in 2005-2006 but

Challenges Loom, ADO Says

eveloping Asia’s
healthy economic ex-
pansion is expected
to continue, with
growth projected at 6.6% in
both 2005 and 2006, according
to a major report released by
the Asian Development Bank
(ADB). But the impact of higher
oil prices constitutes a major
source of uncertainty.
In 2005, solid performance at
regional level masks some im-
portant revisions at country and

subregional levels, according to
the Asian Development Outlook
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2005 Update (Update), a sup-
plement to ADB’s flagship pub-
lication that forecasts economic
trends in the region.

The forecast of 6.6% growth for
2005 represents a small upward
revision and next year’s projec-
tion is unchanged from the pro-
jections of the Asian Develop-
ment Outlook 2005 (ADO 2005)
released in April.

So far, Central Asia’s net oil
exporters have benefited from
higher oil prices and new pro-
duction capacity, to the degree
that subregional growth in 2005
is expected to top 9%.H
