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1. Pursuant to paragraph 3 subpara. 2(12) of the Arrangement Letter dated 24 May 2000 
establishing the Japan Fund for Poverty Reduction (JFPR), we are pleased to submit herewith a 
progress report on the implementation of JFPR for the period 01 July to 31 December 2007.  
 
GOJ Contributions 
 
2. The total contribution from the Government of Japan (GOJ) as of 30 June 2007 
remained at $360.4 million. The last contribution made to the Fund was on 24 March 2006, in 
the amount of $15,479,614.78 (¥ 1,824,350,000.00) [Attachment (i)]. 
 
GOJ Approvals; Net Uncommitted Balance 
 
3. Nine (9) projects totaling $16.7 million were approved by GOJ during the second 
semester of 2007 bringing GOJ's 2007 total approvals to 13 projects worth $22.8 million 
[Attachment (ii)]. ADB, on the other hand, approved six (6) projects with a total amount of $11.0 
million, bringing ADB's total approvals to 13 projects worth 22.0 million.1 As of the end of 
December 2007, a total of 107 grant proposals (with a total amount of $274.5 million) had been 
approved by the Government of Japan. Of these, 103 grant proposals (with a total amount of 
$266.3 million) had been approved by ADB.  
 
4. Based on the statement on the “Status of Grant” prepared by the Controller’s 
Department [Attachment (iii)], the “uncommitted balance available for new commitments” as of 
31 December 2007 was $159.8 million. This takes into account the total amount of effective 
grants (i.e., grants whose Letters of Agreement had been signed), as well as grants that had 
been approved by ADB but that were not yet effective, and the five (5) projects that have been 
cancelled so far.2 This also takes into account income from investments as well as 
administrative expenses. Deducting from this amount the grant that has been approved by GOJ 
which is awaiting ADB approval ($8.2 million), the net uncommitted balance is $151.6 million. 
 
5.  As of 31 December 2007, four (4) proposals were still awaiting GOJ approval. An 
indicative pipeline of over 30 projects shows continued strong interest of Regional Departments 
in JFPR. 
 

                                                 
1 The variance between amounts of GOJ and ADB approvals has to do with the lag from the time the proposals are approved by 

GOJ, up to the time they are approved by ADB. The 13 projects approved by GOJ in 2007 are not entirely the same projects as the 
ones approved by ADB.

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6.  The number of projects approved by GOJ in 2007 exceeds the total for 2006 at 13 
versus 11 projects. The total amount for 2007, however, is eclipsed by the total grant amount for 
2006 due to the approval in 2006 of two AFG projects which were worth a total of $38 million. 
One AFG project that had originally been scheduled for submission in 2007 (Small Hydropower 
Project worth about $20 million) slipped to 2008.   

 
LOA Signing 
 
7. Out of the 103 projects that had been approved by ADB as of 31 December 2007, 
ninety-eight (98) have become effective, i.e., their Letters of Agreement (LOA) have been 
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signed. Five of these LOA-signing activities are featured in Attachment (vii) - ADB Today 
Announcements. 
 
Disbursement 
 
8. Total project disbursement during the second half of 2007 amounted to $19.6 million, 
compared to $13.4 million for the same period during the previous year (Jul-Dec 06) $13.3 
million over the immediate preceding semester (Jan-Jun 2007), for a 46% and 47% increase, 
respectively. 2007 disbursements ($32.9 million) increased by 34% over the disbursements for 
2006 of $24.5 million. This brought total project disbursements to $117.4 million (Fig. 7). 
 
9. The projects which registered the highest disbursement in 2007 were JFPR 9037-AFG: 
Emergency Road rehabilitation Project which disbursed $7 million; JFPR 9097-AFG: North-
South Corridor Project - $3 million; and JFPR 9067-PAK: Immediate Supply to Poor and 
Vulnerable Households in Inaccessible Areas - $2 million.

10. As of 31 December 2007, of the 98 projects that had become effective since year 2000, 
four (4) were completed in 2004, five (5) in 2005, seven (7) in 2006, and seventeen (17) in 
2007. Out of these 33 completed projects, ten (10) have submitted Implementation Completion 
Memoranda (ICM), while the rest are under preparation. The ICMs will be used as input for 
monographs that will be published by OCO in 2008 to highlight best practices and lessons 
learned.  
 
11. Three projects were cancelled in 2007. These were JFPR 9031-PAK: Mobilizing the 
Poor for Better Access to Health; JFPR 9090-PAK: Iron and Folic Acid Fortification in Small-
Scale Milling to Improve the Lives of the Poor, Especially Women; and 9086-AZE: Affordable 
Services and Water Conservation for the Poor. The cancellations stemmed from the apparent 
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lack of interest on the part of the central governments to pursue the projects. The LOA of the 
AZE project was never signed. 
 
Monitoring and Evaluation 
 
12. The evaluation of JFPR was completed during the second semester of 2007. The final 
report was submitted to the Board on 20 September and simultaneously released in the ADB 
website(http://www.adb.org/Documents/SES/REG/SES-REG-2007-10/SES-REG-2007-10.asp). 
The report, which was part of a special evaluation study by the Operations Evaluation 
Department of ADB on the three grant funds administered by ADB’s Office of Cofinancing 
Operations, evaluated the extent to which the Fund has met its objectives, analyzed issues and 
constraints, and made recommendations and suggestions to assist in future implementation. 
According to the report, “[O]verall, the Fund was rated relevant, effective, efficient, and 
sustainable following the criteria used to evaluate public sector operations." 
 
13. A summary of the key findings and recommendations are attached (Attachment vi). 
 
Outreach and Visibility 
 
14. OCO continues to promote JFPR visibility both within and outside ADB by ensuring 
media coverage of grant signing activities in the field. These events are attended by Japanese 
embassy officials, Government officials, as well as the ADB Country Director and Resident 
Mission staff. These and other important JFPR project milestones are usually featured in ADB 
Today. The JFPR Website continues to be an important venue for disseminating information on 
JFPR. 
 
15. Two JFPR Series Meetings were held during the second half of 2007: "Strengthening 
HIV/AIDS Programs -- Lessons Learned from JFPR 9006-REG (Community Action for 
Preventing HIV/AIDS): Myths, and Challenges" and "Lessons from Mongolia: Empowering 
Disabled and Improving Ger (Tent) Areas."  The dissemination meeting on JFPR 9006-REG 
which was organized together with the Community of Practice (CoP) on Health, headed by Lead 
Health Specialist Jacques Jeugmans, was held on 20 July. In both meetings, the Government of 
Japan was represented by ED Masaki Omura and his staff from BOD-Japan. Werner Liepach 
opened the meetings, while JFPR Coordinator Megumi Araki acted as Master of Ceremonies 
and Open Forum Facilitator. 
 

16. Messrs. Vincent de Wit, Principal Health 
Specialist and Project Officer and Mr. Peter 
Godwin, Project Advisor presented the results 
and lessons learned from the project. The 
meeting was attended by ADB staff, as well as 
guests from WHO, USAID, and external 
consultants. Arjun Thapan, Director General-
SERD was represented by former Deputy 
Director General Kuniki Nakamori. 
 

17. On the other hand, the dissemination meeting on JFPRs 9014 
and 9015-MON was held on 27 November 2007. The presentation 
was made by Country Director Adrian Ruthenberg and Project Officer 
Bayasgalan Bavuusuuren. Mr. Barry Hitchcock, Director, EARG, 
represented EARD Director General Satish Rao. 
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18. Attachment (vii) shows the ADB Today Announcements for July to December 2007, 
while Attachment (viii) shows a compilation of photos representing some key events and 
activities from that period.

Japan Fund for Poverty Reduction 

 

Summary of Findings  

Based on the evaluation findings, the study concluded that:  

• The Fund aligns well with ADB’s strategic objectives while individual projects are in line 
with both country partnership and national poverty reduction strategies.  

• The Fund has generally met its specific objectives related to innovation and Japan’s 
visibility. The original intention to expand projects into loan projects has been met, but 
overall at a lower level than expected.  

• All ADB staff interviewed considered JFPR a valuable program that placed ADB in a 
better position to deal in a practical way with poverty-related problems. They reported 
strong ongoing demand for JFPR projects, as reflected in the project pipeline.  

• Overall, the JFPR is a success. Of the 17 completed projects evaluated, 23% were rated 
highly successful, 65% successful, and 12% partly successful. The proportion of projects 
rated successful or higher (88%) compares well with the success rate of the overall ADB 
loan program (65% of completed projects).  

• Evidence of a sound design was not a strong point of many of the JFPR projects 
evaluated (i.e., they did not include design and monitoring frameworks), yet most 
projects achieved their intended outcomes, so presumably design was adequate.  

• The administration of JFPR projects does not follow standard ADB process. The projects 
require approval by the Japanese embassy at the concept stage and by the Government 
of Japan at the final design stage, in addition to the normal ADB approvals.  

• The design template is based on that for the Japan Social Development Fund of the 
World Bank, which differs from ADB’s standard templates. Project monitoring and 
completion reports also follow Japan Social Development Fund processes. They give 
little information about outcomes, and are not integrated with ADB’s monitoring systems.  

• Projects can be implemented in several ways, all of which are suitable under appropriate 
circumstances, but the contribution of NGOs is worthy of note, particularly the 
willingness of some international NGOs to fund temporary deficits from their own 
resources, adding flexibility to implementation.  

• The relative success of JFPR is mainly due to (i) the small scale and manageability of 
projects, (ii) the relevance of projects to the real needs of poor unities, (iii) close 
involvement and motivation of most project officers, (iv) implementation by NGOs that 
are highly motivated and close to their communities, and (v) the consequent reduction in 
rent seeking and bureaucratic inefficiency.  

• ADB’s Office of Cofinancing Operations is effective but understaffed. The unit would 
benefit from the addition of staff for technical and monitoring support. The appointment 
of focal points in ADB departments would also assist in program development and 
management.

Strategic Recommendations  

• Country partnership strategies should specifically include a strategy for the use of JFPR, 
as relevant.  

• JFPR systems should be moved closer to ADB’s core business practices.  

• Grant size restrictions should be reviewed: while the grants should remain of modest 
size, the possibility of increasing the maximum grant to $3 million, or even $5 million, 
with adequate justification, should be considered.  

• Resident missions should be involved in project design and, where appropriate, have 
responsibility for project supervision.  

• Beneficiary targeting is critical and needs detailed attention during project design and 
implementation. Projects should target the enterprising poor.  

• The use of grants for disaster recovery should be reviewed. JFPR may be suited to 
addressing localized disasters, not regional emergencies.  

• The Government of Japan might reconsider its role in approval with increased input at 
the concept and design stages.  

• Staff in the Office of Cofinancing Operations should be increased to provide more inputs 
in design, and more frequent monitoring in the field. Links with the Regional and 
Sustainable Development Department should be developed.  

• Given the innovative and pilot nature of projects and potential for expansion, greater 
emphasis should be given to learning from projects and disseminating findings.
