Project Description

The purpose of the study is to examine issues concerning the Bank's assistance program in
PRC to provide feedback for improving future country operational strategy formulation and sector
policy/programs. Specifically, the Country Assistance Program Evaluation (CAPE) will assess the
Bank’s overall assistance strategy for PRC with particular reference to: (i) the relevance of Bank's
country assistance strategy, i.e., the consistency of objectives and instruments with the diagnosis of
the development problems contained in the last three development plans; (i) the efficacy of the
development assistance strategy and annual country assistance plans, i.e., the degree to which the
objectives of the strategy have been achieved; and (iii) the efficiency of the assistance strategy and
plans, i.e., the cost effectiveness of the resqurces used. The study will identify lessons learned for
future Bank policies and operational strategies to be adopted for PRC and possibly for other similar
countries. The major output of the CAPE would be both quantitative and qualitative assessments of
the country policies and programs made in PRC since 1987.

The TA aims to assist the Government in: (i) undertaking a comprehensive review of the
status of basic education in both provinces of Bali and Nusa Tenggara Barat; (ii) preparing a
comprehensive action plan for development of basic educatiion in each province; (iii) formulating a
detailed project proposal for each province addressing the key issues and priorities identified in (i)
and (i) above; and (iv) preparing Kanwil (provincial) and Kandep (district) officials for project
implementation. Both the subsector study and the project proposals will cover MOEC, Ministry of
Religious Affairs, and private schools and all districts, to the extent priorities will have been
determined. Specifically, each basic education study will include: (i) a comprehensive compilation of
basic education statistics; (i) an initial social assessment of the impact of the Government's policies,
plans, and programs for basic education; (iii) a detailed institutional analysis covering all the agencies
involved in planning and delivering basic education and the interlinkages among them; (iv) analysis
of the main subsector issues; and (v) identification of main goals, priorities, and strategies.
