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1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Brief Description of the Project

1. The project road MZ 02; Serchhip-Buarpui is a part of North Eastern State Roads
Improvement Program (NESRIP) — Tranche 2, being implemented with the funding
support from the Asian Development Bank (ADB). Ministry of Development of
North Eastern Region (MDONER) is the executing agency who in turn is implementing
the projects through the State Public Works Department (PWD) of Government of
Mizoram. The road improvement project covers 55 kilometers of the existing major
district road, which is in two parts ( Viz. Part | and Il) intercepted by the Aizawl -
Lunglei State Highway. This project was classified as Category B as per ADB'’s
Safeguards Policy Statement, 2009.

2. Part | starts from the junction (Serchhip - Sialsuk junction) on NH 54, about 4 km
south of Serchhip town and terminates at the junction with Aizawl-Lunglei State
Highway (SH) near Sitvan - Hanging Garden, Sialsuk. This part is covering a length of
15.2 km (Figure 1).

3. Part Il (Thenzawl — Buarpui) starts from its junction on Aizawl-Lunglei SH near
Thenzawl and ends at Buarpui. Length of this part is 39.8 km (Figure 1).

1.2 Road improvement and up-gradation project involves:

¢ Widening to intermediate lane with earthen shoulder on valley side and paved
shoulder on the hill side;

¢ Improvement of existing road curves;

e Rehabilitation of existing and construction of new cross drainage structures

and roadside drains;



e Improvement of junctions / intersections;
e Incorporating road safety measures; and

e Provide protection works to stabilize the slopes to control slides and erosion.

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4, The impact on the environment due to up gradation of the existing road

pertains to cutting of trees, temporary deterioration of the ambient air quality during
construction from clearing of land, silt run off, cutting of hill slope, camp operations and
rock blasting, though not being / proposed to be undertaken at close proximity of
habitations.

2. INSTITUTIONAL SET-UP

6. Ministry of Development of North Eastern Region (MDONER) and Government of
Mizoram are the respective executing agencies (EA) at the national level and state
level. The public works department through its Project Implementation Unit (PIU), is the
implementing agency of the project. The Project Director is heading the PIU and is
supported by other staff members. The PIU has nominated a Junior Engineer as
safeguards specialist to monitor and review the issues related to environment
(Annexure -1). The PIU has engaged construction supervision consultant (CSC) to
supervise the construction activities including implementation of Environmental
Management Plan (EMP) by the contractor. Institutional setup for EMP implementation

during the reporting period of EA, Consultant and Contractor is provided in table 2.

7. M/s Tantia Constructions Limited is the civil contractor entrusted with the
execution of the subject project, they are committed to protect and conserve the
environment during the road construction activities and also make value additions to the
environmental and social conditions of the project area. Being fully aware of their
environmental and social responsibilities and obligations, the company has accordingly,
taken a holistic and pragmatic approach in fulfilling their responsibilities in protecting
and sustaining the environment. Environment cum Social Officer and full time Safety
Officer have been deployed since February 2016. Both these persons have made
genuine efforts and made positive contributions in creating awareness among the site
staff and the labours for protecting and achieving the goals in respect of environmental

compliances / safeguards, safety and health as per EMP.

10. The expansion of the project road does not attract the provision of EIA
Notification and require any Environmental Clearance from the MOEFCC. No part of the
project road is falling within the core, buffer or eco-sensitive areas of national parks,
sanctuaries, biospheres, and protected wetlands; and the project roads are away from
the legally protected monuments of archeological importance. Forest area diversion of
0.9963 ha was done under Tlawng Riverine Reserve Forest (Annexure 17) and amount
for compensatory afforestation was deposited to Forest Department account (Annexure
18).

4.3 Details of Base Camp and other Camps

13.

The project road is divided into two parts and for the logistics and expediency of

the work one base camp and three other camps have been established. Base camp is
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established in the Part 1 at km12 near Mat river bridge. Three other camps have been
established in Part 2 at km 9.0, km 21.0 and km 71.0. Potable drinking water, adequate
sanitary and first aid facilities have been provided in all the camps. LPG/ kerosene fuel
are being used for cooking purposes. Toilets with connected piping to septic tanks and
soak pits are provided. The solid wastes generated are being collected in dustbin sand
the garbage is disposed off at regular intervals at designated ground. To ensure no
water logging during monsoon, drainage facilities are provided and maintained at the

camp sites. Camp photographs (5) are shown below.-

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4.4 Compliance with Safety at work place

Traffic Management:

14.  Although the volume of traffic movement is low in the work locations, priorities
are always given to the road users to minimize inconvenience during construction.
Traffic management comprising of temporary diversion of road, display of signages,
deployment of flagmen as required are generally followed as, when and where those
are required. Instructions are given to the concerned supervisors for adherence to these
requirements to mitigate inconvenience to the public. There are no issues / complaints,
so far in respect of any non-compliance of the above. Interactions and consultations are
carried out with the Village Councils and NGOs from time to time to address any
likelihood of inconvenience to the villagers from the planned road construction
operations, which also help both the parties in maintaining a cordial relationship and in

getting support from each other.

4.5 Environment, Health and Safety (EHS)

15. Workers are made aware of the risk from human transmitted diseases due to
uncontrolled mixing and the related precautionary measures to be taken to safeguard
from acquiring diseases and remain as healthy. Importance of use of right and adequate
PPE and good work practices while at work to ensure safety of the individual and that of
his co-workers. Every staff of M/s Tantia Constructions Ltd. deployed in this project is
made aware of the project specific Environmental and Safety Policy (Photograph 6). It is
also disseminated to all persons concerned with the contractor in the execution of the
project that the Environmental Management Plan (EMP) being a part of the contract
document, it is obligatory on the part of the contractor as well as all his staff and
workmen to comply with the provisions / stipulations mentioned in the EMP document in
full.

4.6 Medical Assistance

16. First-aid boxes with medicines and accessories are kept in each camp site as

well as at work sites. Regular health check-up is arranged at the nearest hospitals in
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Thenzawl and Serchhip for those staff and workers who need medical assistance. Due
to non-availability of any privately managed hospitals in the project area and shortage of
doctors, agreement for providing medical assistance to our workmen and staff could not
be made with a hospital. However, one Doctor from Ayush Hospital (Gol) Thenzawl was
appointed on 4-Apr-18 as our Medical Advisor/ Instructor (Ref: ANNEXURE 14) to visit
all camps once in a month for conducting health check-up of our workers. Health check-
up of dwellers at Tlawng River base camp at Km 21 was conducted by the said
appointed doctor on 29"Sep, 2020. During the reporting period July to December 2020
only one health camps were organized due to COVID 19 where 24 staff and workers
were screened. Photograph (7) showing health check-up underway at 21 KM base
camp on 24-Dec 2020 (Last 6 months).

8. Public Consultations and Grievance Redressed

24. Informal consultations are being held regularly with the local people, village
chiefs and affected people in the project area including with relevant government
agencies. PIU on regular basis is guiding contractor and CSC to ensure that the
following issues are addressed with utmost care and priority:

e Controlled construction activities in settlement locations;

e Safety issues related to traffic diversion;

e Environment Health and Safety related aspects.
In general the local residents are supporting the project and happy with the construction
of the road. No formal public consultation done during the period July to December

2020. Public consultation should be carried out in the next reporting period.

25. The project specific grievance redress committee (GRC) was established since
March 2014 (Annexure -19) to address concerns and grievances of the local
communities and affected parties pertaining to resettlement benefits, compensation,
and relocation issues. No grievance has been received during this reporting period

from public regarding any environmental safeguards issue.
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9. Conclusion and Recommendations

26. In order to have a sustainable development in the project the emphasis on the
implementation of EMP has been given topmost priority. Contractors are implementing
mitigation measures provided in civil work contract; however, there is scope for further
improvement in areas like personnel safety equipment use by workers, safety provisions
for traffic, debris / construction waste disposal, camp site management etc. The
contractors assured that they will try their level best to comply with the suggestions
given by CSCs /PIU from time to time for better implementation of EMPs. The contractor
will arrange AIDS awareness camp and also arrange public consultation in the next

reporting period.
27. The implementations of the project have not led to any impact on any component

of environment and is contributing for the development of region as expected during

planning and implementation stage.

(22) The layout plan shall not be changed without the prior approval of the Central
Government.

(23) All other clearances / NOCs under different sules /-regulations /local laws and under
Forest- Dwellers (Recognition of Fotest Rights) Act, 2006 as required vide MoEF, New
Delhi guideline No. 11-%/1998-FC(Pt) dated 03.08.2009 shall be complied with.

(24) Any other conditions as may be found appropriate in future for the betterment of
environment & wildlife, may be imposed by North Fastern Regional Office, MoEF,
Shillong.

(25) This approval may be revoked if the above conditions of approval are not complied to the
satisfaction of the North Eastern Regional Office, Shillong. -
