Definition of Terms

This is payment given in cash or in kind to affected persons (APs) at
replacement cost or at current market value for assets and income
sources acquired or adversely affected by the project.

Refers to the date after which people will NOT be considered eligible
for compensation i.e. they are not included in the list of APs as
determined by a census. In this Project, Resettlement Committee will
disclose the cut-off-date to residents and local officials of each affected
commune which coincides with the date of the public announcement of
the land acquisition.

With the use of approved detailed engineering drawings, this activity
involves the finalization and/or validation of the results of the IOL,
severity of impacts, and list of APs done during the preparation of this
resettlement plan (RP).

Refers to any person or persons, household, firm, private or public
institution that, on account of changes resulting from the Project, will
have its (i) standard of living adversely affected; (ii) right, title or
interest in any house, land (e.g., residential, commercial, agricultural,
and/or grazing land), water resources or any other fixed assets
acquired, possessed, restricted or otherwise adversely affected, in full
or in part, permanently or temporarily; and/or (iii) business, occupation,
place of work or residence or habitat adversely affected, with or
without physical displacement.

In the case of affected household (AH), it includes all members
residing under one roof and operating as a single economic unit, who
are adversely affected by the project.

Refers to a range of measures, such as compensation in cash or in
kind, income restoration support, transfer assistance, relocation
support, etc., which are provided to the APs depending on the type
and severity of their losses to restore their economic and social base.

This is the listing of assets as a preliminary record of affected or lost
assets during the preparation of the RP where all fixed assets (i.e.,
land used for residence, commerce, agriculture; dwelling units; stalls
and shops; secondary structures, such as fences, tombs, wells;
standing crops and trees with commercial value; etc.) and sources of
income and livelihood inside the IOL are identified, measured, their
owners identified, their exact location pinpointed, and their
replacement costs calculated. The severity of impact on the affected
assets and the severity of impact on the livelihood and productive
capacity of the DPs are likewise determined.

It is the displacement of people, not of their own volition but
involuntarily, from their homes, assets, sources of income and
livelihood in the ROW in connection with the Project.

Refers to the process whereby a person in the Improving Operational
Performance of the Water Supply Sector Project, is compelled by the
government through the Resettlement Committee to alienate all or part
of the land s/he owns or possesses, to the ownership and possession
of the government for the Project in return for compensation at
replacement cost.

This is the physical displacement of a DP from his/her pre-project

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SUMMARY

Project Description Thanh Hoa Provincial People’s Committee and Song Chu one member Limited
Company (Song Chu) are implementing the Nghi Son economic zone’s water supply system
construction project in Thanh Hoa Province with an Asian Development Bank loan.

The project consists of:
e Construction of raw water intake, three pumping stations and a raw water transmission
pipeline over 39 km.
e Construction of a new water treatment plant with a capacity of 20,000 m3/day;
e Construction of 13.9 km of distribution network and 62.4 km of service pipeline;

The project will benefit over 8,000 households; including 5,000 households (HH) receiving piped
water for the first time

Scope of Resettlement Plan (RP): The RP was prepared during the feasibility study. It includes the
legal framework and entitlements, socio-economic conditions of the project affected people,
inventory of losses, public consultation and participation activities, income restoration program,
monitoring plan, grievance redress procedures, implementation arrangements, implementation
schedule and land acquisition and resettlement budget

Scope of land requisition: According to the preliminary design, the project will carry out permanent
land acquisition : i) along the raw water pipelines from South canal of Muc River to Yen My lake; ii)
for the raw water pumping stations; iii) for the water treatment plant (WTP) and iv) along the route to
the WTP. The raw water pipeline will require both temporary and permanent land acquisition.
Permanent land acquisition will be required for the pipeline RoW (3.5 m) for use during the operation
phase. Temporary land acquisition will be required for working space requirements during the
construction phase along the pipeline (6.5 m width).The inventory of losses (IOL) was conducted
from May 2012 to June 2012. The scope of land acquisition is presented below:

Permanent land acquisition: The total affected area due to permanent land acquisition is 5.1 ha
(4.9 ha of agricultural land and 0.2 ha of residential land). 320 HH will be affected by land acquisition
(13 households losing residential land, 307 HH losing agricultural land). 25 households (160
persons) will be severely affected losing 10% or more of their productive land holding. No household
will lose house and will have to be physically displaced. 5 households will be affected by loss of
fence. The project does not affect any cultural properties or graves

Temporary requisition: Besides permanent land acquisition, during construction there will be
temporary acquisition of 216.543 m? (21.7 ha) of agriculture land, including:
(1) 11,543 m? of agricultural land for the extension of the access road to the construction site of
the raw water transmission pipeline;
(2) 205,000 m? of agricultural land under transmission and distribution pipelines are acquired for
installation of water pipeline including the extension of access road to construction site.

6,311 m? of a concreted road along the raw water pipeline will also be temporary acquired;

Socio-Economic Conditions: A survey has been conducted among 480 households (HHSs) in the
project area. The survey included the 320 HHs affected by permanent land acquisition and 160 HHs
that may be affected temporarily during the construction period for potential business disruption.
The average family size of AHs is 6.4 members. Agriculture is the major employment sector with
92.29% of HH.

The survey shows that 35 HHs (11% of HH affected by permanent land acquisition) are considered
as vulnerable: 10 HHs are identified as social policy households', 12 HHs are poor and 13 HHs
headed by women. All affected HHs are Kinh, no HH belongs to an ethnic minority group. No other
vulnerable HH has been identified.

! Social policy households are families with Heroic Viethnam Mother, Heroes of the people’s armed force,
Heroes of labor, war invalids and family deserved well of Revolution. Policy families receive annually
allowance from the Government.
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Consultation: Consultations during the preparation of the draft resettlement plan consisted of 2
public meetings in Communes People’s Committees at project area. The Project owner and
Consultant had many discussions with the Communal People’s Committees and technical
departments to introduce about the project and prepare the plan for consultation. Public
consultation will continue throughout the project cycle.

Grievance Redress Mechanisms: In the RP implementation, the complaints will be resolved based
on the procedures approved in the Project Resettlement Policy Framework (RF). The local
authorities at all levels and project staff will resolve APs’ complaints fairly and quickly. APs will not
pay any administrative fees for their grievance redress. The resettlement committees of Tinh Gia
and Nong Cong districts are responsible to coordinate with relevant local government staff to
discuss and resolve any grievances received from the AHs.

Legal Framework and Entitlements: A Resettlement Framework (RF) was prepared under the
overall MFF and endorsed by the Prime Minister. The RF describes the legal and policy
framework for compensation, resettlement and rehabilitation under the project, which in turn is
defined by the relevant laws and regulations of the Government of Viet Nam, and the ADB
Safeguards Policy Statement (2009). The RF constitutes the basis for the entitlements.

The cut-off date will be the date of approval of the project by the Thanh Hoa PPC. This date has
not been issued yet.

Income Restoration and Rehabilitation: The AHs will be provided with various types of cash
assistance for life stabilisation as per government laws and regulations in addition to payment for land
and non-land assets. An income restoration program will be prepared during the Detailed Design
Phase which will provide supplemental assistance to severely affected households and vulnerable
households, enhancing opportunities for them to improve incomes through training, micro-credit and
provision of inputs.

Institutional Arrangements: Thanh Hoa PPC is the Executing Agency (EA) for the project. Song
Chu is the Implementing Agency (lA). As project owner, Song Chu will be responsible for the
supervision of the resettlement activities.

The Project Owner, together with the resettlement committees of Tinh Gia and Nong Cong districts,
and local authorities will be responsible for the implementation of the RP.

Disclosure: Key information of this RP has been disclosed to the AHs through public meetings and
dissemination of public information booklets (PIBs) during public meetings. During RP updating, the
following disclosure activities will be undertaken as per disclosure requirements laid out in the
approved RF: (i) distribution of a Public Information Brochure (PIB) in Vietnamese; ii) placement of
copies of the RPs in Vietnamese and English in city, district and ward offices; and (iii) disclosure of
the RPs on the ADB resettlement website.

Resettlement Budget: The cost estimate for the resettlement activities is 27 287 196 002 VND
equivalents to 1 297 167 USD. It includes income restoration program, administration costs and
contingencies. The Cost estimate for project implementation will be revised and updated during
detailed design.

Implementation Schedule: The Project will be implemented from the end of 2014 to the beginning
of 2017. The tentative schedule is presented in the Table below.

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1. DESCRIPTION OF THE PROJECT

1.1 General introduction

The ADB Board of Directors approved a multitranche financing facility (MFF) on 22 February 2011
for $1,000 million from the Ordinary Capital Resources (OCR) for the first time in Viet Nam for the
water sector. In the last two decades, the water sector in Viet Nam has achieved significant
improvements in coverage for water supply to urban and rural areas throughout the country. To
provide longer-term support for Viet Nam’s continued success in water supply development, improve
the level of service delivery, and to meet the increasing demands for water of the expanding
population and economy of the country. The government of Viet Nam requested ADB assistance to
develop a series of water supply projects.

Nghi Son Economic Zone (NSEZ) water supply project is part of the seven water supply subprojects
that formed the third Periodic Funding Request (PFR-3) of the Multi-tranche Financing Facility
(MFF0054-VIE) for Support of the Water Sector in Viet Nam. The tranche finances 7 water
companies for urban water supply, including one economic zone (see Figure 1).

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1.2.3 Project area

The investment area for the above components is spread across 13 communes in the districts of
Nong Cong (Thang Tho, Cong Liem, Cong Chinh, Cong Binh and Yen My communes) and Tinh Gia
(Phu Son, Truc Lam, Xuan Lam, Hai Binh, Tinh Hai, Hai Yen, Mai Lam and Truong Lam
communes). The communes, affected by permanent land acquisition, are mainly located in Nong
Cong district, where the raw water pipeline passes, and Phu Son and Truc Lam commune in Tinh
Gia district where the pumping station and the water treatment plant are located. The locations of
the main facilities are presented below:

- The raw water booster pumping station of Cong Liem (Trung Son — Cong Liem commune)

1.2.4 Measures Taken to Reduce Resettlement

The following measures have been taken to minimize resettlement:

o The raw water pipeline from the Yen My lake is placed in the corridor of the phase | pipeline,
(NSEZ Water Supply Project, Phase 1). Land for this area was already acquired and
compensation was paid to the affected people in November 2009 and May 2010.

o Wherever possible, pipelines will be located under road bed and pavement to minimize the
impacts on environment and local residents.

¢ Installation of distribution pipeline and network don’t require any permanent land acquisition. The
construction area will be minimized by using small sections of road to avoid access disturbances.
The public land along the roads and pavements which will be temporarily acquired during the
construction phase will be recovered upon completion of work and restored by the contractor to
pre-project conditions.

2, SCOPE OF LAND ACQUISITION AND RESETTLEMENT PLAN

21 Scope of Land Acquisition and Resettlement

Based on Letter No. 1205/SXD-HDXD dated 17 May 2012 of the Department of Construction (DoC) of
Thanh Hoa province, DoC had reviewed and agreed the proposed alignment and RoW. The area of land
to be acquired for water supply project implementation as follow:

(1) Land to be permanently acquired: 50,923 m? (5.1 ha), of which: 49,003 m? of agricultural land
and 1,920 m? of residential land;

(ii) Land to be temporarily acquired during construction: 222,854 m? (22.3 ha), of which: 216,543
m? (21.6 ha) of agricultural land and 6,311 m? (0.63 ha) of road.

In order to have the necessary data for the RP preparation, a complete census and inventory of
losses (IOL) was conducted among all AHs in May-June 2012. A preliminary list of affected land
plots and owners was derived from the cadastral records of each area prior to IOL. The complete list
of AHs with details of their losses is presented in Appendix 7.

The IOL collected data on all affected land and assets including identification of all affected land,
structures, trees and crops as well as affected businesses. The census obtained detailed information
on livelihoods, household composition, income and education level of AP using questionnaire. The
questionnaires used for IOL and SES are presented in Appendix 2.

According to the preliminary design, the project will acquire 49,013 m? (4.9 ha) of agricultural land
permanently, including land handed-over for households, public land under CPC’s management and
some land area of farm handed-over for household’s cultivation and 1,920 m? (0.192 ha) of residential
land (residential land, garden, pond). 216,543 m? (21.65 ha) of agricultural land and 6,311 m? (0.63 ha)
of rural concrete road are acquired temporarily for construction of project’s facilities.

307 HHs will be affected through loss of agriculture land. 25 HHs (160 persons, 8.1%) will be severely
affected (losing 10% and more of their productive land); no vulnerable HH is among the severely
affected household. 282 HHs are affected by loss of less than 10% of their productive land. The
severely affected HHs, including vulnerable households, in addition to various type of assistance, will be
entitled to participate in the income restoration program.

2.1.5 Affected Business

Transmission and distribution pipelines will be located along the existing urban roads. Therefore the
businesses located along these roads may be potentially affected during construction and
installation of the pipelines (i.e. difficult access to the shops, difficult for parking, noise and dust may
discourage potential customers).

About 160 households with business activity may be temporarily affected during construction of
pipeline installation. However these impacts are limited to the construction period and the
contractor will make all efforts to minimize any disturbance and access problems. An environment
management plan was also prepared for this project to minimize impacts during construction.

The potential impacts will be assessed during detailed design and mitigation measures will be put in
place as per the MFF Resettlement Framework.
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3. SOCIOECONOMIC PROFILE

A socioeconomic survey (SES) was conducted from May to June 2012. The SES form is included in
Appendix 2. The results of the SES provide data on socio-economic condition of AP, including:

e Demographic specificities, income analysis and other information relevant to affected
householders.

Living condition of affected households.

Source of income of households

Infrastructure and environmental sanitation

Condition of poverty

Information on water and sanitation facilities of households in the Nghi Son Economic Zone,
including AHs, was also collecting by way of a general survey, as discussed further below.

3.1 Water and Sanitation Facilities
3.1.1 Source of water

A general survey on water and sanitation conditions in the Nghi Son Economic Zone was conducted
among 1,262 households. Households are generally using more than one water sources for their
domestic purposes. Most of the households (87.8%) use drilled well as their main source of water.
Details present in table below.

HH surveyed indicated that their current water source is generally clean. However, 751 people
(59.5%) people said that during the rainy season, water is not clean. All HH are boiling water before
drinking.

The household’s water consumption is estimated at approximately 3.25 m3/person/month.
Therefore, the average water consumption is estimated at approximately 108 liter/person/day. The
survey also shows that there is no difference of water consumption per person and household
between poor households and others.

AHs met are also concerned with the current low quality of water. Some AH noticed that in recent
years the number of people contracting disease, increased significantly. With tap water, they believe
the number of people with diseases will decrease.
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3.1.2

Meeting with affected AH on 10th of October (see Minutes of meetings in Appendix 6) shows that all
Affected AH are willing to be connected to the water supply system and are willing to pay for the
service. AH said that currently they have to buy a 10-liter bottle of water (15,000 VND) every two
days. This is higher than the expected expenses for tap water. In addition, safe and clean water will
reduce risks of disease.

3.1.3 Sanitation Facilities

Most surveyed households, including poor HH, have toilets; they usually use septic tank toilets. Very
few people use latrine (3.35%). Details are presented in the table below.

The survey covered 480 households with 3,072 people, including 320 households affected by
permanent land acquisition and a number of households affected temporarily during the project
implementation.

Demographics

The majority of affected HH heads belong to the working age groups of 25-60 (63.5%) and 60-68 for
the remaining HH heads; 13 households (4.06%) are headed by women.

Average household size is 6.4 person/ HH. HHs with 4 persons account for 13.4% (43 households);
HHs with 5-6 person and more than 6 account respectively for 58.5% (184 households) and 28.1%
(90 households).

Households headed by women, affected by land acquisition, account for 4.06% (13 households). It is
the common and popular feature in several rural areas that women are usually not allowed to
register as household owner. In most cases, these female head of households are widow or
divorced. Therefore women have to shoulder all responsibilities of their family. Their daily main
income is from agricultural production and livestock. Among the 13 households headed by women, 6
HHs are also poor.

3.3

In rural and agricultural areas education level of residents is generally not high. A survey on the
head of HH education level showed that the majority have primary and secondary education
(36.56% and 46.88% respectively). Head of HH having upper secondary account for a low
proportion of 14.17 %. There are 3 illiterate head of HH (0.94%). A percentage of 1.88%,

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equivalent to 7 head of HH has the higher education (college and university qualification). They
are government staff or retired local officers.

Among the 13 HHs headed by women, the educational level of household head is low: 7.69% are
illiterate, 46.15% finished primary school and 30.77% finished secondary school; no household
head graduated from high school or college/university.

Among the 12 poor HHs the education level is similar. 8.33% are illiterate, 66.67% finished primary

school and 41.67% finished secondary school; no HH head graduated from high school or college/
university.

Among the 10 social policy HHs, 40% completed primary school and 60% completed secondary
school; no household head is illiterate or graduated from high school or college/university.

Almost all the land to be acquired is agricultural land; therefore the majority of affected head of HH
(90.3%) are farmers. Only 5% households involved in other activities such as small local business
and trade. Household heads that are retired (retired government officers) account for 4.7%.

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3.5 Household’s income

Socio-economic survey on households affected by permanent land acquisition reveals their low
standard of living. The project area is a rural area where the residents can only rely on rice
production, without extra-income such as small craft industry. Breeding only accounts for a tiny
proportion of the total. Therefore, nearly all the residents do not have stable income; they earn
mainly during harvest time after selling their products. The survey shows that the average
income of these households is 2,581,000 VND/ month, while the average income is 2,000,009
VND/ month. However, since the households in the project area are big-sized families (6.4
persons/ household), income per capita remains low. Based on rural areas’ poverty standard of
400,000 VND/ month/ person, there are 5.3% households in the project area who are listed as
poor families

3.6 Vulnerable HH

The survey shows that among the 320 surveyed HHs, 12 HHs are poor, 13 HHs headed by
women and 10 HHs are social policy HHs. We should note that among the 12 poor, HH women
head of HH accounts for 6 HH. Social policy households are families with Heroic Vietnam Mother,
Heroes of the people’s armed force, Heroes of labor, war invalids and family deserved well of
Revolution. Social policy families receive annual allowance from the Government.

3.7 Households Assets

The survey indicates that almost all the households do not possess equipment such as air-
conditioner and washing machine. The percentage of households which have motorbike is 31%, but
they are medium or low value motorbikes. Bicycles are mainly used by AH. 90% of HH owns
television, 21% has telephone and 13% uses gas stove.

3.8 Infrastructure

The inter-districts and communes road network is made of asphalt or concrete. However, village
roads are mainly earth roads and the number of residential areas having concrete roads is low.
Every household is connected to the public electric network.

According to the survey on investment needs for development purposes, more than 90 percent of
investors stated that they desire to invest in upgrading the roads, water supply system and collecting
and handling waste service.

Risks of pollution from uncollected waste are happening in most of the communes in the Project
area. There is no place for waste disposal and landfill.

3.9 Gender issues

Development projects can impact differently on men and women. The impacts on women are often
overlooked when they have to face with the difficulties caused by the Project. It is particularly the
case of women head of household. These women are taking care of a number of dependents such
as children and elderly / disadvantage person or their family face to a lot of serious disadvantages.

As the results of the survey on affected HHs indicate, among 320 households affected by permanent
land acquisition, there are 13 women headed households, (4.06% of AHs). 6 among the 13 women
head of HH are also poor. .

During consultations these women were concerned about a possible reduction of income following
land acquisition. They requested fair compensation.

A Gender Action Plan (GAP) has been prepared under the Project. This Gender Action Plan
includes specific actions and strategies and cost estimates that are gender responsive and culturally
appropriate. The main outputs and actions are presented in the table below.

4.2 Consultation with Affected HHs

Information dissemination and consultation with affected persons and involved agencies will reduce
the potential for conflicts and minimize the risk of Project delays. Furthermore, this approach will
enable the Project to design the resettlement and rehabilitation program so that it meets the needs
and priorities of the affected people, and in this way, potentially maximizing the economic and
social benefits of the investment. The objectives of the public information campaign and the
consultation program are as follows:

—  To fully share information with the AHs about the proposed project components and activities;

— To obtain information about the needs and priorities of the AHs, as well as information about
their reactions to proposed policies and activities;

— To ensure that AHs are enabled to make fully informed decisions that will directly affect their
incomes and quality of life, and that they will have the opportunity to participate in activities and
decision-making about issues that will have a direct effect upon them;

— To obtain the maximum level of co-operation and participation of the AHs and communities in
activities necessary for resettlement planning and implementation;

— To ensure transparency in all activities related to land acquisition, compensation, resettlement
and rehabilitation.

Two rounds of consultations were conducted in the 13 project affected communes. All HHs affected
by permanent land acquisition were invited. Numbers of participants are indicated in the tables
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below. Appendixes 4 & 5 present the minutes of these meetings, the list of participants and some

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4.3 Information Disclosure

Key information on the draft RP was disclosed to AHs during preparation of this RP. Upon ADB
concurrence of this RP, copies will be placed in commune/ward offices.

A Public Information Brochure (PIB) in Vietnamese was distributed and explained to AH during the
public meetings for HHs who joined the meetings. Copies of the PIB were also given at the
communes PC for HHs who did not join the meetings. Contact details of PMU are included in the
PIB. Public Information Brochure (PIB) is presented in Appendix 1.

During IOL, all AHs were met and information was also given during the surveys.

4.4 Planned Consultation and Disclosure Measures

Consultations will be conducted with all AHs during the updating and implementation of the
resettlement plan. Consultations are to be inclusive, meaning that special efforts will be made to
ensure the participation of women (by measures such as including the names of both spouses
heading households in invitation letters to attend meetings) as well as conducting consultation
meetings at convenient locations and times. AHs are to be invited to comment and ask questions.
All minutes of meetings and attendance sheets will be prepared and recorded, including questions
and comments raised.

Copies of the summary updated RP in Vietnamese will be placed in communes and districts prior to
ADB approval. All RPs submitted to the ADB for review will be disclosed on the ADB resettlement
website immediately upon ADB approval. Social monitoring reports will also be placed in affected
communes and districts and will be submitted to the ADB for web posting.

5. GRIEVANCE REDRESS

A well-defined grievance redress and resolution mechanism has been established to address
AH’s grievances, complaints, and requests regarding land acquisition, compensation and
resettlement in a timely and satisfactory manner. The grievance redress mechanism and appeal
procedures are explained in the project information booklet that was distributed to all AHs. During
detailed design, all AHs will be informed again of their rights, and the detailed procedures for filing
grievances and an appeal process were publicized through an effective public information campaign.

AHs (men and women) can lodge complaints regarding any aspect of the land acquisition and
resettlement requirements such as, entitlements, rates and payment and procedures for resettlement
and income restoration programs.

AP complaints can be made verbally or in written form. In the case of verbal complaints, the
committee hearing the complaint will be responsible to make a written record during the first meeting
with the AP. APs who present their complaints to the WPC, DPC or PPC will be exempt from all
administrative fees incurred. In addition, APs who lodge complaints and appeals to district courts will
be provided with free legal representation.

Procedure for redress of grievances, in Thanh Hoa Province, is implemented according to Decree
84/2007 and according to the Complaint Law No.02/2011/QH13 and Denunciation Law No.
03/2011/QH13.

The main actors of the grievance process are the commune, district and the Thanh Hoa province
and the commune authorities. In Thanh Hoa province, the process is as follow:

The first stage venue for raising and resolving complaints and grievances is the Commune People’s
Committee (CPC). An aggrieved party may bring its complaint or petition before any member of the
Commune People’s Committee, either through the village chief or directly to the CPC, in writing or
verbally. Grievances may also be raised during follow-up consultations and interviews with local
residents during construction. It is incumbent upon said member of CPC or the village chief to notify
the CPC about the complaint. The CPC will then meet personally with the complainant and will have
15 days after the lodging of the complaint to resolve the complaint. The committee may obtain the
assistance of the Thanh Hoa Environmental Protection Agency in evaluating the technical basis of
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complaints related to environmental impacts. The CPC secretariat will be responsible for documenting
and keeping a record of all complaints that are lodged with the committee.

If not resolved in the first stage above, the second venue for grievances is the District People’s
Committee (DPC). That is, if after 15 days the aggrieved party or complainant does not hear from the
CPC, or if the complainant is not satisfied with the decision taken on the complaint, the affected party
may bring the case, either in writing or verbally, to any member of the DPC or the District CRC. The
DPC in turn will have 15 days following the lodging of the complaint to resolve the case. The DPC
secretariat is responsible for documenting and keeping a record of all complaints that are lodged with
the district committee.

The third stage is the Provincial People’s Committee (PPC). If after 15 days the aggrieved and
affected party does not hear from the District People’s Committee, or if the complainant is not
satisfied with the decision taken with regard to the complaint, the case may then be brought, either in
writing or verbally, to any member of the PPC or the Provincial CRC. The PPC has 15 days within
which to resolve the complaint to the satisfaction of the concerned parties. The PPC secretariat is
responsible for documenting and keeping a record of all complaints lodged with the committee.

In the event that the grievance remains unresolved even after being raised at the level of the
Provincial People’s Committee, the final resort is the Court of Law Arbitrates. Specifically, if after 15
days following the lodging of the complaint with the PPC, the aggrieved party does not hear from the
Provincial CRC, or if the complainant is not satisfied with the decision taken on the complaint, the
case may then be brought to a court of law for adjudication.

6. POLICY AND LEGAL FRAMEWORK FOR RESETTLEMENT

A Resettlement Framework (RF) was prepared under the overall MFF and endorsed by
the Prime Minister. The RF is based on the relevant laws and regulations of the
Government of Viet Nam, and the ADB Safeguards Policy Statement (2009).

The RF includes the relevant Vietnamese legislation and provision of ADB Safeguard
Policy Statement. It also includes differences between the Government’s Laws and Decrees
and ADB SPS with regard to resettlement and compensation, and how to address these
gaps for this Project.

In addition to the regulations included in the RF, the entitlements are also based on the
following regulations on resettlement issued by Thanh Hoa province:

- Decision No. 3778/2009/QD-UBND dated October 23™ 2009 of People’s Committee
of Thanh Hoa province stipulating mutual aid policies and resettlement when the
State revokes land on Thanh Hoa province’s area.

- Decision No. 4366/2009/QD-UBND dated December 9th 2009 of People’s committee
of Thanh Hoa province promulgating mutual aid policies and resettlement when the
State revokes land in Nghi Son economic zone.

- Decision No. 1048/QD- UBND dated April 22" 2008 of Thanh Hoa province
promulgating price unit of compensating property damages when clearing land on
Thanh Hoa province’s area.

- Decision No. 345/2010/QD-UBND dated January 25" 2010 of People’s committee of
Thanh Hoa province promulgating price unit of compensating damages on property,
architectural object when clearing land on Thanh Hoa province.

- Decision No. 104/QD-UBND dated January 28™ 2011 of Tinh Gia district on street
classification, position for pricing settlement land, non-agriculture business land, and
agriculture land in 2011 on area of 12 communes in Nghi Son economic zone, Tinh
Gia district, Thanh Hoa province.

- Decision No. 314/QD-UBND dated February 16 2011 validating the solution to
determine types of land price on Nong Cong district’s area in 2011.

- Decision No. 2413/2005/QD-UBND on September 01, 2005 of Thanh Hoa PPC on
land quota;

Entitlements adopted are based on the approved RF and on the Thanh Hoa province
resettlement policy. This matrix has been discussed and agreed with the District
Resettlement Committees and the PMU, in charge of the implementation activities on
behalf of Thanh Hoa Province People’s Committee.

Entitlements for each type of AHs are based on the types and levels of losses identifies
during the IOL. The entitlements also provide various measures aimed at providing
opportunities for AHs to obtain development benefits from the project as well as assisting
vulnerable AHs to improve their living standards. The Entitlement Matrix for the Project is
shown in the table below.

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7. INCOME RESTORATION

71 Need for an Income Restoration Program

The adverse impact on income is one of the most significant effects of resettlement for men
and women, the effects of which can be long lasting with inter-generational consequences.
For the proposed sub-components, losses of income may result from significant reduction in
livelihood base due to loss of farming land. In some cases the challenge is to adopt new
income generating practices. This often includes farmers who either need to diversify
income generating activities (e.g. adopt small scale trade to supplement farming) or
intensify productivity on reduced areas of land. Restoration of income is one of the greatest
challenges to successful post-resettiement rehabilitation.

The success of resettlement planning in restoring living conditions is thus inextricably bound
to income restoration and effective income restoration in turn necessitates a clear
understanding of livelihoods, capacities and risks faced by those displaced

A number of specific income restoration measures are already included in the entitlement
matrix as summarized below:

Cash assistance, as described above, does not necessarily lead to stabilization of AHs.
Therefore the implementation of an Income Restoration Program (IRP) is necessary. The
IRP aims to provide supplemental assistance to severely affected HH and vulnerable,
enhancing opportunities for them to improve incomes through training and provision of
inputs.

The IRP will be prepared during the detailed design phase. The AHs entitled to the IRP are
the following:

— Severely affected HHs (SAHs): HHs who are losing 10% or more of their productive
land and their main source of income is from agriculture.

— Vulnerable Households: People on account of their position in society and/or their
physical and economic situation are less capable of re-establishing themselves than the
others and, therefore, face greater risks of hard ship or impoverishment

The overall objective of the IRP is to stabilize the livelihood activities and sources of income
of participants by focusing on diversified activities to bring immediate income such that they
will be able to produce for their basic needs and long-term livelihood management capacity

The IRP will consist of three components: (i) Agricultural activities; (ii) Occupational training
and job introduction for the trained persons; and (iii) Non-agricultural activity support

The Division of Labor Invalids and Social Affairs, the Division of Agriculture and Rural
Department of districts and Vocational training centre shall coordinate to carry out the IRP.

Based on consultation meetings, HH want to switch to non-agriculture activities. This will be
confirmed through a detailed needs assessment that will be conducted during detailed
design to identify choice of income restoration activities by AHs entitled to the IRP. Specific
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IRP activities will be finalized based on the needs assessment; following are potential
activities considered during RP preparation:

7.2  Agriculture Program

During the detailed design number of agricultural extension models will be designed in
collaboration with the Farmers’ Union and the Agricultural Extension Center during detailed
design. It could include the following activities:

— Cow-raising, pig-breeding, frog-raising, duck/chicken-raising;
— Aquaculture: shrimp; fish; eel

In order to reduce risk of failure for affected household, only agricultural activities with great
chance of success will be proposed. Proposed activities should be with minimum risk
(favourable market conditions, few risk of disease etc.) and with short generating income (1
or 2 years maximum).

Beneficiaries will receive input in kind only (i.e. animals); no cash will be given to
beneficiaries. Beneficiaries will also receive training and follow-up to be conducted by
various stakeholders.

The Agriculture Extension Centre (AEC) will be the main stakeholder and will be in charge of
the implementation of the agricultural program. AEC is present at the city level and provides
training and veterinary services to farmers. AEC is under the Provincial Department of
Agriculture and Rural Development. Under the project, AEC will provide the technical follow-
up of participants. Veterinary services will be required when necessary. All these services
will be free of charge for the participants

7.3  Training

In case the AHs need to participate in the vocational training course of Vocational Training
College of Nghi Son Economic Zone, they will be trained free of charge for one training
course (including primary, secondary or college levels) with the career such as car process,
welding, computer...

The training program shall orient toward the job appropriately with the education of the AP in
order to ensure the find the most proper job opportunities

7.4 Small scale business

There are households who wish to venture into small business or services. It can either be
shops to sell their own products, groceries or service stalls (beauty shop, tailor, motorbike
repair). Households will also be made aware of what to look into such as the right products,
market situation, and competition, amount of investments and potential profit and risks
involved.

Vocational training center or related vocational training school will also be responsible for

conducting occupational training and provide advice and conduct specific training courses

on entrepreneurship

7.5 IRP Budget

Based on IOL data, the total number of beneficiaries is 60 as presented in the table below.

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For budget purposes the repartition of beneficiaries among different options are needed,
however at the consultation period, almost all AHs only recommended their general idea and
expected to be supported by the project in order to improve their livelihood without any
particular recommendation.

During detailed design a needs assessment will be conducted among the HH entitled to the
IRP to identify their choice for income restoration activities. Based on these results, an IRP
will be prepared.

The total cost estimate for the Income Restoration Program is VND 621 280 000
equivalent to 29 534 USD. The detailed costs estimates are presented in appendix 3.

8. RESETTLEMENT BUDGET

8.1 Budget Preparation

During preparation of theproject, the calculation of compensation cost was based on the
regulations of the Government of Vietham and of Thanh Hoa province as well current market
price.

During the detailed design phase, the PMU will hire a private appraiser, external and
independent to the implementation institutions, to carry out a Replacement Cost Study for
land and non-land assets. The said appraiser will undertake its activity in parallel with the
DMS. The RCS report will be submitted to the PMU and PPC. The compensation rates,
based on the RCS, will have to be approved by the PPC. These rates will serve as
compensation rates for the project sub-components

Funds for compensation and implementation of the plan will come from Thanh Hoa Province
as counterpart fund.

8.2 Compensation rates
8.2.1 Compensation rates for land

The survey on replacement cost at the affected area by the project was conducted in June
with the HHs in the affected area and nearby the affected areas to collect information on
market rates of land and structure. At the same time, via discussions with local officials as
well as the Environmental Resource Division and the Resettlement Committees of Tinh Gia
and Nong Cong districts, it was found that few land transaction occurred for agriculture land,
so replacement cost was difficult to evaluate. However, according to the people’s opinion
raised during the consultation meetings, the applicable compensation price for agricultural
land is very low (see minutes of meeting in Appendix 5)

Most of persons met said compensation rates should be adjusted according to the escalation
and based on the consumer price index (CPIl). At the communes of Nong Cong district,
almost all the people recommended that the compensation for agricultural land should be
VND 65,000d/m?. In Truc Lam commune, the compensation rate proposed is VND 75,000/
mZ. These rates have been used for costs estimates.

For residential land affected by the raw water pipelines from the Southern Canal of Muc
River to Yen My Lake, only some households in Cong Liem and Cong Binh communes are
affected. The market rates for residential land in this area is variable and different with the
official rates of DPC, especially for the area closed to Provincial Road 505, market area and
commune center. Survey results shows that the land price of this area is about VND
850,000/ m?

The PPC issued Decision No. 4194/QD-UBND dated 13/12/2012 on prices of land rates in
Thanh Hoa province. The different compensation rates for various types of land along the
sub-project area are presented in the Table below. However, the Rates used for costs
estimates are based on survey and consultation on the AHs which will be updated by an
external appraiser during the DMS .

The agricultural land acquired temporarily during construction period is mainly paddy field
with 2 or 3 crops. The compensation for crops is based rates issued by Thanh Hoa PPC
which is based on the average paddy yield of 3 continuous crops and the current market rice
price. According to the survey results and consultation with the Resettlement Committees of
Nong Cong and Tinh Gia districts, compensation rates for crops on land (compensation for
paddy) of the permanent acquired area should be 10,000 VND/m? as shown in the following

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8.2.5 Adjustment for Inflation

The rates for compensation and cash entitlements for rehabilitation as well as allowances
payable to APs will be adjusted annually, based on the current annual inflation rate and
current market prices at the time of compensation. The PMU, with the Thanh Hoa PPC, will
determine the annual inflation rates and all cash entitlements

8.3 Cost estimate

Total costs estimates is 27 287 196 002 VND equivalents to 1 297 167 USD. Cost for land
acquisition and resettlement of this report is based on the regulation of Thanh Hoa PPC and
entitlements included in the RF.

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9. INSTITUTIONAL ARRANGEMENT

9.1 Provincial People’s Committee

Thanh Hoa Provincial People’s Committee (PPC) is the executing agency (EA) and will oversee all
subproject activities including the implementation of RPs. Thanh Hoa PPC is responsible for the
following:

(i) Evaluation and approval of the Resettlement Plan after the final draft concurred by ADB;
(ii) Approval of land recovery and allocation for the project;

(iii) Final decision and promulgation of the unit prices for compensation, the level of support and
aid as well as assistance for affected and vulnerable people, according to the approved
Resettlement Framework and Resettlement Plan;

(iv) Supervision of co-operation between the relevant authorities and provincial offices to
implement compensation, assistance and resettlement per agreed Resettlement Plan

(v) Ensure sufficient budget and timely release of funds for resettlement activities;

(vi) Ensure that the Project's resettlement implementation is consistent with the approved
resettlement framework and approved updated resettlement plan.

9.2 Province’s technicals departments

Department of Finance DoF:

a) Together with other relevant agencies to prepare compensation rates for land and other
assets, allowances and submit to PPC for approval.

b) Review and check the compensation plans prepared by Resettlement Committees;
c) Check the payment for compensations, support, and cost for the preparation

Department of Planning and Investment (DPI):
Provide the guideline and review the preparation and implementation of resettlement.
Department of Natural Resource and Environment (DoNRE):

a) ldentify the impacts, scope and area of land acquisition to estimate the compensation costs
and assistances for the AP.

b) Co-operating with DPI and DoC for proposal to PPC about scope of land acquisition.
Department of Construction (DoC):

a) Guiding the defining the scale, area, and the legislation of construction works related to
acquired land area;

9.3 District People’s Committees of Tinh Gia and Nong Cong

Tinh Gia and Nong Cong DPCs are responsible to identify the legislation right on land and
construction works, housing area, acquired land of AP, appoint the members of compensation,
supporting, resettlement committees. DPCS will review compensation plans prepared by
Resettlement Committees.

Districts PC are also in charge of reviewing grievances.

9.4 The Resettlement Committee of Tinh Gia and Nong Cong districts

The Resettlement Committee of Tinh Gia district gives advice to help Tinh Gia DPC for site
clearance for implementation of the Project in Tinh Gia district and arrange the site clearance
activities for implementation of projects.
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The Resettlement Committee of Nong Cong district gives advice to help Nong Cong DPC for site
clearance for implementation of the Project in Tinh Gia district and arrange the site clearance
activities for implementation of projects.

The Song Chu One Member Co. Ltd (Implementing Agency) sign contract with Resettlement
Committees of Tinh Gia and Nong Cong districts to implement all resettlement activities.

The district Resettlement Committees shall execute the followings:
a) Disclose Notice of Land Acquisition when the project will be formally approved;
b) Inform AHs about Detailed Measurement Survey process;
c) Conduct Detailed Measurement Survey;
d) Prepare AHs database;
e) Prepare compensation plans in line with resettlement plans;

f) Prepare individual “AH Compensation Forms” which detail all types of losses with its
corresponding established compensation rates. This will also include all types of relocation and
rehabilitation assistance.

g) Inform AHs regarding payment schedule at least two (2) weeks in advance.

h) Present proposed compensation amounts to AHs and explain in detail the AH’s rights and
entittements based on Project policies and explain how compensation amounts were
calculated.

i) If compensation payments are acceptable to AHs, process payment and inform AHs of exact
date of release of payment.

j)  Effect compensation payment. Copies of compensation payment documents will be provided to
AHs. Copies will also be provided to the Implementation and Support Consultants and external
agency for monitoring and reporting.

k) Review grievances in consultation with main stakeholders and HH who raised grievances.
Submit recommendation to solve grievance to District and Province PC;

[) Prepare and update regularly a database and lists of AHs, including information regarding
disbursement dates for monitoring purposes.

9.5 The Project Owner — Song Chu One Member Co. Ltd

Song Chu One Member Co. Ltd will establish a Project Management Unit (PMU) representing the
Project’'s Owner to directly organize the implementation of the project from the preparation period,
implementation stage until project components are tested and put into commissioning and use. An
appropriate number of Project staff with full qualifications and experience will be appointed or
assigned to be responsible for the project’s activities. One of these staffs will have skill in
resettlement and social issues.

The responsibility of PMU includes:

(i) Representative of Project owner to implement and monitor all resettlement activities in the
project’s range under the management of PPC.

(i) Preparation of work plan, coordination and monitoring the implementation of resettlement
program.

(iii) Updating the Resettlement plan based on the agreed policy framework, submitting it to PPC
and ADB'’s for approval before implementation

(iv) Guiding, in support to district Resettlement Committee, all resettlement activities, to ensure
compliance with Resettlement plan’s policies and entitlements;

(v) Participate in information campaign, as stated in the Resettlement plan;
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(vi) Examining and offering professional advice to Provincial People’s Committee about
compensation unit prices land and assets, coordinating with province’s relevant departments,
based on principles of the Resettlement policy’s framework

(vii)  Coordinating and supervising the implementation of resettlement activities;

(viii)  Establishing communication structure to ensure the appropriate technical assistance and
logistic for implementation of compensation and resettlement

(ix) Establishing database standard about the influenced of each constituents as well as the
entire project.

(x) Establishing procedures for internal supervision to ensure the obedience of policy.

(xi) Setting up procedures for supervising coordination between the contractor and local public,
and insuring the quick determination and compensation for the impact on public and private
property in the period of execution.

(xii)  Preparation of procedures to quickly implement necessary adjustments and recommend to
the project’s owner for grievance redress.

(xiii)  Receiving the acquired land of AHs and hand-over the land for contractors;

(xiv) Preparation and submission of periodic reports on resettlement to ADB

9.6 Commune People’s committee (CPC)

People’s committees of communes namely Truc Lam, Phu Son of Tinh Gia district, Thang Tho,
Cong Liem, Cong Chinh, Cong Binh and Yen My of Nong Cong district is responsible for the
following:

(i Supporting PMU and RC to disclose information, holding public meeting and consulting the
influence’s opinion.

(i) Supporting Resettlement Task Force to conduct detailed measurement surveys.

(iii) Informing affected people about compensation schedule, monitoring of compensation
implementation.

(iv) Noting all complaints of affected people. Assisting and giving professional advice to affected
people in order to solve complaints quickly.

(v) Responsibility to identify the origin of land to be affected by the project.

9.7 Local Mass Organisations

Mass organizations in Viet Nam are types of community based organizations. Such organizations
would include the Fatherland Front, Women’s Union, Farmer’'s Union and other relevant
organizations.

Women’s Union and Farmer’s Union will be involved in the IRP preparation and implementation.
They will also be a channel to disclose information to AHs. WU will follow-up vulnerable HH during
implementation and will counsel HH on the use of the compensation received.

9.8 Implementation Support Consultants

The Implementation Support Consultant (ISC) will include one international resettlement specialist

and one local resettlement specialist, to assist and supervise all social and resettlement- related

activities. Their responsibilities include the following:

a)  Work closely with PMU, Centre for Land Fund Development, local authorities at all levels on all
resettlement-related activities;

b) Assist in the conduct of the information campaigns, public consultation and community
participation;

c) Assist in the verification of census, inventory of losses and detailed measurement survey
activities;

Check the accuracy of the AH database prepared and provide improvements if necessary;
Assist in the preparation of an updated RP;

Assist and improve, if necessary, procedures for the coordination of resettlement and
compensation activities;

Ensure that grievances are addressed promptly and properly and that grievance redress
mechanism is functioning well;

Provide necessary training on grievance if needed;

Establish and implement liaison mechanisms to ensure proper technical and logistical support
to PMU, local administrative authorities, resettlement committees and concerned government
departments;

Establish and implement procedures for ongoing internal monitoring;

Design and deliver capacity development activities for all relevant agencies, as needed, in the
areas of ADB resettlement policy; participation and communication; gender and development;
and livelihood restoration

IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE

Conduct of Detailed Measurement Survey

The conduct of the Detailed Measurement Survey (DMS) will be undertaken, following final design,
by the Resettlement Committees of Non Cong and Tinh Gia Districts. The DMS data, together with
the result of the replacement cost study as reviewed and approved by the EA, will be the basis of
preparation of the Compensation Plan.

At the time of DMS activities, all AHs are required to submit copies of LURCs or any legal papers to
assist RC in the preparation of the Compensation Plan. All DMS forms are to be reviewed and
signed by AHs. AHs will be informed of their right to note any objections to the DMS assessment on
the form.

The DMS will be conducted with the participation of AHs. The official list of AHs, their losses, and
corresponding payments due will be disclosed to the affected people.
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Any disagreement on the DMS and Compensation Plan will not be signed by the respective AH
until it is resolved either through direct discussion with relevant agency or following the grievance
redress process.

A new socio-economic survey will be carried out if RP updating does not commence within two
years as demographic and socio-economic factors may change significantly. At a minimum, the SES
will collect data from a sample of 10 % of affected people and 20 % of severely affected people,
disaggregated by gender, ethnic minority, poverty level and type of loss.

During the DMS, data collection will incorporate criteria to identify vulnerable persons beyond those
who fall below the official poverty level. Such other vulnerable groups would include female
headed households (especially those with high dependency ratios, those with low incomes
and those whose livelihoods are affected), elderly residing alone, disabled and landless
households.

10.2 Conduct of Replacement Cost Study

In accordance with ADB Safeguard Policy Statement, “the rate of compensation for acquired
housing, land and other assets will be calculated at full replacement costs”.

A private appraiser, external and independent to the implementation institutions, will be engaged by
the Project owner to carry out replacement cost survey for land and non-land assets. The said
appraiser will undertake its activity in parallel with the DMS activities. The RCS report will be
submitted to the PMU, Project owner and Project Implementation and Support Consultants.

10.3 Unanticipated Impacts

Should any unanticipated impacts arise during project implementation (i.e. new AHs due to
changes in Project design or alignment prior to or even during construction works), these shall be
addressed and AHs compensated according to the Project RF.

10.4 Indicative Implementation Schedule

The RP will be updated following detailed project design. All resettlement activities will be
coordinated with the civil works schedule. Land acquisition and relocation of affected households
cannot commence until the updated RP has been reviewed and approved by ADB.

The EA will not issue/award of civil works contract in affected sites until all resettlement activities
have been satisfactorily completed, agreed rehabilitation assistance is in place, and that the site
is free of all encumbrances. It is estimated that compensation of households will be completed in the
first two — three years of project implementation

11. MONITORING AND REPORTING

PMU are directly responsible for internal monitoring of RP implementation. In particular, PMU with
assistance from the Project Implementation and Support Consultants will supervise and manage
monitoring of resettlement activities and implementation arrangements.

PMU will provide bi annual reports to ADB. PMU will ensure that the reports of the Project
Implementation and Support Consultants include in their progress reports, the status of the
resettlement plan implementation, information on location and numbers of people affected,
compensation amounts paid by item, and assistance provided to AHs.

The objectives of the monitoring program are (i) to ensure that the standard of living of AHs are
restored or improved; (ii) to monitor whether the overall project and resettlement objectives are
being met; (iii) to assess if rehabilitation measures and compensation are sufficient; (iv) to identify
problems and risks; and (v) to identify measures to mitigate problems.

The range of activities and issues that need to be recorded and verified, include:
— Compensation, allowance payments and delivery of assistance measures;
— Re-establishment of AH settlements and business enterprises;
— Reaction of AHs, in particular, to resettlement and compensation packages; and
— Re-establishment/improvement of income levels.

The principal indicators for internal monitoring of resettlement activities include the following:

— Timely and complete disbursement of compensation to AHs according to the compensation
policy agreed in the RP;

— Timely and complete delivery of relocation, income restoration and rehabilitation allowances
and measures as per agreed RP;

— Allocation of replacement land and development of individual and/or group resettlement sites
and infrastructure;

— Public information dissemination and consultation procedures;

— Adherence to grievance procedures and identification of outstanding issues that require further
attention and resolution;

— Attention given to the priorities of AHs regarding the options offered;
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Completion of resettlement activities required before the award of civil works contracts.
Participation of poor and vulnerable HH throughout the process;

On a bi-annual basis, PMU will prepare a resettlement monitoring report for their own sub-
component. The report will be submitted to PPC and ADB. The scope of the report will include:

The number of AHs by category of impact, district, commune and village, and the status of
compensation payments, AH relocation and income restoration measures for each category;
(i) The status of disbursement of cash and allocation of replacement land and housing.

The amount of funds allocated and disbursed for a) resettlement program operations and b)
compensation, assistance and resettlement activities.

The activities, levels of participation, outcomes and issues of the Information Dissemination
and Consultation Program.

The status and outcomes of complaints and grievances and any outstanding issues requiring
further attention by provincial or district authorities, or ADB assistance.

Implementation problems, including delays, lack of personnel or capacity, insufficient funds,
etc.; proposed remedial measures; and, revised resettlement implementation schedule.

Social monitoring reports will be placed in affected communes and districts and will be submitted to
the ADB for web posting.

4. Who are affected households (AH)?

Affected household are those who live in the project area when the project information is disseminated. Cut-off
date for eligibility is the date of notification of land acquisition. Those who encroach into the project area after
the cut-off date will not be entitled to be compensated or subsidized for resettlement.

5. Resettlement policy
The basic resettlement policy of project is:

a) The entire affected entities hold the right to be compensated for the affected properties, income or business
activities by the replacement cost. The APs shall be supported to improve or at least remain the livelihood,
income and production capacity as same as before project is implemented.

b) The lack of legal rights to the affected property shall not prevent AP entitled being compensated.

The DMS is only done when there is the presence of affected household. AH shall be informed before the DMS
is conducted.
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7. When the project is expected to start?

Detailed design will be done by the end of 2014. The land acquisition and resettlement are expected to be
implemented in 2015 and the construction shall be started from 2015 and completed in 2018

8. When other consultation activities are implemented?
The consultation with affected household will be continued during the detailed design period and before DMS.
The AHs will be invited to participate in the meeting.

9. If there is disagreement during project implementation such as disagreements on compensation
rate or other disputes related to the Project, whether | am entitled to raise grievance?

Any AHs are entitled to raise grievance. The project include the process of grievance redress and AHs may
send the grievance to the related parties and the Resettlement Committee in writing or verbally.

Grievance will be sent to the CPC for the first time and then can be sent to the provincial level if AHs are not
satisfied with the decision of district and commune levels. AHs shall not pay any taxes or other administrative
fee when submission of grievance and dispute resolution.

4.1. Consultation with representatives of CPC, Farmer’s Union, Women’s Union, National Front and
representatives of affected households on land acquisition and resettlement policy will be applied for
the project.

4.2. Discussion with PMU on content of RP and other comments that should be revised and
finalized.

5. Consultation with affected people and mass organizations.

5.1. Ms. Sushma Kotagiri presents reasons of the meeting and asking for reactions of affected
households, mass organizations and local authority on process of land acquisition and resettlement
policy will be applied for implementation of water treatment plant construction project.

5.2. Project Owner presents briefly the project and scope of land acquisition for construction of Nghi
Son water supply Project.

- The Nghi Son EZ water supply project will supply raw water with capacity of 90,000 m*/day,
of which 20,000 m3 of clean water per day for domestic utilities.

- Land acquisition will be in two districts: Nong Cong and Tinh Gia for construction of water
treatment plant and transmission lines.

- Investment project has been approved by Chairman of Thanh Hoa PPC on Decision No.
1655/QD-UBND dated 01 June 2012.

5.3. Questions raised by ADB during consultation are as follow:

- Do local authority and affected people know about scope of land acquisition for
implementation of the project?

- Do local people have clean water? If not what kind of clean water people drink daily?

- What is about sanitation if people have no pipe water?

- How is about quality of well water?

- Do local people want to construct water treatment plant?

- Do affected people have houses and structures on acquired land?

- Do affected people have complaints if their land will be acquired for construction of water
treatment plant?

- Do affected people prefer to change their jobs if their land will be acquired more than 10%?

5.4. Questions/opinions of affected people and local authority.

Mrs Tran Thi Ke.

- We were already informed on scope of land acquisition for construction of water treatment
plant. We have to buy a cane of clean water for drink daily with a price of 15,000 VND and a cane of
clean water can be used for two days. So we are willing to have clean water soon.

- We agree to hand over our land for construction of water treatment plant.

- We have no any houses, structures on land. Only for paddy cultivation and crops.
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- Recommendation: apply resettlement policy for Nghi Son Economic Zone.

Mrs Nguyen Thi Huong.

- We are very happy if ADB can fund for construction of water treatment plant, so that we can
have clean water and improve our sanitation and life.

- We agree to hand over the land to the project and willing the project to be implemented
soon, and that we do need to buy clean water for drinking.

- Our land to be acquired is agriculture land; on land we cultivate a paddy and a crop. We
have no any house and structure on land.

- Recommendation: we would like to receive full compensation at replacement cost and other
allowance for acquired land.

Mrs Nguyen Thi Thuan.

- We are very happy if the water treatment plant to be constructed on our land and willing the
project to be implemented soon.

- Our children are recently working in different factories located in the Nghi Son Economic
Zone.

- We cultivate paddy on land, and have no any structure on land.

Mr. Hoang Ba Dan.

- If water treatment plant will be built in our commune so that local people of the residential
area will have clean water and we do not need to buy clean water for drinking and cooking.

- Recently, we use water from wells. However, quality of water is not controlled. In recent
years the number of people with the disease, especially cancer increased significantly. If we have
clean water, we believe number of people with diseases will be decreased.

- The loss of land for the project is not poverty that is the opportunity to switch careers to
escape poverty because income from agriculture is too low compared to the power of the people.

- Labors who are working in the Nghi Son Economic Zone with a not so high income but
much better than agriculture, so the loss of land for the project is to change our life that what we
want.

Mr. Le Xuan Hoa.

- If the water treatment plant will be built in the commune, local people will have benefit from
project, not only for the Truc Lam commune. So land to be lost for construction of water
treatment plant will provide sustainable life for all people and that is what the people want.

- Ourland to be acquired is agriculture land; on land we cultivate a paddy and a crop. We have no
any house and structure on land, and so we completely agree.

- Recommendation: apply resettlement policy under the provisions of Nghi Son Economic Zone.

Conclusion:

- All local people and authority are looking forward to having clean water the sooner.

- All participants who are representatives of affected households agree to hand over their land to
the project.

- Restoring agricultural production is not necessary for local farmers, because their children can
find good jobs in the Nghi Son Economic Zone that can help people to improve their lives,
reduce poverty. Practically, their land to be acquired is not large.

- Compensation price should be replacement cost and compliance with ADB Safeguards Policy.

- All local authority and affected households are willing the project to be implemented ASAP.
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6. Resettlement Plan should be revised and finalized by the following requirements.

Identify correct data for permanent land acquisition and temporary land acquisition.

Review and revise responsibility of district Resettlement Committees.

- Attach the Notice of land acquisition in the RP.

- Delete “the agricultural extension” because local people have no requirement for agricultural
production restoration due to less income.

- During project implementation, the project owner should hire an international resettlement
specialist and a local resettlement specialist to assist and update Resettlement Plan.

- It should be a PMU staff who will be responsible to follow up and manage all resettlement
activities.
