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1 BACK GROUND 

1.1.  Project Overview 

1. In February 2011, the Asian Development Bank (ADB) approved a multi-tranche 

financing facility (MFF) for $1 billion from the Ordinary Capital Resources (OCR) for Water 

Sector Investment Program (MFF0054-VIE), and the Foreign Economic Relations Department 

(FERD), Ministry of Planning and Investment (MPI) is the Coordinating Agency for the overall 

MFF. The project management is delegated to the Water Supply Companies (WSCs) as project 

owner and the respective City People’s Committee or Provincial People’s Committee as 

Executing Agency (EA). 

2. On 27 March 2015, Asian Development Bank (ADB) approved the loan amount of USD 

142.5 million to support the Water Sector Investment Program-Periodic Financing Request 3 

(hereinafter referred to as PFR3). The loan agreement and the project agreement were signed 

on 19 November 2015 and became effective on 29 March 2016. The Cua Lo Town Water 

Supply Project is part of the seven (07) water supply subprojects that formed the PFR3 of the 

Multi-Tranche Financing Facility for Water Sector Investment Program in Vietnam.  

1.1 Objectives of the Subproject  

3. The Cua Lo Subproject consists of (i) the construction of raw water intake from Phuong 

Tich River and the rehabilitation and expansion of the water treatment plant with an additional 

production capacity of 10,000 m3 a day; (ii) the construction of a booster pumping station; and 

(iii) the construction of a transmission and distribution network.  

4. Cua Lo Water Supply System Upgrading and Expanding project has a total project 

investment estimated about USD 16,096,000. Of which ADB loan is USD 13,190,000 and the 

counterpart fund of Nghe An Provincial People’s Committee (PPC) is USD 2,906,000. The 

Project comprises of 3 following components: 

- Construction of Nghi Hoa water supply plant in Nghi Hoa commune, Nghi Loc district 

with capacity 10,000 m3/day connected with existing WTP capacity 3,000 m3/day to 

reach 13,000 m3/day in 2020. Raw water is taken from Phuong Tich river. Main 

categories of the project are: Intake works, reservoir, raw water pumping station, 

treatment plant, water tank, secondary pumping station, chemical room, sludge 

collection site, and auxiliary works; 

- Construction of pressure boost pumping station and office house in Nghi Huong ward, 

Cua Lo town consisting of water tanks, pumping station, office house, storage, guard-

house, fence, etc.; 

- Construction of transmission pipeline networks and distribution pipeline networks 

D110÷D450 with the total length of 52.6 km; service network D32÷D90 L= 241.8 km and 

7,352 connection points to households. HDPE pipes will be used for the network. 

5. The overall diagram of Cua Lo Water Supply System Subproject is presented in the 

figure below:

6. The construction of the Subproject aims to: (i) improve the quality of the living conditions 

for residents in the subproject area; (ii) reduce water source-related diseases; (iii)  enhance the 

position and role of Cua Lo town in particular and Nghe An province in general; (iv) promote 

economic development, attraction and call-for of investment; (v) attract tourists to Cua Lo town; 

promote the development of Cua Lo town as a tourism city and improvement of the service 

quality for tourists; and (vi) contribute to achieving the oriented targets of Vietnam Urban and 

Industrial Water Supply Development to year 2025 and orientation to 2050 of the Government. 

1.2. Rational of this report 

7. In 2016, a detailed design was prepared and proposed to add some pipeline compared 

to those in the approved FS report and basic design. The first two components of the subproject 

involve the design and construction of the raw water intake and booster pumping station, 

rehabilitation and expansion of the water treatment plant in Nghi Hoa Commune and Nghi 

Huong Ward of Cua Lo Town, for which a due diligence report (DDR) was prepared and 

approved by ADB in 2014 as the resettlement process had been completed before the loan fact 

finding mission.  

8. A due diligence report (DDR) for the third component, which is network pipeline 

component, was prepared and approved by ADB in 2017 as the construction of the 

transmission and distribution network was assessed to not involve permanent land acquisition 

and resettlement impacts. However, during the construction of the distribution pipes under the 

NA-CL-CW1 / ICB package passing through Nghi Thu ward (belonging to Highway 46 from km2 

÷ km2 + 800)  and Nghi Quang commune (belonging to provincial road 536 from km 3 ÷ km4 + 

315), Cua Lo town, unanticipated impacts including temporary land acquisition impacts of 

4,629.46 m2 of agricultural land of 61 households and impacts on their trees and crops 

occurred who was received compensation before construction. Contract for the construction of 

the package NA-CL-CW1 / ICB was awarded to the consortium of Ha Huy Joint Stock 

Company, Vietnam Water and Environment Investment Corporation VIWASEEN-Construction 

Joint Stock Company No. 12-VINACONEX 12 

9. Therefore, this DDR is requested to be prepared to address the unanticipated impacts of 

the 61 affected households under the pipeline network component in order to ensure the 

compliance with ADB’s safeguards requirements as well as the project’s resettlement policy and 

no household is disadvantaged in the process.    

10. This package only temporarily uses 4,629.46 m2 of agricultural land areas during the 

construction phase of pipelines and causes impacts on trees and crops planted on the area. 

Compensation and payment for affected households for their assets is carried out in the form of 

direct agreement with people on compensation unit prices to ensure replacement costs. 

Compensation has been completed quickly under the consent of all affected households and 

handover of clean ground to the contractors (on May 25th, 2018).  

11. Desk study of the detailed design, field surveys, and public consultations are conducted 

to ensure that the safeguard measures are adequately complied with the ADB’s safeguards 

requirements on involuntary resettlement. The results show that implementation of physical 

works did not require any permanent acquisition of land, nor involve physical displacement of 

any household. Also, no household loses any part of their landholding. However, temporary 

acquisition of land is required for construction works. In such cases, the land users have 

indicated that they have no objection to the temporary use of their lands for works to serve the 

subproject construction. The monitoring has been provided to avoid or minimize any unforeseen 

impacts.  



12. The construction of a transmission pipeline through Nghi Quang commune (belonging to 

provincial road 536 from km 3 ÷ km4 + 315) and Nghi Thu ward (belonging to Highway 46 from 

km2 ÷ km2 + 800) of Cua Lo town belongs to bidding package NA-CL -CW1 / ICB was 

implemented within 20 days/route from June to July 2018. The affected agricultural land area 

has been temporarily restored to its previous state. 

1.3. Objectives and methodology of Due diligence report  

13. Objectives: A due diligence report (DDR) for the third component, which is network 

pipeline component, was prepared and approved by ADB in 2017 as the construction of the 

transmission and distribution network was assessed to not involve permanent land acquisition 

and resettlement impacts. However, during the construction of the distribution pipes under the 

NA-CL-CW1 / ICB package passing through Nghi Thu ward (belonging to Highway 46 from km2 

÷ km2 + 800)  and Nghi Quang commune (belonging to provincial road 536 from km 3 ÷ km4 + 

315), Cua Lo town, unanticipated impacts including temporary land acquisition impacts of 

4,629.46m2 of agricultural land of 61 households (61 APs) and impacts on their trees and crops 

occurred. These impacts were not anticipated and recorded in the 2017 DDR for the pipeline 

network component. Therefore, this DDR is requested to be prepared to address the 

unanticipated impacts of the 61 affected households under the pipeline network component in 

order to ensure the compliance with ADB’s safeguards requirements as well as the project’s 

resettlement policy and no household is disadvantaged in the process.    

14. Methodology: 

- Desk study methods was utilized to review the project documents including the detailed 

design, the MFF resettlement framework, the DDR approved in 2017 and document 

related consultation/agreement conducted with these AHs about their impacts, review of 

compensation receipts,  

- Consultation with the AHs about their opinions regarding the received compensation, 

and procedure of agreement  

- Direct interview with subproject commune leaders, and review of compensation data and 

receipts.  

1.4. SCOPE OF IMPACTS OF THE PIPELINE ITEMS  

15. The transmission network includes pipelines in diameter from DN250 to DN450 in a total 

length of 15.5 km. In which, transmission pipeline DN250 runs through Nghi Quang commune 

(belonging to provincial road 536 from km 3 ÷ km4 + 315) and Nghi Thu ward (belonging to 

NH46 from km2 ÷ km2 + 800) of Cua Lo town.  

16. The construction of this section caused temporary land acquisition impacts on 4,629.46 

m2 which is planted to short-term crops, rice and vegetables of 61 households. The pipeline is 

laid on the left of Provincial Road 536 & Highway46.  The road has no pavement and pipeline is 

laid in the agricultural land of households. The width of the temporarily acquired land is 0.5 m 

from the center line to two sides of pipe with total length of 1,315 m (in Nghi Quang commune) 

and 800m (in Nghi Thu ward). This land is not permanent land acquisition but temporary 

acquisition for construction and will be restored to its original condition after construction.  

17. The construction process of distribution pipelines caused impacts on a total of  

4,629.46m2 of agricultural lands (including: rice field land is 1663.5m2; Sticky rice is 1061.36 

m2; morning glory land is 1846.6m2, tomato land is 26m2) and 104 banana trees; 3 jackfruit 

trees; 68 edible canna trees; 54 tobacco plants; 3 guava trees; 2 mandarin trees, 10 bamboo 

trees. All these affected agricultural lands and trees are belonging to 61 households in Trung 



Tien hamlet of Nghi Quang commune of Nghi Loc district, and Dong Quyen hamlet and Hoa 

Dinh hamlet of Nghi Thu ward of Cua Lo town.

18. The project only temporarily uses the land areas during the construction phase of 

pipelines. Compensation and payment for households is carried out in the form of direct 

agreement with people on compensation unit prices to ensure replacement costs. 

Compensation has been completed quickly under the consent of all affected households and 

handover of clean ground to the contractors (May 25, 2018). Detailed of the affected land areas, 

compensation unit prices and payment list of the 61 affected households along the pipelines is 

shown in the table in Annex 3. 

19. This is a temporary impact on agricultural land. At the time of monitoring in September 

2019, the social experts of the monitoring team interviewed affected households and conducted 

site visit to the affected land area. The interview and site visit show that households have 

restored 100% of their crop production area. 

2 KEY FINDINGS  

2.1 Consultation with affected households and stakeholders 

20.  SInce May 2018, based on the detailed design of transmission pipeline, the People's 

Committee of Nghi Quang commune and the People's Committee of Nghi Thu ward, in 

collaboration with the contractor Ha Huy and the Management Board of the Water Supply 

Project of Cua Lo Town, carried out inventory of asset on the land of 61 affected households 

during construction.  

21. Public consultation with 61 affected households was conducted on May 15-17, 2018 by 

holding a meeting at the People's Committee of Nghi Thu ward and People's Committee of Nghi 

Quang commune, Cua Lo town. In this phase, detailed design has been completed. The 

consultation focused on assessing the temporary impacts during the construction of DN250 

transmission pipeline passing Nghi Thu ward and Nghi Quang commune, Cua Lo town in the 

NA-CL-CW1 / ICB package of the project. 



22. Compensation and payment for affected households for their assets is carried out in the 

form of direct agreement with people on compensation unit prices to ensure replacement costs. 

Compensation has been completed quickly under the consent of all affected households and 

handover of clean ground to the contractors (on May 25th, 2018). The working minutes in 

appendix 3, the list of households receiving payments are attached in Appendix 4.  

23. On September 3 and 4, 2019, the project social expert worked with the People's 

Committee of Nghi Quang commune and the People's Committee of Nghi Thu ward, Cua Lo 

town; interviews with affected households about the payment of support to affected assets 

before handing over the construction site and the situation of production stabilization after the 

contractor completes the construction.  In Nghi Quang commune, 9/46 households and Nghi 

Thu ward, 5/15 affected households attended the meeting and interview. The consultation 

minutes of the stage of pipe construction completion in Nghi Quang commune and Nghi Thu 

ward are attached in Appendix 5. 

24. Subjects of survey and consultation activities are 61 households temporarily affected on 

their agricultural land and trees. Survey results show that: 

- The project implementation reaches 100% consensus of the households due to the 

benefits received from the project to the community. 100% of households agree with 

the support unit price proposed by the contractor Ha Huy.  

- The project did not affect to livelihood and income of the households. Thus, there is no 

negative impact on local people’s life. 

- In addition, local people also mention some obstacles such as: (i) traffic jam near 

markets and schools in construction phase of transmission network due to the road 

width is limited; (ii) the potential hazards caused by fast moving trucks and pits without 

fences, danger to children and the elderly (iii) dust, smoke, noise, and soil on the 

streets in the transportation of pipeline excavating materials; (iv) waste from the 

construction and sewer blockages, and (v) the movement of migrant workers and illegal 

behavior such as gambling and disorder conduct. 

25. Consultant, Project Owner and relevant agencies clarified these opinions and proposed 

some solutions for transport safety such as: barrier and sign board around foundation pits, 

traffic management, construction in sections, pipe jacking method. Regarding to the impacts on 

environmental aspect such as noise, dust, polluted water source, the Consultant showed the 

specific solutions such as spray water, construction in the morning/afternoon. Regarding to land 

acquisition opinions: The Consultant clarified that land acquisition for water pipe construction is 

temporary and original conditions will be restored to reduce impacts to long-term usage of the 

people.  

2.2 Evaluation of compensation payment 

26. The temporary impacts on land, construction works and the impact on trees of people 

were compensated according to resettlement policy framework of the project. Affected land and 

construction works were restored to pre-project condition after the construction is completed. 

The total compensation amount included the compensation for impact on crops and trees. As 

the construction of the pipeline section is carried out in a consecutive method (section by 

section) and the temporary impacts on land is short (about 20 days/ route, from June to July 

2018), their agricultural land is restored immediately after construction activities on that section 

is finished. Therefore, no rental fee is paid for the affected households with their agreement but 

only compensation for affected trees and crops during construction. The list of households 

signing for payment with confirmation of commune leader is attached in Appendix 4. 



27. The amount of temporary compensation for affected assets during the construction of 

the transmission pipeline is below. Detail in appendix 4: 

- Trung Tien hamlet, Nghi Quang commune, Nghi Loc district: 19,166,570 VND 

- Dong Quyen hamlet, Nghi Thu ward, Cua Lo town: 4,939,500 VND 

- Hoa Dinh hamlet, Nghi Thu ward, Cua Lo town: 1,653,000 VND

28. The applied compensation rates for affected trees and crops are in compliance with the 

Decision No. 74/2017 / QD-UBND of Nghe An Provincial People's Committee, dated December 

4, 2017, promulgating the price list of compensation for aquatic plants and animals and 

relocation of graves in the area of Nghe An province and at market rates. Regarding 

compensation for crops and tress, the rates applied were equivalent to the output value 

calculated according to the productivity of the highest crop in the preceding three years for 

annual crops or the current value calculated at local market prices at the time of land 

acquisition. These rates have been appraised by the Department of Agriculture and Rural 

Development. Therefore, the rates applied are assessed to meet market rates in the locality. 

Moreover, the rates have been consulted with the affected households during consultation and 

the households have agreed with the compensation rates for their affected trees and crops.  

2.3 Grievance Redress Mechanism  

29. Cua Lo Water/PMU has developed a grievance redress and resolution mechanism to 

redress grievances and complaints related to the project implementation and the Project in 

general. This is shown in Law on Complaints No. 02/2011/QH13 dated November 11th, 2011 

and Government Decree No. 75/2012/ND-CP dated October 3rd, 2012 detailing a number of 

articles of the Law on Complaints; Circular No. 07/2013/TT-TTCP providing procedures for 



resolution of administrative complaint; and Prime Minister’s Decision No. 1131/2008/QD-TTCP 

dated June 18th, 2008 issuing forms of text used for review and resolution of 

complaints/denouncement shall also be observed to ensure that the 

procedures/regulations/contents of complaints and method of resolutions are appropriate with 

the regulation in Vietnam. 

30. This mechanism will resolve concerns and complaints from affected households in an 

active and timely manner through an easy-to-understand and clear process that meets the 

requirements on gender equality and that is appropriate with local cultures and is easily 

accessed by all the affected residents with no cost and penalty. This mechanism will not cause 

any obstructions to access to the national judiciary and administrative systems. 

31. Grievance redress can be summarized in the steps set out below:  

- First Stage: Commune People’s Committee. An aggrieved affected household may bring 

his/her complaint to any member of the Commune People’s Committee, either through 

the Village Chief or directly to the CPC, in writing or verbally. It is incumbent upon said 

member of CPC or the village chief to notify the CPC about the complaint. The CPC will 

meet personally with the aggrieved affected household and will have 30 days (or 45 

days for complicated case) following the lodging of the complaint to resolve it (in remote 

and mountainous areas or complicated case, the complaint should be resolved within 45 

or 60 days, respectively). The CPC secretariat is responsible for documenting and 

keeping file of all complaints that it handles. Upon issuance of the decision of the CPC, 

the affected household can make an appeal within 30 days (45 days for mountainous 

area). If the second decision has been issued and the household is still not satisfied with 

the decision, the affected household can elevate his/her complaint to the DPC. 

- Second Stage: District People’s Committee. Upon receipt of the complaint from the 

household, the DPC will have 45 days (or 60 days for complicated case) and 60 days for 

remote and mountainous areas (or 70 days for complicated case) following the lodging 

of the complaint to resolve the case. The DPC is responsible for documenting and 

keeping file of all complaints that it handles. Upon issuance of the decision of the DPC, 

the affected household can make an appeal within 30 days. If the second decision has 

been issued and the affected household is still not satisfied with the decision, the 

affected household can elevate his/her complaint to the PPC. 

- Third Stage: Provincial People’s Committee. Upon receipt of the complaint from the 

affected household, the PPC will have 45 days (or 60 days for complicated case) and 60 

days for remote and mountainous areas (or 70 days for complicated case) following the 

lodging of the complaint to resolve the case. The PPC is responsible for documenting 

and keeping file of all complaints. Upon issuance of the decision of the PPC, the affected 

household can make an appeal within 30 days if they disagree. If the second decision 

has been issued and the affected household is still not satisfied with the decision, the 

affected household can elevate his/her complaint to the court within 45 days 

- Final Stage: The Court of Law Arbitrates. Should the complainant file his/her case to the 

court and the court rules in favor of the complainant, then the Project will have to 

increase the compensation at a level to be decided by the court. In case the court will 

rule in favor of PPC, then the complainant will receive compensation approved by PPC. 

32. The affected people will be provided with support and assistance by locally based 

organizations, in case they have limited capacity or in case they have questions or complaints. 

33. If efforts to resolve complaints or disputes are still unresolved and unsatisfactory 

following the project’s grievance redress mechanism, the households have the right to send 

their concerns or problems directly to ADB through Viet Nam Resident Mission. If the 



households are still not satisfied with the responses, they can directly contact the ADB's Office 

of the Special Project Facilitator as outlined in the Information Guide to the Consultation Phase 

of the ADB Accountability Mechanism. 

34. The project grievance procedure does not impede access to the court at any time. 

35. During the social environment monitoring process from 2017 to 2019, social experts 

interviewed the Commune People's Committees and affected households as well as reviewed 

the construction supervision records on site. The results show that there is no pending 

grievance at this time as well as there is no grievance lodged in the past.  

 

3 CONCLUSIONS 

36. After reviewing the information of land area and confirming with local authorities in the 

project area, it shows that:  

- The construction of the transmission pipeline in the NA-CL-CW1 / ICB contract did not 

cause permanent land acquisition. No household is required to be resettled. The 

pipeline section temporarily affected 4,629.46m2 of agricultural land and caused 

impacts on trees and crops planted to this area of 61 households in 2018. The review 

shows that all of the affected households have received full support and 100% 

supported the construction of the pipeline component. The compensation for the 

affected trees and crops has been carried out in accordance with the resettlement 

policy of the project. All of the affected households have been consulted about their 

impacts and compensation for their impacts. Mitigation measures including consecutive 

construction method by section and avoidance of construction at peak hours have been 

applied to minimize impacts on households and reduce the impact duration on the 

affected households.  

- The land acquisition is temporary and has been restored to existing condition after 

construction; therefore, there is no impacts on long-term usage of the affected 

households. 

- There is no grievance or complaint about land acquisition impacts as well as 

compensation activities of the subproject.
