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1. Introduction

1. The University of Science and Technology of Hanoi Development (USTH) (New Model
University Project) is funded by the Asian Development Bank (ADB) with the total budget of
USD 210 million, plus USD 3 million for land clearance to be paid by the Vietnamese
Government. The Project aims to: (i) set up and pilot a new policy framework for the
governance, financing and quality assurance of new-model research universities; (ii) establish
and develop one universities as centers of research and teaching excellence that create
dynamic synergies between research and teaching by strengthening university-industry linkages
in science and technology fields, as well as by presenting a "public-private partnership model" of
higher education/research institutions. The tentative duration for project implementation is 05
years (2011 -2017)with four outputs as belows:

- Output A: an effective management and governance system for the USTH will be
developed and implemented

- Output B: systems to promote high-quality and relevant academic programs at the USTH
will be developed and implemented

- Output C: Physical facilities at the USTH will be constructed and outfitted.
- Output D: Effective project management and implementation.

2. The Project is developed at the 65 hectare land within the Hoa Lac High Tech Park
(HHTP)'. The implementation of Output C shall result in the involuntary resettlement through
loss of land and assets of households, utilities and organizations at: (i) land of 65 hectare [26
hectare at Tan Xa and 39 hectare at Thach Hoa commune which is currently managed by the
02 military units]; and (ii) 52.7 hectare of land at Binh Yen commune for the relocation of the 02
army units.

3. Resettlement Plan for the Project was prepared in 2010 and updated in September
2013. The resettlement activities of the Project have been implemented since 20082 and
completed by end of June 2015. The total land of 117.7 ha, including 65 ha for the development
of USTH and 52.7 for the relocation of the two army unit has been handed over to the USTH-
PMU and the two army unit by June 2015. Livelihood restoration and stabilization of those
affected by the Project has been completed by June 2016.Independent resettlement reviews
have been implemented since 2012. This report is the final Independent resettlement review,
which summary results and recommendation relating to implementation of the updated
Resettlement Plan so far.

THHTP has total land area of 1,432 ha, incl. land of communes of: Thach Hoa; Tan Xa; Ha Bang; Dong Truc of Thach
That Dist., and Phu Cat of Quoc Oai Dist., Ha Noi City.

2 Land recovery of the 5.3 ha at Tan Xa commune was undertaken in 2008. Due diligent and corrective action for the
said area has been included in the updated RP.
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ll. Approach and Implementation

This final independent review will verify the following of the implementation of the updated RP:

¢ Results of resettlement implementation;

e Changes in living standards of affected people

e Socio-economic recovery and development of affected people;

o Effectiveness and sustainability of implementing policies;

¢ Need to implement additional mitigation measures for adverse effects of the project.

A. Methods and Approach

Surveys including a socio-economic survey and replacement cost survey were conducted to
verify result of resettlement activities and livelihood of the affected persons. Information and
data provided by the Thach That DBCAR were also used for the final review of the resettlement
implementation.

B. Implementation of the final resettlement review

e The supporting document, including (i) clearance reports prepared by the USTH-PMU
and the Thach That DBCAR,; (ii) decisions on land acquisition, compensation and
compensation plans; (iii) land acquisition database, compensation options; (iv) DMS
records; (v) record of complaints.

e Household socio-economic survey: all 426 affected households were surveyed from
December 2016-February 2017

e 04 group discussions and 13 key informant interview with key officers of Thach That
DBCAR, and CPCs of Tan Xa and Binh Yen on 19 December 2016 and 19 January
2017.

o Replacement cost survey: January - February 2017
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lll. Findings and evaluations

A. Scope of Involuntary Resettlement

4. As per the updated RP, total Project affected area is 117.7 hectare, including: (i) 26
hectare at Tan Xa commune; (ii) 39 hectare Thach Hoa commune; and (iii) 52.7 hectare at
Binh Yen commune for the relocation of the 02 military units. Map of locations affected by the
USTH Project is given at Figure 1.

5. Total households affected by the Project is426 households (1,902 people). Of these,
118 were affected by the recovery of 65 hectare for the development of in the USTH and 308
were affected due to the recovery of 52.7 ha of land at Binh Yen commune for the

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development of the Army resettlement area. 913 men (49.6%) were male and 959 (50.4%)
were female. Average size of affected households is 4.4 persons

6. Of the 426 households, 373 AHs (1,635 people) affected due to loss of agricultural
land(forest land, garden land and paddy land); 54 households (267 people) affected due to
loss of residential land, house and structures, 373 AHs affected by the loss of crops, trees.
Summary of resettlement impacts of the Project is in Table 2 belows:

B. DMS of affected assets

7. DMS was performed by Task Force of Thach That DBCAR with coordination with
CPCs of Tan Xa and Binh Yen. AHs were requested to fill the form with information of:
household members; affected assets (affected land; asset on affected land; trees and crops)
and submit the completed form and all supporting documents (land use certificate; paper on
land hand over issued by functional bodies to AHs; certificate of CPCs, etc.) to Thach That
DBCAR for consideration and verification.

8. Thach That DCARB and related agencies such as the Binh Yen CPC, Thach That
Division of Natural Resources and Environment verified and compared the information,
supporting document provided by the AHs with documents recorded by the Binh Yen CPC;
Thach That DONRE to verify the legal of affected land and assets on land.

9. Based on the verification of AHs forms, Task Teams of Thach That DBCAR
implemented detail measurement of AHs’ assets and properties to have additional

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verification of current asset status, assets (land; asset on land; trees, crops) and agree with
AHson affected assets. Report of DMSs were prepared and signed by and between AHS’
representatives and members of the Task Team.As survey results, all AHs were satisfied
with DMS procedures and performance delivered by the Thach That DBCAR.

10. Payment of compensation for these households were made under the regulations of
the Viet Nam and Ha Noi CPC on land acquisition compensation and resettlement, as
follows:

C. Compensation and assistance

11. On the basis of the minutes of inventory of the amount of damage that has been
agreed and signed by the AHs, the Thach That DBCAR has applied the compensation and
support price based on the regulations on compensation and support the resettlement of the
Government and Hanoi People's Committee issued in the above. Survey results showed that
all affected households who received compensation were satisfied with compensation and
assistance provided by the Project. Compensation and assistance was made following the
updated RP. Details are bellows:

Land acquisition and handover procedures.

Procedures on land acquisition and hand over have been undertaken complied with

requirements of ADB, Vietnam and of Ha Noi CPC. Details are as belows:

Thach That DPC issues land recovery notification to AHs.

Thach That DPC issues decision on the establishment of committee on compensation
and land recovery; task teams

Thach That DPC approves and allocate fund for compensation, assistance and

resettlement
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- Thach That DPC prepares, approve detail plan on land recovery; verification of cost
estimate for the implementation of compensation, assistance and resettlement

- Thach That DBCAR requests AHs to state, provide information on affected assets;
detail measurements of actual affected asset and verification of declaration.

- Thach That DBCAR prepares, publicizes plan on compensation,
assistanceandresettlement for comment, etc.

- Thach That DBCAR finalizes and verify plan on compensation, assistance,
resettlement

- Thach That DPC issue decision on land recovery, approve plan on compensation,
assistance and resettlement; public statement of plan and deliver notice on payment
of compensation and hand over of land

- Thach That DPC made payment of compensation, assistance and arrangement of
resettlement site to AHs.

- AHs hand over land to Thach That DBCAR as per Decision of Thach That DPC.

13. Once Thach That DBCAR complete payment of compensation and assistant to AHs
will hand over land to the Thach That DCAR. Thach That DPC shall arrange necessary
procedures to hand over land to HHTP-MB who will in turn hand over clean land to PMU-
USTH as per regulation on land management within Ha Noi City.

14. According to the plan, compensation rate applied for compensation was belows:

That DPC the compensation for residential land as the above table was at replacement cost.

16. When Thach That DBCAR conducted public and transparent counting, then applied
current Ha Noi CPC prices (2013) to calculate compensation and allowances for AHs, most
AHs agreed with the Thach That DBCAR Plans.

17. 25 AHs losing residential land at the Army Relocation Site had drew land plots at the
resettlement site (Decision No. 5922/QD-UBND dated 27 August 2014 and the list of AHs).
Location of land plot drawn by those AHs is shown at figure below:

20. Land clearance of 65 hectare in the project was completed. Currently the USTH
project has not yet selected the design contractor. Currently some military equipment is
stored and stationed at some barracks in the 19ha and it will be removed to new camp right
after new camp is constructed. Details of land hand over to the USTH-PMU and the two
military units are below

F. Land clearance and resettlement compensation cost
21. The actual cost on the implementation of the updated RP is approximately 325.1

billion VND (equivalent to 15 million VND), including management cost (2%). The estimated
cost made in the updated RP is approximately 23.7 million USD. Reasons for the saving is
mostly due to: (i) over estimation of cost made during the preparation of the updated RP; (ii)
detailed measurement of affected land and assets and verification of type of land and assets
resulted and calculation of cost for compensation, supports and assistance that lead to final
cost which is lower than the estimated; (iii) due to significant change of exchange rate from
2013 to 2015 from 1 USD=21,000 VND to 1 USD=22,230 VND in 2015; and (iv) due to the

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updated RP applied the contingency of approximately 44,72 billion VND (or nearly 2.1 million

G. Coordination of resettlement with construction schedule
23. During the 3rd Quarter 2014 the PMU-USTH'’s temporary office at the Project site was

completed and handed over to the USTH-PMU. Packages on construction of temporary
fence and boundary road surrounding the Project site have been implemented since July
2014.By now the contractor completed 65% scope of work regarding the fence and about
55% works of boundary road. Currently, the fence and boundary road construction packages
have been suspended as proposed by the HHTP-MB to construct the infrastructure of the

high-tech zone.

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24. Hoa Lac High-Tech Park has been constructing the infrastructure of the whole hi-
tech zone. Below is the construction progress of Road No. 1 next to the USTH project
area. At present, 01 concrete bridges (15m wide) have been completed and the Road No.1
(15m wide) next to the project will be completed

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25. In the army resettlement area: All major items such as barracks, warehouses, and
operators have been finished roughly. Besides the technical infrastructure is also finished to
be ready to use. Some images provided by the Consultant at this site are as follows:

H. Construction/re-building of replacement houses and structures

26. Survey showed that all construction, rebuilding of replacement houses and structure
following procedures given at the updated RP. Details is showed at section D.
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27. At Binh Yen commune: There have been 25 AHs due to lost of residential land. By
now, there are nearly 10 households constructing their houses in resettlement area, some
have moved to new home and the remaining households are finishing the house to live. The
relocation of AHs living in the resettlement area is a very good result, ensuring the policies of
ADB and the Government of Vietnam are enforced. AHs have better housing, re-establish
new communities, and receive higher income earning than in the past.

l. Level of satisfaction of APs

28. The majority of AHs who had received compensation payment said they were
satisfied with resettlement activities implemented so far. With compensation amount and
supportspaid by the Thach That DCAR they can participate in vocational training, job
orientation, or self-organized business operations, production, livestock, etc. and restore their
socio-economic conditions.Belows are some key results of the survey:

- Community consultation: Approximately 98% AHs was satisfied with public
consultation activities. 2% other AHs had no opinion. AHs said they had participated
in surveys for preparation of RAP and updated RAP. AHs had been consulted and
provided information about the project, detailed measurement survey, compensation
resettlement support. AHs’ ideas and comment were received and handled promptly.

- Detailed Measurement Survey (DMS): 100% AHs received notification notice on DMS
at least 02 weeks in advance. Having participated at the DMS were AHs, village
head, officers of the Thach That DBCAR. AHs had reviewed and signed at minutes of
DMS. 100% AHs were satisfied with results of the DMS.

- Resettlement Compensation and Supports Plan: Nearly 92.7% AHs was satisfied and
7.3% AHs have yet to be satisfied with the resettlement compensation and assistance
plan. All plans were provided to AHs through means of: (i) posting at office of Binh
Yen CPC; and (ii) mailing directly to AHs. Thach That DCAR and Tan Xa and Binh
Yen CPC directly explain AHs about compensation and assistance policies and
compensation rates. 100% AHs understood methods on calculating compensation
and support.

- Delivery of compensation and support payment: 100% AHs who received
compensation was satisfied with the delivery of compensation and support payment
by Thach That DBCAR. Payments were made at offices of CPCs of Tan Xa and Binh
Yen. It was relatively fast and convenient.

- Rehabilitation support employment creation: Rehabilitation supports and employment
creation were undertaken via forms belows. Almost all PAPs were satisfied with
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performance of CPCs of Tan Xa and Binh Yen and Thach That Division of Labor,
Invalid and Social Affair (Thach That DOLISA).

i. Cash supportwas provided to PAPs and thereby they could actively and freely
select measures appropriate for them to restore their livings and to find jobs that
suite with their conditions.

ii. Provision of vocational trainings and employment creation:PAPs had opportunities
to joint trainingswhich were provided by: (i) Thach That DOLISA; (ii) CPCs and Tan
Xa and Binh Yen; (iii) trainingsorganized by production units located within the
Thach That District. All students were supported to find employment opportunities
at these utilities and family owned production units.

- Procedures on land acquisition and transfer:Almost all AHs said that procedures on
land recovery and transfer applied so far were relatively convenient for them.

- Complaint settlement: AHs’ complaints were settlement following Law of Vietnam and
Project policy. Thach That DBCAR and CPCs of Tan Xa and Binh Yen directly
communicate with AHs at meetings at the meeting rooms of Tan Xa and Binh Yen
CPCs. AHs could directly expressed their complaints and inquiries as well as
requests on their interests. 100% AHs’ inquiries and complaints relating to the legal
records of the affected land and property were satisfactorily resolved.

J. Grievance redress settlement

29. Survey showed that all complaints on legal aspects of land and property (26) had
been satisfactorily resolved as per provisions of Vietham law and the Project policy on
resettlement and land acquisition. Documents on compensation and dispute resolution were
properly recorded by the Thach That DBCAR.

30. Thach That DBCAR resolved properly complaints of 06 AHs and undertook force
recovery of 19 other AHs at the Army Relocation Site. 06 AHs said they are satisfied with
measures of the Thach That DCARB and have received compensation and supports. 19 AHs
who were made force recovery already received compensation and support from the Thach
That DCARB and made no complaint to higher level authorities of Ha Noi CPC.

31. Dispute resolution approach: The resolution of disputes relating to compensation for
site clearance were carried out in compliance with requirement given at the updated RAP.
Complainant made complaints the Thach That DBCAR (step 1). Where the PAPs are not
satisfied with the settlement of the Thach That DBCAR, they can made complaint to the Ha
Noi City Council on Compensation, Assistance and Resettlement (step 2). Where the PAPs
are not satisfied with the settlement of Ha Noi City Council on Compensation, Assistance and
Resettlement they can lodge their complain to the Ha Noi CPC (step 3). In case the AHs still
not satisfy with the decision of the Ha Noi CPC they may submit an appeal to the Court.
Affected people complaining are not subject to any costs involved.

32. Thach That DBCAR and local agencies to perform meeting, public consultations with
01 remaining AH for addressing AH’s issues. Thach That DCARB are closely reviewing
document, papers related to land, assets of this AH and resettlement, compensation and
support plan aiming to provide the AHs best possible condition and compensation and
support to the complaining AH.

33. AHs complaining about size and scope of affected assets (17), are satisfied with
settlement of the Thach That DBCAR.
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K. Effectiveness and sustainability of entitlements and income rehabilitation
measures for APs

34. Sustainability of entitlement and income rehabilitation measures for APs have been
implemented so far include: (i) cash supportsfrom 3-5 times the compensation rate on
agricultural land (approximately 525,000 VND/m?of paddy land), (ii) provisions of vocational
training and job introduction free of charge to APs to help them to change their job and
income rehabilitation as soon as possible.

35. Vocational trainings and employment for rural workers have been made as per
Decision 1956/QD-TTg of 27 November 2009 by the Prime Minister; Decision No. 1201/QD-
TTg of 31 August 2012 by the Prime Minister on the approval of the national target program
to create jobs and vocational for the period from 2012-2015.During 3 Quarter 2014, the
Thach That DOLISAorganize 06 vocational training to more than 298 students on: welding,
electric, sewing, etc

36. Results of survey on effectiveness and sustainability of entittement and income
rehabilitation for APs showed results are as bellows:

- 90,3% respondents expressed that cash support provided directly to APs are proper
since APs can choose appropriate forms of rehabilitation.

- 15% respondents said “support measures in form of employment introduction were
effective as it can help them in having jobs/works faster.

- Vocational classes are mainly suitable for those workers aged from 18-30 year old.
Over 90% student can obtain jobs suitable with their trained subjects. Most of them
can find jobs in factories/workshop in neighboring villages or in urban Hanoi. 100%
students who passed course on welding, masonry, carpentry have job immediately
after completing courses. APs required that more training courses should be provided
in near future to help APs.

- 78.3% female working-age APs can self-create jobs, including: sale of vegetables,
fruits, food, groceries; andwork as home keeper for families in centre of Ha Noi city;
3.8% female APs are housewife; 17.9% other works at garment factories or family
workshop at communes of Binh Yen and neighboring villages.

- 100% AHs in Tan Commune who had received compensation and supports before
year 2013 found job and gradually stabilized and improve their socio-economic
conditions. AH of Mr. Dung who lost residential land at village 2 of Tan Xa commune
has completed the building of his new house. He said his family’'s member have new
job with income more stable and better than that before land acquisition.

- For AHs who had received money and handed over their land plotsat Army
Relocation Site, 93% AHs has stable living conditions and steady income
employment. They said that due to cash support provided by the Thach That
DBCARthey could rehabilitate houses and focusedon doing business in livestock
production, etc. APs with ages from 18-35 year old already have employment at
mechanical workshop, sewing workshop within commune and in neighboring villages.
Income from ding these jobs is better agricultural production, but some members of
the family had to work far from home that lead to difficulties in transportation means,
as well as little time to take care for families and children.

37. The household survey at Tan Xa and Binh Yen showed that the average income of
AHs who received compensation and assistance has been improved. According to AHs, the
average income of the AHs has improved significantly compared to before the project.Details
are given at the table belows:

L. Gender impacts and strategy

38. Prior to the receipt of compensation and support, female APs participating in

secondary professions such as sewing, trade, small business or work for production facilities
such as bamboo, rattan, carpentry, construction, however their income generated from these
activities cover a big share of the total AHs’ income. Female APs who work in agricultural
production such as rice, maize, potato, cassava can create low income and most of the time
is unstable.
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39. Supports provided to female APs so far include vocational training and job
introduction. Female APs within the working age can take part at training courses organized
by companies located within the Thach That district such as: Ha Noi Investment and
Development Joint Stock Company (JSC); YONGFS Co., Ltd., Fashion and Development
JSC. handicraft production units in communes of Huu Bang and Chang Son (carpentry),
Canh Nau (construction), Thai Hoa and Binh Xa (garments), etc

40. As of December 2016, 385/425 female in AHs participated in industrial garment
courses organized by Tan Xa and Binh Yen CPC in liaison with garment units located within
the area.All trainees of these courses were hired by these companies such as: fashion and
development JSC; Handicraft manufacturer;Noble Company, MEKO Company and other
family’s garment workshop at Tan Xa and Binh Yen Communes.

41. CPCs of Tan Xa, Binh Yen and Women Union played active role in connecting
between APs and companies in order to support PAPs, especially female PAPs in finding job
and rehabilitating their living conditions. Surveyed households said supports had been
provided to female APs so far were relatively effective and thereby were contributing to a
stable income and a stable life for female PAPs

M. Capacity of APs to restore/re-establish livelihoods and living standards

42. AHs who received compensation and handed over land plots at Tan Xa and Binh Yen
communes are severe AHs. Land affectedby the Project are poor for croppinglow income
values (cassava, potatoes, maize) and income from agricultural operations on the affected
land is negligible compared to AH income from other sub-sectors. Most of the APs’ income
have beengenerated mostly from craft activities, business, small business, service, farming,
etc

43. Structures and main income of AHs by 4" Quarter 2016 have been improved
significantly than before. Ratio ofhouseholds having income from handycraft, small business,
tradeding increased from 87.3% to 89.7% (Tan Xa commune)and from 82.6% to 87.2% (Binh
Yen commune). Average income of APs and particularly vulnerable AHs were stable and
increased , their average income is from 4-5 million VND

44, Generally, ability on restoration of AHs’ income is fairy firm due to the following
reasons:

Thach That District has 01 industrial zone, 08 industrial sites which have been put
into operation; 09 recognized handicraft villages, 827 enterprises and 20,855
households having stable production and business. This is the "attracting point", for
creating a number of employments for local workers, including workers whose land
plots were acquired by the State recently.

Communes of Tan Xa and Binh Yen are located adjacent to the 09 traditional villages
of the Thach That District of: (1) Phung Xa (mechanical & metal); (2) Huu Bang
(carpentry, industrial sewing); (3) Chang Son (carpentry); (4) Canh Nau (carpentry &
civil construction); (5) Di Nau carpentry & civil construction); (6) Phu Hoa (rattan and
bamboowoven); (7) Thai Hoa (rattan and bamboo woven); (8) Binh Xa (rattan and
bamboo woven); (9) Thach Xa (“Che Lam” cake). These traditional villages are
currently developing and have a high demand for unskilled workers as well as
workers with skills and the ability which are appropriate to cultural characteristics of
the APs.
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- Communes of Tan Xa and Binh Yen are located about 30 km far from Hanoi City
which have a high demand for employments and create employment opportunities for
AHs of the Project. Some types of labor such as construction, carpentry, industrial
hygiene, industrial sewing, selling, guards, etc. are appropriate for these APs.

- CPCs of Tan Xa and Binh Yen are currently studying agricultural production models
which have high economic value in order to guide the APs, especially those APs by
the Project so as they can gradually learn and apply these models in near future.

- Thach That Division of Labors, Invalids and Social Affairs are developing programs
that are expected to assist the APs of the Project to restore their livelihood.

- Besides, AHs received considerable money from compensation and supports they
have opportunities and motivations to improve their living condition and income
restoration for themselves and the families.

N. Resettlement impacts caused during construction activities

45, PMU-USTH has completed the construction of the temporary office and put into this
office since 3" quarter 2014. Scale and scope of temporary office is negligible (about 500 m?)
and residential site are far from the construction site therefor no resettlement effects have
been reported yet.

46. The construction of road surrounding the project site by contractor are undergone.
Contractor has been complying with social and environmental requirements during their
course. So far no negative effects have been recorded. PMU-USTH regularly checks and
monitors contractor’s activities to ensure that no negative impacts would be incurred during
construction

47. By now, Artillery commander has received clean land of 52.7 hectare in Binh Yen
commune from Thach That DPC and started construction of the new camp since May 2015,
so far basically completed to put into use.

0. Institutional capacity, internal monitoring and reporting

48. Resettlement activities have been implemented with participation of: VAST (MOET
prior to June 2016), HHTP-MB, Thach That DPC, Thach That DBCAR, Ha Noi DBCAR.
These agencies are capable to carry out the updated RP.

49. The internal resettlement monitoring consultant of the PMU-USTH has carried out
quarterly internal resettlement monitoring reports as required by the project. Internal
resettlement monitoring reports was prepared by PMU-USTH showing indicators: (i) number
of AHs classified by the type of impact, districts, communes, villages, and the status of
payment of compensation, relocation AH and livelihood restoration plans, (iii) the status of
cash disbursement and distribution of land, the resettlement, (iii) funds are allocated and
disbursed to: a) resettlement program activities, and b) the activity compensation, support
and resettlement; (iv) activities, level of participation, results and issues related to public
consultation, (v) status and result of complaints handling and outstanding issues, (vi) issue of
implementation, including delays, understaffed or incompetent, insufficient budget.

P. Source and flow of funds for compensation payments and allowances for APs

50. Budget for compensation payment and assistance to APs due to the HHTP Project
(incl. the USTHsite) is allocated to the Thach That DBCAR. The HHTP-MB prioritized the
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allocatedbudget for the implementation of DMS, verification of affected lands and assets and
compensation and support to AHs

51. Total government funding allocated to the Artillery commander to build new camp at
the military resettlement land is about 400 billion VND. Currently, basic construction items
have been completed and are being completed and put into use

Q. Construction activities in resettlement sites fof AHs

52. One (01) resettlement area which is located next to Road No. 84 at Binh Yen
Commune with area of 36.04 hectare has been developed for relocation of AHs by projects
within the HHTP area. This resettlement area was equipped with infrastructures such as
internal roads; basic water supply; drainage and basic electricity; market; cultural house, etc)

53. As per regulation, AHs who received land plots with size of 120 m?, 200 m? and 24 m2
can carry out constructions. The Thach That DPC committed to provide power to AHs’
houses. AHs are required to connect to the power line
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Figure 20: The AHs have built and settled their lives in the resettlement area

54. Water supply for the resettlement area has not yet been provided. Support of VND 10
million per AH for the development of water well will be provided to AHs. AHs and well
developers said that with these sums is sufficient for AHs to develop water well at the
Resettlement Site. Cost for water pump is from 2-4 million VND, drilling labor and installation
is from 6-8 million VND/well. AHs who are now constructing houses at the resettlement area
said that the supported sum of 10 million VND are enough to pay the costs of digging wells,
purchasing pumps, ...
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IV. Recommendations

A. Land acquisition, hand over, compensation payment and resettlement supports

56. Data on detailed items counted, compensation and support prices are fully compliant
with the Vietnamese and ADBpolicies. All activities related to compensation and support are
attended and supervised by representatives of affected people and related departments.

57. Dissemination of project information, notification of counting assets, implementation
of compensation plan for AHs all show a high level of transparency and open democracy
through participation and monitoring by representatives of affected people, local
representatives and related departments.

58. Settlement of APs' complaints has been coordinated by the PMU and the competent
authorities. All complaint were promptly resolved with agreement of AP.

59. At present, households living at the resettlement area (36ha) still are using well/bore-
hole water. The current water supply to these resettlement is similar to other living quarter
within the Binh Yen Commune. Quality of water used by these household is good following
standard of Ministry of Health. The Thach That DPC is seeking budget from the Ha Noi CPC
for the development of water supply system to the Binh Yen commune, including the
households at the resettlement area.

B. Restore, develop livelihood and gender

60. Thach That DPC has implemented monitoring and support activities to ensure income
restoration measures for AHs in Tan Xa and Binh Yen commune, especially for those who
loss of more than 10% of agricultural land, vulnerable households such as female headed
households, disabled households ... accordance to the Government and ADB policies.

61. Thach That DPC and CPCs of Tan Xa and Binh Yen have taken adequate measures
to ensure that vocational training courses and job introduction are implemented effectively
and suitably with APs’ ability. Such measures can be considered as belows:

- Survey of labor market and evaluation on labor demands and recruitment of potential
units;

- On a monthly and quarterly basis, carrying out survey and monitoring of results
created by assistance, vocational training and job introduction.

- Cooperate with relevant agencies as the women unions of Ha Noi CPC, and women
unions of neighbor districts in order to identify measures to support the Project AHs,
especially female AHs age are over 35 year old.

62. The Thach That DPC and the Tan Xa and Binh Yen CPC should maintain and
accelerate the implementation of income restoration and livelihood restoration programs for
the AHs, especially women, to ensure that 100% of affected people, especially AHs have
stable jobs and income.

C. Perform preparatory activities

63. Preparatory activities such as the design of construction items of the project, bidding
for selection of consultants and contractors should be implemented soon to meet the
requirements of the project as stated in the signed loan agreement.
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64. In the process of construction at the military resettlement site, the Artillery
Commander should ensure that construction activities do not affect the environment and
cause negative social impacts on people and communities in the area.
