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(b) The term “Project” wherever it appears in the Loan Regulations shall 

be substituted by the term “Program”. 
 
(c) Section 2.01(51) is deleted and the following is substituted therefor: 

 
51. The term “Program Executing Agency” means the entity 
or entities responsible for the carrying out of the Program as 
specified in the Loan Agreement. 
 

(d) The term “Project Executing Agency” wherever it appears in the Loan

ADB that the Fixed Spread applicable to new Loans shall be 
reduced, ADB shall provide a Rebate to any Borrower with an 
outstanding Loan on which a higher Fixed Spread is 
applicable. The amount of the Rebate shall be determined by 
multiplying (i) the difference between the Fixed Spread 
applicable to the outstanding Loan and the Fixed Spread that 
will be applied to new Loans (expressed as a percentage per 
annum), by (ii) the principal amount of the outstanding Loan on 
which the Borrower shall pay interest for all interest periods 
commencing on and after the effective date of the lower Fixed 
Spread that will be applied to new Loans.

ADB that the Fixed Spread applicable to new Loans shall be 
increased, any Borrower with an outstanding Loan on which a 
lower Fixed Spread is applicable shall pay ADB a Surcharge.  
The amount of the Surcharge shall be determined by 
multiplying (i) the difference between the Fixed Spread that will 
be applied to new Loans and the Fixed Spread applicable to 
the outstanding Loan (expressed as a percentage per annum), 
by (ii) the principal amount of the outstanding Loan on which 
the Borrower shall pay interest for all interest periods 
commencing on and after the effective date of the higher Fixed 
Spread that will be applied to new Loans.

ARTICLE II 
 

The Loan 
 
 
Section 2.01.  (a) ADB agrees to lend to the Borrower from ADB's 

ordinary capital resources an amount of nineteen million eight hundred ninety-one thousand 
five hundred Euros (€19,891,500), as such amount may be converted from time to time 
through a Currency Conversion in accordance with the provisions of Section 2.06 of this 
Loan Agreement. 
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(b) The Loan has a principal repayment period of 12 years, and a grace 

period as defined in paragraph (c) of this Section.  
 

(c) The term “grace period” as used in paragraph (b) of this Section 
means the period prior to the first Principal Payment Date in accordance with the 
amortization schedule set forth in Schedule 1 to this Loan Agreement. 
 
  Section 2.02.  The Borrower shall pay to ADB interest on the principal 
amount of the Loan withdrawn and outstanding from time to time at a rate for each Interest 
Period equal to the sum of: 
 

(a) EURIBOR; and 
 
(b) 0.60% as determined by Section 3.02 of the Loan Regulations less a 

credit of 0.10% as provided by Section 3.03 of the Loan Regulations. 
 

  Section 2.03.  The Borrower shall pay a commitment charge of 0.15% 
per annum. Such charge shall accrue on the full amount of the Loan (less amounts 
withdrawn from time to time), commencing 60 days after the date of this Loan Agreement. 
 

Section 2.04.  Interest and other charges on the Loan shall be payable 
semiannually on 15 March and 15 September in each year. 

 
Section 2.05.  The Borrower shall repay the principal amount of the 

Loan withdrawn from the Loan Account in accordance with the provisions of Schedule 1 to 
this Loan Agreement.  

 
Section 2.06.  (a) The Borrower may at any time request any of 

the following Conversions of the terms of the Loan in order to facilitate prudent debt 
management: 
 

(i) a change of the Loan Currency of all or any portion of the 
principal amount of the Loan, whether withdrawn and 
outstanding or unwithdrawn, to an Approved Currency; 

 
(ii) a change of the interest rate basis applicable to all or any 

portion of the principal amount of the Loan withdrawn and 
outstanding from a Floating Rate to a Fixed Rate, or vice versa; 
and 

 
(iii) the setting of limits on the Floating Rate applicable to all or any 

portion of the principal amount of the Loan withdrawn and 
outstanding by the establishment of an Interest Rate Cap or 
Interest Rate Collar on said Floating Rate. 

 
(b) Any conversion requested pursuant to paragraph (a) of this Section 

that is accepted by ADB shall be considered a “Conversion”, as defined in Section 2.01(6) of 
the Loan Regulations, and shall be effected in accordance with the provisions of Article V of 
the Loan Regulations and the Conversion Guidelines. 
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ARTICLE III 
 

Use of Proceeds of the Loan 
 
 
Section 3.01.  The Borrower shall cause the proceeds of the Loan to 

be applied to the financing of expenditures for the Program in accordance with the provisions 
of this Loan Agreement. 

 
Section 3.02.  The proceeds of the Loan shall be withdrawn in 

accordance with the provisions of Schedule 2 to this Loan Agreement, as such Schedule 
may be amended from time to time by agreement between the Borrower and ADB. 

 
Section 3.03.  The Loan Closing Date for the purposes of Section 9.02 

of the Loan Regulations shall be 31 December 2015 or such other date as may from time to 
time be agreed between the Borrower and ADB. 

 
 
 

ARTICLE IV 
 

Particular Covenants 
 
 

Section 4.01.  (a) The Borrower shall cause the Program to be 
carried out with due diligence and efficiency and in conformity with sound applicable 
technical, financial, business and development practices. 

 
(b) In the carrying out of the Program, the Borrower shall perform, or 

cause to be performed, all obligations set forth in Schedule 4 to the Special Operations Loan 
Agreement. 

 
Section 4.02.  The Borrower shall make available, promptly as needed 

and on terms and conditions acceptable to ADB, the funds, facilities, services, land and other 
resources, as required, in addition to the proceeds of the Loan, for the carrying out of the 
Program and for the operation and maintenance of the Program facilities. 

 
Section 4.03.  The Borrower shall ensure that the activities of its 

departments and agencies with respect to the carrying out of the Program are conducted and 
coordinated in accordance with sound administrative policies and procedures. 

 
Section 4.04.  (a) The Borrower shall maintain, or cause to be 

maintained, records and documents adequate to identify the Eligible Items financed out of 
the proceeds of the Loan and to indicate the progress of the Program. 

 
(b) The Borrower shall enable ADB's representatives to inspect any 

relevant records and documents referred to in paragraph (a) of this Section. 
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Section 4.05.  As part of the reports and information referred to in 
Section 7.04 of the Loan Regulations, the Borrower shall furnish, or cause to be furnished, to 
ADB all such reports and information as ADB shall reasonably request concerning the 
implementation of the Program, including the accomplishment of the targets and carrying out 
of the actions set out in the Policy Letter.   

 
 
 

ARTICLE V 
 

Effectiveness 
 
 

Section 5.01.  The following are specified as additional conditions to 
the effectiveness of this Loan Agreement for the purposes of Section 10.01(f) of the Loan 
Regulations: the Special Operations Loan Agreement shall have been duly executed and 
delivered on behalf of the Borrower and all conditions precedent to its effectiveness (other 
than a condition requiring the effectiveness of this Loan Agreement) shall have been fulfilled. 
 

Section 5.02.  The following is specified as an additional matter, for 
the purposes of Section 10.02(d) of the Loan Regulations, to be included in the opinion or 
opinions to be furnished to ADB: that the Special Operations Loan Agreement has been duly 
authorized by or ratified by, and executed and delivered on behalf of, the Borrower, and is 
legally binding upon the Borrower in accordance with its terms. 

 
Section 5.03.  A date 60 days after the date of this Loan Agreement is 

specified for the effectiveness of the Loan Agreement for the purposes of Section 10.04 of 
the Loan Regulations.

Withdrawal of Loan Proceeds

  (c) The Borrower shall allow experts appointed by ADB to verify the value 
of Eligible Imports during any period in respect of which the Borrower has certified the value 
of Eligible Imports in its withdrawal application. 
 
3.  (a) Prior to submitting the first application to ADB for withdrawal from the 
Loan Account, the Borrower shall nominate a sub-account of the State Treasury FX account 
(Deposit Account) at the NBG into which all withdrawals from the Loan Account shall be 
deposited. The Deposit Account shall be established, managed and liquidated in accordance 
with terms and conditions satisfactory to ADB. 
 
  (b) Separate accounts and records in respect of the Deposit Account shall 
be maintained in accordance with accounting principles acceptable to ADB. Upon ADB’s 
request, the Borrower shall have the financial statements for the Deposit Account audited by 
independent auditors, whose qualifications, experience and terms of reference are 
acceptable to ADB, in accordance with international standards for auditing or the national 
equivalent acceptable to ADB. Promptly after their preparation but in any event not later than 
6 months after the date of ADB’s request, copies of such audited financial statements and 
the opinion of the auditors on the financial statements, in the English language, shall be 
furnished to ADB. 
 
  (c) Throughout the Program implementation period, the Borrower shall 
submit trade statistics and any other information as ADB may require from time to time to 
assess the Borrower’s compliance with the formula for determining Eligible Imports. 
 
4.  The Borrower may withdraw the Loan upon effectiveness of this Loan 
Agreement.
