Refer to all households whose residence will be affected by the project.
Affected Household is a subset of Affected Persons.

A general term that refers to those who are physically displaced
(relocation, loss of residential land, or loss of shelter) and/or
economically displaced (loss of land, assets, access to assets, income
sources, or means of livelihoods) because of (i) involuntary acquisition of
land, or (ii) involuntary restrictions on land use or on access to legally
designated parks and protected areas. Affected Persons are categorized
by tenurial status (i.e. landowner, non-landowner) and by type of impact
(i.e. physical and economic displacement).

This refers to a collective expression by the affected EM Peoples
communities, through individuals and/or their recognized representatives,
of broad community support for the project activities.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. Project description. The Government of Vietham (GOV) requested financial
assistance from the Asian Development Bank (ADB) for the implementation of the Northern
Mountain Provinces Transport Connectivity Project (NMPTCP) that aims to enhance the
access to the Greater Mekong Sub-region (GMS) corridors in the north-western Region of
Vietham. The NMPTCP consists of 11 civil work (CW 1-11) packages spread in the
provinces of Lai Chau, Yen Bai, and Lao Cai.

2. The project covering Lai Chau Province with a total length of 82.459 km is subdivided
into five construction packages namely: CW- 04; CW-05; CW6; CW-07; and CW-08 of which
package CW- 08 was adopted by ADB and the CW6 is considered a priority package. Thus,
this Updated Ethnic Minority Development Plan specifically covers package CW6.

3. The updated EMDP has been prepared to identify all impacts associated with land
acquisition and resettlement involving landowners, non-landowners, owners of businesses
and organizations. This updated EMDP will also assess the socio-economic context of
affected people in the area and present measures to fully mitigate impacts. The entire CW6
project is categorized as A for ADE's involuntary resettlerment safe guards.

4. Social Impact Assessment. For the period of updating the EMDP, another round of
public consultations/ stakeholder engagement; Focus Group Discussion (FGD), key
informant interviews with relevant stakeholders in the communes affected by the project was
undertaken including DMS along with Socio-economic Survey (SES). Review of secondary
data such as the EMDP of 2018, Statistical Yearbook of 2020 and other information obtained
from CEMA and the result of the Detailed Measurement Survey (DMS) together with
Replacement Cost Survey (RCS) carried out by the local authorities are utilized.

5. According to the results of DMS, 443 affected households (total households of 4
communes are 3,610 HHs) with 2,054 people belonging to EM groups out of a total of 782
affected households of the entire package CW6. Out of 443 affected EM households, 66
households (303 people) have to be relocated, 19 households (87 people) have more than
10% of total agricultural land are acquired and the rest are marginally affected. Of which, 14
female headed households with dependents, 14 households having the disabled, 39 poor
households, 2 households are orphan children and 9 households are the elderly alone, 1
policy beneficiary households - please see details in Table 35. Affected EM people
belonging to severely affected households in working age are 254 people. The land
acquisition for project will not impact on any sacred sites or places of significant importance
to the EM communities.

6. The surveyed ethnic minority households in the project's affected area include Thai,
Giay, Dao, Mong, Kho Mu, Lu, and Lao. Thai people account for the highest proportion of
ethnic minority households (28.4%), followed by Lao people with 22.8%. Based on SES, the
main occupation of households is agriculture (72.1%). Agricultural production activities
include cultivation, animal husbandry, fisheries and forestry. The main annual crops include
wet rice, maize, peanut, soybean and vegetables. Common perennial industrial plants are
tea, sugarcane, macadamia, and cardamom. Livestock such as buffalo, cow, pig, poultry.
Women participate in agricultural work equally as men. Women are less likely to work as
hired laborers than men.
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7. Consultation, participation, and information disclosure. During meaningful
consultations, information about the project and the activities for updating of EMDP were
presented; discuss the plan and complete necessary activities to update the EMDP. During
RP preparation, 12 consultations were held with 490 people participated consisting of 301
men and 189 women (309 EM people). During RP updating, two rounds of consultation has
been conducted for the AHs and local authorities, including: (i) 4 consultation meetings were
held from November 3, 2020 to November 26, 2020 with 168 affected households to
disseminate information about the project, compensation and assistance policies for
households as well as answer questions of households. Out of 168 participants in four
communes, 93 males (accounting for 55.4%) and 75 females (accounting for 44.6%). Of
which, 119 are ethnic minorities (accounting for 70.8%); and (i) 11 consultation meetings
were held from February 18, 2022 to April 7, 2022 with 589 participants in four communes,
including 377 males (accounting for 64.0%) and 212 females (accounting for 36.0%). Out of
589 participants, 380 are ethnic minorities (accounting for 64.5%). In addition, there were 4
FGDs with 97 EM people (including 32 men and 65 women). The local authorities, affected
households and organizations/ unions that participated in the meeting committed to actively
support the project.

8. No language barriers noted during the consultations since it was asked prior to the
start of the events if everybody could understand Vietnamese language and they positively
responded. However, during the process of all the consultations, most of the EM women are
not speaking. Therefore, during the implementation of the EMDP wherein public
consultations will be undertaken, to ensure meaningful consultations, a separate
consultation will be scheduled for men and women in order for the women to express their
views freely and without intimidation.

9. Grievance redress. To facilitate resolution-building from affected persons' concerns,
complaints or general grievance related to the implementation of the NMPTCP (the project), a
grievance redress mechanism (GRM) built on existing government regulations is
established. ThisGRM was presented during the Stakeholder Training Workshop in August
2020 conducted in the province of Lai Chau to concerned local authorities and staff from
PMU2/MOT. The GRM wasalso presented during public consultations in all communes
covered by the project. The GRM will be readily accessible to ensure that grievances shall
be handled and resolved, if possible, at the lowest level as quickly as possible, failing which
the complaint will go through a structured process of hearings, with final recourse to the
judicial system, whose judgement will be final. The Mechanism will provide a framework
within which complaints about environmental, social, gender and safety issues can be
handled, grievances can be addressed, and disputes can be settled promptly. The GRM is
in place prior to related resettlement activities and commencement of civil works.

10. Impacts, Risks and Benefits. The project poses a number of negative and positive
impact. Negative impacts can be fully mitigated through programs to be implemented under
the project. The project also provides a number of benefits, some of which are associated
with mitigation programs which focus on building capacities of local communities and
stakeholders.

11.  Monitoring, reporting and Evaluation. The implementation of this updated EMDP
will be monitored regularly to help ensure that it is implemented as planned and that
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mitigating measures designed to address adverse social impacts are adequate and effective.
The monitoring will be done at two levels, internal monitoring to be done by the PMU, and
external monitoring to be undertaken by an external monitor. Monitoring report will be
prepared on a quarterly basis.

12. Institutional and Implementation arrangement. MOT is the Project Executing

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1.3 Rationale of the project

23.  The project alignment is in difficult terrain crossing high mountains and large rivers
with lower class technical standards that do not meet the increasing transport demands
and do not provide all- year accessibility. Also, the existing road is prone to climate change
effects such as flash flooding and increasing temperature variations. Hence, the proposed
project will upgrade the design class, ensure standard is consistent over the entire length
and integrate climate resiliency features (reinforced slope protection, increased drainage
capacity, etc.) in order to (i) provide reliable access to basic social services such as
education, health care, job training, and emergency disaster relief; (ii) increase economic
and employment opportunities for the people of the north-western provinces, especially the
poor ethnic minorities; (iii) provide further opportunities of inter and intra provincial trade;

1.4  Scope of works and activities that impact Ethnic Minority

25. The road works will incorporate climate resilience and road safety measures by
introducing sound slope protection in areas prone to landslides and rockfalls, raising
highway embankments along road sections prone to flooding, increasing cross-drainage

capacity, and installing road safety devices and pavement markings.
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26.  The main anticipated typical construction impacts are related to the clearing of land
and construction activities. By nature, the project will induce short-term and localized
impacts during construction phase and are associated with soil erosion, noise, dust,
wastewater, solid and hazardous waste, disruption of traffic and community services, risks to
worker health and safety and the risk of UXO. Specific measures to mitigate the adverse
environmental impacts are detailed in the Environmental Management Plan (EMP) prepared
for the Project and the Contractor will be required to prepare a Construction Environmental
Management Plan (CEMP) that responds in full to the EMP. Similarly, measures to protect
community health and safety will be applied, including COVID-19 health risk management
measures following internationally recognized health and safety guidelines

27. The land acquisition, displacement or relocation of people and disruption of income
generating activities due to the clearance by Right of Way (ROW) or the Corridor of Impact
(COl) generate potential negative impacts on ethnic minority people. Nonetheless, mitigation
and compensation measures are to be applied to redress the unavoidable adverse effects of
project construction activities on local people through the formulation of Resettlement Plan
(RP) and Ethnic Minority Development Plan (EMDP). To fully compensate the EM affected
households and minimize the impact on income and disturbance of their lives, it will be
ensured that the provisions of the project RP and EMDP are fully complied with, and that all
compensation is fully settled prior to the issuance of a Notice to Proceed (NTP) for the CW
contractors.

1.5 Introduction to the ethnic minority development plan

28. An EMDP was developed in 2018 under the Project Preparation Technical
Assistance (PPTA)/Feasibility Studies (FS) since Lai Chau Province is home to several
ethnic minorities. The development of the EMDP is in accordance with the requirements of
ADEB Safeguards Policy Staterment (2009) and the ADE's Indigenous Peoples Safeguards. It
is prepared to assist the project to meet the safeguards objectives (i) to design and
implement projects in a way that fosters full respect for ethnic minority peoples’ identity,
dignity, human rights, livelihood systems, and cultural uniqueness as defined by the ethnic
minority peoples themselves, and (ii) so that ethnic minority peoples receive culturally
appropriate social and economic benefits, do not suffer adverse impacts as a result of
projects, and can participate actively in projects that affect them.

29. This EMDP has been updated based on the results of the Social Impact Assessment
(SIA) carried out in the project area taken into consideration the updated baseline situation,
the approved detailed engineering design as well as through a meaningful process of
consultation undertaken in April 2022. Consultations were conducted to confirm the EM
communities’ suppaort to the project area and ensure all their needs and concerns are taken
into consideration in the design and implementation of the project activities.

30. Equally, the EMDP updates the relevant policies and is prepared in response to the
requirement and agreement between the ADB, the Project Owner, the MOT through the
Project Management Unit No.2 (PMU2) and the Consultant, SMEC International PTY Ltd as
part of the Detailed Design and Documentation (DDD) for the NMPTCP. This document is
likewise prepared with the support of the Client, Program Managing Contractor (PMC),
Aus4Transport funded by the Government of Australia and managed by DT Global Australia
Pty. Ltd.
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1.6  Objectives of the ethnic minority development plan
31. The implementation of package CW- 06 is expected to have primarily positive social
impacts on local communities including the ethnic minorities. The objectives of this plan are
to:

+ Ensure that EMs are consulted about the detailed design of all work items

« Civil work contractors are encouraged to hire local labour (both male and female)
especially EM people during the project implementation.

» Job opportunities should be prioritized for members of affected ethnic minority
households

= Contractors may not under any circumstances use child labour.
« EM will attend the HHTAP and Road Safety Awareness Campaign for the project

« Through the project, it will provide opportunities to improve the status of the EM
women and enhance their participation in community activities.
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B. LEGAL AND POLICY FRAMEWORKS

2.1 Legal and policy framework related to ethnic minority

32.  The existing legal framework reflects that the Communist Party and the GOV has
always placed the issue of ethnicities and ethnic affairs at a position of strategic importance.
Citizens from all ethnicities in Vietnam enjoy full citizenship and are protected through
equally enforced provisions according to the Constitution and laws, as listed in the
framework. The underlying principle of the framework is ‘equalify, Ly, and rmutual suoport
for common development, with prorfies given o ‘ensunng sustainable developrent In
ethnic minorities and mountainous areas’

2.1.1 Laws and regulations of the government of Vietham

33.  The Constitution of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam in 2013 recognizes the right of
equality of all ethnic groups under one nation, the right to maintain their unique culture and
language as well as the obligation of the State to promote equitable development of the
living conditions of the ethnic minority. Article 5 of the Constitution, amended in 2013
acknowledges the right to equality amongst ethnic group in Vietnam including the use of
ethnic languages and writings, preservation of ethnic identities, customs, traditions and
cultures, and prohibition against any discriminatory behavior and ethnic division. The
Article confirms that the State shall pursue a policy on comprehensive development and
create conditions for ethnic minorities to display their internal strengths in tandem with
national development

34. This fundamental principle has been institutionalized in laws, Government decrees
and resolutions and Prime Ministerial decisions, which can be divided into three
categories: (i) by ethnicities and ethnic groups; (i) by geographical area (for socio-
economic development); and (iii) by sector and industry (for socio-economic development),
such as support for production, poverty reduction, vocational training and job creation,
protection of the eco-environment, preservation and promotion of culture and tourism,
communication, and awareness raising of legal issues and legal aid.

35. The EMDP reflects the Government's position on local democracy and citizen
participation. Ordinance No. 34/2007/PL-UBTVQH11 dated April 20th, 2007 of the Standing
Committee of the13 National Assembly, of the Eleventh National Assembly on exercise of
democracy in communes, wards and townships provides the basis for the participation of the
community in preparing the development plans and the supervision of community in
Vietnam, as also Decision No.80/2005/QD-TTg of the Prime Minister dated April 18th, 2005
on investment supervision by the community.

36. Government Decree No. 60/2008/ND-CP dated 9 May 2008, prescribes the
functions, tasks, powers, and organizational structure of the Committee for EM Affairs
(CEMA). This ministerial level agency performs the functions of state management of
nationwide EM affairs, and of public services within its authority and provincial departments.
Provinces with significant EM populations have a Department of EM Affairs under the
Provincial People's Committee. The functions of CEMA range from the development of laws
to the implementation and monitoring of programs, acting as inter-agency to different
ministries of Vietham and cooperating with international organizations within its authority as
regulated by laws
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37. The Land Law of 2013 (No. 45/2013/QH13) dated November 29, 2013 includes
many important implications regarding EMs and their land arrangements. Article 27
stipulates that the State shall issue policies on residential land and land for community
activities for EMs in accordance with customs, traditions, cultural identities, and actual
conditions in each region. The State shall issue policies to create conditions for EM people
who are directly involved in agricultural production in rural areas to have land for agricultural
production. In addition, Article 28 stipulates that the State shall be responsible for
developing and managing the land information system and ensuring organizations and
indrviduals’ rights to access to this system. The State will publicly disclose information to
organizations, individuals, and state agencies in a timely manner. The authorized people in
the management and use of land shall be responsible for creating favorable conditions and
providing land information to organizations and individuals, as stipulated. Furthermore,
Article 110 stipulates waiver and exemption of land use charges and land rentals in cases of
using land for implementing policies on housing and residential land for EM households and
individuals in areas with especially difficult socioeconomic conditions, border, and sea
islands areas; and in cases of using agricultural land for EM households and individuals.

38.  According to the Land Law 2013, a residential community refers to a community of
Vietnamese residents living in the same village, residential quarter, or residential unit, who
share customs and traditions, or the extended family. A resident community that uses land
with such structures as shrines, temples, worship venues or ancestral houses or agricultural
land, as stipulated in Provision 3 of Article 131 in the Land Law 2013, which are not under
any disputes and verified by the Commune's Peaple's Cammittee in the land location as land
for community use will be granted LURC, ownership of housing and other properties
attached to the land (Article 100). Also, the State shall allocate land to and recognize land
use rights of these resident communities to preserve national identities as attached to ethnic
customs and traditions (Article 131). At the same time, in the allocation and rental of land,
priorities should be given to EM households and individuals that have no or insufficient
productive land in a local area (Article 133).

39.  Article 43 in the Land Law 2013 on "collecting views on land use plans and land use
plannng” stpulates "The agency fasked with land use plans and land use planning, as
stipulated in Provisions 1 and 2 under Article 42 of this Law, shall be responsible for
collecting views from the people regarding land use plans and land use planning"'. The
collection of the people’s views should be conducted through publicity of information on
contents of land use plans and planning, conferences, and direct consultation.

40. On 6 January 2017, GOV issued Decree No. 01/2017/ND-CF {'Decree 01")
amending three decrees relating to the 2013 Land Law:

+ Right to obtain a certificate of land use right, ownership of residential houses and
other assets attached to land [ Cwnership Cerificate”) for part of the construction
works.

+ Right to lease assets attached to land with annual land rent payment.

« [Developers right to terminate contracts on lease of land in industrial zones, export
processing zones, industrial clusters, and craft villages.

+ Right to transfer land use right and assets after termination of project.
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= Right to convert land use purpose after capital contribution or land transfer.

41. In addition, the Government has implemented many policies to assist in residential
and productive land, allocate land and forests to EM people and poor households. This has
contributed to improving EM beneficiaries’ living conditions, thus motivating them in
afforestation and protection of forests. Some major programs for EMs include Program 134
(to eradicate temporary houses) and Program 135 (Program on socio-economic
development of extremely difficult communes in ethnic minority and mountainous areas) and
the The National Target Program for sustainable poverty reduction of the period 2016-2020.
Vietnam's socio-economic development plan and strategy call for special attention to ethnic
minorities. Policies on education and health care for ethnic minorities have also been issued.
The legal documents related to ethnic minorities are shown in Table below:

2.1.3 ADB Safeguard policy statement

43. The ADB Safeguard Policy Statement (2009) consolidates three existing safeguard
policies: involuntary resettlement (IR), indigenous peoples (IP), and environment.

44.  ADBE's Policy on Involuntary Resettlement. This policy requires that involuntary
resettlement be an integral part of project design, dealt with from the earliest stages of the
project cycle. The resettlement policies and guidelines as follows:

- to avoid involuntary resettlement wherever possible.

- to avoid or minimize involuntary resettlement by exploring project and design
alternatives.

- to enhance, or at least restore, the livelihoods of all displaced persons in real
terms relative to pre-project levels.

- to improve the standards of living of the displaced poor and other vulnerable
groups

- to call for meaningful consultation with affected people.

- to outline measures to mitigate its adverse impacts.

- provide an estimate for budgetary allocation for compensation of loss of assets
and resettlement benefits.

- to prepare, implement, and monitor a time-bound resettlement plan; and

- to provide procedure for internal and external monitoring of resettlement
implementation.
45. ADB Policy Principles of indigenous people safeguards. The objectives of the IP
safeguards as set out in the SPS 2009 are to ensure that projects are designed and
implemented in a way that fosters full respect for IP identity, dignity, human rights, livelihood
systems, and cultural uniqueness as they define them. This is so that indigenous people:

= receive culturally appropriate social and economic benefits.

= do not suffer adverse impacts as a result of projects, and.

» can participate actively in projects that affect them.
46. Policy Triggers and Scope. Indigenous people safeguard referred here as Ethnic
Minority (EM) are triggered when a project affects either positively or negatively and either
directly or indirectly the indigenous people:
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= dignity, human rights, livelihood systems or culture (intangible aspects that are
integral to their distinctiveness); or
= territories or natural or cultural resources (the tangible aspects of their identity).
47. The safeguards apply equally when projects affect lands simply claimed as ancestral

domain'; lands they occupy for their residential or farming sites; lands used for gathering
water or forest products; or land they own. However, indigenous people do not necessarily
need to have formal legal title to project affected territories or resources for the safeguards to

apply.

48. The safeguard policy statement (SPS) sets out the following principles for indigenous
people safeguards in all projects:

1. Screening early on to determine (i) whether Indigenous Peoples are present in, or
have collective attachment to, the project area; and (ii) whether project impacts on
Indigenous Peoples are likely.

2. Undertaking a culturally appropriate and gender-sensitive [assessment of social
impacts] or use similar methods to assess potential project impacts, both positive and
adverse, on Indigenous Peoples. Consider options the affected Indigenous Peoples
prefer in relation to the provision of project benefits and the design of mitigation
measures. Identify social and economic benefits for affected Indigenous Peoples that
are culturally appropriate and gender and intergenerationally inclusive and develop
measures to avoid, minimize, and/or mitigate adverse impacts on Indigenous
Peoples

3. Undertaking meaningful consultations with affected Indigenous Peoples communities
and concerned Indigenous Peoples organizations to solicit their participation (i) in
designing, implementing, and monitoring measures to avoid adverse impacts or,
when avoidance is not possible, to minimize, mitigate, or compensate for such
effects; and (i) in tailoring project benefits for affected Indigenous Peoples
communities in a culturally appropriate manner. To enhance Indigenous Peoples’
active participation, projects affecting them will provide for culturally appropriate and
gender inclusive capacity development. Establish a culturally appropriate and gender
inclusive grievance mechanism to receive and facilitate resolution of the Indigenous
Feoples' concems.

4. Ascertaining the consent of affected Indigenous Peoples communities to the
following project activities: (i) commercial development of the cultural resources and
knowledge of Indigenous Peoples; (i) physical displacement from traditional or
customary lands; and (iii) commercial development of natural resources within
customary lands under use that would impact the livelihoods or the cultural,
ceremonial, or spiritual uses that define the identity and community of Indigenous
Peoples. For the purposes of policy application, the consent of affected Indigenous

! Ancestral domains are the territory, economic resources, and governance of ethnic groups and Indigenous
Peoples. Ancestral lands are those under claim of ownership by indigenous communities that they have occupied
and used continuously for several generations up to the present to fulfill material and cultural needs, even when
such occupation or use has been interrupted by war, displacement by force, deceit, stealth, or as a consequence
of government projects and other voluntary dealings entered into by government and private
individuals/corporations.
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49.

Peoples communities refers to a collective expression by the affected Indigenous
Peoples communities, through individuals and/or their recognized representatives, of
broad community support for such project activities. Broad community support may
exist even if some individuals or groups object to the project activities

Avoiding, to the maximum extent possible, any restricted access to and physical
displacement from protected areas and natural resources. Where avoidance is not
possible, ensure that the affected Indigenous Peoples communities participate in the
design, implementation, and monitoring and evaluation of management
arrangements for such areas and natural resources and that their benefits are
equitably shared.

Preparing an Indigenous Peoples plan (IPP) that is based on the [assessment of
social impacts] with the assistance of qualified and experienced experts and that
draw on indigenous knowledge and participation by the affected Indigenous Peoples
communities. The IPP includes a framework for continued consultation with the
affected Indigenous Peoples communities during project implementation; specifies
measures to ensure that Indigenous Peoples receive culturally appropriate benefits;
identifies measures to avoid, minimize, mitigate, or compensate for any adverse
project impacts; and includes culturally appropriate grievance procedures, monitoring
and evaluation arrangements, and a budget and time-bound actions for implementing
the planned measures.

Disclosing a draft Indigenous Peoples plan (IPP), including documentation of the
consultation process and the results of the [assessment of social impacts] in a timely
manner, before project appraisal, in an accessible place and in a form and
language(s) understandable to affected Indigenous Peoples communities and other
stakeholders. The final IPP and its updates will also be disclosed to the affected
Indigenous Peoples communities and other stakeholders.

Preparing an action plan for legal recognition of customary rights to lands and
territories or ancestral domains when the project involves (i) activities that are
contingent on establishing legally recognized rights to lands and territories that
Indigenous Peoples have traditionally owned or customarily used or occupied, or (ii)
involuntary acquisition of such lands.

Monitoring implementation of the Indigenous Peoples plan (IPP) using qualified and
experienced experts; adopt a participatory monitoring approach, wherever possible;
and assess whether the IPP's ohjective and desired outcome have been achieved,
taking into account the baseline conditions and the results of IPP monitoring.
Disclose monitoring reports.

Public communications policy 2011 - disclosure and exchange of information.

The Public Communications Policy aims to enhance stakeholders' trust in and ability to
engage with ADB, and thereby increase the development impact of ADB operations. The
policy promotes transparency, accountability, and participatory development. It establishes
the disclosure requirements for documents ADB produces or requires to be produced.

- ADB shall proactively share its knowledge and information about its work, as well
as its opinions, with stakeholders and the public. The ADB website will be the
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primary vehicle for proactive disclosure. ADB shall also disclose information in
response to individual requests for information.

- The policy is based on a presumption in favour of disclosure. Therefore, all
documents that ADB produces or requires to be produced may be disclosed
unless they contain information that falls within the exceptions of the policy.

- ADB recognizes the right of people to seek, receive, and impart information and
ideas about ADB-assisted activities and shall provide information in a timely,
clear, and relevant manner.

- ADB recognizes the importance of country ownership of the activities it supports
in its Developing Member Countries (DMCs). Thus, before disclosing certain
documents, the views of DMCs shall be considered with regard to the contents
and timing of their disclosure.

- ADB reserves the right to override the policy exceptions if it determines that the
public interest in disclosing the information outweighs the harm that may be
caused by such disclosure. ADB also reserves the right not to disclose, under
exceptional circumstances, information that it would normally disclose, if it
determines that such disclosure would or would be likely to cause harm that
outweighs the benefit of disclosure.

- The policy recognizes the right of those requesting information to a two-stage
appeals process when they believe that ADB has denied their request in violation
of its policy.

- The policy establishes the disclosure requirements for documents that ADB
produces or requires to be produced.

50. Accountability Mechanism. The ADB Accountability Mechanism provides an
independent forum for people adversely affected by ADB-assisted projects. It allows project-
affected people to voice their concerns and seek solutions to their problems. They can also
request compliance review of alleged noncompliance by ADB with its operational policies
and procedures. ADB, through its project design and implementation procedures, makes
every effort to prevent problems and ensure compliance from the outset. The Accountability
Mechanism has two functions. The problem-solving function is led by the Special Project
Facilitator (SPF), and the compliance review function by the Compliance Review Panel
(CRP). Project-affected people can choose whether they want to go to the problem-solving
or the compliance review function. To provide an easily accessible single-entry point for
project-affected people, a complaint-receiving officer will receive all complaints.

2.1.4 Consistency of national Legal Framework with ADB SPS

51. A key difference is the term “Indigenous Peaple®. Accarding to ADE Safeguard Policy
Statement, the term is "indigenous people” while in Yiethamese government's policy, the
term 15 "ethnic minority" is used in a generic sense to refer to a distinct, vulnerable, social,
and cultural group possessing the following characteristics in varying degrees:

- Self-identification as members of a distinct indigenous cultural group and
recognition of this identity by others.
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- Collective attachment to geographically distinct habitats or ancestral territories in
the project area and to the natural resources in these habitats and territories.

- Customary cultural, economic, social, or political institutions that are separate
from those of the dominant society and culture, and.

- A distinct language, often different from the official language of the country or
region.

52. Table below provides a gap analysis between the ADB Policy on Indigenous People

and the GOV Policy on Ethnic Minority and measures for filling gaps applied for the
NMPTCP.

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C. SOCIAL IMPACT ASSESSMENT

3.1 Methodology

53. For the period of updating the EMDP, another round of public
consultations/stakeholder engagement; Focus Group Discussion (FGD), key informant
interviews with relevant stakeholders in the communes affected by the project was
undertaken including DMS along with Socio-economic Survey (SES).

54. Review of secondary data such as the EMDP of 2018, Statistical Yearbook of 2020
and other information obtained from CEMA and the result of the Detailed Measurement
Survey (DMS) together with Replacement Cost Survey (RCS) carried out by the local
authorities are utilized.

55. Public consultation. A total of 11 consultation meetings were held from February
18, 2022 to April 7, 2022 with affected households to disseminate information about the
project, compensation and assistance policies of the project for households as well as
answering questions from households. A total of 589 participants of four communes,
including 377 males (accounting for 64.0%) and 212 female patrticipants (accounting for
36.0%). Out of 589 participants, 380 were ethnic minorities (accounting for 64.5%). The table
below lists the meetings held in the project area of Package CW6.

56. Focus Group Discussion (FGD) involved interviewing a group of village residents
among those attended the public consultations initiated for the project. Four FGDs
participated both men and women were done in April 2022 for CW6. Each FGD included 10-
25 participants and lasted for 1-1.5 hours. Gender-disaggregated data were collected

57.  In-depth interview/key infarmants' interviewy to obtain additional information not only
gender in transport sector but on interesting details about the EM to supplement the FGD and
the SES. Key informant interviews were conducted with local Government departments and
mass organizations in the project area that include People's Committees at the distnct and
commune levels, Committee for Ethnic Minority Affairs (CEMA), Divisions of Health, Division of
Labour War Invalids and Social Affairs, and Women Unions, etc.

58. Needs Assessment for Women including women from the EM groups to assess
skills and identify opportunities for training and employment during the project implementation.

59. Secondary data like the 2020 statistical yearbook is collected from different local
offices as part of the data collection process and analysis

60. Detailed Measurement Survey (DMS). The DMS based on approved detailed design
was carried out for all affected households and assets. The DMS resulted 443 affected
households from the Ethnic Minority (EM) groups out of the total 782 affected households for
the whole CW6 package. Out of 70 relocated households, 66 are EM households. Among a
total of 24 households acquired 10% of total agricultural land area, 19 are EM households.
The rest are marginally affected EM households.

61. Replacement Cost Survey (RCS). The purpose of this survey was to collect
information on the market prices of land and non-land assets in the project area to prepare the
required budget for compensation of APs at current market values. An independent valuation
consultant was hired to conduct replacement cost surveys for land, crops, crops, livestock,
houses and structures.

62. Basing on the results of the replacement cost survey for land prepared by the
valuation consultant, the locality issued the following decisions approving the replacement
cost:

- Decision No. 1656/QD-UBND dated November 8, 2021 of the People's Committee of
Tan Uyen District approving the land price for compensation and site clearance of
the Northern Mountain Provinces Transport Connectivity Project (NMPTCP) financed
by the Asian Development Bank (ADB) and Australian Government (the route
connecting Lai Chau with Noi Bai - Lao Cai highway: Tan Uyen district area);

- Decision No. 534/QD-UBND dated May 17, 2021 of Tam Duong District People's
Committee approving specific land prices to calculate compensation when the State
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acquires land for implementation of Northern Mountain Provinces Transport
Connectivity Project (the route connecting Lai Chau with Noi Bai - Lao Cai highway)
in Ban Hon commune.

- Decision No. 1455/QD-UBND dated April 21, 2022 of Tam Duong District People's
Committee approving specific land cost for compensation when the State acquired
land for 02 projects in Tam Duong district.

- Decision No. 596/QD-UBND dated May 26, 2021 of the People's Committee of Lai
Chau province approving the unit price of compensation for property, plants and
animals when the State acquires land in Tam district and Lai Chau City a part of the
Northern Mountain Provinces Transport Connectivity Project financed by the Asian
Development Bank (ADB) and the Australian Government.

- Decision No. 1391/QD-UBND dated October 21, 2021 of Lai Chau Provincial
People's Committee approving the unit price of compensation for property, plants
and animals when the State recovers land in Tan Uyen and Than Uyen districts
belong to the Northern Mountain Provinces Transport Connectivity Project financed
by the Asian Development Bank (ADB) and the Australian Government.

63. Socio-Economic Survey. The SES is to provide an overview of the socio-economic
setting of the project area; to determine the profile of APs including their socio-demographic
characteristics, tenure status, livelihood sources, economic status or living standards as well
as establishing baseline information of APs, vulnerability of APs, and project perception.
Data gathered from this survey will be used to determine eligibility for compensation, other
forms of assistance, and budget. Moreover, the APs profile would serve as baseline data to
gauge and monitor changes to the quality of life of APs after displacement.

64. The survey form included cross-cutting social characteristics such as ethnicity,
gender, and vulnerability. The result of the SES is being utilized in updating both the RP and
EMDP along with the formulation of Gender Equity and Social Inclusion — GESI (GESI) Plan
for the project.

65. SES was conducted in April 2022 based on DMS results covering 100% of severely
affected and vulnerable households as well as an appropriate sample size for marginally
affected households (at least 10%) was interviewed.

3.2 Assessment of the project’s positive and negative impacts

66. Positive impacts on society. The proposed project will not, in and of itself reduce
poverty or increase agricultural production, rather the road is a necessary prerequisite for
development.

+ Improving transportation and traffic safety: The existing current road does not
meet the travel needs of local people. Given the daily traffic volume, especially due
to trucks traveling at high speed, traffic accidents become common and typically
serious. The EM people were aware that the project would improve the traffic system
and enhance traffic safety for the local communities.

* Improving living conditions: The project will improve living conditions for local
people, including those from EM groups, in terms of environment and sanitation
(tackling drainage and controlling flood), access to market, school, healthcare and
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67.

other social services, better security. The construction and maintenance phases of
the project will improve direct employment for the poor community in labor-intensive
construction and maintenance activities: for example, vegetation clearance from
drains and roadside; patching, drainage and construction of small masonry walls;
repair of shoulders; earthmoving from sides of roads, etc. Improvement of the road
network in turn will stimulate income generation for the unskilled poor and low-
income workers in the project area and create employment through the expansion
of transport services, the development of small and cottage industries and the
growth of commercial and trading business.

More business opportunities: EM owners of small shops selling car appliances,
food, toiletries, drinks, and other basic commodities would increase with the
improved road connectivity due to increased traffic volumes and more customers.
Better transportation would lead to better access to local markets for sales of their
farm produce.

Increasing access to communities: The project will increase access to the
communities via the rehabilitated road. Most agricultural produce is gathered from
paddy fields and fruit and vegetable plantations away from the road corridor,
improvements of the road are believed not to cause any major disturbance to their
livelihoods.

Increasing land values: The benefits that the project will bring to local communities,
especially to ethnic minorities is believed to increase the value of land.

Negative impacts on society.

Land acquisition. The project would require the acquisition of land and
displacement of some households from their current residence and disruption of
some businesses.

Livelihood. The construction process may have adverse impacts on agricultural
production and businesses of the AHs, such as transportation, traffic safety and
sales during harvest seasons.

Civil works. The process of road construction will affect traffic flow and
transportation in the local communities. Delivery of supplies for construction
workers and the transportation of workers can lead to an increase in traffic, rise in
accidents, as well as additional burden on the transportation infrastructure.

Social and cultural life. Social and/or cultural conflicts may arise between
construction workers and local peoples. Such conflicts may be related to religious,
cultural, or ethnic differences, or based on competition for local resources.
Depending on the number of incoming workers and their engagement with the host
community, the composition of the local community and community dynamics may
change significantly. Pre-existing social conflicts may intensify because of such
changes. Ethnic and regional conflicts may be aggravated if workers from one
group are moving into the workspace of another. Migrant workers may have anti-
social behavior and problems (thefts of domestic animal, drug abuse), which may
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negatively impinge upon moral conditions of the communities during the
construction period.

* Risk of infectious diseases and burden on local health services: The low level of
education and skill of EM labor are limited, thus, construction workforces from other
provinces or regions will be hired during the civil works and workforces coming from
other regions might bring negative impact to personal safety and social security of
the EMs (men, women, and children) such as risks of disease transmission like
sexually transmitted infection (STI) and HIV/AIDS including COVID-19, drug
addiction, gambling. EM women might be exposed to prostitution, sex abuse and
human trafficking including children in the project area. The influx of people can
result in an additional burden on local health resources. In the case of COVID-19,
government regulation specifies that all cases must be quarantined and treated in
designated government run hospitals, while workers with health concerns relating to
substance abuse, mental issues or STls may not wish to visit the project medical
facility and instead either not seek counselling or seek recourse at local medical
facilities, thereby placing further stress on local resources. Local health and rescue
facilities may also be overwhelmed and/or ill-equipped to address the industrial
accidents that can occur at large construction sites.

=« Gender-based violence (GBV): Construction workers typically include males who,
being away from social norms in family settings may act outside their normal sphere
of social control. This can lead to inappropriate and criminal behavior, such as
sexual harassment of women and girls, exploitative sexual relations, and illicit
sexual relations with minors from the local community. A large influx of male labor
may also lead to an increase in exploitative sexual relationships and trafficking in
persons (TIP).

+ Child labor and school dropout. Increased opportunities for the host community to
sell goods and services to the incoming workers may lead to illegal child labor to
produce and deliver those goods and services, which in turn may lead to increased
school dropout.

3.3 Mitigation measures and benefit

= Land acquisition and involuntary resettlement. Any affected households which
may lose their land and structures will be compensated in accordance with the policy
on compensation and entitlements. Displaced households will be assisted in the
process of rehabilitation and restoration of their pre-project condition by providing
compensation to acquire similar asset as those acquired from them and by providing
assistance during the transition period.

* Livelihood. Temporary access will be arranged for affected households during the
construction phase to avoid impacts on their production and business. Job's
opportunities will be prioritized for the affected EM people in the project area.

» Civil works. Construction schedules will be notified to local people prior to
commencement of civil works.
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» Social and cultural life. Labor forces in the project construction must sign up for
temporary residence permits with the local government. Workers will be trained to
understand local culture, customs, and habits. There should be a good management
of wiorkers =0 as to avoid workers' conflicts with local people specially EM. Actions
should be taken to avoid social evils among workers. Displaced persons should be
resettled within their own communities so that they can maintain their cultural social
practices, avoiding negative impacts on their income-generating activities and
business, and maintaining their relations with neighbors and other social networks.
Also, such resettlement options will not affect their spiritual life.

» Risk of infectious diseases and burden on local health services. Conducting
Awareness Programs on HIV/AIDS and human trafficking, COVID-19 prevention for
the site staff of the Contractors and Sub-contractors, labor force workers, CSC
Consultant including communities within 2 weeks upon the mobilization or
commencement of civil works in order for them to work in a safe and healthy
workplace.

* Gender-based violence (GBV). Enforcement of laws on sexual violence and human
trafficking and legal consequences for failure to comply with laws. Reinforcement of
police force where needed. Qualified women and youth of employable age in the
localities should be given equal opportunities for employment during construction
and gender-related issues to be brought up at awareness-raising events, such as
Toolbox Sessions and Orientation Programs.

+ Child labor and school dropout. Ensuring that children and minors are not
employed directly and indirectly in the project in accordance with Vietham laws on
child labor.

3.4 Socio-economic and cultural description of the project area

68. Upon approval of the detailed design and ROW, social impact assessment was
undertaken along with the conduct of SES ultilizing a structured questionnaire in April 2022.

69. Another round of public consultations was conducted in order to confirm the EM
communities’ suppaort to the project and ensure all their needs and concerns are considered
in the design and implementation of the project activities. The EMDP sets up a plan and
activities that project executing agencies will implement during the project implementation.

70. Demographic characteristics of the project area. The population of the project
area under package CW6 is 16,654 people with an average household size of 4.6
people/household; Ban Bo commune is the most populous commune with 5,323 people, the
average household size is 4.4 people/household. Ban Hon commune is the commune with
the smallest population with 2,862 people, the average household size is 4.9
people/household. See more details in the table below

3.5 Social and cultural characteristics of main EM groups within the project area

76. Below are descriptions of the social, cultural, and traditional livelihood practices of the
main ethnic groups in the project areas based on the data from the Committee for Ethnic
Minority Affairs (CEMA) in 2020.

77. Thai people. The Thai language belongs to the Tay-Thai group (of the Tai-Kadai
language family) residing in the provinces of Lai Chau, Son La, Hoa Binh and Nghe An.

78. The Thai adopted wet rice farming cultivation using suitable irrigation networks,
digging canals, collecting building materials and making frames, and rigging gutters to
convey water to the fields. Wet rice is their staple food, especially sticky rice. They also
produce vegetables and other trees often in terraced fields. Each family breeds cattle and
poultry. Handicrafts such as wattles bamboo articles and weaving clothes are practiced, and
some families have developed ceramic ware-making occupation.

79.  Thai brocade fabric is well-known with the unique and colorful motifs. Early in their
history, Thai men have adopted the Kinh's style of dress while Thai women retain their
traditional clothes including short vests, long black skirts, scarves, and ornaments.
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80. The Thai live in houses on bamboo or wooden stilts with wattle and daub. A Thai
village, called a ban, comprises on average 40-50 houses-built side by side. Among the
BElack Thai, the roof is shaped like a tortoise carapace with decoration called "khau cut” at
each of the ridge.

81. Matrilineal system is the rule in the Thai society. The original social structure is called
"han muong”®, also known as the Phia Tao regime. The Thai lineage is called Dam. Each
person has three key lineal relationships: Ai Noong (every person born from a common
fourth-generation ancestar), Lung Tay (every male member of the wife's family throughout
generations); and Nhinh Xao (every male member of the sons-in-law). The Dusky Thai
worship their ancestors in the 7th and 8th month of the Lunar Year. The White Thai also
celebrate the New Year according to the lunar calendar. Villagers worship the gods of land,
mountain, water, and the soul of the central post of the village.

82. The Thai have their own Sanskrit-style writing system. Their language is taught
orally. The Thai have many ancient written works on their history, traditions, customary laws,
and literature. The Thai like to sing, recite khap with the accompaniment of string
instruments and dance. There are folk dances such as "Xoe vang” performed by woung
people on festival nights, dances of reapers or rowers, dances with shields and bamboo
sticks "mua sap”.

83. The Thai's concept of death is that they will continue their lives in another world. Thus,
they organize funerals in a way like a farewell party to send off the dead persons to the
uppermost world

84. Lao people. Lao people are also known as Thay, Thay Duan, Thay Nguon, Phu
Thay, and Phu Lao. Lao people are one of eight ethnic groups (Tay, Nung, Thai, Lao, Lu,
Lao, Bo Y, San Chay) belonging to the Tay - Thai language group (belonging to the Thai -
Ka Dai language family) in Vietnam. Lao people in Vietham have two local groups: Lao Boc
(Lao Can) and Lao Noi (Lao Nho).

85. The majority of Laotians work mainly in wet fields, with farming techniques using
plow, harrow and irrigation. The Lao traditional job such as weaving, forging, pottery, and
silverware are quite developed.

86. Lao people often carry the surnames Lo, Luong, Vi... like Thai people, each family
has its own taboo. Children take their father's last name. Remnants of the large family are
found only in a few remote places while common is the small family, monogamy. According
to the old custom, the boys have to stay in law for a few years before they could bring their
wives back to their homes, or to live separately. For a long time, the time of stay-in-law has
been gradually reduced.

87. In the funeral custom, the dead are well-ritualized and buried. As for the head of the
the village under the old regime when he died, his body was burnt.

88. In Lao society, the Mo Lam people are good at writing and knowing many ancient
stories and folk songs. They recorded old stories and familiar folk songs. The Lao folk art
also has Thai-influenced folk art. Lao peaple dance Lam Yong... in festivals ..
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89. Lao people settle with hundreds of houses in a village. Their houses are usually
spacious, airy, solid, the main pillar next to the stove and the columns, trusses are carved
and decorated. The high roof, bending at two gables, creating a turtle shell shape

90. Mong people. The Mong belongs to the Mong-Dao language group and are a
subgroup of the Miao people and live mainly in Southern China, Vietnam, Laos, Thailand,
and Myanmar. There are approximately 1 million Mong living in Vietnam, mainly in upland
areas, from 800m-1500m elevation, of the north west. Mong speak Hmon-Mien, a non-
written language. The Hmong originated in the Yellow River region of Southern China and
traditionally practiced shifting agriculture, moving every few years. As the Han population
grew in the region from the late 17™ century, conflict between the Han and Hmong started to
emerge, eventually leading to armed conflict and large-scale migration to the border regions
of Vietnam, Thailand, Laos, and Myanmar. This migration continued well into the 19"
century. By the end of the 20" century, there was not enough inhabitable land for traditional
agriculture, so the Hmong had to switch to permanent cultivation of a single plot, thus, the
modern Mong village is a relatively news construct. Mong's often construct hydraulic systems
to develop irrigated terraced fields.

91. The principal food crop grown is corn, with rice taking second place. In corn fields,
the Mong alternatively plant various leguminous species such as green beans and peas. The
principal fibre is hemp. They also grow cotton and are good weavers.

92. Several sub-groups most easily distinguished by the colour of their clothes — black,
stripes, white, and green among others — have their own customs and traditions. Wife
Stealing is a common cultural practice among Mong — when a man loves a woman, he must
steal her in the dark of night and imprison her without food for two to three days. If the
woman agrees to marry him, he will then seek her parents’ permission.

93. A study of United Nation Fund Population Agency (UNFPA) on the sexual health and
reproductive practices of Mong people in Ha Giang found that pre-marital and extra-marital
sex are widespread. Despite the traditional value placed on virginity, pre-marital sex is not
uncommon, and many women accept that their partner may have engaged in sexual activity
with other partners. Mong believe they are from a common ancestor and therefore value
unity within their community. It is common for families to gather in clusters with an appointed
leader responsible for communal work. It is estimated that more than 60% of the Mong
population in Vietnam live below the poverty line.

94. It is general belief among the Mong that persons of the same lineage can live and die
together in the same house and must help and support one another even at the cost of their
lives if needed. Each lineage gathers in a group of habitation; its head assumes common
affairs.

95. Traditional Tet (New Year's Day) of the Mong is organized in every December. They
refrain from eating green vegetable within three days of Tet. Musical instruments comprise
various kinds of Khen (panpipes) and lip organs. To enjoy Spring and after a working day,
the young men and women often play khen and lip organs to express their feelings and call
for their partners.

96. Giay people. The Giay belong to the Tay-Thai language group and inhabit mainly
Lao Cai Province (Bat Xat, Bao Thang and Muong Khuong districts), Lai Chau Province
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(Phong Tho and Muong Te districts) and Ha Giang Province. Ancestors of the Giay migrated
from southern China about 200 years ago. They have similarities with the Tay, Thai, Nung
and Bo Y in terms of custom and language.

97. The Giay practice irrigated terrace rice farming. Besides rice growing, slash and burn
cultivation supplies corn, potatoes, cassava, gourd, and vegetables. Vegetable production is
typically a secondary source of income. Animal husbandry includes mainly pigs and
chickens and used for sacrificial purposes/traditional enactment. They also raise buffaloes
for hauling timber and pulling carts and horses for riding/transport.

98.  Giay men wear trousers, short vest, and a turban around their heads. Women wear a
five-paneled vest open at the side and buttoning under the right armpit and trousers, their
hair around the head with turban. Decorated motifs are often seen on women's wear, linen
sacks, pillows, curtains, and children's clothes.

99.  The Giay villages are very crowded, some may contain hundreds of households. The
Giay people in Lao Cai and Lai Chau live in houses-built level with the ground. The central
bay of the house serves for receiving guests and for placing ancestor altar. Each couple
lives in a small room of other bays. Another bay serves as a kitchen.

100. Society is patriarchal and patrilineal. The children take the family name of the father.
The family of the young roan seeks marriage for their son. After the wedding, the bride
comes to live with her husband's family. However, matrilineal is also popular. In the past,
marriage by "kidnapping" occurred when the young man and woman became engaged but
the male's family could not afford direct betrothal and wedding ceremonies. The man had to
kidnap his woman

101. Giay women in pregnancy must obey taboos and an altar has been set up for the
delivery. When the baby is one month old, a ceremony is held to inform the ancestors of the
birth and pray for their protection. At the ceremony, the official writes on red cloth the
horoscope of the baby with the hour, day, month and year of birth. The horoscope is
consulted for "age concordance" when the day comes for the baby, now grown up, to
choose a spouse, and to determine the hour of his or her burial.

102. According to Giay's cosmologies concept, the universe is composed of three levels.
Apart from the middle one where human being are living, there are the upper one and the
underground. When a person dies, it is customary that if funeral and burial are carefully
organized the deceased will be carried to the heaven. On the contrary, it will be doomed to
the underground.

103. On the altar, the Giay worship not only their ancestors but also the genies of the
heaven, the earth, and the kitchen. They also worship the Goddess of childbirth and even
the ancestors of the wife. The ancient ancestors are worship as the guardian genies.

104. The cultural heritage of the Giay is rich including many ancient tales, poems,
proverbs, puzzles, and alternating songs. Many stories explain natural phenomena. Some
stories are narrated in accompaniment with songs (sung stories). Folksongs are popular with
various genres and rhythms, particularly love duet sentences are attractive entertainment.
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105. Lu people. The Lu belongs to the Tay-Thai language Group and settling
predominantly in Dien Bien Province. However, in the project area, most of the inhabitants
particularly in Ban Hon Commune are ethnic Lu.

106. The Lu engages in farming for a long time. They know how to plough and harrow the
fields, dig canals for irrigation, sow rice seeds and transplant rice, but do not do weeding or
apply fertilizers. The Lu also grow corn, cassava, groundnut, indigo and cotton with the
techniques of slash-and-burn farming. Every family has its private garden surrounding their
houses. The Lu mainly eats sticky rice with chili. They like to drink tea and men like to smoke
tobacco by water pipes.

107. Weaving is the most widespread sideline occupation. Each family has several looms.
The Lu is very skillful in weaving, sewing and embroidery. Their garments are decorated with
colourful motifs on dark indigo cloths, particularly the best suits are more beautifully
decorated.

108. The Lu lives in houses on stilts. The roof at the back of the house is always short, while
the front roof is prolonged to cover the corridor and stairs. The entrance door faces the north-
west. Each house has two kitchens, one used to cook daily meals and the other to boil water
for receiving guests.

109. Young men and women are free to choose their partners, then propose to their
parents' approval for marriage. They also submit themselves to the fortune-teller for age
examination. If the fortune-teller finds that their ages are "compatible" they will prepare
marriage. The husband must live with the wife's family for two or three years before living in
separate house. The children take the father's family name. All Lu boys have a common Ba
and the girls, Y. The Lu is friendly and faithful. Divorce is rare. According to custom, he or
she who actively sues for a divorce will be penalized.

110. The Lu follows Buddhism, thus after the dead person was buried, the family builds a
paper hearse decorated with beautiful designs and fills it with cloth, mattress, paddy, and
money to hold a rite to bring the dead soul to the pagoda.

111.  The Lu likes to sing Khap (sung verses), tell old stories, proverbs, recite poems and
play flutes, two-string violins, and drums.

3.6 Access to social services

112.  Access to district-level services of communes in the project area is relatively
convenient with an average distance of 10 km. 3 communes less than 10km from the district
center and one commune 25km from the district center

113. Health. The surveyed people in Phuc Khoa, Ban Bo and Na Tam communes are
quite close to the commune health station, while the ethnic minorities in Ban Hon commune
are rather far from medical services, pharmacy shop.

114. The SES revealed that out of the 443 EM respondents, almost of EM HHs said that
they could access the health care center; pharmacy shop; private clinic with the distance
less than 5 km. While almost of EM people said that it is more than 5 km to the district
hospital. Please see below table for more details of the accessibility to public health service
in project area by communes

115. Education. All communes have a kindergarten, primary school, and lower secondary
school. The upper secondary school at the district centre's with a distance of more than 10
km. All 4 communes have kindergartens with a distance of less than 1 km. For primary
school, in Phuc Khoa and Na Tam commune with a distance of less than 1 km, in Ban Hon
commune with a distance of 1-2 km and Ban Bo commune with a distance of 2-5 km. For
lower secondary school, in Phuc Khoa commune with a distance of less than 1 km, in Ban
Bo commune with a distance of 1-2 km, in Na Tam commune with a distance of 2-5 km and
in Ban Hon commune with 2-5 km.
116. The number of classrooms and teachers in primary schools and lower secondary
schools are enough to meet education demands. The primary school is compulsory so all
children can go to school and they are supported by the Government. In general, children
attend up to lower secondary school and have no or only a small number of dropouts.
Children often go to primary and lower secondary schools by bicycle or on foot (depending
on the distance). Access to upper secondary schools for the communes far from the district
centers is constrained by long distances to travel daily

3.9 Livelihood

126. Based on the SES, the main occupation of households is agriculture (72.1%).
Agricultural production activities include cultivation, husbandry, fishery, and forestry
production. The main annual crops include paddy rice, maize, peanuts, soybeans, and
vegetables. Popular perennial industrial crops are tea, sugarcane, macadamia, and
cardamom. Livestock such as buffaloes, cows, pigs and poultry. In recent years, pig and
poultry production has decreased sharply because of epidemic diseases (avian influenza in
poultry and African swine fever in pig herds). Women are equally engaged in agriculture
occupation as men. Women are less likely than men to be engaged as hired labor. Table
below summarizes the source of livelihood of the surveyed households.

3.10 Poverty and income

127. Being poor or near-poor is based on the Government-set national poverty line of an
average monthly per capital income together with consideration of deprivation of access to
social services. In the 2021-2025 period, the multidimensional poverty standard is as follows:

In rural areas, a household is poor if it has a monthly per capita income of VND
1,500,000 or lower and at least three indicators measuring deprivation of access to
basic social services.

In urban areas, a household is poor if it has a monthly per capita income of VND
2,000,000 or lower and at least three indicators measuring deprivation of access to
basic social services.

* A medium household in rural areas is one that has a monthly per capita income of
between over VND1,500,000 to VND 2,250,000.

* A medium household in urban areas is one that has a monthly per capita income of
between over VND 2,000,000 to VND 3,000,000.

128. The basic social services will be measured by access to six essential social services
(or six dimensions) - employment, healthcare, education, housing, water and sanitation, and
information access. The six dimensions will be presented by 12 indicators measuring level of
deprivation of access to basic social services: access to jobs, number of dependents,
nutrition, health insurance, education level of adults, school attendance of children, housing
quality, average housing area per capita, residential water sources, hygienic latrines and
toilets, telecom services, and assets to serve information access. (Decree No. 07/2021/ND-
CP by the Government on Multidimensional Poverty Standards in the 2021 - 2025 period,
issued January 27, 2021 and taking effect on March 15, 2021).

129. Out of the 443 surveyed EM households, 39 are poor HHs. The survey results show
that most households reported earning an average monthly income of upper VND 1.5 million
per month (91.2%) as summarized below.

3.11  Gender

131. Both men and women are actively engaged in the workforce. The most common
livelihood activities are farming with general labor the second most common income source.

132. Ethnic minority women in the project areas are remarkably busy, carrying a large
burden of housework and care duties within the home as well as earning a living. Some
responsibilities fall to a greater extent on women alone, such as cooking and house chores
(cleaning, laundry, etc.). In other activities, both husbands and wives mostly share such as
farming, forestry work and conducting retail or service businesses as noted in tables above
related in occupations.

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D. INFORMATION DISCLOSURE, CONSULTATION AND PARTICIPATION

4.1 Information disclosure, consultation and participation requirements

134. Meaningful consultation is a process that (i) begins early in the project preparation
stage and is carried out on an ongoing basis throughout the project cycle; (ii) provides timely
disclosure of relevant and adequate information that is understandable and readily
accessible to affected people; (iii) is undertaken in an atmosphere free of intimidation or
coercion; (iv) is gender inclusive and responsive, and tailored to the needs of disadvantaged
and vulnerable groups; and (v) is two-way and enables the incorporation of all relevant views
of affected people and other stakeholders into decision making, such as project design,
mitigation measures, the sharing of development benefits and opportunities, and
implementation issues.

135. Consultations commenced prior to the preparation of the Resettlement Plan and
Ethnic Minority Development Plan (REMDP) and even before, during and after the Inventory
of Losses (IOL) and SES. Meaningful consultations will continue during implementation of
the various environmental and social mitigation plans including the GESI plan throughout the
project implementation.

136. The consultation with ethnic minority people in the project area has been conducted
independently and openly. Residents are informed about the project and the policies for the
project and requirements

4,2 Information disclosure and consultation

137. The purposes of the Information disclosure and consultation are to: a) inform the ethnic
minorities in the subproject area about the potential impacts of the project (negative impact
and positive impact), b) get feedback from ethnic minorities (based on identified impact), and
c) propose development activities to ensure that ethnic minorities in the project area can reap
social and economic benefits (from the project) appropriating culturally with them. Importantly,
it also provides opportunities for them to participate in the decision making on matters that will
directly affect them. This is not only consistent with principles of transparency and fairness but
ensures better outcomes in the design and implementation of mitigation measures

4.2.1 Summary of information, dissemination, and consultation as part of PPTA/FS
during the preparation of EMDP

138. Meetings with Committee for Ethnic Minority Affairs (CEMA). Meetings were
conducted with CEMA by the national social development consultant at the provincial level in
November 2017. The purpose of these meetings was to present information about the
project, ascertain issues and challenges facing ethnic minorities in the project area and to
discuss the intended strategy of the project to mitigate risks with respect to HIV, human
trafficking, involuntary resettlement, and road safety.

139. Focus Group Discussions: 17 focus group discussions (FGD) were undertaken
with a total of 149 participants (59 male, 90 female) of whom 144 were ethnic minority
people: two each in Ban Giang, Na Tam, Ban Hon, Phuc Khoa, Trung Dong, Pac Ta, Phuc
Than communes and, one each in Dong Phong ward, San Thang, Than Thuoc communes
from 01/08/2018 - 05/08/2018. Please see more details in the below table and the
Appendices of the approved EMDP in 2018 for Lai Chau province.

140. Topics covered during the FGDs included living conditions and challenges,

perceptions about the project, risks, and concerns. Key feedback included difficulties in low
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living standards mainly due to inadequate availability of arable land, unfavorable climatic
conditions, and limited non-farm work prospects. Focus groups discussions pointed
difficulties accessing markets and social services as well as the need for improvement of
agricultural techniques. Recommendations included, agricultural extension and vocational
training, provision of breeding stock, employment opportunities during project construction
and mitigation of potential disruptions from labor influx.

141. Public consultation meetings. 12 consultations were held in all the affected
communes in Lai Chau province from 29 January 2018 to 8 February 2018. The meetings
were facilitated by social safeguards and environmental safeguards consultants. Attendance
included potentially affected households, representatives of local authorities and mass
organizations. The information presented included general information about the project
design and anticipated land requirements, types of land acquisition and resettlement impacts
as well as approach to mitigation and policy principles. A total of 490 people participated
consisting of 301 men and 189 women (39% of total). Please see more details of the
consultation meetings and patrticipants in the below table and the Appendices of the
approved EMDP in 2018 for Lai Chau province.

143. At the beginning of land acquisition process, based on the list of affected households
that have been identified by LFDC to prepare the map of land acquisition for issuing the
notice of land acquisition for the package CWO04. A total of 4 consultation meetings were
held from November 3, 2020 to November 26, 2020 with affected households to disseminate
information about the project, compensation and assistance policies for households as well
as answer questions of households. A total of 168 participants in four communes, including
93 males (accounting for 55.4%) and 75 females (accounting for 44.6%). Out of 168
participants, 119 are ethnic minorities (accounting for 70.8%). Please see below table for
more information of these consultation (The Minutes of meetings are attached in Annex 1).

144. Once the notice of land acquisition issued by local authorities, a total of 11
consultation meetings were held from February 18, 2022 to April 7, 2022 with affected
households to disseminate information about the project including (i) announcement of the
notice of land acquisition, (ii) Plan for DMS implementation and (iii) policies of compensation
and assistance for households as well as responses to questions of households relating to
project, compensation and resettlement. A total of 589 participants in four communes,
including 377 males (accounting for 64.0%) and 212 females (accounting for 36.0%). Out of
589 participants, 380 are ethnic minorities (accounting for 64.5%). The table below lists the
meetings held in the project area of Package CW6.

145. The purpose of the meeting was to present information about the project and the

activities for updating of EMDP; discuss the plan and complete necessary activities to
update the EMDP. The local authorities affected households and organizations/unions that
participated in the meeting committed to actively support the project.

146. No language barriers noted during the consultations since it was asked prior to the
start of the events if everybody could understand Viethamese language and they positively
responded. However, during the process of all the consultations, most of the EM women are
not speaking. Therefore, during the implementation of the EMDP wherein public
consultations will be undertaken, to ensure meaningful consultations, a separate
consultation will be scheduled for men and women in order for the women to express their
views freely and without intimidation.

147. The issues and concerns raised by attendees included resettlement related matters,
such as adequate compensation, livelihood restoration, and transparency in resettlement
planning. There were also some environment and design related comments. The issues
raised along with responses and how these issues are being addressed by the project are

148. After the comments of the community on the project implementation as mentioned in

the above table are explained and given specific feedback by the project stakeholders such
as the Project Management Board (PMU), the Implementation Support Consultant project
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(PISC) and other stakeholders. All attendees understood very well about the benefits that
the project will bring to the community. Accordingly, they have agreed on the project
implementation, they wanted the project to be implemented soon so that the community
could soon benefit from the project. After the meeting, 100% of the attendees have signed
the meeting minutes to express their agreement and desire for the project implementation.

149. Focus Group Discussions: Four FGDs were held in project communes from 04-
07/04/2022 with total of 97 people (all EM people) participated across the four venues
consisting of 32 men (33.0%) and 65 women (67.0%). The objective of the FGD is to gather
the views and expectations of the positive and negative effects of the NMPTCP to the local
population in their daily lives and those of their families and the other villagers. This type of
discussion allows the group to interact, allowing more insights than the one-on-one key
informant interviews or the responses to the structured short surveys. Different groups, each
with participants of similar social characteristics were organized. Group participants were
identified with assistance of Commune People's Committee, Women's Union, and Yillage
leaders/Father front. Areas of discussion consisted of the following:

= Socio-economic condition in their localities
= Transportation and movement, challenges.
= Transport conditions in the locality, including positive and negative aspects.

= Transport impacts on livelihood with anticipated benefits of the project road
improvements.

= Access to social services, including advantages and constraints.

= Opinions about the project, including impacts, risks, benefits, and level of
support.

» Suggestions and recommendations for road design.

4.3 Information disclosure

150. The final version of updated EMDP will be publicly disclosed and be made available
in concerned public places, including the commune/district People's Committee, community
houses, and be presented in language and structure which ethnic minority people and all
stakeholders can read and understand. The document will also be published on the ADB
Website before the PMU2 complete contract award and disbursement related to EMDP
implementation.

151. PMU2 and local authorities at all levels must ensure that all affected ethnic minority
households in the project area receive sufficient information and be invited to consultations
during implementation of the updated EMDP and project construction activities.

152.  An Updated Public Information Booklet (PIB) setting out various project activities,
mitigation strategies including those set out in this EMDP and an updated project schedule
will also be posted publicly.

4.4 Consultation, communication and information disclosure plan

4.4.1 Special consideration for communication and consultation

153. Various means of communication can be applied depending on the communication
objectives as well as constraints in time or resources.
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154. Communication needs to recognize the language requirements of different
audiences. There are 19 ethnic minority groups residing in the project area making up a
significant proportion of the local populations. While Viethamese is commonly spoken in
addition to their own ethnic languages, levels of understanding, and ability to converse as
well as read Vietnamese vary considerably. Literacy in local ethnic languages is not
common. Community meetings should take this into consideration, using appropriate
vocabulary and local languages. Public information, education, and communication printed
material should incorporate posters and brochures with drawings and diagrams. Additional
resources will be provided for local interpreters of local ethnic languages. The project will
allocate resources to engage local interpreters from the community for each main ethnic
group on an intermittent basis for the duration of the project.

155.  Ethnic minority villages often have informal institutions and mass organizations that
should be incorporated in the consultation process where these are present. Such traditional
leaders and mass organizations will need to be provided training during project
implementation to assist consultation and information disclosure activities.

- Village patriarchs are prestigious people, usually over 60 and are men. Village
patriarchs often know traditions and customs better than others and often support
village chiefs in village management. Today, the role of the village patriarch is fading.
They are often involved in the reconciliation of small frictions between families,
individuals in the community;

- Head of the family lineage. The lineage heads have a special role in the H'Mong
community. H'Maong people do not have village elders/ patriarchs, but the lineage
heads are leaders in the H'Mong community in all aspects. BEven in many places, the
lineage head has a greater voice than the local authorities;

- Mass organizations. There is a high participation of ethnic minority households in the
project areas in mass organizations such as YWomen's Union, Farmers Union and
Youth Union. Associations participate in advocating their members to participate in
activities initiated or launched by the government, including land acquisition/site
clearance or implementation of different projects. The Women's Union and the
Fatherland Front are also members of the Compensation Board at different levels
and they are also members of the Grievance Redress Board. In the communes
participating in the project, Women's Unions often mobilize members to support
families of other members if their families have to relocate. The members of the
village women's groups will help the household with their cooking, caring for children
and even support the harvesting of crops during relocation.

156. Gender participation needs to be promoted across all project communications.
Invitation notices to such meetings should indicate the names of both spouses. Attention
should be given to the need for separate women's meetings on critical issues, such as
resettiement and livelihood restoration. The level of women's participation in meetings
should monitored and consideration given to conducting dedicated meetings for women if
participation levels are low.

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E. BENEFITS, IMPACTS AND MITIGATION MEASURES

158. This section presents the negative impacts and risks that the project poses to the
people within the vicinity of the project area. Negative impacts are events or changes that
are expected to take place with a high degree of certainty while risks are events or changes
that may take place and have significant implications for the wellbeing of people in the
project area. Project positive impacts (benefits) and opportunities are also presented

5.1 Impacts and risks
5.1.1 Land acquisition and resettlement

159. According to the results of DMS, the land acquisition of this package and construction
of the resettlement site will affect a total of 782 AHs and 19 public organizations in Phuc
Khoa commune of Tan Uyen district and Ban Bo, Na Tam, Ban Giang communes of Tam
Duong district. It should be noted that the households affected by land in Ban Giang
commune are households with permanent residence in Ban Hon commune. In which 389
households and 07 organizations in Tan Uyen district and 393 households and 12
organizations in Tam Duong district. Out of 782 AHs, 94 HHs are classified as severely
affected (70 HHs have to be relocated and 24 HHs lose from 10% of total productive land).
In addition, 458 households belong to the vulnerable group (443 ethnic minority households,
27 female headed households with dependents, 14 households having the disabled, 40 poor
households, 2 households are children and 9 households are the elderly alone, 2 policy
beneficiary households - in which 77 households belong to both vulnerable groups and
ethnic minorities).

160. 443 affected households (total households of 4 communes are 3,610) with 2,054
people belonging to EM groups out of a total of 782 affected households of the entire
package CW6. Out of 443 affected EM households, 66 households (303 people) have to be
relocated, 19 households (87 people) have more than 10% of total agricultural land are
acquired and the rest are marginally affected (including: 14 female headed households with
dependents, 14 households having the disabled, 39 poor households, 2 households are
orphan children and 9 households are the elderly alone, 1 policy beneficiary households).
Affected EM people belonging to severely affected households in working age are 254
people. The land acquisition for project will not impact on any sacred sites or places of
significant importance to the EM communities. Please see the table below for more detalils.

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5.1.2 Road safety

161.  While there has been a decreasing trend in road fatalities, the high rates of injury and
death is concerning. According to the analysis of the causes of traffic accidents, road traffic
accidents were mainly caused by violation of traffic safety and order such as: going wrong
way, not following traffic lights, speeding, changing direction incorrectly - leading to traffic
accidents. Alcohol use also accounted for a significant proportion.

162. The project is designed to be constructed to higher standards allowing for vehicle
speeds of up to 80km/h for mixed traffic and it is expected that there will be a very significant
increase in traffic flow. There are associated risks of traffic accidents and risks to local road
users, especially pedestrians and non-motorized transport users, in the local communities
along the roads. There will be two phases of risks posed by the project with respect to local
road users:

* Risks posed during construction. These include hazards to vehicle users and
pedestrians due to changing road conditions, excavation, presence of heavy vehicles
and machinery on the roads, workers on the roads, etc.

» Risks during operation of the upgraded road. The project is designed to be
constructed to higher standards allowing for vehicle speeds of up to 80km/hr for
mixed traffic and it is expected that there will be a very significant increase in traffic
flow. There are associated risks of traffic accidents and risks to local road users,
especially pedestrians and non-motorized transport users, in the local communities
along the roads.

163. The project has prepared various measures to address road safety risks. Risks
during the construction phase will be addressed through a community road safety
awareness campaign along with actions by the contractor for a road traffic management
plan, signage and hazard warnings and other safety measures that are required for the
Environment Management Plan. Risks during road operation will be addressed through a
community-based road safety awareness program along with built safety features. Road
design safety features, include sighage and traffic calming measures to slow down traffic in
local communities, especially in front of community facilities such as schools, markets,
religious buildings, etc.

164. The road safety awareness program will target both vehicle users, non-motorized
transport users and pedestrians in the local communities in the vicinity of the project roads. It
will be implemented from prior to commencement of the road works up to the period when
civil works are completed.

165. The awareness raising activities will be delivered through a variety of means
including small-group community meetings delivered by community-based road safety
facilitators with support from resource persons (e.g. police, contractors), in-class teaching
(for school children) and Information, Education and Communication (IEC) material such as
banners, posters, and pamphlets.

166. Agencies with roles and responsibilities in implementing the community-based road
safety awareness program include the following:

- Provincial People's Committees: Coordinate the program;
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- Department of Transport/Traffic Safety Committee: Coordinate in managing and
organizing the activities of traffic safety propaganda;

- Department of Traffic Safety: Coordinate the organization of activities of Traffic
Safety Propaganda;

- Department of Education and Training: Coordinate management activities
awareness, safety awareness in schools.

- School teachers: Provide road safety awareness training to children as part of the
classroom teaching.

- WWomen's Union and Youth Union: Provide members to serve as community-based
road safety facilitators.

- Local police: Serve as resource persons in community-based training, in addition to
their enforcement role;

- Project Supervision Consultant: In collaboration with the Traffic Safety Committee,
develop training and IEC materials and provide training to community facilitators.
Provide guidance on modes of communication to ensure that language use,
community mobilization methods and style of IEC materials are conducive to ensure
full participation of ethnic minority people.

- Contractors: coordinate with the local community road safety awareness programs,
providing information on changing road conditions and risks and serving as resource
persons for community training activities.

167. The program will be implemented from prior to commencement of road works up to
the time of completion of the upgraded road. It is estimated that the program will provide
training to around 12,300 people in the project vicinity, of whom around 8,900 would be
ethnic minority people.

5.1.3 HIV/AIDS & human trafficking

168. According to statistics from the Center for Disease Control of Lai Chau province, by
the end of 2020, the cumulative number of HIV infections in the province was 3,539 cases,
cumulative deaths due to HIV/AIDS since the beginning of the year was1,640 people, the
number of people living with HIV was 1,812 people. The highest number of cases are in the
working age group from 25-49 years old and are mainly from ethnic minorities. During 2015-
2019, most HIV infections were through blood/injection drug use (66.67%), followed by
sexual transmission (33.33%). However, because diagnosis is only available to people who
refer themselves to a health center for testing and there is no systematic screening process
for HIV diagnosis, and testing rates are low in the area, it is not possible to identify the real
number and it is likely underestimated.

169. The victims of trafficking are often young ethnic minority girls and women aged 14-28
that are vulnerable, and who have a desire to change their lives. According to the data of the
Lai Chau Police Department from 2013 to January 2020, the Police force investigated and
discovered 49 human trafficking cases, arrested 90 offenders, and rescued 60 trafficking
victims who were reunited with their families. However, the actual numbers are unknown as
many cases are hidden or not reported out of fear or embarrassment.

170. An assessment of the incidence of HIV/AIDS and Human Trafficking in the Project
area was conducted as part of the DDD and it was concluded that issues on HIV/AIDS/STI
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and Human Trafficking are amongst the problems which threaten the North-western region.
HIV/AIDS, STIs and Human Trafficking have a close relationship with each other, so one of
them can cause another. Significantly, human trafficking contributes to increased risk of
contracting STI or even HIV/AIDS. Access to health in the Project area, despite the efforts of
the local government for several years, remains a problem. Resources and opportunities for
diagnoses, prevention and treatment are limited due to lack of means, equipment,
professional personnel, and physical facilities.

171. A lack of awareness among vulnerable groups, particularly ethnic minorities, and the
poor, of the risks of human trafficking, HIV and STls, especially among women and children,
and therefore failure to take preventive measures has also been recognized as a problem.

172. To raise awareness about risks and associated mitigation behaviour to help prevent
the spread of HIV/AIDS and STI in the project area during and after the construction stage,
to make people aware of the risks associated with IDUs and to encourage harm minimization
of the risk of illicit drug use and fight against human trafficking, an HIV/AIDS and Human
Trafficking Awareness Program (HHTAP) has been developed as part of the NMPTCP.

173. The HHTAP will be implemented during the construction period and aims to engage
with 68,000 people from key target groups in the project area. The HHTAP will be financed
under a grant provided by the Australian Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade (DFAT)
via the Aus4Transport Project. It will be implemented by local authorities with the support of
a Technical Assistance Service Provider and Aus4Transport.

174. The Service Provider will train and support the local stakeholders, peer educators,
etc. to implement the HHTAP, likewise, develop the material and design the campaign
messages.

175. The HHTAP will be implemented in collaboration with the relevant stakeholders
including provincial/ district/commune health authorities, NGOs, mass organizations, other
relevant agencies, and operational task force against human trafficking.

5.1.4 Disruptions to local communities during construction

176. With the construction taking place with associated presence of construction workers
in the project areas, there is the potential for disruptions to communities and friction. The
communities traversed by the project road are by no means isolated and there is a fair
amount of heterogeneity in terms of ethnic composition. However, disruptions to normal
community life need to be avoided and minimized.

177.  The following requirements will be incorporated into the civil works contracts:

* To the extent possible, contractor will hire local staff. For some jobs requiring re-
training, contractor will select among the employees hired locally to train them for
new skills so they can do the job well;

= Contractor will ensure that all workers are properly registered with local authorities.

« Contractor will brief all employees on the code of conduct and implement a strict and
zero-tolerance policy to regulate gambling, prostitution, theft, wildlife poaching and
forest product collection.

« Contractor will arrange regular liaison meetings with local communes to which
community representatives are invited. These meetings will present information on
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the project, including construction items, environmental and social issues related to
the project, introduce construction personnel from other places to the community.
The meetings will also provide feedback from the community on issues of concern
related to construction, including environmental and behavior of the workers.

« Contractor will, in collaboration with local leaders, organize regular exchanges
between workers and local people.

178. Any issues of concern about the conduct of the workers not addressed through the
above actions, may be submitted to the project grievance redress mechanism for resolution

5.1.5 Risk of poor communication/information disclosure

179. The ADB Safeguard Policy Statement requires the provision of meaningful
consultation and information disclosure to those affected by the project throughout the
project planning and implementation cycle. People affected by the project include authorities,
institutions and those in the project area and especially those who may be adversely
affected by the project. To be effective and meaningful, communication needs to be inclusive
(women as well as men, old as well as young, the poor and other vulnerable groups), timely
and use methods which enable effective dissemination and two-way communication. Poor
communication/ information disclosure can exacerbate the vulnerability of those already
marginalized and constrain their ability to mitigate negative impacts.

180. Communication needs to recognize the language needs of different audiences. There
are various ethnic minority groups residing in the project areas making up a significant
proportion of the local populations. While Viethamese is commonly spoken in addition to
their own ethnic languages, levels of understanding, ability to converse as well as read
Vietnamese vary considerably. Literacy in local ethnic languages is not common. Community
meetings should take consideration of this, and use appropriate vocabulary and local
languages. Public information, education, and communication (IEC) printed material, should
incorporate posters and brochures with drawings and diagrams

181. Additional resources will be required for local interpreters of local ethnic languages.
The project will allocate costs to engage local interpreters from the community for each main
ethnic group for an average of 1 week per month for the duration of the project. Local
interpreters are expected to be sourced from local mass arganizations such as Vwomen's
Union or Youth Union. The local interpreters will be managed by the PMU. The daily rates
will be based on government rates for meal and travel allowances for cadre. The cost
estimate for 6 local interpreters for one week per month for 48 months is VND 691.2 million.

5.1.6 Unanticipated impacts on EM

182. For any unanticipated impacts on EM people during implementation, a social impact
assessment will be conducted and update EMDP (as need). Besides, the entitlements will be
prepared in accordance with the ADB Safeguard Policy Statement and applicable national
laws and regulations (including requirements for preparation of corrective action plan and
other related documents to ADB review and approve).

5.2 Benefits

5.2.1 Economic improvement

183. The project aims to enhance access to the Greater Mekong Subregion (GMS)
corridors in the north western region through upgrading national and provincial highways
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where the economic and social development conditions, the transport network, the
topography, and the climate change effects are the most difficult in comparison with other
regions in the country. These improvements will contribute indirectly to economic
improvements through time savings and lower transport costs. Such benefits will be diffuse
but long-term gains for people in the project areas

5.2.2 Improved access and mobility

184. During the preparation of the EMDP in 2018, it was requested by the EM for the
construction of a small-scale farm bridge and access road with an estimated cost of VND
6,613 million (approx. USD 290,895). This will serve an estimated 120 households
(approximate 480 persons) in Na Tam Commune, Tam Duong District.

185. Consultations with local communities during the detailed design/updating of the
EMDP, revealed that the requested farm bridge already constructed including a 15km road
were upgraded in outlying villages from dirt road to double bitumen standard treatment under
government's funds.

186. Communes in the project area generally have good access to the highways.

5.2.3 Opportunities for income improvement

187. The updated RP includes a Income Restoration (IRP) as part of its income
restoration strategy. The IRP focused mainly on diversifying farming practices and improving
farming skills through a combination of model establishment, training, and on-going
mentoring by extension services. The program will build on and strengthen existing
extension programs operating in the districts in the project areas.

188. The approach of the IRP strategy is to utilize and build on existing capacities and
programs as well as AP resources. The IRP will complement existing services with
supplementary support along with capacity and institutional strengthening to focus efforts on
meeting the project objectives. The main elements of the income restoration strategy are:

=« Consultation, information disclosure and needs assessment. Affected persons
(APs) will be provided detailed information on the IRP from early in the preparatory
stages of the detailed IRP and will be consulted on preferences for confirmation
before implementation. Information disclosure will include counselling on effective
use of compensation and assistance money, the requirement for AH contribution,
ongoing programs as well as benefits, challenges, and risks of various income
options. A detailed needs assessment of eligible APs will inform the design of the
detailed IRP.

« The IRP will consist of training, model development, ongoing mentoring and
monitoring combined with AP contributions. Where appropriate, support will be
provided to enable APs to organize and collaborate. Priority will be for training to be
provided in local communities and be suited to local conditions and likelihood of
success. APs will also be able to avail of vocational training in existing training
centres in lieu of locally based training if they prefer this. Training in non-agricultural
vocational skills should be based on a realistic understanding of where and how to
make a living from the skill. Training in rural livelihoods will incorporate use of models
— either existing in the local area or newly developed. The IRP will provide support to
models to promote their effectiveness and sustainability. Model owners will be
incorporated in the training and mentoring regime of the IRP to promote sustainability
of training outcomes. Training will include modules on financial management.
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+» Income restoration activities will be carried out through functional departments
of the district (Land Fund Development Centre, Department of Agriculture and Rural
Development, Agricultural Service Center, Center for Vocational Education -
Continuing education ...). These agencies have ongoing programs in place in the
project areas as well as an ongoing presence. These agencies are all experienced in
providing outreach training and model setting. The Department of Agriculture and
Rural Development and the Agricultural Service Center will be in charge of
agricultural models and agricultural technique training. The Center for Vocational
Education - Continuing Education will undertake non-agricultural vocational training
activities. The Land Fund Development Center will be the coordinating and managing
agency of the IRP,

189. The IRP will incorporate capacity building and arrangements for ongoing support
such as mentoring and monitoring for locally based training programs, such as from model
owners and local extension cadre.

190. The specific benefits to indigenous peoples are two-fold. First, indigenous peoples
who are affected households will benefit from eligibility for provision of additional training and
farming input support. Second, establishment of models and providing training in each
locality has secondary benefits to those who are not affected households because the model
farms add to the local extension service and can be accessed by others in the commune as
well as nearby communes.

5.2.4 Improvement of community resilience against risks of HIV, human trafficking
and road accidents

191. The project poses increased risks of HIV transmission, human trafficking, and road
accidents. However, the mitigation measures not only increase awareness and knowledge of
means of prevention, but also build capacities within the local communities.

192. Social assessment surveys were conducted during DDD, communities in the project
area were noted they have a low level of understanding of the risks and means of prevention
for both HIV infection and human trafficking as per situational analysis during the preparation
of the HIV and Human Trafficking Awareness and Prevention Program (HHTAP) which will
be implemented in local communities through local agencies with mandates covering these
areas. The program will strengthen the capacities of agencies such as health services as
well as mass arganizations such as Women's Union and Youth Union in their work in these
areas beyond the immediate scope of the project.

193. The road safety awareness program will be implemented mainly through community-
based awareness activities. The program will be delivered through mass organizations such
as Women's Union and Youth Union as well as through local schoals. The community-based
approach will include training-of-trainers that will build the capacity of local community-based
organizations.

5.2.5 Work opportunities related to the project

194. The project construction activities will provide short to medium term benefits of local
labor hire, especially unskilled labor, for people in the local communities, most of whom are
ethnic minorities. The benefits will be in terms of additional sources of income but will be of
limited duration and for a limited number of people.
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195. Bidding documents and contracts of civil works will include provision for preference
for local sourcing of labor, especially unskilled labor. The contractor will be required to
prioritize efforts to hire local ethnic minority people.

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F. GRIEVANCE REDRESS MECHANISM

196. A Grievance Redress Mechanism* will be established for the project to address
grievances and requests. The principles and procedures of the grievance redress
mechanism are based on The Law on Grievances 02/2011 dated 13/11/2011; Circular
07/2014 on Procedures for Addressing Grievances, Denunciations, Requests; and the Land
Law 2013.

6.1 Key principles and procedures for grievances or requests directly related to
land acquisition and resettlement

197. Grievances or requests that are directly related to land acquisition and resettlement,
such as land acquisition decisions, compensation, assistance, resettlement or other similar
matters are to be addressed and processed in accordance with the measure described
above and directed to the following specific agencies:

a. If an affected person has any query, request or grievance they can seek advice
from legal cadre at the respective Commune or Oistrict People's Comimittee
office. If after guidance and explanation the affected person wishes to submit
formal request or grievance, they must do so within 90 days of the relevant
decision or becoming aware of the issue of concern.

b. Requests or grievances will be submitted in the first instance to the complaints
recering office of the relevant District People's Committee (DPC). Officer of the
DPC where received complaint will refer the request or grievance to the District
Compensation, Assistance and Resettlement Board (DCARB) for consideration
and recommendation if the matter is related to eligibility, DMS, land
categorization, payment of compensation and assistance or resettlement
entittement. The DCARB composition will include representatives of relevant local
agencies including Committee for Ethnic Minority Affairs (CEMA) and VWomen's
Union as well as representatives of affected households. The DCARB will request
the participation of the relevant Commune Feople's Committee Chair or Wice
Chair. The DPC will refer any matters requiring a decision from the provincial
level to the Department of Natural Resources and Environment (DONRE). The
DPC will issue the decision addressing the request or grievance. If the matter is
related to compensation rates, the request or grievance will be referred by the
complaint receiving officer to the district office of environment and natural
resources for review.

c. If the person submitting the request or grievance is not satisfied with the decision
of the DPC and wish to pursue their request further, they may submit their
grievance or request directly to either Provincial DONRE.

d. If a person submitting a grievance is still not satisfied with the decision issued,
they may submit their grievance to the court having jurisdiction over
administrative matters.

6.2 Regulations on complaint letter

* This GRM is different with the GRM indicated in the RP approved during PPTA in 2018; however,
ADB has accepted to use this GRM in all updated RPs and EMDPs for the project during
implementation phase.
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198. Complaint letter must be written in Viethamese or local language and clearly state the
date of writing, full name, address, signature or fingerprint of complainant. The written
complaint must clearly state the name and address of complained agency, organization, unit
or individual, content and reason for complaint and request of the complainant. The
complaints are also accepted by verbally for AHs including EM people who are not able to
read or write Vietnamese language.

199. The features of culture and customs of EM people should be considered in addressing
the complaints involving to ethnic minorities, and ensure that the procedures of redressal
process are appropriately conducted for culture and customs of ethnic minorities.

200. If the complaint relates to land acquisition, compensation, assistance and resettlement,
the complainant must be the person whose name is in the decision of land acquisition,
compensation and resettlement. If the complainant represents a group of people who
exercise the right to complain to file the complaint, there must be a written authorization from
the authorizers (enclosed with their original signature) as prescribed by laws.

6.3 Order and procedures for settling first-time complaints
201. Stage 1. Receiving complaints

- Complainant shall send their complaint letter and relevant documents (if
any) to most relevant receiving unit (Residents Receiving Unit of the
relevant District People's Committee).

- If the complaint does not fall under the settling competence of the receiving
unit, the receiving unit shall have to forward the complaint to a competent
agency for settlement and notify the complainant in writing of the
forwarding.

- Receiving agency shall inform the unit that has forwarded such complaint in
writing and the complainant of receipt of complaint and expected date of
review and response.

202. Stage 2. Acceptance of complaints for settlement

- Within 10 days after receiving a complaint under its competence, PMU 2,
District People's Committees or Residents Receiving Unit of District notify
the acceptance in writing to the complainant. In case of refusal to accept
the complaint, responsible agency must clearly state the reason thereof.

203. Stage 3. Verification of complaint contents

- In cases where the contents of a complaint must be verified, the verification
shall comply with the provisions of Article 29 of the Law on Complaints and
Section 2, Chapter Il of Circular No.07/2013/TT-TTCP of 31 October 2013
of the Government Inspectorate providing the process of settlement of
administrative complaints. The time limit for verification of complaint
contents is 30 days.

204. Stage 4. Issuance of first-time complaint settlement decision

settlement decision within 03 working days counting from the date sending
the acknowledgement to the complainant (if verification of complaint
contents is not required) or from the date of completion of verification of

- If the complainant disagrees with the decision of the District People's
Committee, he/she may lodge a second-time complaint to the Provincial
FPeople's Committee or an administrative lawsuit at court in accordance with
laws.

Order and procedures for settling second-time complaints
Stage 1. Receiving complaints

- The second-time complaint shall fall under the competence of the Chairman
of the Provincial People's Committee under Article 20.21 of the Law on
Complaints, the complainant must send a second-time complaint enclosed
with the first-time complaint settlement decision and relevant documents to
the Provincial People's Committee (through Residents Receiving Unit of the
Provincial People's Committee).

Stage 2. Acceptance of complaints for settlement

- Within 10 days after receiving a complaint, the Residents Receiving Unit of
the Provincial People's Committee must accept such complaint for
settlement and notify the acceptance in writing to the complainant. In case
of refusal to accept the complaint, the Residents Receiving Unit of the
Provincial People's Committee must clearly state the reason thereof.

Stage 3. Verification of complaint contents

- In the process of settling a second-time complaint, competent agency shall
verify the contents of complaint based on the nature of the complaint. The
verification shall comply with the provisions of ltems 2, 3, 4 of Article 29 of
the Law on Complaints and Section 2, Chapter Il of Circular No.
07/2013/TT-TTCP of 31 October 2013 of the Government Inspectorate
providing the process of settlement of administrative complaints. The time
limit for verification of complaint contents is 30 days.

Stage 4. Issuance of second-time complaint settlement decision

- The Chairman of the Provincial People's Committee must issue the second-
time complaint settlement decision within 07 working days counting from
the date sending the acknowledgement to the complainant (if verification of
complaint contents is not required) or from the date of completion of
verification of complainant content (if verification of complainant content is
required) and send the second-time complaint settlement decision to the
complainant, the complained subject, the first-time complaint settler and the
agency that has forwarded the complaint.

- If the complainant disagrees with the decision of the Provincial People's
Committee, he/she may lodge an administrative lawsuit at court in
accordance with law.

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G. BUDGET AND FINANCING

210. In addition to supporting activities for ethnic minorities through project activities as
mentioned in Table above. In order to ensure the rights and accessibility of ethnic minorities
to the project's activities as well as the benefits from the project. Some enhancement actions
have been proposed as shown in the table below. These actions are based on the results of
consultation with the EM community, which are the practical needs that EM people will need
when implementing the project in general as well as EMDP activities in particular. With the
goal of supporting EM people to the maximum extent, these activities are to help EM people
easily access the project, improve their ability to participate and be effective when
participating in project activities and preserve cultural features as well as intellectual property
rights of the EM people.

211. The updated EMDP specific actions are estimated to cost VND 302,400,000 ($US
13,078), including 20% contingency on direct costs. Funding for the EMDP implementation
will be sourced from the GOV counterpart funds. The budget will be allocated by MOT. A
summary of Budget estimate is presented below.

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K. MONITORING, REPORTING, AND EVALUATION

214. The implementation of the EMDP will be monitored regularly to help ensure that it is
implemented as planned and that mitigating measures designed to address adverse social
impacts are adequate and effective. The monitoring will be done at two levels, internal
monitoring to be done by the PMU, and external monitoring to be undertaken by an external
monitor consultant.

10.1 Internal monitoring

215. The Project Management Unit 2 (PMU2) will conduct regular monitoring of the
project, including implementation of the EMDP. PMUZ2 will maintain a file of all data gathered
in the field, including a database on the affected households. The PMU2 will prepare a
monthly monitoring report as part of the Monthly Progress Report - starting from the project
commencement. Social monitoring reports will be provided to AHs and submitted to ADB for
updating on website.

216. Internal monitoring and supervision will have the following objectives:

217. An external monitor consultant (EMC) will be engaged by the project to conduct an
external assessment of the extent to which EMDP objectives are being met.

10.4 Schedule and monitoring team composition

220. External monitoring and evaluation should be conducted by a consultant agency
(research institute, consultancy firm or NGO), with sufficient capacity and experience in
monitoring, evaluating socio-economic survey and implementation of RP/EMDP. PMU 2 will
hire (select) consultant to perform this task. Fees paid to EMA are to be deducted from the
counterpart fund of the project. The EMA will be responsible for preparing periodic reports on
progress and recommending solutions to issues arising during the monitoring process.

221. External monitoring activities will be carried out for a period of at least 2 years on a
semi-annual basis starting from the conduct of DMS until the completion of livelihood/income
restoration activities. For project components where payment of compensation/allowances
has been substantially completed, the external expert will also conduct a resettlement audit
to verify completion of payment of compensation/allowances and hand-over of plots and
recommend issuance of no objection letter for commencement of civil works. The post-
completion evaluation will be carried out one year following completion of all EMDP
implementation.

222. Information presented in the reports should incorporate gender and ethnicity

223. All reports will be prepared in English and Viethamese and submitted to MOT and
ADB simultaneously on a semi-annual basis. The table below sets out sample monitoring

finalized during inception phase of the external monitor in consultation with PMU2 and ADB.

Ill.1 Issues related to land acquisition and assets on land; implement the policy of
compensation, support, relocation, resettlement and restoration of people's livelihood

- In the past, there was a road widening project, now if the road expansion project will affect
the land and structures of the households, it is necessary to compensate and support
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adequately. If it is necessary to relocate, the project needs to calculate enough so that the
households can rebuild their houses in other places and support the restoration of their lives.

- The local government and people are very supportive of the project and expect the project
to be implemented soon.

- Due to the conditions on the old road, people build houses near the road, if the house area
is confiscated, the project needs appropriate support for people to rebuild their houses.

- In addition to the construction preparation items, if there are additional impacts to land,
plants, crops, the project needs a compensation plan and additional support.

1ll.2 Concerns about gender - ethnic minorities and social development

- The section through Phuc Khoa commune, Tan Uyen district is 8 km long. The main ethnic
groups are Kinh, H'Mong, Thai, Giay, Lu and some other ethnic minorities.

- Average income is from 200,000 to 300,000 VND/day for tea harvesting; and can be up to
1,000,000 VND/day. Main livelihoods are farming (tea growing), animal husbandry (buffalo,
cow, pig). People expect the project to support agricultural materials, labor days, fertilizers,
agricultural extension techniques, and tea growing techniques.

- People want to participate in labor with contractors, local authorities need to support people
to make labor commitments with contractors so that they can intervene in case of conflicts
between the two parties.

IIl.3 Environmental issues

- During the construction process, contractors and workers should pay attention to keep the
environment clean and take measures to minimize dust.

- When expanding the national highway, it is recommended to build a drainage ditch at the
top of the catting slope because currently on the hill there are vertical ditches (filling slope),
in the rainy season, water is flooded and garbage flows into people's houses, and there is no
drainage ditch yet. On the catting slope, it is proposed that the project arrange ditches and
ditches of the national highway passing through the commune area, arrange separate
sewage lines, to avoid entering people's production areas.

1V. Answer and Conclusion

- The government and people are very supportive of the project and look forward to
completing the counting, compensation and construction implementation soon.

- The payment needs to be done early, completely and accurately.

- Contractors need to comply with the construction regulations and requirements of the
project

* Phuc Khoa commune
Date: 04/04/2022

Participants: Representatives of local authorities and 35 EM households (Male: 10
households, Female: 25 households)

The issues discussed are:

Viewpoints on the project: All households are invited to participate in the consultation
meeting and project implementation plan. All households agree with the implementation of
the project because this is the long-standing desire of the people to connect transportation
conveniently, develop socio-economic life.

Occupation, income: Their main jobs are tea company workers, self-employed labours, small
shops ...The income of households is enough for basic household expenditures.

Language: The ethnic groups are Thai, Kho Mu, Lao, Kinh, Giay, Mong; households can use
two languages (Vietnamese - Kinh and ethnic languages) in their daily activities.

Awareness of ethnic minority households about HIV/AIDS and human trafficking:
Propaganda activities about the disease were implemented through loudspeakers, mobile
propaganda vehicle of the district cultural office... hence people know how to prevent the
disease. The locality has not had any human trafficking.

Gender equity: Men often work harder than that of women and both of them support each
other to do household chores.

Social facilities: Because most of households have houses along the road, it is convenient to
connect traffic to social facilities such as schools, hospitals, markets, Commune People's
Committee. 100% of households use electricity from the nation grid for lighting while water is
from wells or natural springs.

Participating in the IRP: All households want to participate in the IRP, specifically,
households want to receive seedlings and fertilizers from the IRP to carry out tea cultivation.
