Affected Household is a subset of Affected Persons

A general term that refers to those who are physically displaced (relocation,
loss of residential land, or loss of shelter) and/or economically displaced

livelihoods) because of (i) involuntary acquisition of land, or (ii) involuntary
restrictions on land use or on access to legally designated parks and
protected areas. Affected Persons are categorized by tenurial status (i.e.

This refers to a collective expression by the affected EM Peoples
communities, through individuals and/or their recognized representatives, of
broad community support for the project activities.

In the case of Viet Nam, there is a high degree of consistency between the
Vietnamese definition of ethnic minorities and ADB’s definition of
Indigenous People. The main point of divergence is that, in the case of
ADB’s policy, a group that has lost collective attachment to geographically
distinct habitats or ancestral territories in the project area because of forced
severance remains eligible for coverage. National legislation, customary
law, and any international conventions to which Viet Nam is a party are
taken into account for application of the ADB policy.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. Project description. The Government of Vietham (GOV) requested financial assistance
from the Asian Development Bank (ADB) for the implementation of the Northern Mountain
Provinces Transport Connectivity Project (NMPTCP) that aims to enhance the access to the
Greater Mekong Sub-region (GMS) corridors in the north-western Region of Vietnam. The
NMPTCP consists of 11 civil work (CW 1-11) packages spread in the provinces of Lai Chau,
Yen Bai, and Lao Cai.

2.  The project covering Lai Chau Province with a total length of 82.459 km is subdivided into
five construction packages namely: CW- 04; CW-05; CW6; CW-07; and CW-08 of which
package CW- 08 was adopted by ADB and the CW6 is considered a priority package. Thus,
this Updated Resettlement Plan specifically covers package CW6.

3. The updated RP has been prepared based on the DMS results to identify all impacts
associated with land acquisition and resettlement involving landowners, non-landowners,
owners of businesses and organizations. This updated RP will also assess the socio-economic
context of affected people in the area and present measures to fully mitigate impacts.

4. Measures to minimize adverse impacts. To minimize negative impacts of land
acquisition and resettlement on local people, the measures taken during technical design are
as follows: (i) improving the road based on the existing alignments; (ii) temporary use of land
may be considered to avoid more loss for local people. The APs were informed early about the
land acquisition schedule so that they would not plant crops that cannot yet be harvested by the
time of land acquisition for construction and also would not construct and/ or setup new houses
and structures within the ROW. Other negative impacts during the subproject construction
process have been determined such as noise, dust, and effect on traffic flows during the
construction. However, when mitigation measures are applied, the negative impacts will be
mitigated.

5.  Project Land acquisition and resettlement impacts. According to the results of DMS,
the land acquisition of this package and construction of the resettlement site will affect a total of
782 AHs and 19 public organizations in Phuc Khoa commune of Tan Uyen district and Ban Bo,
Na Tam, Ban Giang communes of Tam Duong district. It should be noted that the households
affected by land in Ban Giang commune are households with permanent residence in Ban Hon
commune. In which 389 households and 07 organizations in Tan Uyen district and 393
households and 12 organizations in Tam Duong district. Out of 782 AHs, 94 HHs are classified
as severely affected (70 HHs have to be relocated and 24 HHs lose from 10% of total
productive land). In addition, 458 households belong to the vulnerable group (443 ethnic
minority households, 27 female headed households with dependents, 14 households having
the disabled, 40 poor households, 2 households are headed by orphan children and 9
households are headed by elderly alone, 2 policy beneficiary households - in which 77
households belong to both vulnerable groups and ethnic minorities). A total of 107 business
premises are affected by package CW®6, including: (i) 3 completely affected businesses and are
houses cum shops; Of which, 2 business households had the business registration licenses
and one household had no business license; (ii) 104 businesses are partially affected, mainly
front-of-house shops (49 households) and roadside vendors (38 households), houses with
shops (15 households), enterprises (2 enterprises). Out of these 104 business premises, 25
have business registration licenses and 79 remaining businesses had no business licenses.
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6. Affected area: Construction of package CW6 will affect 355,273 m? of land, of which
194,573 m? of land belongs to 712 households and 2 organizations (PC of Ban Bo and Ban
Giang commune), classified as residential, paddy, annual crops, perennial crops land, up land
and aquaculture land. In which, 10,491 m? of residential land of 125 households; 37,465 m? of
paddy land of 124 households; 79,270 m? of annual crops of 475 households; 57,276 m? of
perennial crop land of 106 households; 2,637 m? of upland of 9 households and 2 organizations
(PC of Ban Bo and Ban Giang commune); 7,435 m? of aquaculture land of 26 households. The
remaining land area is 160,700 m?2 which is public land including river and stream land, traffic
land, unused land, etc managed by PC of 4 communes (Phuc Khoa, Ban Bo, Na Tam, Ban
Giang communes).

7.  Affected houses: A total of 70 houses of 70 households are completely affected with an
area of 8,647 m2. In addition, 73 houses are partially affected with an area of 1,805 m2.

The most common types of losses are water pipes with a length
of 8,850 m; next is a paved yard with an area of 5,169 m?, fence with an area of 4,730 m? and
other types of losses.

9. Affected trees and crops: (i) A total of 34,637 trees of 575 households will be cut, of
which 280 households will lose 16,010 timber trees; 420 households with 15,696 fruit trees; 239
households with 2,931 bonsai; (ii) Impact on crops: 177 households will be affected with an
area of 39,464 m? of rice; Besides, 310 households will be affected by short-term vegetables
with an area of 4,640 m?; and also 151 households with 28,510 m? of other crops such as corn,
cassava, ...

10. Public facilities affected by the project include: (i) Tan Uyen district: Water supply
pipe: Affected 6,325 m long; Telecommunications cables: Viettel overhead cable: 109 columns,
8,205 m long, VNPT overhead cable: 126 columns, 5,928 m long, Underground VNPT cable:
9,168 m long; 35 kV and 0.4 kV power line; substation: relocating 1 substation, relocating 47
pole of 0.4 kV; 2,201 m long of power cable route will be affected; (ii) Than Uyen district: Low
voltage power lines: Power lines supplying domestic electricity to households and business
premises, including 750m of 35kV and 2,120m of 0.4kV; Domestic water supply lines with 9,254
m for households including water meters, pipes and accessories; Telecommunications cables
(Viettel): 2430m of fiber optic cable; Telecommunications cables (VNPT): 2430m of fiber optic
cable.

11. Socio-economic and characteristics of households. The population in the project
affected area is 16,654 people with an average household size of 4,6 people/household; while
86,8% or 14,460 people are the people are ethnic monitory people. The area with the largest
population is Ban Bo commune with 5,323 people. Among 782 households with 3,326
household members (1,686 men and 1,640 women), a total of 567 households are subject to
the Socio-Economic Survey (SES), of which 100% or 94 households are severely affected (total
of severely affected households are 94 households; however, 85 households are also ethnic
minorities) and 458 vulnerable households and 100 marginally affected households.

12. Information dissemination, consultation and participation. In addition to
consultation meetings during project preparation, 02 rounds of consultation have been
conducted for the AHs and local authorities, including: (i) 4 consultation meetings were held
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from November 3, 2020 to November 26, 2020 with 168 affected households to disseminate
information about the project, compensation and assistance policies for households as well as
answer questions of households. Out of 168 participants in four communes, 93 males
(accounting for 55.4%) and 75 females (accounting for 44.6%). Of which, 119 are ethnic
minorities (accounting for 70.8%); and (ii) 11 consultation meetings were held from February
18, 2022 to April 7, 2022 with 589 participants in four communes, including 377 males
(accounting for 64.0%) and 212 females (accounting for 36.0%). Out of 589 participants, 380
are ethnic minorities (accounting for 64.5%). In addition, there were 4 FGDs with 97 EM people
(including 32 men and 65 women). In addition, another stakeholder consultation was conducted
with local authorities who directly involved in the implementation of the RP and related activities
in Lai Chau province on 12/04/2022. The objective of this consultation is to collect comments
on the draft Entitlement Matrix prior to finalization; clearly explain the updated detailed project
design/concept and ADB requirements so that local authorities have a general understanding of
the procedures for land acquisition and involuntary resettlement and compensation and
entitlements applied to the Project to facilitate good implementation of the Resettlement Plan.

13. This updated RP will be disclosed to APs and communities as well as be publicly
disclosed on ADB website once approved both by the ADB and the GOV. An updated Public
Information Booklet (PIB) setting out key principles, forms of assistance, GRM (with contact
information) and an updated project schedule will also be publicly posted in each commune
following approval of the updated RP.

14. Resettlement Policy. The Resettlement Plan (RP) is prepared based on the provisions
of the policy and legal framework of the GOV and ADB (ADB SPS 2009 Safeguard
Requirements 2 and 3 and cross-cutting policy themes included in OM/F1/OP updated in
October 2013), likewise, this RP follows the approved Resettlement and Ethnic Minority
Development Framework (REMDF).

15. Compensation, Entitlement, Assistance and Benefit. Entittement and compensation
are determined according to the nature of the impacts. A range of entitlement is provided in the
project Entitlement Matrix

16. Grievance Redress Mechanism'. To facilitate resolution-building from affected persons’
concerns, complaints or general grievance related to the implementation of the NMPTCP (the
project), a grievance redress mechanism (GRM) built on existing government regulations is
established. This GRM was presented during the Stakeholder Training Workshop in August
2020 conducted in the province of Lai Chau to concerned local authorities and staff from
PMU2/MOT. The GRM was also presented during public consultations in all communes
covered by the project. The GRM will be readily accessible to ensure that grievances shall be
handled and resolved, if possible, at the lowest level as quickly as possible, failing which the
complaint will go through a structured process of hearings, with final recourse to the judicial
system, whose judgement will be final. The Mechanism will provide a framework within which
complaints about environmental, social, gender and safety issues can be handled, grievances
can be addressed, and disputes can be settled promptly. The GRM is in place prior to related
resettlement activities and commencement of civil works

! This GRM is different with the GRM indicated in the RP approved during PPTA in 2018, however, ADB has
accepted to use this GRM in all updated RPs and EMDPs for the project during implementation phase.
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17. Relocation and resettlement. Regarding the 70 relocated households, through
consultation with households' demands on resettlement by questionnaires in April 2022: (i)
Phuc Khoa commune: all 18 relocated households chose self-relocation; (ii) Ban Bo commune:
all 47 relocated households chose to receive the land plot in project resettlement sites; (iii) Na
Tam commune: 5 relocated households chose to receive the land plot in project resettlement
sites. So, out of a total of 70 displaced households, 52 households (47 households in Ban Bo
commune and 5 households in Na Tam commune) want to receive the land plots in
resettlement site; Therefore, the Ban Bo resettlement site will be built to arrange for these 52
households. The area of Ban Bo Resettlement site is 4.0 ha, the number of plots is expected to
be 56 plots, the average area of each plot is 300 m2. Ban Bo resettlement site is located in
Hung Phong village, Ban Bo commune; adjacent to the planned road of the project (National
Highway 32). Access to public services of Ban Bo Resettlement site is quite favorable. The cost
of infrastructure construction of Ban Bo Resettlement site is estimated at VND 22 billion and the
locality is carrying out procedures to select contractors to build basic services and utilities such
as internal roads, electricity, water systems, etc. Ban Bo resettlement site is expected to be
completed and handed over to households in the fourth quarter of 2022.

18. Under the regulations of the Project as well as of the People's Committee of Lai Chau
province,the unit cost of resettlement land will be equal to or lower than the compensation unit
cost for acquired residential land. In case, the cost of resettlement land is higher than the
compensation cost for acquired land, the relocated HHs will be assisted for different
corresponding to the acquired area.

19. Income Restoration Program. Based on DMS results, 24 out of a total of 782 affected
households are severely affected by loss of agricultural land, 70 households have to be
relocated, 3 households have to relocate their businesses?, 458 households are vulnerable.
However, many households entitled more than one criterion, so the total number of households
entitled for the IRP is 470 households®. Households were consulted about their desire to
participate in IRP by socio-economic survey questionnaire in April 2022 and most of the
households wish to be supported with plant and fertilizers to implement the tea growing model.
Total cost for the implementation of the IRP is VND 2,291,866,500. This cost includes the
management cost, consultancy cost and all income restoration activities.

20. Gender Equality and Social Inclusion. The design and implementation of the
resettlement plan is to pay adequate attention to gender concerns, including specific measures
addressing the needs of vulnerable women, gender-inclusive consultation, information
disclosure, and grievance redress mechanisms, to ensure that both men and women receive
adequate and appropriate compensation for their lost property and resettlement assistance, as well
as assistance to restore and improve their incomes and living standards

21. Institutional arrangement. The Ministry of Transport (MOT) is the Project Executing
Agency for the Project, through the Project Management Unit 2 (PMU2). The People’s
Committee will take the overall responsibility for the resettlement activities. Other key

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institutional stakeholders include DCARB led by the Vice President of the District People’s
Committees will include the Directors of Centre for Land Development Fund (vice-chair),
Financial and Planning Office, Natural Resources and Environment Office, Agricultural Office,
Economy and Infrastructure Office, Chairperson of the affected communes and PMU 2 staff, in
addition to representatives of the Fatherland Front, Farmers Associations, Committee for Ethnic
Minority Affairs, the Women’s Unions and representatives of affected households. Also, CLDF
of districts will coordinate with functional departments of the district (Department of Agriculture
and Rural Development, Agricultural Service Center, Center for Vocational Training -
Continuing Education ....) to design and implement the Income Restoration Program (IRP) with
the supports from PMUZ2 and the project consultant.

22. Implementation schedule. The updated Resettlement Plan will be implemented
immediately upon approval, expected to be in May 2022, and will be completed when the
package is completed and the objectives of the Updated Resettlement Plan are achieved.

23. Monitoring and Evaluation. The implementation of the RP will be monitored regularly to
help to ensure that it is implemented as planned and that mitigating measures designed to
address adversesocial impacts are adequate and effective. The monitoring will be done at two
levels, internal monitoring to be done by the PMU, and external monitoring to be undertaken by
an external monitoring consultant (EMC).

24. Resettlement budget. The estimated resettlement budget is VND 111,059,508,721
(equivalent to 4,802,989 USD) and is a counterpart part of the Government. PMU2/MOT will be
responsible for ensuring that the resettlement budget will be transferred sufficiently and in a
timely manner for resettlement implementation.
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A. INTRODUCTION
1.1 Project Introduction

25. The project. The Northern Mountain Provinces Transport Connectivity Project (NMPTCP),
that aims to enhance the access to the Greater Mekong Sub-region (GMS) corridors in the
north-western Region of Vietnam, will be implemented by the Government of Vietnam (GOV)
through a Loan from the Asian Development Bank (ADB). The Ministry of Transport (MOT) is the
Project owner with overall responsibility for implementation. MOT has assigned Project
Management Unit 2 (PMU2) as the Project Implementing Agency responsible for the Project
implementation at the national level.

26.  The Project will improve and upgrade two national highways and two provincial roads
with approximately 199 kilometers (km) in length, connecting several towns and districts in the
provincesof Lai Chau, Lao Cai, and Yen Bai and from the towns and districts to the Noi Bai-Lao
Cai Expressway.

27.  The Civil Works (CW) will be implemented over a 3-year period through 11 construction
packages spread along the project alignment as illustrated in Figures 1; 2; and 3 below. The

1.2 Summary of CW6 package

28. Out of the 11 Civil Works (CW) Packages, the project covering Lai Chau Province with a
total length of 82.459 km is subdivided into five construction packages namely: CW-4; CW-5;
CW-6; CW-7; and CW-8 as per Detailed Design Documentation (DDD) of which CW-8 was
adopted by ADB. This CW6 is considered a priority package, thus, this Updated RP specifically
covers package CW6.

29. According to Decision No. 238/QD-BQLDA2 dated September 28, 2021 of Project
Management Unit 2 approving the technical design of Package CW6, the Package CW6 with a
total length of 12.84 km passing through Phuc Khoa commune - Tan Uyen district and Ban Bo
commune, Na Tam commune and Ban Giang commune - Tam Duong district - Lai Chau
province.

30. Two new bridges are proposed for construction of package CW6: Nam Dich bridge at
Km 117+671.203 and Nam Mu bridge at Km119 + 882.387 in Tam Duong district, Lai Chau
province. Basically, these two bridges were designed according to the approved feasibility

1.3 Rationale of the project

31.  The project alignment is in difficult terrain crossing high mountains and large rivers
with lower class technical standards that do not meet the increasing transport demands and
do not provide all- year accessibility. Also, the existing road is prone to climate change effects
such as flash flooding and increasing temperature variations. Hence, the proposed project will
upgrade the design class, ensure standard is consistent over the entire length and integrate
climate resiliency features (reinforced slope protection, increased drainage capacity, etc) in
order to (i) provide reliable access to basic social services such as education, health care, job
training, and emergency disaster relief; (i) increase economic and employment opportunities
for the people of the north-western provinces, especially the poor ethnic minorities; (iii)
provide further opportunities of inter and intra provincial trade; (iv) save travel time and costs,
hence, reducing fuel consumption and carbon dioxide emissions and (v) ensure consistency
of standards over the entire road length, including road safety and climate resilience features

32. The alignment of Package CW6 across current NH32 can operate at a speed of
40km/h since most of the lied curves with a radius of R60m or more with the exception of a
few locations with tight consecutive curves below standard.

1.4 Mitigation measures

33. To avoid potential impacts on the local people, affected households were advised
(through consultations) not to cultivate new crops on the land to be permanently and
temporarily acquired. A public information booklet (PIB) that explains, among others, the policy
on cut-off date for eligibility, was distributed to the APs and communities. Other than the
aforementioned, the PMU will ensure that the payment of compensation and assistance and
relocation for AHs are completed and rehabilitation measures are in place prior to the issuance of
notice of commence. During the research, to mitigate impacts due to land acquisition and
resettlement, a construction plan was proposed to minimize the affected land area and assets
and the number of affected households. During site layout, local alignment adjudgments was
applied as a mitigation measure to avoid impacts on spiritual works (temples, graves...).
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1.5 Objectives of Update Resettlement Plan of Package CW6

34. The estimated resettlement impacts identified during the Project Preparatory Technical
Assistance (PPTA)/Feasibility Stage (FS) based on the Inventory of Losses (IOL) are updated
and validated after the approval of the Detailed Design laterally with the ROW clearance through
Detailed Measurement Survey (DMS). Therefore, the objective this RP updates the number of
eligible AHs;enumerates the actual assets that would be affected; presents a more accurate
number of APs; confirms the budget for implementation of the RP as per Replacement Cost
Survey (RCS); and clarifies the Grievance Redress Mechanism (GRM), the institutional
framework and mechanism for implementation and the monitoring and evaluation.

35. Project implementation will be contingent on the compliance with the following RP
related conditionality along with other safeguards conditions:
- Approval of this Updated RP by ADB

- Full disclosure of at least summary of this approved updated RP to the community
or the public

- Complete implementation of the RP including payment of all
compensation before landhandover

- Internal and external monitoring consultant is in place
- No Objection Letter from ADB for commencement of physical works

36. In the event that additional impacts will be accounted in the course of civil works due
to modification of design or technical engineering considerations, the same procedure to
determine compensation and entitlements as those of the other AHs shall be provided.

37. The uRP is prepared following detailed technical design (DED), Detailed Measurement
Survey (DMS), Replacement Cost Survey (RCS), and public consultation with AHs and
relevant parties
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B. SCOPE OF LAND ACQUISITION AND RESETTLEMENT
2.1 Survey process

38. The assessment of land acquisition and involuntary resettlement impacts for this
package was undertaken through series of activities starting from consultation meeting with
local authorities, public consultations with APs, focus group discussions with women headed
households and ethnic minorities/vulnerable group and gender assessment. Insights on
possible impacts of the project to APs and corresponding recommendations to avoid or
minimize these impacts were gathered and the conduct of subsequent activities to further
understand and assess those impacts were informed. The policy of the cut-off date and the
Grievance Redress Mechanism (GRM) were also disclosed during the consultations.

39. The limit of project ROW as per approved detailed design was demarcated to serve as
reference for survey team to tag the affected assets inside the demarcated area followed by
DMS which intends to assess the severity and magnitude of impacts.

40. Replacement Cost Survey (RCS) were conducted, as a result, replacement cost for
affected land and trees are based on current market value while non-land assets are based on
current prices of construction materials, labor cost and other associated cost needed to rebuild
the affected structures.

41, Socio-economic Survey (SES) was administered using survey questionnaire. The main
purpose of conducting the SES is to provide an overview of the socio-economic setting of the
project area; to determine the profile of APs including their socio-demographic characteristics,
tenure status, livelihood sources, economic status or living standards as well as establishing
baseline information of APs, vulnerability of APs, and project perception. Data gathered from
this survey will be used to determine eligibility for compensation, other forms of assistance, and
budget. Moreover, the APs profile would serve as baseline data to gauge and monitor changes
to the quality of life of APs after displacement.

42. Based on the approved detailed design, a detailed measurement survey (DMS) was
conducted by the Land Fund Development Center of Tan Uyen and Tam Duong districts in the
communes of package CW- 06 (January 2022 to early April 2022) to identify potential impacts
on households and organizations. In addition, the Socio-Economic Survey (SES) was also
conducted in April 2022 to collect socio-economic information of the affected people (including
demographic information income, livelihood, ethnicity, education level and preferences of
affected people) through questionnaires and interviews. The Socio-Economic Survey has been
performed for a total of 567 affected households. In which 100% or 94 households are severely
affected (total severely affected households are 94; however, 85 severely affected households
are also ethnic minorities) and 458 vulnerable households and 100 households are marginally
affected.

43. During the survey, secondary data were also collected from the People's Committee of
Lai Chau province, Tan Uyen district, Tam Duong district as well as communes in the project
area

2.2 Permanent impacts of package CW6

2.2.1 Affected households and organizations

44, According to the results of DMS, the land acquisition of this package and construction of
the resettlement site will affect a total of 782 AHs and 19 public organizations in Phuc Khoa
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commune of Tan Uyen district and Ban Bo, Na Tam, Ban Giang communes of Tam Duong
district. It should be noted that the households affected by land acquisition in Ban Giang
commune are also households with permanent residence in Ban Hon commune (all 34 HHs). In
which 389 households and 07 organizations in Tan Uyen district and 393 households and 12
organizations in Tam Duong district. Out of 782 AHs, 94 HHs are classified as severely affected
(70 HHs have to be relocated and 24 HHs lose from 10% of total productive land). In addition,
458 households belong to the vulnerable group (443 ethnic minority households, 27 female
headed households with dependents, 14 households having the disabled, 40 poor households,
2 households are orphan children and 9 households are the elderly alone, 2 policy beneficiary
households - in which 77 households belong to both vulnerable groups and ethnic minorities).
Please see the table 3 below for more details.

2.2.2 Impacts on land

45.  Construction of package CW6 will affect 355,273 m? of land, of which 194,573 m? of
land belongs to 712 households and 2 organizations (PC of Ban Bo and Ban Giang commune),
classified as residential, paddy, annual crops, perennial crops land, up land and aquaculture
land. In which, 10,491 m? of residential land of 125 households; 37,465 m2 of paddy land of 124
households; 79,270 m?2 of annual crops of 475 households; 57,276 m2 of perennial crop land of
106 households; 2,637 m? of upland of 9 households and 2 organizations (PC of Ban Bo and
Ban Giang commune); 7,435 m? of aquaculture land of 26 households. The remaining land area
is 160,700 m?2 which is public land including river and stream land, traffic land, unused land, etc.
managed by PC of 4 communes (Phuc Khoa, Ban Bo, Na Tam, Ban Giang communes). The
table 5 below describes in detail the types of land affected in the communes.

2.2.6 Impacts on shop/business

51. A total of 107 business premises are affected by package CW6, including: (i) 3
completely affected businesses and are houses cum shops; Of which, 2 business households
had the business registration licenses and one household had no business license; (i) 104
businesses are partially affected, mainly front-of-house shops (49 households) and roadside
vendors (38 households), houses with shops (15 households), enterprises (2 enterprises).

2.2.8 Impacts on Vulnerable households/Ethnic Minorities

53. Households are defined as poor using the Government-set national poverty line of
average monthly per capital income together with consideration of deprivation of access to
social services. A poor household in a rural area: Having a monthly per capita income of VND
1,500,000 or lower and deprived of at least 3 indicators measuring deprivation of access to
basic social services (total 12 criteria according to Decree 07/2021 stipulating multi-dimensional
poverty standard for the period 2022-2025, effective from 15/3/2021). A poor household in an
urban area: Having a monthly per capita income of VND VND 2,000,000 or lower and deprived
of at least 3 indicators measuring deprivation of access to basic social services.

54. The SES collected information on vulnerability of households that may experience
greater challenges in restoring their living standards than others or may need additional
assistance to improve their living standards. The number of vulnerable households recognized
in the socio-economic survey is 458 and 443 are ethnic minority households, of which 27 are
single female headed households with dependents, 14 are households with disabled, 40 poor
households, 2 households are orphan children and 9 households are the elderly alone, 2 policy

beneficiary households - in which 77 households belong to both vulnerable groups and ethnic
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minorities). In interviews with all vulnerable households, they expressed their belief that road
upgrading would benefit small businesses and/or their households. Summary of the results of
the socio-economic survey with vulnerable households is presented in the table below.

2.2.10 Temporary impacts

55. In the process of construction of package CW6, there will be other impacts including
dust emission; noise, vibration; generation of domestic wastewater, construction wastewater;
generation of solid waste; impacts on traffic; impacts due to Covid 19 pandemic. These
negative impacts directly affect to the workers as well as the local people living on the
construction road. These temporary impacts can be mitigated by application of the following
measures: (i) Comply with the mitigation measures in the Environmental Management Plan; (ii)
Arrange workers for traffic divergence; (ii) Reasonable arrangement of construction time; (iii)
successive construction method (section by section, complete one section before starting the
other); (iv) Collect and classify construction solid waste at the end of the working session; and
(v) water the construction site or on the transportation route in densely populated locations in
hot and dry conditions; (vi) In addition, during construction, potential impacts or damage may
affect to the assets of the AHs (houses, buildings, other assets). However, during the public
consultation, the AHs discussed and agreed that during the construction period, if such impacts
or damage occurs to their property, the project will carry out the payment compensation and
supports to AHs according to the policy framework of the whole project and current regulations.
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56. In addition, temporary use of land for regrouping materials, machines, and equipment:
as designed, the contractors can use vacant/unused public land for regrouping materials,
machines, and equipment during the construction period. However, in cases they need
additional land/ land lots from households for temporary use, the civil works contract will include
the following provisions, (i) the contractor has to pay rental charge for any land required for
construction work based on negotiation with and concurrence of AHs; (ii) to the extent possible,
only unused land will be used as construction work space; and (iii) temporarily used land will be
restored or returned to its pre-project condition.
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C. SOCIO-ECONOMIC INFORMATION
3.1. Socio-economic information of project area

57. Lai Chau is a border province, bordered to the north by Yunnan province of China, to the
west and southwest by Dien Bien province, to the east by Lao Cai province, to the southeast by
Yen Bai province, and to the south by Son province. La. This is the 10th largest province out of
63 provinces and cities in Vietham. The administrative center of the province is Lai Chau City,
397 km from Hanoi capital.

58. Located in the northwest of Vietnam, it has geographical coordinates from 21°41' to
22°49' North latitude and 102°19' to 103°59' East longitude.

¢ North of Lai Chau borders Yunnan province, China
e The East borders the provinces of Lao Cai, Yen Bai, Son La
e The west and south borders Dien Bien province.

59. Lai Chau has a natural area of 906,512.30 ha and a population of 313,511 people,
including the following districts: Muong Te, Phong Tho, Sin Ho, Tam Duong, Nam Nhun, Than
Uyen, Tan Uyen and Lai Chau city.

60. Lai Chau is one of the difficult provinces. However, Lai Chau's economy has developed
and achieved important results, with high economic growth rate, positive changes in economic
structure, well-developed socio-economic infrastructure.

61. Gross domestic product (GRDP) in the province in 2021 was estimated at VND12,802
billion (according to comparative prices in 2010), the growth rate is estimated at 3.41%, this is a
low increase in the last 5 years. In the general growth rate of the whole economy, the
agriculture, forestry and fishery sector increased by 4.23%, contributing 0.62 percentage points;
the industry and construction sector increased by 2.74%, contributing 1.16 percentage points;
service sector increased by 3.49%, contributed 1.3 percentage points; product tax increased by
5.69%, contributing 0.33 percentage points to the overall growth. The gross domestic product
per capita in the area was estimated at VND 47.33 million, an increase of VND 0.19 million
compared to the previous year. The economic growth in 2021 was by 3.41%, mainly from the
agricultural, forestry and fishery production, increasing by 4.23%; construction industry
increased 10.19%; real estate business increased by 4.07%; the financial, banking and
insurance sectors increased by 6.5%; besides that, a number of industries accounted for a
small proportion but had a high growth rate such as: the mining industry increased by 14.53%;
the manufacturing and processing industry increased by 10.34%; administrative activities and
supporting services increased by 6.5%, wholesale and retail, automobile, motorbike and
motorbike repair increased by 5.91%, healthcare and social assistance increased by 5.91%.
6.8%. The electricity production and distribution industry are still the main product contributing
greatly to the province's total product (accounting for 31.42% of the total product), but due to
the regulation of the Northern Power Corporation and the rainfall reduced, power output was
low, leading to a growth rate of 0.11% over the previous year. Regarding the economic
structure in 2021, the agriculture, forestry and fishery sector accounts for 14.42% of GRDP;
industry and construction accounted for 41.53%; service sector accounted for 38.16%; Product
tax minus product subsidies accounts for 5.89% (corresponding structure in 2020 was: 14.47%;
42.41%; 37.36%; 5.76%).
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62.  Agriculture - Forestry - Fisheries: To build concentrated commodity production areas,
reaching VND 30 - 50 million/ha/year in the fields of Muong So, Binh Lu, and Muong Than.
Maintaining and renovating, intensive farming and developing tea and cardamom are two
strong commodity export crops of the province. Forestry socialization, fundamentally shifting
from traditional forestry to developing community-based social forestry, developing economic
forests to serve the processing industry. To organize production in the countryside in the
direction of developing the farm economy, taking the household economy as an autonomous
unit, and agricultural and forestry enterprises and cooperatives as two-way service units for
household economic development.

63. Industry: For Lai Chau, this can be considered a spearhead economic sector, combined
with agricultural and forestry production. The province has approved the detailed planning of
locations where hydropower can be built, especially the Lai Chau hydropower project. The
processing industry of agricultural and forestry products also needs to be given due attention.
Mining industry and building material production avoid following trivial methods for easy
management and efficient exploitation. Small handicrafts with local traditional trades such as
bamboo and rattan, brocade weaving, cuisine...

3.2. Population of the project area

64. The population of the project area under package CW6 is 16,654 people with an
average household size of 4.6 people/household; Ban Bo commune is the largest population
commune with 5,323 people, the average household size is 4.4 people/household. Ban Hon
commune is the commune with the smallest population with 2,862 people, the average
household size is 4.9 people/household. See more details in the table below:

3.3. Socio-economic information of affected households

66. A socio-Economic Survey (SES) was also conducted in April 2022 to collect socio-
economic information of the affected people (including demographic information, income,
livelihood, ethnicity, education level and preferences) through questionnaires and interviews. A
total of 567 affected households were surveyed. In which, 100% or 94 households are severely
affected (total severely affected households are 94; however, 85 severely affected households
are also ethnic minorities) and 458 vulnerable households and 100 marginally affected
households. During the survey, secondary data was also collected from Tan Uyen and Tam
Duong districts, Lai Chau province as well as project communes.

67. Out of 567 people participating in the socio-economic survey representative for 1,320
men and 1,284 women (2,604 household members in total). Even within age groups, the
proportion of female is also lower than male and it is summarized in the table below.

3.4.5 Project perception

75. All the HHs were asked of their perception of the project. Survey result shows that they
understand the purpose of the project and the benefits that it will eventually bring to the
community. The perceived project benefits identified by the respondents include improved
comfort and convenience to passengers, improved access to workplace, markets and schools,
and opportunities for work and business among others.

76. In terms of issues and concerns, the primary concern among households is their
productive land to be acquired and their houses to be demolished and relocated. They are also
concerned that their business will be disrupted resulting in income loss.

77. To lessen the impact of the perceived issues and concerns, households recommended to
redesign the project to avoid or minimize land acquisition and resettlement, just compensation
for assets to be acquired, provide financial assistance to displaced households and provision of
relocation.

3.4.6 Gender equality and social inclusion

78. In the project areas, both men and women are actively engaged in the workforce. The
most common livelihood activities were farming with general labor also a common income
source.

79. Women in the project areas are very busy, carrying a large part of family work and care
duties within the home as well as earning a living. Some responsibilities fall to a greater extent
on women alone, such as cooking and taking care of children and the elderly in the family. In
other activities, both husbands and wives mostly share such as farming, forestry work and
conducting retail or service businesses as noted in tables above related in occupations.

80. Most of household decision-making was reported by surveyed households to be shared
between husbands and wives. However, where one or the other is the main decision maker, it
tended to be the husband. Land registration in the name of both spouses is not uniform.

81. Adult women in the surveyed households have been afforded much less opportunity for
formal education than men. Women in surveyed households have significantly lower education
attainment than men and are overrepresented in the proportion of illiterate adults.

82. The design and implementation of the resettlement plan is to pay adequate attention to
gender concerns, including specific measures addressing the needs of vulnerable women,
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gender-inclusive consultation, information disclosure, and grievance redress mechanisms, to
ensure that both men and women receive adequate and appropriate compensation for their lost
property and resettlement assistance, as well as assistance to restore and improve their
incomes and living standards.

83. Participation and involvement of the Women’s Union at all levels is encouraged especially
for supervision and monitoring of the resettlement process and its implementation, and to help
inform communities and women’s groups as to subproject potential impacts. Women are to
have full and equitable access to the subproject's resources and benefits including income
restoration program and skills training. Adequate resources including a financial and social
safeguard specialist must be allocated to support the resettlement process and its
implementation. Women must be present during consultations made when conducting the
detailed measurement survey and visit to resettlement site. This is to ensure that all information
and views can be collected and that they include the women’s perspectives. Names of both
husband and wife must be on the land use rights certificates. Women must be present when
compensation payments are made to ensure that any decisions regarding use of compensation
monies will be open to decisions made by husband and wife. Sex- disaggregated data are
collected in the socio-economic survey and must be collected in the inventory of loss.

84. Women, including ethnic minority women face gendered prejudices, minority status, and
isolation in mountainous locations and often face heightened cultural barriers restricting their
participation in decision-making. Women in the project area face situation of low income from
agricultural production and lacking jobs to do at the leisure times in between two rice crop
seasons. Therefore, many of them leave home to work in other provinces or big cities to
contribute to family incomes. Inequitable treatment of women, especially women in the remote,
mountain communes still happen in the society and in the families. Accordingly, ensuring that
women of severely affected and vulnerable households have full access to the income
restoration activities is of critical importance.

85. Development projects can impact differently on men and women. The impacts on women
are often overlooked when mitigation measures focus solely on the nominal heads of
households alone to the exclusion of other household members. Several key areas of risks
related to women are highlighted as particular need for focused attention.

86. Land acquisition for the project will affect numerous households and create severe
impacts in the form of relocation and loss of productive resources. Women often earn their
livelihoods in the informal sector - the impacts on which can often be overlooked. The project is
expected to have significant negative impacts on the livelihoods of women as well as men and
also on livelihoods which are not formally registered. The compensation process associated
with land acquisition has the potential to alienate women from household assets if
compensation is not made to both spouses heading households. For example, as noted above,
most land registrations are in the names of male heads of families only. Female headed
households face additional challenges associated with resettlement - especially where they are
reliant on extended family and social networks for care and socialization of children. The
resettlement plans will include gender specific measures to ensure that women are not
marginalized through the process. Such measures will include paying compensation to both
spouses heading households, issuing any new land certificates to both spouses, separate
consultations with women on livelihood restoration and relocation given that women often have
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differing needs that need to be incorporated, as well as issuing invitation letters for public
consultations to both spouses during updating of the resettlement plans.

The following gender sensitive measures are included in the design and implementation
of the Updated RP:

87.

Consultation and participation strategies and activities will ensure the meaningful
participation of women. Both spouses of households are to be invited to attend public
consultation meetings. Where specific views of women need to be considered carefully,
such as resettlement arrangements and design of, as well as needs assessment for the
detailed IRP, separate consultations will be held with women.

Composition of the District Compensation, Assistance and Resettlement Board
(DCARB) will include representatives of the Women's Union.

Both spouses are to be advised on the compensation and assistance amounts to be
paid and timing of payment. Both will be invited to attend the compensation payment.

New land titles or registration of new assets will be in the names of both spouses jointly
residing in the same household, unless they specifically request registration in the name
of one spouse only, in accordance with the Land Law and the Law on Marriage and
Family.

Special attention will be paid to the needs of vulnerable female-headed households in
relocation and income restoration.

Sex-disaggregated data are incorporated in consultation records, participation in income
restoration as well as monitoring and evaluation.

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D. INFORMATION DISCLOSURE, CONSULTATION AND PARTICIPATION
4.1 Objectives of consultation and participation

89. Meaningful consultation is an integral element of the preparation and implementation for
this project RP. Meaningful consultation is a process that (i) begins early in the project
preparation stage and is carried out on an ongoing basis throughout the project cycle; (ii)
provides timely disclosure of relevant and adequate information that is understandable and
readily accessible to affected people; (iii) is undertaken in an atmosphere free of intimidation or
coercion; (iv) is gender inclusive and responsive, and tailored to the needs of disadvantaged
and vulnerable groups; and (v) enables the incorporation of all relevant views of affected people
and other stakeholders into decision making, such as project design, mitigation measures, the
sharing of development benefits and opportunities, and implementation issues. Consultation is
a continuous process that is undertaken before, during and after the implementation of the RP.

90. This process enables communities and APs to be fully informed about the decisions that
will affect their way of life and living standards. Importantly, it also provides opportunities for
them to participate in the decision making on matters that will directly affect them. This is not
only consistent with principles of transparency and fairness but ensures better outcomes in the
design and implementation of mitigation measures.

4.2 Consultation and participation conducted
4.2.1 Information dissemination and public participation during preparation phase

91. During the preparation of the RP in 2018, 12 consultations were held in all the affected
communes in Lai Chau province from 29 January 2018 to 8 February 2018. The consultations
were facilitated by social and environmental safeguard consultants. Attendance included
potentially affected households, representatives of local authorities and mass organizations.
The information presented included general information about the project design and
anticipated land requirements, types of land acquisition and resettlement impacts as well as
approach to mitigation and policy principles. A total of 490 people participated consisting of 301
men and 189 women (39% of total). Please see more details in the below table and Appendices
of the approved RP in 2018 for Lai Chau province.

92. Issues raised by attendees included resettlement related matters, such as the need for
adequate compensation, livelihood restoration, and transparency in resettlement planning.
There were also some environment and design related comments.

4.2.2 Information dissemination and public consultation during the RP updating

93. At the beginning of land acquisition process, based on the list of affected households
that have been identified by LFDC to prepare the map of land acquisition for issuing the notice
of land acquisition for the package CWO06. A total of 4 consultation meetings were held from
November 3, 2020 to November 26, 2020 with affected households to disseminate information
about the project, compensation and assistance policies for households as well as answer
questions of households. A total of 168 participants in four communes, including 93 males
(accounting for 55.4%) and 75 females (accounting for 44.6%). Out of 168 participants, 119 are
ethnic minorities (accounting for 70.8%). Please see below table for more information of these
consultation (The Minutes of meetings are attached in Annex 1).

94. Once the notice of land acquisition issued by local authorities, a total of 11 consultation
meetings were held from February 18, 2022 to April 7, 2022 with affected households to
disseminate information about the project including (i) announcement of the notice of land
acquisition, (ii) Plan for DMS implementation and (iii) policies of compensation and assistance
for households as well as responses to questions of households relating to project,
compensation and resettlement. A total of 589 participants in four communes, including 377
males (accounting for 64.0%) and 212 females (accounting for 36.0%). Out of 589 participants,
380 are ethnic minorities (accounting for 64.5%). The table below lists the meetings held in the
project area of Package CW6.

95. The main issues and concerns of the people raised in the information dissemination and
public consultation meetings include: (i) Adequate compensation and allowances; (ii)
Households concerned that the house was located close to the project ROW; access from the
house to the road may be difficult due to the higher elevation of the roadway than that of the
house; (iii) The households requested to acquire the remaining land of the same parcel; (iv)
Households are concerned that the construction process may affect their land/assets outside
the project ROW. The District People's Committees and related departments also clearly
explained to households about compensation and allowances policies, clearly stating: (i) The
compensation unit cost applied for the project will be the replacement cost surveyed by an
independent appraisal unit and submitted to the Provincial/District People's Committee for
approval; (ii) Provincial People's Committee has a policy to support in case the elevation of the
road is higher than that of houses (according to Clause 8, Article 21 of the Decision No.
16/2020/QD-UBND dated May 4, 2020 of the Provincial People's Committee of Lai Chau); (iii)
Acquisition of the remaining land parcel: It will be considered for acquisition in accordance with
the provisions of Clause 5, Article 21 of Decision No. 16/2020/QD-UBND dated May 4, 2020 of
the People's Committee of Lai Chau province; (iv) The impacts caused by contractor outside
the project ROW will be monitored and supervised by the Construction Supervision Consultant
of the Project, if there is an impact, the contractor must be responsible for compensation,
support fully for households.

97. In addition, another consultation was conducted with local authorities who were directly
involved in RP implementation and related activities in Lai Chau province on 12 April 2022. The
objective of this engagement is to collect comments for the draft Entitlement Matrix prior to
finalization; clearly explain the updated detailed project design/concept and ADB requirements
so that local authorities have a general understanding of the procedures for land acquisition
and involuntary resettlement and compensation and entitlement applied to the Project to
facilitate good implementation of the Resettlement Plan. Accordingly, based on the draft
Entitlement Matrix prepared by the Consultant, on April 12, 2022, PMU2 issued Document No.
788/BQLDA2-PID5 to the People's Committees of Tan Uyen and Than Uyen, Tam Duong
districts - Lai Chau province for comments on this Entitlement Matrix. These comments have
also been incorporated in the Entitlement Matrix of the updated RP of Package CW6 (Annex
4).

98. The Updated RP will be disclosed to APs and communities as well as be publicly
disclosed on ADB website once approved both by the ADB and the GOV. An updated Public
Information Booklet (PIB) setting out key principles, forms of assistance, GRM (with contact
information) and an updated project schedule will also be publicly posted in each commune
following approval of the updated RP.

99. The PIB will be translated in two or multiple languages - Kinh languages and ethnic
minority languages to enable the all AHs/APs including EM AHs/APs and local communities of
the associated impacts of the project, their benefits and compensation accorded to AHs.

Information disclosure during implementation
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E. GRIEVANCE REDRESS MECHANISM

100. A Grievance Redress Mechanism® will be established for the project to address
grievances and requests. The principles and procedures of the grievance redress mechanism
are based on The Law on Grievances 02/2011 dated 13/11/2011; Circular 07/2014 on
Procedures for Addressing Grievances, Denunciations, Requests; and the Land Law 2013.

5.1 Key principles and procedures for grievances or requests directly related to
land acquisition and resettlement

101. Grievances or requests that are directly related to land acquisition and resettlement, such
as land acquisition decisions, compensation, assistance, resettlement or other similar matters
are to be addressed and processed in accordance with the measure described above and
directed to the following specific agencies:

a. If an affected person has any query, request or grievance they can seek advice
from legal cadre at the respective Commune or District People’s Committee
office. If after guidance and explanation the affected person wishes to submit
formal request or grievance, they must do so within 90 days of the relevant
decision or becoming aware of the issue of concern.

b. Requests or grievances will be submitted in the first instance to the complaints
receiving office of the relevant District People’s Committee (DPC). Officer of the
DPC where received complaint will refer the request or grievance to the District
Compensation, Assistance and Resettlement Board (DCARB) for consideration
and recommendation if the matter is related to eligibility, DMS, land
categorization, payment of compensation and assistance or resettlement
entittement. The DCARB composition will include representatives of relevant
local agencies including Committee for Ethnic Minority Affairs (CEMA) and
Women’s Union as well as representatives of affected households. The DCARB
will request the participation of the relevant Commune People’s Committee Chair
or Vice Chair. The DPC will refer any matters requiring a decision from the
provincial level to the Department of Natural Resources and Environment
(DONRE). The DPC will issue the decision addressing the request or grievance.
If the matter is related to compensation rates, the request or grievance will be
referred by the complaint receiving officer to the district office of environment and
natural resources for review.

c. If the person submitting the request or grievance is not satisfied with the decision
of the DPC and wish to pursue their request further, they may submit their
grievance or request directly to either Provincial DONRE.

d. If a person submitting a grievance is still not satisfied with the decision issued,
they may submit their grievance to the court having jurisdiction over
administrative matters.

5.2 Regulations on complaint letter

102. Complaint letter must be written in Vietnamese or local language and clearly state the
date of writing, full name, address, signature or fingerprint of complainant. The written

° This GRM is different with the GRM indicated in the RP approved during PPTA in 2018, however, ADB
has accepted to use this GRM in all updated RPs and EMDPs for the project during implementation
stages.
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complaint must clearly state the name and address of complained agency, organization, unit or
individual, content and reason for complaint and request of the complainant. The complaints
are also accepted by verbally for AHs including EM people who are not able to read or write
Vietnamese language.

103. The features of culture and customs of EM people should be considered in addressing
the complaints involving to ethnic minorities, and ensure that the procedures of redressal
process are appropriately conducted for culture and customs of ethnic minorities.

104. If the complaint relates to land acquisition, compensation, assistance and resettlement,
the complainant must be the person whose name is in the decision of land acquisition,
compensation and resettlement. If the complainant represents a group of people who exercise
the right to complain to file the complaint, there must be a written authorization from the
authorizers (enclosed with their original signature) as prescribed by laws.

5.3 Order and procedures for settling first-time complaints
105. Stage 1. Receiving complaints

- Complainant shall send their complaint letter and relevant documents (if any)
to most relevant receiving unit (Residents Receiving Unit of the relevant
District People's Committee).

- If the complaint does not fall under the settling competence of the receiving
unit, the receiving unit shall have to forward the complaint to a competent
agency for settlement and notify the complainant in writing of the forwarding.

- Receiving agency shall inform the unit that has forwarded such complaint in
writing and the complainant of receipt of complaint and expected date of
review and response.

106. Stage 2. Acceptance of complaints for settlement

- Within 10 days after receiving a complaint under its competence, PMU 2,
District People's Committees or Residents Receiving Unit of District notify the
acceptance in writing to the complainant. In case of refusal to accept the
complaint, responsible agency must clearly state the reason thereof.

107. Stage 3. Verification of complaint contents

- In cases where the contents of a complaint must be verified, the verification
shall comply with the provisions of Article 29 of the Law on Complaints and
Section 2, Chapter Il of Circular No.07/2013/TT-TTCP of 31 October 2013 of
the Government Inspectorate providing the process of settlement of
administrative complaints. The time limit for verification of complaint contents
is 30 days.

108. Stage 4. Issuance of first-time complaint settlement decision

- The relevant District People's Committee must issue the first-time complaint
settlement decision within 03 working days counting from the date sending the
acknowledgement to the complainant (if verification of complaint contents is
not required) or from the date of completion of verification of complainant
content (if verification of complainant content is required) and send the first-
time complaint settlement decision to the complainant and the complained
subject.
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- If the complainant disagrees with the decision of the District People's
Committee, he/she may lodge a second-time complaint to the Provincial
People’s Committee or an administrative lawsuit at court in accordance with
laws.

5.4  Order and procedures for settling second-time complaints
109. Stage 1. Receiving complaints

- The second-time complaint shall fall under the competence of the Chairman of
the Provincial People's Committee under Article 20.21 of the Law on
Complaints, the complainant must send a second-time complaint enclosed
with the first-time complaint settlement decision and relevant documents to the
Provincial People's Committee (through Residents Receiving Unit of the
Provincial People's Committee).

110. Stage 2. Acceptance of complaints for settlement

- Within 10 days after receiving a complaint, the Residents Receiving Unit of the
Provincial People's Committee must accept such complaint for settlement and
notify the acceptance in writing to the complainant. In case of refusal to accept
the complaint, the Residents Receiving Unit of the Provincial People's
Committee must clearly state the reason thereof.

111.  Stage 3. Verification of complaint contents

- In the process of settling a second-time complaint, competent agency shall
verify the contents of complaint based on the nature of the complaint. The
verification shall comply with the provisions of ltems 2, 3, 4 of Article 29 of the
Law on Complaints and Section 2, Chapter Il of Circular No. 07/2013/TT-TTCP
of 31 October 2013 of the Government Inspectorate providing the process of
settlement of administrative complaints. The time limit for verification of
complaint contents is 30 days.

112.  Stage 4. Issuance of second-time complaint settlement decision

- The Chairman of the Provincial People's Committee must issue the second-
time complaint settlement decision within 07 working days counting from the
date sending the acknowledgement to the complainant (if verification of
complaint contents is not required) or from the date of completion of
verification of complainant content (if verification of complainant content is
required) and send the second-time complaint settlement decision to the
complainant, the complained subject, the first-time complaint settler and the
agency that has forwarded the complaint.

- If the complainant disagrees with the decision of the Provincial People's
Committee, he/she may lodge an administrative lawsuit at court in accordance
with law.

113. APs may lodge a written complaint directly to the Department of Southeast Asia through
the Resident Representative Office of Asian Development Bank (ADB) in Vietnam. If AP remain
disagrees with the response of Southeast Asia Department, and only as a last option, APs can
access ADB's Accountability Mechanism via https://www.adb.org/site/accountability-
mechanism/main.
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F. LEGAL AND POLICY FRAMEWORK

114. The Resettlement Plan (RP) is prepared based on the provisions of the policy and legal
framework of the GOV and ADB (ADB SPS 2009 Safeguard Requirements 2 and 3 and cross-
cutting policy themes included in OM/F1/OP updated in October 2013). The RP follows the
approved Resettlement and Ethnic Minority Development Framework (REMDF) which concerns
all subprojects under this investment program and requires compliance with the following
safeguard objectives:

- Land Acquisition and Resettlement: (i) to avoid involuntary resettlement wherever
possible; (ii) to minimize involuntary resettlement by exploring project and design
alternatives; (iii) to enhance, or at least restore, the livelihoods of all displaced persons
in real terms relative to pre-project levels; and (iv) to improve the standards of living of
the displaced poor and other vulnerable groups.

- Ethnic Minority Peoples: (i) to design and implement projects in a way that fosters full
respect for ethnic minority peoples’ identity, dignity, human rights, livelihood systems,
and cultural uniqueness as defined by the ethnic minority peoples themselves, and (ii)
so that ethnic minority peoples receive culturally appropriate social and economic
benefits and do not suffer adverse impacts as a result of projects, and can participate
actively in projects that affect them.

6.1 Relevant Laws and Regulations of Vietham

115. According to the Constitution 2013, land in Vietnam belongs to the population as a whole
and is administered by the state on the public’s behalf. Citizens and organizations rely upon
land-use rights, but do not own land. The law allows the state to acquire land used by citizens
for a wide range of purposes, including national defense and security, national interest, public
interest, and economic development.

116. Ownership rights in Vietham are mainly land use rights, which means that they have the
right to use but cannot own the land. The right to use includes the right to a land use right
certificate (LURC) granted by the State, the user has the right to sell, lease, exchange,
mortgage and leave the right to use and have the right to expel others out of the land for which
they have the LURC. The State may grant land use rights and users may obtain legal use rights
through rent, inheritance or grant from family members and purchase. LURCs are necessary for
the recognition of the rights of users and to guarantee their right to use the land, for real estate
transactions, access to credit and for legal protection of land use rights.

117. Some types of legal title may have land use rights. The State may grant user rights
through allocation or lease and some rights require users to pay fees or rent. Under the law, the
type of "land user" includes: (1) domestic organizations (political organizations and people's
armed forces units), which the State allocates, leases land or recognizes land use rights; (2)
economic organizations are permitted to transfer land use rights; (3) communities granted with
land or with land use rights recognized by the State; (4) domestic households and individuals
are allocated or leased land by the State, with recognized land use rights and entitlement to
transfer such rights; (5) religious organizations are granted and recognized land use rights by
the State; (6) foreign diplomatic missions have land leased by the State; (7) some Viethamese
residing overseas are allocated or leased land; (8) Foreign organizations and individuals
investing in Vietnam may have land leased by the State.
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118. In addition, the government also promulgated several laws, decrees and regulations to
create a legal framework for land acquisition, assistance, compensation and resettlement. The
main documents include:

6.3 Laws and regulations of the government that pertain to Ethnic Minority

i.  The Constitution of the Socialist Republic of Vietham adopted on 28 November 2013
recognizes the equality of all ethnic groups under one nation, the right to maintain their
unique culture and language as well as the obligation of the State to promote equitable
development of the living conditions of ethnic minorities. The Constitution defines
indigenous people based on the following criteria: (i) a language other than the national
language; (i) has long lived on that land, or has a relationship with that land; and a long-
standing social organization; (iii) self-sufficient production system; and (iv) distinct
cultural identities and identified as a distinct cultural group recognized by neighboring
ethnic groups.

i. The Land Law of 2013 (N0.45/2013/QH13) enacted on 10/12/2013 recognizes the right
of communities residing together, sharing the same customs and practices or same
family line to have land use rights recognized by the State. It also states that such
communities have rights to use land compensated for acquired land and non- land
assets. The same law states that ethnic minority communities can be allocated or have
long term and stable use of agricultural land recognized in order to preserve national
identities associated with the traditions and customs of the people. (In the project
affected areas, ethnic minority households tend to have individual rather than collective
land use rights).

ii. The Government of Viet Nam has issued various policies on ethnic minority
development issues, which can be divided into three groups of basic policy solutions,
namely, (i) relating to facilitating agricultural settlement for ethnic minority people (ii)
relating to facilitating the overall socio-economic development of the ethnic minority
people in the uplands; and, (iii) relating to land allocation and land use in upland areas
formerly inhabited by ethnic minorities.

6.4 ADB safeguard policy and requirements

119. The ADB Safeguard Policy Statement (2009) consolidates three existing safeguard
policies: involuntary resettlement (IR), indigenous peoples (IP), and environment. The
objectives of the IR policy are to: (i) where possible, avoid involuntary resettlement; (ii) explore
design alternatives to avoid or reduce impacts; (iii) restore livelihoods and (iv) improve living
standards of poor and vulnerable households. The IP policy objectives are to: (i) design and
implement projects that foster full respect for IP's identity, dignity, human rights, livelihood
systems and cultural unigueness as defined by IPs themselves; and (ii) ensure that IPs receive
culturally appropriate social and economic benefits, do not suffer adverse impacts as a result of
projects, and can participate actively in projects that affect them.

120. The ADB Policy on Gender and Development (1998) adopts gender mainstreaming as a
key strategy for promoting gender equity, and for ensuring that women participate in and that
their needs are explicitly addressed in the decision- making process for development activities.
The new safeguard policy and requirements also reiterates the importance of including gender
issues in the preparation of safeguards documents at all stages to ensure that gender concerns
are incorporated, including gender-specific consultation and information disclosure. This
includes special attention to guarantee women’s assets, property, and land-use rights and
restoration/improvement of their living standards; and to ensure that women will receive project
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benefits. Other policies of the ADB that have bearing on resettlement planning and
implementation are the (i) Public Communications Policy (March 2005), and (ii) Accountability
Mechanism (2003).

121. Involuntary Resettlement covers physical displacement (relocation, loss of residential
land, or loss of shelter) and economic displacement (loss of land, assets, access to assets,
income sources, or means of livelihoods) as a result of (i) involuntary acquisition of land, or (ii)
involuntary restrictions on land use or on access to legally designated parks and protected
areas - regardless of whether such losses and involuntary restrictions are full or partial,
permanent or temporary. Moreover, the Policy also applies to involuntary resettlement actions
conducted by the borrower/client in anticipation of ADB support.

122.  Subprojects financed by ADB that are financed by the Government or other sources, are
expected to observe the following policy principles:

i.  Screening early to identify involuntary resettlement impacts and risks and determine the
scope of resettlement planning through a survey and/or census of displaced persons,
including a gender analysis, specifically related to resettlement impacts and risks.

ii.  Carrying out meaningful consultations with displaced persons, host communities, and
concerned non-government organizations. Inform all displaced persons of their
entitlements and resettlement options and ensure their participation in various stages of
the subproject especially vulnerable and poor groups. Establish a grievance redress
mechanism to receive and facilitate resolution of the displaced persons’ concerns.
Support the social and cultural institutions of displaced persons and their host
population.

ii.  Improving, or at least restore, the livelihoods of all displaced persons through (i) land-
based resettlement strategies when affected livelihoods are land based where possible
or cash compensation, assistance at replacement value for land when the loss of land
does not undermine livelihoods, (ii) prompt replacement of assets with access to assets
of equal or higher value, (iii) prompt compensation, assistance at full replacement cost
for assets that cannot be restored, and (iv) additional revenues and services through
benefit sharing schemes where possible.

iv.  Providing physically and economically displaced persons with needed assistance,
including the following: (i) if there is relocation, secured tenure to relocation land, better
housing at resettlement sites with comparable access to employment and production
opportunities, integration of resettled persons economically and socially into their host
communities, and extension of subproject benefits to host communities; (ii) transitional
support and development assistance, such as land development, credit facilities,
training, or employment opportunities; and (iii) civic infrastructure and community
services, as required.

v. Improving the standards of living of the displaced poor and other vulnerable groups,
including women head of households, to at least national minimum standards. In rural
areas provide them with legal and affordable access to land and resources, and in
urban areas provide them with appropriate income sources and legal and affordable
access to adequate housing.

In case of Indigenous people/Ethnic Minority population, undertaking meaningful
consultations with affected EM Peoples communities and concerned EM Peoples
organizations to solicit their participation (i) in designing, implementing, and monitoring
measures to avoid adverse impacts or, when avoidance is not possible, to minimize,
mitigate, or compensate for such effects; and (ii) in tailoring project benefits for affected
EM Peoples communities in a culturally appropriate manner. To enhance EM Peoples’
active participation, projects affecting them will provide for culturally appropriate and
gender inclusive capacity development. Establish a culturally appropriate and gender
inclusive grievance mechanism to receive and facilitate resolution of the EM Peoples’
concern.

Ascertaining the consent of affected EM Peoples communities to the following project
activities: (i) commercial development of the cultural resources and knowledge of EM
Peoples; (i) physical displacement from traditional or customary lands; and (iii)
commercial development of natural resources within customary lands under use that
would impact the livelihoods or the cultural, ceremonial, or spiritual uses that define the
identity and community of EM Peoples. For the purposes of policy application, the
consent of affected EM Peoples communities refers to a collective expression by the
affected indigenous Peoples communities, through individuals and/or their recognized
representatives, of broad community support for such project activities. Broad
community support may exist even if some individuals or groups object to the project
activities.
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xv.  Continuing consultation with the affected EM Peoples communities during project
implementation; specifies measures to ensure that EM Peoples receive culturally
appropriate benefits; identifies measures to avoid, minimize, mitigate, or compensate for
any adverse project impacts; and includes culturally appropriate grievance procedures,
monitoring and evaluation arrangements, and a budget and time-bound actions for
implementing the planned measures.

123. Calculation of full replacement cost will be based on the following elements: (i) current
market value at the time of compensation; (ii) transaction costs; (iii) interests, (iv) transitional
and restoration costs; and (v) other applicable payments, if any. In the calculation, depreciation
of structures will not be considered when recovering structure, asset of the household,
individual or private company. For assets recovered by the organization, the assets formed by
the state budget will calculate the depreciated value of assets and structures to compensate. It
is expected that qualified and experienced experts will undertake the valuation of acquired
assets.

124. Individuals or households without formal legal rights nor recognized or recognizable
claims to the acquired land are still entitled to be compensated for their loss of assets other
than land, such as dwellings or other improvements on the land at full replacement cost,
provided that they have occupied/used the land or structures in the affected land prior to the
cut-off date.

6.5 Reconciliation of government and ADB policy on resettlement

125. With the issuance of Land Law 45/2013 and Decree 47/2014 regulating on compensation,
assistance, and resettlement when land is recovered by the State, the policies the Government
have been significantly improved and are becoming more consistent with ADB’s social
safeguards policies. Nonetheless, provisions and principles adopted in this URP will supersede
the provisions of the relevant decrees currently in force in Viet Nam wherever a gap exists, as
provided for under Article 45 of the Decree 56/2020/ND-CP (25" May 2020), which regulates
the management and use of official development assistance.

126. The comparison and differences (gaps) between the Government of Vietnam’s laws and
decrees and ADB Safeguards Policy about land acquisition and resettlement as well as ethnic
minority peoples, and how to address these gaps for this project are shown in the following
table.

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G. ENTITLEMENT, ASSISTANCE AND BENEFITS

127. This section sets out the entitlements to compensation and assistance based on type of
impact experienced by affected persons and according to eligibility criteria. The Entitlement
Matrix below is based on an assessment of anticipated impacts and the project policy
presented in the above section which incorporates Government legislation, decisions, and
policies as well as ADB Safeguards Policy Statement requirements. The forms of compensation
and assistance set out in the Entitlement Matrix are aimed at fully mitigating project impacts
resulting from land acquisition and providing conditions for poor and vulnerable affected
persons to improve their living standards compared to pre-project levels.

128. The scope of eligibility under this resettlement plan covers those affected by land
acquisition or restricted land use as a direct result of the project. This includes, but is not limited
to, those whose land is acquired for the project civil works needs as well as those whose land
may be acquired for preparation of resettlement site.

129. To be eligible for compensation and assistance, the affected person and their affected
assets need to be present in the affected area prior to the project cut-off date. The cut-off date
for eligibility for compensation will be the date that notice of land acquisition takes effect. The
cut-off date of Package CW6 is: January 21, 2022 for Phuc Khoa commune; December 20,
2021 for Ban Bo commune; March 22, 2022 of Na Tam commune; March 22, 2022 of Ban
Giang commune.

130. Those affected households splitting from the large families after the cut-off-date who meet
the following conditions will be eligible for resettlement benefits:

o Households splitting from a family with minimum of two couples and having
minimum of six persons; and

e Endorsement by the District/commune authority, with verification of Commune
People’s Committee that the household has split.

e Newly born children, spouses of persons named in the household registration
books, people who have completed military service, and people who have just
returned from schools to live with the affected households prior to the cut-off
date will be entitled to the compensation and support measures for life
stabilization.

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H. RELOCATION AND RESETTLEMENT
8.1 Relocated households

132. A total of 70 households will be relocated, of which 66 displaced households are ethnic
minorities. The households will get compensation for affected land and houses at replacement
cost. In addition, displaced households will receive other allowances in cash including (i) life
stabilization allowance in accordance with the project policy on compensation and entitlement;
(ii) transportation allowance which will be equivalent to the actual cost of moving (vehicle and
labor) assets to the new place, and (iii) house rental allowance.

8.2 Resettlement demands of affected households

133. As above mentioned, a total of 70 AHs will be entire impacted on their houses and have
to relocate. Therefore, many consultations have been conducted for these 70 relocated
households on the selection and demands for relocation options. The results of the consultation
showed that, out of 70 displaced households, 18 households chose the option of receiving
allowance to take care of their own resettlement, due to these households had other land plots
in the same commune and 52 households chose the project's resettlement plots.

134. For displaced households choosing self-settlement option, they will receive rental
allowances for 5 months and transportation allowances. In addition to being compensated for
land at replacement cost, these households will receive self-resettlement allowances with the
amount of VND150 million/household.

135. For households choosing resettlement plots in the resettlement site, they will receive
rental allowances according to the provisions of Clause 6, Article 21 of Decision No.
16/2020/QD-UBND dated May 4, 2020 of the People's Committee of Lai Chau province;
transportation allowance. In case people whose land is acquired and entitled to resettlement
plot but the compensation and allowances are not enough to buy a minimum resettlement plot,
they will be supported with enough fund to buy a minimum resettlement plot.

8.3 Resettlement site

136. Ban Bo resettlement site will be built to accommodate households wishing to receive the
resettlement plot of package CW6. As mentioned in Table 31 above, all relocated households
in Ban Bo commune want to receive land plot in Ban Bo resettlement site - which is very close
to their old places. Besides, there are also 5 households in Na Tam commune who also want to
receive the land plot in Ban Bo resettlement site - which is not too far from their old places (less
than 3 km).
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137. Ban Bo resettlement site is located in Hung Phong village, Ban Bo commune; adjacent
to the planned road of the project (National Highway 32). For relocated households in Ban Bo
commune, when moving to this resettlement site, it will not affect their lives and carry out
administrative procedures (household registration, other administrative documents...) due to
moving in the same commune. Particularly for 5 households in Na Tam commune, when
moving to Ban Bo resettlement area, they have to do administrative procedures (adjustment of
household registration, administrative papers, ...). However, the locality will support these
households in adjusting administrative documents. Accessing to public services of Ban Bo
Resettlement site is quite favorable, adjacent to the central residential area of the commune,
0.5km from the central market, 1.3km from the Commune People's Committee, 0.8 km from the
communal health station, 1.6 km from the schools. The current status of this site is agricultural
land that is cultivating tea, corn, cassava, rice and other crops. This land is owned by 28
households. Through consultation with local authorities with people, the households all agreed
with the policy of land acquisition to build the resettlement site.

138. The planned area of Ban Bo Resettlement site is 4.0 ha, the number of plots is expected
to be 56 land plots, the average area of each plot is 300 m2. The cost of infrastructure
construction of Ban Bo Resettlement site is estimated at VND 22 billion and the locality is
carrying out procedures to select contractors to build basic services and utilities such as
internal roads, electricity, water systems, etc. Ban Bo resettlement site is expected to be
completed and handed over to households in the fourth quarter of 2022. Each relocated
household will be allocated a resettlement plot with an area of 300 m?, of which 120 m? of
residential land and 180 m? of garden land.

139. According to the provisions of the Project as well as the People's Committee of Lai Chau
province, the unit cost of resettlement plot will be equal to or lower than that of compensation
for the acquired residential land. In case the unit cost of resettlement plot is higher than that of
compensation for acquired land, the relocated household will be supported with the difference
corresponding to the acquired area.

8.4 Impacts on the host community

140. The resettlement site will be developed in the commune where infrastructure and public
utility services are available as well as social services such as health centers, schools, markets
and trade centers. In addition, relocated households due to land acquisition for subproject
implementation and resettlement site development are living in the same those areas, so there
will be no impact on the host community if those displaced households move to the
resettlement site.
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(N INCOME RESTORATION PROGRAM
9.1 Objectives of Income Restoration Program (IRP)

141. Households experiencing significant loss of productive resources are expected to face
challenges in restoring their livelihoods, income generating capacity and living standards. For
ethnic minority households and vulnerable households, there is an opportunity within the project
to contribute to improving living standards. The purpose of the Income Restoration Program
(IRP) is to assist severely affected people to restore their income generating capacity to at least
pre-project levels. For vulnerable households, the IRP is also aimed at improving their living
standards.

142. The project’s Income Restoration Program has been prepared based on assessment of
affected households needs, review and capacity assessment of existing state programs,
including strengths and gaps in addressing the livelihood needs of these households within the
project timeframe. The IRP strategy also draws on good practices drawn together through ADB
technical assistance to Vietham Expressway Corporation “Sharing Good Practice and Lessons
Learned on Income Restoration Programs from Expressway Projects in Vietnam”. The main
approach of the IRP will build on existing government programs in rural income restoration to
strengthen capacities amongst affected households so that they can effectively invest their
compensation and assistance money in combination with other forms of support from the
project

9.2 Principles of Income Restoration Program
143. The general principles of IRP planning and implementation are as follows:

- Transparency: Information related to IRP planning and implementation (eligible
households, benefits, support levels, household contributions, etc.) must be fully
disclosed to IRP participants.

- Gender sensitivity: The planning, implementation and monitoring of IRP activities must
include the participation of women.

- Combination with existing or planned projects/programs in the localities: IRP will
combine with ongoing or planned projects/programs from the financial resources of the
Government and non-governmental organization.

- Participation in planning and implementation: Households entitled to IRP will be
facilitated to participate in all IRP processes (planning, implementation, monitoring).

- Appropriate income restoration activities: It will be feasible, affordable and suitable
to the needs of households, especially vulnerable households. Risk assessment and
mitigation measures will be considered for each income restoration activity.

- Comply with the Government's regulations on financial management: Cost
estimation, disbursement and finalization will comply with the Government's regulations
on financial management.

- Flexibility: The program must be flexible because there are various changes in the
implementation process, which can affect the outcome of the IRP from the design and
implementation steps.

Other features of the IRP are presented below:

IRP is based on voluntary participation of participants. Households who do not wish
to participate will sign an application form to confirm this;

Do not provide cash to households. IRP support is through the provision of inputs in
agricultural activities (such as breeding stock/livestock/related materials), vocational
training, and a cashless program for affected households.

No return of initial investment is required. The household does not need to return the
initial investment for the project according to the agreement signed between the
household and the project.

IRP implementation, households are not transferable. Households are not allowed
to transfer inputs to other households for them to participate in the IRP. Households are
also not allowed to sell inputs received from the program, unless the end of the
production cycle is reached and they must sell inputs to reinvest and run selected
models over the life of IRP.

Households entitled to participate in Income Restoration Program
According to the Project's Entitlement Matrix, entitled households to participate in the

Income Restoration Program include:

Severely affected households, including: (i) Households are acquired from 10% of total
agricultural holding; (ii) relocated households (including those whose houses are
completely affected, must build on the remaining land);

Households have to relocate their business premises;

Vulnerable households, including: (i) Women-headed households with dependents; (ii)
Household with the disabled; (iii) Poor households; (iv) Children and the elderly are
alone and helpless; (v) Indigenous people or ethnic minorities; (vi) Landless
households; (vii) Policy beneficiary households.

Based on DMS results, 24 out of a total of 782 affected households are severely

affected by loss of agricultural land, 70 households have to be relocated, 3 households have to
relocate their businesses', 458 households are vulnerable. However, many households
entitted more than one criterion, so the total number of households entitled for the Income
Restoration Program is 470 households'®.

9.4 Proposed income restoration activities
147. The Income Restoration Program will focus on the following three aspects:

- Cultivation and animal husbandry: Supporting households to increase productivity on
the remaining land after acquisition, in the form of intensive farming or changing crop
structure or participating in livestock activities through providing training courses,
technical training and initial seedling support for both cultivation and animal husbandry.

- Non-agricultural activities: Helping households participate in other income-generating
activities such as business, services, and production through training, workshop and
partly or all supporting of the initial materials and tools.

- Vocational training and job search support: Supporting households to attend
vocational and job training classes or supporting households to access jobs if they have
been trained and have a need.

148. Income Restoration Program will be implemented with close integration with existing
programs (eg vocational training program, expansion of agricultural production development...)
of the government and locality, including NGOs.

149. Through consultation and preliminary survey of expectation of affected households of
package CW6 by SES survey; Most of the households want to be supported to implement the
tea planting model. Inputs that households want to be supported are: Seedling, fertilizers. This
is an activity that is completely suitable with the local production situation, people have
experience in tea planting but lack of capital, and this activity is also easy to generate income
with the characteristics of the majority of ethnic minorities there. In addition, affected
households also proposed other activities including farming models such as: Paddy, maize,
galangal tubers, macadamia, cinnamon planting ...

9.7 Monitoring and additional measures

156. Monitoring: Primary responsibility for monitoring and review of the IRP implementation
rests with the Income Restoration Program Steering Committee and Income Restoration
Program Management Boards. The project will conduct internal and external monitoring of
resettlement plan implementation, including the IRP. Internal monitoring will be conducted on
an ongoing basis by PMU2 with support of the Social Safeguard Consultant. External
monitoring will be conducted by qualified external experts engaged by the project on an
intermittent basis.

157. Review: The appropriateness and effectiveness of the IRP design and implementation
will be reviewed by External Monitor Agency (EMA). Proposed milestones include completion of
model establishment and application of skills after initial rounds of training. Reviews of IRP
design and effectiveness will enable adjustments as/if required to enhance the success of the
program.

158. Evaluation: Baseline data of participating households’ income sources and livelihood
practices, income levels (which may include proxy indicators) will be collected at the
commencement of the IRP. At the completion of the IRP, evaluation against indicators
established at the commencement of the IRP and against the baseline data will be conducted
to assess the effectiveness of the IRP and produce lessons learned. The lessons learned are
aimed at assisting the Province, PMU, and other agencies in future similar programs.
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J. RESETTLEMENT BUDGET AND FINANCING PLAN
10.1 Budget source

159.  All compensation, assistance and resettlement costs under this updated Resettlement
Plan will come from the Project's counterpart state budget. Note that the construction cost of
Ban Bo Resettlement site will also come from the counterpart state budget of the Project.

10.2 Replacement cost survey

160. As required by ADB's Involuntary Resettlement Policy, a replacement cost survey is
required to provide a basis for calculating replacement cost for all impacts on land, crops,
livestock, and house, structures affected by the project.

161. An important objective of the replacement cost survey is to ensure that the unit cost for
the calculation of compensation for all affected assets is the replacement cost. This objective
will be achieved through a detailed survey of the market and/or factors such as production
capacity, equivalence factors, the value of alternative assets, the disadvantage of affected
people..., and compare and evaluate the unit cost that the Provincial People's Committee
issued.

162. The replacement cost survey consultancy units have been hired to survey the prices of
land, crops, livestock, house and structures affected by the project. The land cost appraisal
method is based on the direct comparison method, the land cost adjustment coefficient method
according to the provisions of the 2013 Land Law and the Circulars guiding the implementation
of the Land Law. The valuation certificates have been submitted to the relevant authorities for
review and approval to calculate compensation and allowances for households.

10.3 Replacement cost applied for the project

163. Based on the results of the replacement cost survey for land prepared by the
Consultant, the locality has issued the following decisions approving the replacement cost.

- Decision No. 1656/QD-UBND dated November 8, 2021 of the People's Committee of
Tan Uyen district approving the land cost for compensation and site clearance of the
Northern Mountain Provinces Transport Connectivity Project (NMPTCP) financed by
the Asian Development Bank (ADB) and Australian Government (the route connecting
Lai Chau with Noi Bai - Lao Cai highway: Tan Uyen district area)

- Decision No. 534/QD-UBND dated May 17, 2021 of Tam Duong District People's
Committee approving specific land cost to calculate compensation when the State
acquires land for implementation the Northern Mountain Provinces Transport
Connectivity Project (the route connecting Lai Chau with Noi Bai - Lao Cai expressway)
in Ban Hon and Ban Giang communes.

- Decision No. 1455/QD-UBND dated April 21, 2022 of Tam Duong District People's
Committee approving specific land cost for compensation when the State acquires land
for 02 projects in Tam Duong district.

- Decision No. 596/QD-UBND dated May 26, 2021 of the People's Committee of Lai
Chau province approving the compensation unit cost for assets, plants and livestock
when the State acquires land in Tam Duong district and Lai Chau city under the
Northern Mountain Provinces Transport Connectivity Project financed by the Asian
Development Bank (ADB) and the Australian Government.
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164.

Decision No. 1391/QD-UBND dated October 21, 2021 of the People's Committee of Lai
Chau province approving the compensation unit cost for assets, plants and livestock
when the State acquires land in Tan Uyen, Than Uyen districts for the Northern
Mountain Provinces Transport Connectivity Project financed by the Asian Development
Bank (ADB) and the Australian Government.

During preparation the compensation plans for AHs and updating this RP, these
replacement costs have been consulted with the AHs and all of AHs have agreed on these
compensation rates.

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K. INSTITUTIONAL ARRANGEMENTS
11.1  Ministry of Transport

166. The Ministry of Transport (MOT) is the Project Executing Agency for the Project, through
the Project Management Unit 2 (PMU2). As such MOT and PMU2 are generally responsible for
the implementation of the project. They will be responsible for the approval of the detailed
design, disbursement of funds, monitoring of the project implementation and coordination with
ADB, and the People's Committees of the respective provinces and districts of the project
areas. MOT is also specifically responsible for the following tasks: working with ministerial or
provincial level authority on resettlement policies; approving the land marker drawings; ensuring
funds; providing guidance on resettlement policy in cases which require clarification on
application of policy on specific issues; facilitating the land acquisition and resettlement process
in case of delays (follow Clause 1, Article 33 Decree Government 47/2014/ND-CP dated
05/15/2014).

11.2 Provincial peoples committee

167. The People’s Committee of the respective provinces will take the overall responsibility for
the resettlement activities within their management authorities. Their main responsibilities are:

e Implementing information dissemination to raise the awareness of the project
development to the relevant agencies and administrative levels;

e Direct relevant agencies such as the Finance Department, the Transportation
Department, DONRE and related agencies to check and supervise the organization and
implementation of the RP and EMDP; and report to the PPC;

e Approving the detailed unit prices in the replacement cost survey report proposed by the
Replacement Cost Survey Consultant to provide a basis for the preparation of
compensation plans; and

e Grievance redress as well as enforcement of resettlement when necessary. Convening
the Grievance Redress Committee to assess and adjudicate complaints and oversee
implementation of action plans to resolve complaints.

11.3 Project Management Unit 2

168. PMU2 is responsible for overall coordination in land acquisition and resettlement matters
as well as technical matters regarding demarcation in the field as well as disbursement.

169. PMU2 will have specialist staff (or sign contract with a qualified and experienced
agency/unit), which will be responsible for updating the RP and EMDP. PMU2 will engage a
social safeguards specialist appropriately qualified in involuntary resettlement and ethnic
minority safeguards. Their tasks include the following:

e Updating the RP and EMDP with support from the Consultant;

e Coordinating with the People's Committee in the formulation and implementation of the
RP and EMDP and updated RP and EMDP. Recommending to MOT for submitting the
RP and EMDP and updated RP and EMDP to ADB for the review and approval;

e Carrying out the development and implementation of training programs for the People's
Committees of districts, communes on the RP and EMDP implementation and grievance
redress with support from DD consultants;

Monitoring the recruitment of a qualified price survey/ appraisal company by the PPC to
perform the replacement cost survey. Monitoring the development and approval of the
unit prices by the People's Committees of the Province.

Reporting the status of funding matter to MOT to ensure that the budget for the RP and
EMDP formulation and implementation, and the funding for compensation, support and
resettlement, is available and adequate;

Providing information to, and working closely with the relevant departments and local
governments in the implementation of the project and the RP and EMDP;

Monitor and report the settlement of complaints relating to the project and that the
grievance redress mechanism operates effectively. Record and assistance to facilitate
to the finding of complaint solution;

Implementing the internal monitoring of the RP and EMDP implementation and ensure
that the resettlement activities comply with the agreed RP and EMDP. Submit quarterly
social safeguards internal monitoring reports to ADB and report of RP and EMDP
implementation progress in the project monitoring reports;

Coordinating with PPC and other relevant agencies in the project areas to ensure the
dissemination of resettlement information and consultation with affected people. The
consultant will support these activities;

Recruiting an independent monitoring consultant (including resettlement, ethnic
minorities, income restoration and gender experts) to conduct external monitoring.
Coordinate with the independent monitoring consultants for the conduct of external
monitoring of the implementation of the RP and EMDP; and

Engaging a qualified appraiser to conduct the replacement cost study.

Organization in charge of compensation implementation, District People’s

Committee (DPC); District Compensation and Resettlement Board (DCARB) and Land
Fund Development Center (LFDC)

170. The DCARB led by the Vice President of the District People’s Committees will include the
Directors of Centre for Land Development Fund (vice-chair), Financial and Planning Office,
Natural Resources and Environment Office, Agricultural Office, Economy and Infrastructure
Office, Chairperson of the affected communes and PMU 2 staff, in addition to representatives of
the Fatherland Front, Farmers Associations, Committee for Ethnic Minority Affairs, the
Women’s Unions and representatives of affected households. The specific tasks of the DCARB
are as follows:

Disseminating information about the RP;

Implementing DMS, preparing individual compensation plans, approving RP
compensation plans and budget;

Implementing land acquisition, compensation, support and other resettlement activities
in the district according to the agreed RP;

Conducting consultations, Income Restoration Program and coordinating with the
concerned agencies in the implementation of the RP;
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¢ Paying compensation and allowances after the updated RP is agreed. Ensuring prompt
payment of compensation, allowances and other entitlements of households;

e DCARB supports the DPC in resolving complaints at the district level;

e Coordinating with other agencies in the design and implementation of income
restoration measures and resettlement;

e Carrying out clearance of the land that will be handed over after the affected households
have received full compensation and entitlements and moved to resettlement areas;

e Reporting periodically on land acquisition and resettlement implementation to PMU2 per
commune.

171. The DCARB will set up the following groups: (i) mapping and DMS, (ii) compensation
calculation, (iii) resettlement, (iv) baseline data management (land acquisition, DMS, payment,
resettlement arrangement, complaint settlement, etc.), (v) income restoration (vi) grievance
redress mechanism.

172. In provinces where a dedicated Land Fund Development Centre is established in lieu of
a District Resettlement and Assistance Board, the functions of DCARB described above will be
undertaken by the Centre.

11.5 District-level functional departments (Department of Agriculture and Rural
Development, Agricultural Service Center, Center for Vocational Education -
Continuing Education ....)

173. District functional departments (Department of Agriculture and Rural Development,
Agricultural Service Center, Center for Vocational Education - Continuing Education ...) will play
an important role in the design and implementing the project's Income Restoration Program
together with PMU2. Specifically, these functional departments will be responsible for the
following tasks:

e Proposing models of Income Restoration Program suitable to the socio-economic
conditions of households and the program's norms;

e Participating in workshops to assess the needs of households: Introducing households
to the proposed models of Income Restoration Program, advising households to choose
the model that is suitable for their conditions, and guiding them in the right direction,
guiding households to fill out the needs assessment form;

e Supporting the Land Fund Development Center to develop funds for implementation of
Income Restoration Program;

e Participating in the process of providing inputs to households (seedling, livestock,
vocational training courses, agricultural technical assistance ...), providing necessary
technical support for the project;

e Supporting to monitor and supervise the implementation of Income Restoration
Program.

11.6 Commune people’s committee
174. The responsibilities of the CPC relative to resettlement include the following:
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1.7

Assigning commune officials to assist the DCARB/CLDF to conduct surveys,
consultations, advocate mass organizations and affected people as required in the
updating of the RP and its implementation;

Identifying replacement land for the AHs;

Signing the agreement compensation forms along with the AHs;
Assisting in grievances redress; and

Actively participating in all resettlement activities and concerns.

Participating in the GRM as assigned by the DPC. Providing information and
assessments on issues related to assessment of AP eligibility and needs to support
grievance redress.

Support for implementation of IRP activities.

Detailed Design and documentation (DDD) consultant and construction

supervision consultant (CSC)

175.

The DDD Consultant or CSC will have a social safeguards team that will provide

technical assistance to PMU 2 and the major stakeholders in the updating and implementation
of the RP

176. The social safeguards tasks of the DD Consultant/ CSC include:

Preparing the updated RP and EMDP under the direction of the PMU;

Assessing the capacity of the concerned institutions involved in project implementation
at the central and project levels, including the training and capacity building activities
provided during the Loan, and continuing to implement necessary capacity-building
interventions. Providing training on safeguard policy and GRM implementation for PMU
staff, DPC/Land Fund Development Center staff and contractor (on GRM and safeguard
requirement during civil works). Providing support to PMU in providing oversight and
input to the GRM process;

Reviewing and assessing the consultation and disclosure activities that have been
carried earlier, and revise the approach as necessary to ensure the transparent,
continuous and active involvement of the AHs and all stakeholders. Assisting local
authorities to disclose the updated RP and EMDP;

Supporting the detailed design of the project’s Income Restoration Program (IRP) under
the RP. Monitoring and reviewing IRP implementation and providing advice, as needed,
to ensure the effectiveness of the IRP in restoring income earning capacity of eligible
affected persons;

Assisting the DCARB in the implementation of the ethnic minority and gender strategies
as described in the updated RP;

Coordinating with the external monitoring consultant, ensuring that its findings and
recommendations are discussed with PMU 2 and the DCARB for appropriate action
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11.8 Capacity of local agencies

177. PPC and the project districts have experience in working for the WB-financed projects,
but not with ADB projects. The consultation results with the districts show that they are aware of
the gaps between the policies of the Government, provinces and donors in compensation,
assistance, and resettlement upon land recovery by the state. However, they have informed
that if the resettlement framework or resettlement plan has been approved, they will comply
with the RPF/RP.

178. Capacity building training mentoring and on the job, support will be provided to PMU
and local government agencies during RP and EMDP updating and implementation by the
Construction Supervision Consultant
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L. IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE
179. ADB will not approve bidding and award of any civil works of the funded component

unless its final uURP is based on DMS results.

180. PMU2 should ensure that contractors will not be allowed to implement any construction
work unless (i) compensation payment and relocation of affected people are completed. and (ii)
assistance for rehabilitation and restoration to affected people are provided and site clearance

is completed.

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M. MONITORING AND EVALUATION

182. The implementation of the RP will be monitored regularly to help ensure that it is
implemented as planned and that mitigating measures designed to address adverse social
impacts are adequate and effective. The monitoring will be done at two levels, internal
monitoring to be done by the PMU, and external monitoring to be undertaken by an external
monitoring consultant.

Internal monitoring

183. Internal monitoring of the implementation of the RP will be the responsibility of the PMU2
and a monthly report will be prepared as part of the Monthly Progress Report (MPR). Internal
monitoring and evaluation will assess the implementation of the RP according to the following
criteria:

a. Assessing if mitigation measures and compensation are enough.

b. Identifying methods of responding expeditiously to mitigate problems through
remedial actions.

c. Smooth transition between RP activities and civil works.
d. The grievance redress mechanism is functioning.
e. Safeguard contractual obligations of the civil works contractor are adhered to.

f. Provisions of the loan covenant are met.

184. Moreover, internal monitoring and supervision will have the following objectives:

Compensation and other entitlements are computed at rates and procedures as
provided in the agreed RP.

Affected households are paid their compensation and other entitlements as per agreed
updated RP, ensuring that all entittements are delivered as planned and agreed,
including compensation in cash or in kind, allowances, compensation by replacement
land, resettlement site for affected people who need to resettle.

Income Restoration Program designed and implemented, including details of any
modifications in the programs; additional assistance by cash and in-kind for AHs, if
necessary.

Public information, public consultation and grievance redress procedures are followed
as described in the approved updated RP.

Affected public facilities and infrastructure are restored promptly.

The transition between resettlement and commencement of civil works is smooth and
that sites are not handed over for civil works until affected households have been
satisfactorily compensated, resettled and Income Restoration Programs in place. s

Progress on IRP implementation

External monitoring

185. External monitoring will be carried out by an independent External Monitor Agency (EMA)
to be engaged by the project. The EMA will submit quarterly reports to ADB. lIts tasks include
the verification, evaluation, and review of the following:

To verify internal monitoring information

To verify whether the overall project and resettlement objectives are being met in
accordance with the RP, and if not to suggest corrective measures;

To assess the extent to which implementation of the resettlement plan'® complies with
ADB’s Safeguards Policy Statement (SPS 2009):

To identify problems or potential problems; and

To identify methods of emergency responding to mitigate problems and appropriate
consult the MOT.

To verify if the income and the standard of living of affected persons (APs), including
those of the non-titled displaced persons, are restored or improved;

186. The external monitoring experts will address specific issues such as the following:

Verifying the DMS database generated by the PMU, identifying discrepancies between
IOL and or DMS recorded in the RP, and document changes to the database;

Confirming time of disbursement of payment; and assess that the level of compensation
is sufficient to replace their losses.

187. The methods for external monitoring activities include:

monitoring and evaluating project benefits. The EMC will check on a random basis the
DMS process with APs, from identification to agreement on DMS results. The EMC will
also evaluate the DMS process to determine and assess whether DMS activities was
carried out in a participatory and transparent manner.

e Resettlement audit is conducted during monitoring. The EMC will carry out random
checks of payments disbursed to APs during monitoring. The EMC will submit a
resettlement audit report upon completion of compensation payment to APs.

e Review of socioeconomic data®' prepared during the Technical Assistance Loan. With
this review, the DMS data, and additional data compiled, the EMC will provide the
baseline data to be used in comparison to the post-resettlement survey. A post
resettlement survey will be carried out one year following completion of all resettlement
activities, including livelihood restoration activities. Sampling will include at least 20% of
severely affected and vulnerable households, as well as at least 10% of all other APs.
Special attention will be paid to the inclusion of women, the poor, the landless and other
vulnerable groups, with set questions for women and other target groups. The database
will disaggregate information by gender, vulnerability and ethnicity.

o Participatory Rapid Appraisal (PRA), which will involve obtaining information, identifying
existing or potential problems, and finding specific time-bound solutions through
participatory means including: a) key informant interviews including representatives of
civil society, community groups, and non-governmental organizations; b) focus group
discussions (FGDs) on specific topics such as ethnic minority specific actions,

as pre-project. The survey will cover at least 20% of severely affected households,
100% of affected poor, landless and female headed households, as well as at least 10%
of all other affected households. The database will disaggregate information by gender,
vulnerability, and ethnicity.

e Conduct Participatory Rapid Appraisal (PRA), which will involve obtaining information
identifying remaining/outstanding problems and finding specific time- bound solutions
through participatory means including: a) key informant interviews including
representatives of civil society, community groups, NGOs and Committee for Ethnic
Minority Affairs; b) focus group discussions (FGDs) on specific topics such as
outstanding issued related to compensation payment, income restoration and relocation;
c) direct field observations, for example, completion of resettlement site development; d)
formal and informal interviews with affected households, women, ethnic minorities, and
other vulnerable groups to conclude on the remaining and outstanding issues.

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13.4 Schedule & Team Composition

189. Independent monitoring and evaluation should be conducted by a consultant agency
(research institute, consultancy firm or NGO), with sufficient capacity and experience in
monitoring, evaluating socio-economic survey and implementation of RP and EMDP. PMU 2
will hire (select) consultant to perform this task. Fees paid to EMC are to be deducted from the
counterpart fund of the project. The EMC will be responsible for preparing periodic reports on
progress and recommending solutions to issues arising during the monitoring process.

190. External monitoring activities will be carried out for a period of at least 2 years on a semi-
annual basis starting from the conduct of DMS until the completion of livelihood/income
restoration activities. For project components where payment of compensation/allowances has
been substantially completed, the external expert will also conduct a resettlement audit to verify
completion of payment of compensation/allowances and hand-over of plots and recommend
issuance of no objection letter for commencement of civil works. The post-completion
evaluation will be carried out one year following completion of all resettlement activities.

191. Information presented in the reports should be disaggregated by sex and ethnicity.

192. All reports will be prepared in English and Viethamese and submitted to MOT and ADB
simultaneously on a semi-annual basis.

lll.1 Issues related to land acquisition and assets on land; implement the policy of
compensation, support, relocation, resettlement and restoration of people's livelihood

- In the past, there was a road widening project, now if the road expansion project will affect the
land and structures of the households, it is necessary to compensate and support adequately. If
it is necessary to relocate, the project needs to calculate enough so that the households can
rebuild their houses in other places and support the restoration of their lives.
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- The local government and people are very supportive of the project and expect the project to
be implemented soon.

- Due to the conditions on the old road, people build houses near the road, if the house area is
confiscated, the project needs appropriate support for people to rebuild their houses.

- In addition to the construction preparation items, if there are additional impacts to land, plants,
crops, the project needs a compensation plan and additional support.

1ll.2 Concerns about gender - ethnic minorities and social development

- The section through Phuc Khoa commune, Tan Uyen district is 8 km long. The main ethnic
groups are Kinh, H'Mong, Thai, Giay, Lu and some other ethnic minorities.

- Average income is from 200,000 to 300,000 VND/day for tea harvesting; and can be up to
1,000,000 VND/day. Main livelihoods are farming (tea growing), animal husbandry (buffalo,
cow, pig). People expect the project to support agricultural materials, labor days, fertilizers,
agricultural extension techniques, and tea growing techniques.

- People want to participate in labor with contractors, local authorities need to support people to
make labor commitments with contractors so that they can intervene in case of conflicts
between the two parties.

1l1.3 Environmental issues

- During the construction process, contractors and workers should pay attention to keep the
environment clean and take measures to minimize dust.

- When expanding the national highway, it is recommended to build a drainage ditch at the top
of the catting slope because currently on the hill there are vertical ditches (filling slope), in the
rainy season, water is flooded and garbage flows into people's houses, and there is no
drainage ditch yet. On the catting slope, it is proposed that the project arrange ditches and
ditches of the national highway passing through the commune area, arrange separate sewage
lines, to avoid entering people's production areas.

1V. Answer and Conclusion

- The government and people are very supportive of the project and look forward to completing
the counting, compensation and construction implementation soon.

- The payment needs to be done early, completely and accurately.
- Contractors need to comply with the construction regulations and requirements of the project

(ADB) and the Australian Government (Road connecting Lai Chau with Noi Bai - Lao Cai
express way, Tan Uyen district area) (section passing through Phuc Khoa commune, Tan Uyen
district, Lai Chau) to help people travel conveniently. The process of detailed measurement
survey, compensation and assistance for land, assets and plants on land carried out by the
District's LFDC in accordance with the State's regulations. It is suggested that households
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cooperate and create good conditions for the project to be deployed as soon as possible and put
into use to serve the people within the village.

Mr. Le Thanh Tuan, supervision officer, representing the investor (Project Management
Board 2 under the Ministry of Transport) announced the Decisions of the Ministry of Transport:
No. 2304/QD-BGTVT dated 17/17/ September 2018 approved the investment in the Northern
Mountain Provinces Transport Connectivity Project financed funded by the Asia Bank (ADB)
and the Australian Government; Decision No. 1630/QD-BGTVT dated August 30, 2019
approving the adjustment of the Transport Connection Project in the Northern Mountain
Provinces Transport Connectivity Project financed funded by the Asia Bank (ADB) and the
Australian Government (section passing through Phuc Khoa commune, Tan Uyen district, Lai
Chau province).

Mr. Phan Thanh Hung, officer of the LFDC provided declaration forms and guided
households to declare land, assets, structures, plants and livestock on the land that will be
affected by the project.

Mr. Nguyen Tien Lan, head of Phuc Khoa village, Phuc Khoa commune, Tan Uyen
district, commented that the State has paid attention to investing in the Northern Mountain
Provinces Transport Connectivity Project financed funded by the Asia Bank (ADB) and the
Australian Government (Road connecting Lai Chau with Noi Bai - Lao Cai express way, Tan
Uyen district area) (section passing through Phuc Khoa commune, Tan Uyen district, Lai Chau)
to serve the people’s travel demand. Regarding land, assets, and plants on the land then the
district's LFDC shall do DMS, compensation and assistance in accordance with the State's
regulations. It is suggested that households coordinate with the Commune People's Committee
and the mission group of the LFDC implement DMS accurately and adequately for households.

e Comments of people in Phuc Khoa village, Phuc Khoa commune:

- All the people unanimously support the policy of the Party and the State have
been interested in investing in the Northern Mountain Provinces Transport
Connectivity Project financed funded by the Asia Bank (ADB) and the Australian
Government (Road connecting Lai Chau with Noi Bai - Lao Cai express way,
Tan Uyen district area) (section passing through Phuc Khoa commune, Tan Uyen
district, Lai Chau) to help people travel conveniently. Households whose land,
assets, structures, trees and crops on the land being acquired, all agree and
coordinate with the mission group to carry out site clearance, DMS. It is expected
the project will be implemented soon. DMS should be carried out adequately and
compensation should be paid for affected person.

C. CONCLUSIONS

Households totally agreed with the land acquisition to construct the Northern Mountain
Provinces Transport Connectivity Project financed funded by the Asia Bank (ADB) and the
Australian Government (Road connecting Lai Chau with Noi Bai - Lao Cai express way, Tan
Uyen district area) (section passing through Phuc Khoa commune, Tan Uyen district, Lai Chau).
