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.  PROJECT OVERVIEW

1.1. General

1. The Northern Mountain Provinces Transport Connectivity Project (NMPTCP) is
implemented by the Government of Vietham (GOV) through a Loan funded by the Asian
Development Bank (ADB) under the MOT’s management. The project aims to enhance the
access to the Greater Mekong Sub-region (GMS) corridors in the north-western region thank
to upgrading national and provincial highways to: (i) provide reliable access to basic social
services such as education, health care, job training, and emergency disaster relief; (ii)
increase economic and employment opportunities for people of the north-western provinces,
especially poor ethnic minorities; (iii) provide further opportunities of cross- border trade with
the People’s Democratic Republic of Lao and the People’s Republic of China; (iv) save travel
time and costs, hence reducing fuel consumption and carbon dioxide emissions; and (v) ensure
consistency of standards over the entire road stretches, including road safety and climate
resilience features.

2. The Project involves in the improvement and upgrading of two national highways and
two provincial roads with approximately 199 kilometers (km) long that will connect several
towns/districts in the provinces of Lai Chau, Lao Cai and Yen Bai to Noi Bai - Lao Cai
Expressway.

3.  The Project includes 02 following roads as illustrated in Figure 1: Location Map.
- Route 1: From Bao Ha to Lai Chau city, the road section is 147 km long.

- Route 2: From Mau A to Nghia Lo town, the road section is 52 km long.

1.2. The scope of project impacts

6. The project covers 03 provinces: Lai Chau, Lao Cai and Yen Bai. The project routes
pass through 06 districts and 21 communes/wards/towns.

7.  The project consists of 11 construction packages. Except Package 7 and Package 11,
the detailed technical designs have been completed for 09/11 packages. The DMS for 02/11
packages (packages: 8 and 9) have been completed. 07/11 packages are under DMS
(packages: 1, 3, 4, 5, 6, 10, 11). For Package 11, the part of route where the technical
design was completed, the DMS has been completed too. 02/11 packages have not started
the DMS (packages: 2, 7). The types of impacts are residential land, perennial crop land,
annual crop land, forest land, road ROW, public infrastructure works, transmission lines,
0.4kV transmission lines, etc. people’s houses, structures, plants and crops to be affected
by the project. The project affected households consist of EM households, vulnerable
households, severely affected households that must be relocated, and severely affected
households that are acquired from 10% of their agricultural land, and the income restoration
programs should be developed for them, business affected households, and affected public
structures like primary and secondary schools in Ban Hon commune under Package 8 etc.

8.  The table below summaries the impacts caused by each package, in which the DMS
for Package 8 and Package 9 have been completed with sufficient data.

The information of others package is used from the RP’s data and cannot be breaking down to each package.
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9. The data in the above table shows that the total number of households affected by
two packages: 8 & 9 defined in the DMS is very larger than in the RP. The total number of
households affected by the two packages in the DMS data increase 6.5 times from the RP
data. Other types of impacts also increase much higher than the RP data. The increase is
due to the following main reasons:

- The RP was implemented long and the RP data was taken from the IOL which was
surveyed based on the preliminary route alignment.

- Complex terrain.
- Detailed design revisions.

- Changes in land-use.
1.3. Rational, objectives and scope of work of the Consulting Service

1.3.1. The rational of external monitoring/evaluation

10. At the project preparation, the project is identified as category A for involuntary
resettlement and category B for indigenous people. However, during the updates for RP an
EMDP, ADB has changed the category for indigenous people due to the impact on
indigenous people is identified as significant. Therefore, the project is identified as category
A for both involuntary resettlement and indigenous people. As a result, external
monitoring/evaluation are required from the start of DMS implementation until the end of
resettlement activities and indigenous people, as per ADB requirements. The overall goal
of the external monitoring program is (i) to ensure that affected households’ living standards
are restored and improved; (ii) to monitor the overall resettlement objectives; (iii) to assess
the adequacy of rehabilitation and compensation measures; (iv) to identify problems and
risks, and (v) to find solutions to address them.

11. The external monitoring consultant will undertake two periodic monitoring phases per
year (every six months). It is expected that there will be six (6) periodic monitoring phases
and one (1) assessment after completion of resettlement. The first monitoring report was
submitted on July, 2021 and this report is second monitoring report in terms of land acquisition
and ethnic minority development. Once every 6-12 months, after all resettlement activities of
the project have been finished, a post-resettlement evaluation will be conducted to
determine the extent to which resettlement goals have been met and any forms of
assistance that should be offered and extended.

1.3.2. Main Objectives and tasks of External Monitoring Service

12. The main objectives/tasks of the external monitoring service of Resettlement Plan
(RP) is to periodically review and evaluate the resettlement implementation (i) to verify
internal monitoring information; (ii) to verify if the overall project resettlement objectives are
being met in accordance with the RP, and to propose counter measures to address changes
in living standards and incomes/livelihoods (if the objectives are not met); (iii) to assess
which extent that the RP implementation is consistent with the ADB's Social Safeguard
Policy Statement (SPS, 2009); (iv) to identify problems or potential problems; and (v) to
identify emergency methods for mitigation issues and consult with MOT; (vi) to verify if the
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incomes/ livelihoods and living standards of affected people, including incomes/ livelihoods
of displaced persons without land title certificates, are restored or improved; and (v) to
identify the need for additional mitigation measures.

13. The main objectives/tasks of the external monitoring of the Ethnic Minorities
Development Plan (EMDP) are to periodically and independently review and evaluate (i) to
verify the information of the internal monitoring; (ii) to verify if the operational objectives are
met in accordance with the EMDPs and RPs, and if not, corrective actions should be
recommended; (iii) to evaluate the effectiveness of the project's consultation activities to
ensure communication and consultation opportunities for ethnic minorities, including
specifical purposes for people with less fluent reading and writing of the Vietnamese
language; (iv) to assess the effectiveness and accessibility of the GRM for people with less
fluent reading and writing of the Vietnamese language; (v) to assess the level of participation
of ethnic minorities in the mitigation measures and project benefits; (vi) to identify gaps in
the participation of ethnic minorities, identify remedial measures, consult with ethnic minority
people in the project area, community leaders and the Committee on Ethnic Minority Affairs;
and (vii) to identify problems or potential problems.

1.3.4. Organization of monitoring
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15. In each monitoring stage, the Consultant conducts a questionnaire sampling survey by
interviewing of severely affected households (households losing from 10% of their agricultural
land and relocated households and vulnerable households) and 20% (randomly selected) of
slightly other affected households. Based on the TOR, the EMC will conduct 05 periodic
monitoring stages and survey 100% severely AHs and vulnerable households (poor
households, female headed households, households with disabled, landless, elderly helpless
people and orphans, policy households, ethnic minority households belonging to very
unpopulated groups in the project area) and 20% of lightly affected households. The total
number of samples will be allocated to each periodic monitoring based on the progress of the
RP implementation. The total survey sample will be accumulated over the monitoring periods
and will complete the survey of 100% of severely AHs and vulnerable households (poor
households, female headed households, households with disabled, landless, elderly helpless
people and orphans, policy households, ethnic minority households belonging to very
unpopulated groups in the project area) and 20% of lightly affected households at the fifth
monitoring stage.

16. In addition, the Consultant organize in-depth interviews or focus group discussions with
a number of target groups such as women-headed households with dependents, affected poor
groups, leaders of PMUZ2, District Compensation, Assistance and Resettlement Council
(DCARC), District (City) Land Fund Development Center (DLFDC), and all officers directly in
charge of site clearance etcs to get further information. These methods are combined with the
statistical comparisons to evaluate the implementation of the resettlement plans and incomes/
livelihoods restoration as well as the satisfaction of the affected persons.

17. The field monitoring and preparing this report took place from December 2021 to the
January 2022, with mains activities are as below:

e At the Consultant’'s office, the experts developed monitoring tools, including
instructions for in-depth interviews and group discussions, RPF, RPs, EMDPs, uRP,
uEMDP, DDR (package 8), uRP, uEMDP (package 9) and other documents related
to the project compensation.

- From January 3, 2022 to January 8, 2022, the EMC conducted the field monitoring,
including group discussions (some households that participated in the group discussions were
also interviewed by questionnaires) and questionnaire interviews. The total surveyed
households consisted of 182 AHs including 15 AHs in Dong Phong ward; 25 AH in San Thang
commune; 36 AHs in Ban Giang commune; 55 AHs in An Thinh commune; 41 AHs in Dai Son
commune; and 10 AHs in Mo Vang commune. Particularly, there are 10 displaced households
(the survey for Package 8, regarding 30 displaced households in Ban Hon commune, could
not carried out due to Covid-19 social distancing) and 106 EM households and vulnerable
households (the details are in Table 6). During this time, the EMC worked with the
representatives of the DCARCs, the DCLDFs and the concerned CPCs/WPCs to collect
necessary information (Please see details in Table 6).

e From 10-15 January, 2022, after the field monitoring, the EMC contacted PMU2 and
the DCLDFs to update information and exchange the monitoring contents and
findings.

1.3.5. Monitoring methods
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18. Accordingly, the field monitoring methods of EMC are involved in the following:

a. Document study

19. This method is to collect all available documents. The collection and analysis of available
documents will: (i) help the Consultant to get a better understanding of the project and the
subproject construction investments; (ii) understand the progress and the implementation of
the social safeguard policies; (iii) identify discrepancies between subproject regulations and
actual practices based on reviewing documents; and (iv) the document study results will assist
the Consultant’s field monitoring.

20. During the monitoring, in addition to the available legal documents of the project such as
the Loan Agreement, the RPF, the RPs, the Ethnic Minority Development Plans (EMDPs), and
the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA), uRP, uEMDP of pakage no. 8 and 9, DDR, the
Consultant collects progress reports, subproject implementation plans, RP implementation
plans, writting compensation and site clearance assignments, dossiers/documents, unit price
and compensation policies of Lai Chau, Yen Bai and Lao Cai province, results of replacement
cost survey. The document study will help the EMC identify major issues that needs to be
clarified during the field monitoring Specifically, the minutes of the consultation meetings
should be supplemented with information about the total number of participants, men, women,
ethnic minorities, etc. EMC were reviewed DMS records (draft one only because no any final
one were completed), minutes of public consultation meetings.

21. The EMC also considered the rights and entittlements of the affected persons by
comparing the provisions outlined in the RPs with the current policies and the unit prices of Lai
Chau and Yen Bai provinces. Some differences were pointed out and discussed with PMU2
and DCLDFs of Lai Chau, Tam Duong (Lai Chau), Van Yen (Yen Bai). The decisions on
compensation policies and unit prices issued by the people's committees of Lai Chau province
and Yen Bai province have been considered by the EMC.

b. In-depth interviews and group discussions

22.  Inthis monitoring stage, the EMC conducted in-depth interviews (Direct interviews) with
representatives of (i) PMU2 (9 persons); and (ii) the DCLDFs of Lai Chau city (02 pesrsons),
Tam Duong district (02 persons), Van Yen district (05 persons), Van Chan district (05 persons).
At the same time, we conducted 06 group discussions (23 persons) in 06 wards and
communes of 03 districts/cities under Package CW-08 and Package CW-09. The participants
to the group discussions include: Leaders of the ward/commune people's committees, the
ward/commune cadastral officers, the ward/commune fatherland fronts, the ward/commune
women's unions, the heads of residential groups/villages, and the affected households. The
in-depth interviews and group discussions also provided the EMC with further information on
the issues that need to be discussed and explained. Below is a summary of the group
discussions conducted in the First monitoring stage.

23. The in-depth interviews and group discussions were carried out through the following
tools: (i) Guidelines for in-depth interviews; and (ii) guidelines for group discussions. The in-
depth interview tool is in Appendix 5.

c. Questionnaire survey

24. In the monitoring process, this method is used as the primary tool to collect information
of the AHs concerning about their demographic characteristics, income and living standards,
production conditions, levels of satisfaction with the compensation, levels of satisfaction with
the terms and the implementation of the RPs, the effectiveness and sustainability of the
benefits and income restoration measures, and their ability to restore/rebuild their inocmes/
livelihoods and living standards. The survey questionnaire is in Appendix 5.

25. Inthe Second monitoring stage, the EMC interviewed 182 households by questionnaires
in 06 communes/wards in Package CW-08 and Package CW-09 included: 10 relocated HHs,
109 vulnerable HHs (included EM HHs) and 63 other HHs The details of the number of
households interviewed in each commune/ward are shown in Table 6.

26. Based on the project progress, the site clearance progress in the districts/cities, and the
progress of PMU2's selection of construction contractors, the Consultant worked with the
DCLDF of Lai Chau city, the DLFDC of Tam Duong district (Lai Chau province) and the
Compensation Committee of Van Yen and Van Chan district (Yen Bai province) on the RP
implementation, classifying AHs according to the project policy. The survey sample was
stratified according to each group of AHs in each commune/ward and randomly selected
including 182 AHs out of the total AHs of the sample (The list of AHs interviewed is in Appendix
4 . The number of households in each area is shown in the following table.

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Il. MONITORING FINDINGS

2.1. Overview of implementation organization

30. The people’s committees of the project provinces are the project owners of the
compensation, assistance and resettlement. The people’s committees of the provinces
assigned the compensation and site clearance to the district/city counterparts. At the second
monitoring stage, the DCARCs of the project districts have been established and consolidated,
and the Land Fund Development Centers (DLFDCs) were assigned. Members of the DCARCs
and the DLFDCs fully participated in the training courses on project RP conducted by the
SMEC. For Package CW-08, the compensation and site clearance are carried out by the
centers for land fund development (DLFDCs) of Lai Chau city and Tam Duong district, Lai
Chau province. For Package CW-09, this task is carried out by the DCARC and the working
group that assists the DCARC. Members of the DCARC and the DLFDC are relevant
commune-level officials and they were consulted by the SMEC in 2020 for training on the
compensation policy, the process of land clearance, including: Lai Chau province (25/8 —
28/8/2020), Lao Cai province (18/9/2020), Yen Bai (19/8/2020 and 21/8/2020).

31. Internal and external monitoring:

¢ In order to ensure the compliance of the project with regard to the implementation of
safeguard policies of ADB, since the beginning time of project preparation stage, the
PMU2 has assigned officers to take responsible for social safeguard policy issues,
including social, ethnic minority and land acquisition and environment with support of the
Project Implementation Supervision Consultant (PISC). The first officer working on social
safeguard was mobilized on January 6, 2022 and started revising the third quarter
internal report, preparing the fourth quarter internal report.

¢ An external monitoring agency (EMA) on social and resettlement was also recruited due
to the project’s category A for involuntary resettlement as requirement of ADB SPS 2009.
External Monitoring Agencies (EMA) was mobilized in Quarter 11l 2020. The first report
was completed in July 2021.

32. Assessment: The arrangement and organization of the RP/EMDP implementation in the
project provinces is consistent with the implementation institution of the RP/EMDP approved
by the ADB. The staffs at the DLFDCs have experienced in implementing the land acquisition,
compensation, support and resettlement of the WB projects and domestic projects but they
are not experienced in implementing ADB loan projects. However, with their existing
experience and the project policy training by PMU2/SMEC since 2020 and working with the
concerned consultants, they can be able to understand the project's RP/EMDP implementation
requirements.

33. In June 2021, PMU2 guided DLFDCs the periodical report form. These reports already
include quite detailed data and information for management of site clearance activities and still
need to be updated and supplemented depending on the actual situation. However, the report
should include the note that the RP/EMDP implementation plan and awarding of construction
contracts are more appropriate and feasible. Some consultation activities need to be
disaggregated by gender and attached with internal reports.
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2.2. Evaluation on project documents in terms of land acquisition

34. Social safeguard instruments were fully prepared in the preparing stage by the consultant
such as RF, RPs and EMDPs. Those documents were fully collected and used by PMU2 and
DLFDCs. However, the update RP and EMDP are not collected due to the delay in the
preparation of these documents except documents of Package CW-08 and Package CW-09.

35. The guidance for the relevant compensation to the project was issued by Lai Chau and
Yen Bai PPCs and collected and used by the DLFDCs. The project's compensation files have
been stored at the DLFDC headquarters according to the regulations after being completed.
The quarterly internal reports have been shared by PMU2 with the project provinces and the
DLFDCs. Because there are not complaints at this time, the DLFDCs take no archives of
complaint records. The monitoring team also reminded that the DLFDCs should maintain
complaint monitoring books and record oral complaints for tracking and settlement, and for the
ADB’s.

2.3. Preparation and concurrence on social safeguard documents.

36. The RPs and EMDPs prepared for each province in 2018 got reviews and comments in
writing of the Provincial People's Committee. The RP of the provinces were approved by the
ABD with no-objection letters on August 20, 2018 and for the EMDPs on August 22, 2018. The
SMEC consultant contracted in November 2019 to perform detailed technical design services
and update RPs, EMDPs (11 URPs, 11 UEMDPSs). At this report period, only URP, UEMDP of
package8 and 9 were approved by the ADB.

37. In 2020 and the first 6 months of 2021, SMEC consultant has carried out a series of
training activities on the ADB's Social Safeguard Policies, the Project's Resettlement Policy
Framework, gender equality and social integration. The SMEC consultant also updated the
PIB information based on the available PIB of the RPs and introduced the contents of the RPs
and EMDPs to the relevant district departments and committees (district people's committee
offices, divisions of natural resources and environment, divisions of labor, invalids and social
affairs, divisions of ethnic minority affairs, centers for land fund development, divisions of
economic infrastructure, fatherland fronts, women's unions, district inspectors...), commune
officials (leaders of CPC, fatherland fronts, cadastral, justice, women’s unions, farmers’ unions,
youth unions...) and held meetings to disseminate information about RPs, EMDPs to affected
households, distribute PIBs in project-affected communes/wards/towns. With regard to
Package 8, since the compensation was made before the uRP was approved by the ADB, the
DDR was prepared as an addendum to the uRP and was approved by the ADB. With regard
to packages: 1, 2, 3 and 4, the DMS has been basically completed, so PMU2 needs to continue
to prepare uRP and uEMDP to submit to the ADB for approval before paying compensation
and starting the construction for the project.

38. Assessment: The progress of updating the RP/EMDP for the packages have basically
completed, but the DMS (packages: 1, 2, 3 and 4) is still slow. This is potentially delaying the
handover schedule before starting construction of the packages: 1, 2, 3 and 4, which is
supposed in the beginning and end of Q2/2022. Therefore, the updated RP/EMDPs need to
be completed soon to submit to the ADB for approval before payment of compensation to avoid
non-compliance with the compensation policy as taking place in Package CW-08. PMU2 needs
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to work with the concerned consultant to speed up the update of the RP/EMDP for the priority
packages, and at the same time, request the Internal Monitoring Consultant to assist in
reviewing the updated RP/EMDP to submit to the ADB for review and approval.

2.4. Information dissemination, community consultation and stakeholder engagement

39. The public consultation and disclosure activities during the preparation of the RPs and
EMDPs have been fully implemented by the concerned consultant and detailed in the quarterly
internal monitoring reports, including: Time, location, number of AHs, number of male/female
AHs, number EM-AHs... In addition to this information, the minutes with the list of attendees
and some consultation photos are attached to the quarterly internal monitoring reports (please
refer to the internal reports of the 1st, 2nd and 3rd quarters of 2021).

40. PMU2 and localities confirmed that the RPs, EMDPs, after being approved by the ADB,
have been publicly announced in their localities. SMEC who is the consultant supporting the
project implementation in this period has carried out activities to disseminate information about
RP and EMDP to the community in 03 provinces. In addition, training activities were also
organized for local compensation officers. During this time, the households received the
project's PIB and the RPs and EMDPs were published at the headquarters of the CPCs.

41. Through collecting relevant documents, EMC confirmed that localities (Lai Chau city,
Tam Duong district, Van Yen district) have fully implemented information disclosure activities
such as: HHs meeting to announce information cadastral survey information, information
disclosure and land acquisition announcement, detailed DMS schedule announcement.

42. During the development of the RPs and the EMDPs, the general information about the
project and the main contents of the RPs and the EMDPs such as compensation and
assistance policies, Income Restoration Program, GRM, EMDPs... were informed to the AHs
through consultation meetings held by the PMU in collaboration with the SMEC. 100% of the
AHs participating in the in-depth interviews and group discussions said that they consulted and
understood this information. 100% of the interviewed AHs said that they received the PIB. The
main information contents include: (i) introduction of the project; (ii) potential project impacts
and mitigation measures; (iii) RP/EMDP implementation plan of the project; (iv) principles and
policies on compensation, support and benefits of APs; (v) roles and responsibilities of the
stakeholders on compensation, support, resettlement, ethnic minorities and livelihood
restoration; (vi) the GRM, including steps to resolve complaints directly related to contractor's
construction activities; APs can access ADB's accountabilty mechanism at:
https://www.adb.org/site/accountability-mechanism/main; (vii) address and contact persons,
including contact information, phone number, etc.

43. During the implementation of the RP and EMDP, information disclosure activities are
continued by the SMEC Consultant and the DLFDCs in accordance with the Project's
regulations under the supervision of PMU2. The uRPs, uEMDPs have been and are being
prepared for each package that has been included in the information of these activities by the
Consultant.

44. As soon as uRP, uEMDP/DDR are approved by the ADB and the Provincial People's
Committee, the DLFDCs will launch information disclosure activities (i) on the District'swebsite;
(i) Posting at the headquarters of the Commune People's Committee, and (iii) Reaching
affected households through the PIB (updated).

45. Assessment: With the collected information, EMC assessed that at the section of
packages Information dissemination, community consultation was implemented in compliance

47. DMS has been completed only for package CW-08 and package CW-09, DMS of 06
packages (Package CW1,3,4,6,10 and 11) have been implemented and do not have final DMS
yet. Packages of CW-02, 05 and 07 have not started DMS.

48. Before carrying out the detailed measurement survey of affected land and properties, the
DCARCs or the DLFDCs, through the commune people's committees, sent a notice of land
acquisition to each affected household. The DMS schedule was informed to the affected
households by the DLFDC staff or village heads. According to the DLFDC, the DMS working
group usually includes DLFDC representative, commune people's committee leaders,
cadastral officials, village heads, and affected persons. During the period from March to
December 2021, meetings in the communes were also organized by the DLFDCs to inform
more specifically about the project, consult with the households about the DMS process, and
plan the compensation. 182 interviewed AHs informed that they participated in the DMS
process and signed the DMS minutes.

49. Results of quantitative surveys: The project has reviewed origin of lands, history of
transactions, and developed the compensation and assistance plan in compliance with the
project’s policies. Specific results of the survey are as follows:

v" 100% of households were informed about the schedule during DMS implementation;
v 100% of households participated in DMS and determination of impacted assets of the
households, providing papers demonstrating asset origin;
v" 100% of households were invited for signing the Minutes of DMS;
v" 100% of households were provided 01 copy of the DMS results
v 100% of households agreed with the DMS results of the survey team. In fact, AHs in
Package No8 (Lai Chau province) complained about the DMS results. However, having
been explained clearly, these household agreed with the DMS results.
v" 100% of households (in 182 AHs) were satisfied and agreed with DMS results, no complaint
was recorded relating to DMS activities.
50. At the monitoring time, over the entire scope of Package CW-08 and Package CW-09,
the DMS dossier has been completed. The compensation and support plans were prepared
and made public in accordance with the regulations.

51. Assessment: The DMS on the affected assets was pursuant to the state process as well
as stated in the RPs. The implementation progress has improved a lot compared to the 1st
monitoring, which needs more human resources from the Department of Natural Resources
and Environment, the Department of Infrastructure Economics, the Department of Finance, the
cadastral officials of the communes/wards/towns to speed up the progress in time.
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2.6. Preparation and approval for the compensation plans

52. Legal framework and applicable policy. The compensation plans have been prepared
according to the project's RPF and RP approved by the ADB, and the decisions on
compensation, support and resettlement policies when the State acquires land in Lai Chau and
Yen Bai provinces. As of December 2021, the uRP for Package CW-08 has been approved by
the ADB. The DLFDCs will review the compensation plans prepared under the approved uRP
and make adjustments as necessary. The same process will be applied to the remaining
packages.

53. Replacement costs: The project’s compensation prices were determined according to
the principle of replacement cost and the compensation plans applied according to the
replacement cost for affected land and assets on affected land. The survey on the replacement
cost was carried out by an independent price appraisal unit that is qualified according to the
regulations of the Ministry of Finance.

- For Package CW-08 — Lai Chau province: The price appraisal results were approved
for the project in: Decision No.598/QD-UBND dated May 26, 2021 of Lai Chau
Provincial People's Committee promulgating compensation unit prices for affected
assets, plants and livestock on affected land) when the State acquires land in Tam
Duong district and Lai Chau city under the Northern Mountain Provinces Transport
Connectivity Project, funded by the Asian Development Bank (ADB) and the Australian
Government; Decision No0.455/QD-UBND dated May 27, 2021 of Lai Chau City
People's Committee approving specific land prices to calculate compensation when the
State acquires land in Lai Chau city; and Decision No.534/QD - UBND dated May 17,
2021 of Tam Duong District People's Committee approving specific land prices to
calculate compensation when the State acquires land for the Northern Mountain
Provinces Transport Connectivity Project (Lai Chau - Noi Bai - Lao Cai expressway);

- For Package CW-09 — Yen Bai province: At this report, Van Yen DPC issued five (05)
decisions on RCS, including (i) Decision No.2210/QD-UBND dated October 08, 2021
on price unit for crop and structure for compensation, assistance when State required
land of The project and (ii) 03 Decisions on specific land price for compensation
calculation (No.3654/QD-UBND dated October 04, 2021 for Dai Son commune;
No.3702/QD-UBND dated October 08, 2021 for An Thinh commune and No.3703/QD-
UBND dated October 08, 2021 for Mo Vang commune);

- During the discussions with the DLFDCs, it was said that the compensation unit prices
for affected land and assets on affected land applied to the project are appropriate and
accepted by local people. Moreover, the province has just issued a 5-year land price
list for the period of 2020-2024 and a number of decisions on the compensation policies
and compensation unit prices for affected houses, architectural works, plants and crops
in 2021.

54. The interviews with the affected people showed that the majority of them believe that the
compensation prices are in line with the market prices and they are satisfied with the
compensation unit prices. Some of them think that they will not be affected much because
along the route they have not much land, while making roads will be convenient for the local
economic development, trading with other provinces, roads will be wide and beautiful and
make children easy to travel and faster.
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55. The replacement cost surveys for the remaining packages have been carrying out similar
to the replacement cost surveys for Package 8 and Package 9.

56. Assistances: The supports were applied for AHs but these are not yet fully compliant
with the RPF/RP approved by the ADB. Some supports are not included in the approved
compensation plans, such as: (i) life stabilization support for AHs whose production land is
acquired less than 10% (Lai Chau province); (ii) life stabilization support for households whose
production land is acquired from 10% to less than 30%; (iii) support for business affected
households; and (iv) inadequate support for vulnerable households according to the project
policy.

57. Preparing compensation plans. The compensation plans were based on the
instructions of the province and the project. After making, the compensation plans were made
public for the households’ reviews according to the regulations. The minutes of publicizing
compensation plans were stored at the offices of the site clearance agencies.

58. Assessment: It can be said that the preparation and approval of the compensation plans
was not fully compliant with the RPF/RP approved by the ADB for Package CW-08 and
Package CW-09. Some of the supports under the RPF/RP are not in full in the compensation
plans prepared and approved. A DDR is required for Package CW-08 to thoroughly review and
assess the compliance and propose additional action plans.

2.7. Approval of Compensation Plan and payment progress

59. At the period of this report, the people's committees of the districts/cities approved the
compensation plans for Package CW-08 and Package CW-09 with the total cost of VND
86,806,335,493, which is summarized in Table 10 below (the list of approval decisions is
summarized in Appendix 1 of this report).

60. Payment progress. The compensation payment was made for Package 8 and Package
9 with the data in the table below. The approval and payment of compensation before the uRP
was approved by the ADB was not in accordance with the regulations of the project. The
detailed information and status of each package is as follows.

61. According to the ADB SPS 2009, a DDR was prepared for the package CW-08 as an
appendix of the uRP for this package in December 2021 (Please refer to uRP of package
CWO08 for more details of DDR and CAP).

62. With regard to Package 9: Pursuant to the requirements of the Government's capital plan
management, the capital that was allocated to the locality but not used would be possibly paid
back to the budget in November 2021, on the one hand, and the people's committees of the
communes and local communities suggested to pay compensation to the affected households
to stabilize their accommodations before the Lunar New Year, on the other hand. Therefore,
the DCARB of Van Yen district paid the compensation to 184 affected households with the
amount of VND 13,014,706,997. This payment of compensation before the uRP, which was
approved by the ADB, was not in accordance with the project regulations. For this reason, the
EMC recommends that PMU2 and Van Yen DCARB should report and work with the ADB to
take early measures to avoid affecting the project progress.

63. Assessment: The approval of compensation plans and payment of compensation for
Package 8 and Package 9 before the ADB’s approval of the updated uRP may lead to an
inaccurate information. This information must be modified after the uRP is approved and
corrective actions should be taken as soon as possible.

2.8. Relocation and Resettlement

64. According to the DMS results of Package CW-08 and Package CW-09, the total number
of households to be resettled is 59 households, of which Package 8 has 36 households and
Package 9 has 23 households. The preparation for the resettlement sites and consultations
with the affected people to obtain their expectations for each package is as follows:

Package CW-08

- Lai Chau city: 04 households must be relocated (Dong Phong ward has 02 households;
Sang Thang commune has 02 households). By the end of December 2021, all 04 households
were visited Resettlement Site 2B, publicly drawn and allocated land in Resettlement Site 2B.
It is expected that households will have the land allocation decisions in January 2022. After
the land allocation decisions are issued, the documents will be transferred to the MONRE to
carry out the procedures for granting land use right certificates to the households.
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- Tam Duong district: 32 households must be relocated. After the households were
consulted, two resettlement sites with the total area of 2ha in Hon and Dong Pao villages were
planned with the basic services and utilities such as roads, electricity, water, 02 classrooms,
etc. The estimated infrastructure cost is at about VND 18.3 billion. Each relocated household
will be allocated with 300 m2, of which 120 m2 of residential land and 180 m2 of garden land.
The average distance from the land acquisition site to this new resettlement site is about 0.5km
to 1.2km. The resettlement site is expected to be completed and handed over to the affected
people in February 2022.

Package CW-09

- Van Yen district: 23 households must be relocated. Their remaining land is enough for
the relocation as regulations of province, after DLFDC conduct consultation with relocating
HHs, all households opted the self-settlement and received support money according to the
regulations of the province. The least support level is 200 million VND/household (for a
household of 04 people).

2.9. Status of handing over land to project and conformity between land acquisition
and construction activities

65. At this reporting period, 400m of the route in Lai Chau city (public land, no affected
households) was handed over to the contractor of Package 8 for the construction start-up. The
EMC will update the information in the subsequent report.

2.10. Grievance Redress and Mechanism

66. To ensure that all complaints of the affected persons regarding any aspect of the project
land acquisition, compensation and resettlement are resolved timely and satisfactorily and the
affected persons can freely raise their grievances and questions, a Subproject Grievance
Redress Mechanism (GRM) was established as agreed between ADB and PMU2 including the
complaint and grievance redress procedure and made available to the communities and the
affected persons.
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67. During the finalization of the DMS and making and publicizing the compensation and
support plans of Package 8 and Package 9, all opinions and questions were promptly
explained by the DLFDC's staff and clarified with the affected people. The majority of the
affected people agreed to sign the DMS minutes and the compensation and support plans. Till
the second monitoring, there are 02 households, Nguyen Tien Dung and Nguyen Van Thu,
requesting an additional inventory of their affected structures, trees, and crops (by oral
complaints with the DMS staff of Van Yen DLFDC) and Van Yen DLFDC is reviewing their
DMS files and expected to be completed before January 2022.

68. Assessment: The GRM was established in accordance with the project requirements.
Local authorities and affected HHs were informed about GRM of project Although GRM were
informed to local authorities, AHs and no formal complaints are recorded (except for the above
2 suggestions), PMU2, DLFDCs and affected communes still need to consolidate GRM to be
sure whether the GRM is functional prior to the commencement of any land acquisition or
resettlement activities.

2.11. Re-adjustment the LURC for remaining land of AHs after land acquisition

69. At this report period, this activity has not been done; EMC will be updated in the next
report.

2.12. IRP implementation

70. At this report period, PMU.2, LFDCs and uRP preparation Consultant were collecting
data, prepare IRP and updating into uRP. The uRP of package 8 was approved by the ADB
and the uRP of package 9 is being reviewed by ADB. PMU.2 and DLFDCs planed to start the
implementaion of IRP in the section of Package 8,9 in the first quarter of 2022 (after uRP was
approved by ADB).

71. With Package 8, LFDCs were identified that the number of households eligible the IRP
are 582 households, total budget of IRP of Package 08 is 2,249,390,000 VND. Similar data for
Package 9 are 359 households and 2,040,838,000 VND. Activities of IRP were described in
detail in uRPs.

72. The EMC recommended the PMU.2 and Districts carrying out Package 8 to implement
IRP as soon as possible. The EMC will continue to monitor and update them in the next report.

2.13. EMDP implementation

73. During project preparation, the EMDPs were prepared for each project province and
approved by the ADB. At the monitoring period, the socio-economic surveys and consultations
have been handled by the consultant to update the EMDPs. Updated EMDPs were prepared
for Package 8,9. Updated EMDP for package 8 was approved by ADB in December 2021.
Updated EMDP for package 9 is in reviewing process. Due to scales and affected level of
project to EMs, ADB has changed the category for indigenous people is A (identified as
significant).

74. In the update EMDP process, some activities related to the DMS process such as
identification of EM households, consultation, dissemination of information on the project and
compensation policy have been carried out. At the time of reporting, the uEMDP for Package 8
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has been cleared by the ADB so EMC recommended that the districts should implement uEMDP
immediately.

75. Like the RPs, the EMDPs need to be completed and updated soon for 9 other packages
to submit to the ADB for review and clearance for the publicity and implementation. The EMDP
update schedule is being in parallel with the RP update schedule.

2.14. Assessment of the levels of satisfaction of the project affected households

76. The interviewed households were aware of the importance and benefits of the project
implementation. The group discussions and interviews with the affected households mostly
indicated that they were satisfied with the DMS process, community consultation and project
information dissemination. They also said that the loan projects are stricter and more
transparent and they go to these meetings more often.

77. The affected households as well as local people and communities living in the project
area understand that the construction of the road will provide better infrastructure to meet the
increasing transportation demand for agricultural production development, urban development
and exchange of goods and meet the wishes of the affected households to have a better living
standard, poverty alleviation and sustainable development in the northern mountainous region.
This motivates them to fully support the project implementation.

78. The survey result presented that 23% said that they are satisfied with compensation
rate; 21% said that they are very satisfied with compensation rate, 8% said that are not satisfied
with compensation rate. Because they said that the compensation rate is low.

79. The Consultant did not record any complaints during the monitoring period related to
compensation prices for production land, residential land and assets attached to land. Results
of  monitoring by  questionnaire  with 182 surveyed households are
evidence for this confirmation.

80. The monitoring results presented that payment of compensation and assistances were
directly conducted by the LFDCs/CARBs and CPCs and village/residential area leaders.
Before payment, AHs were informed of the times and places to receive compensation and
assistance. Normally, it is implemented at the headquarters of the commune/ward people's
committees, community houses, or village cultural houses. 85% (or 155 AHs) said that they
are satisfied with process, time and location of compensation/allowance payment, only 5% (or
8 AHs) are un-satisfied.

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lll. CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

3.1. Conclusions

81. The compensation has been being implemented in all 11 packages in 03 project
provinces. The awarding progress of the construction contracts of all packages is expected to
be finished in the second quarter of 2022. However, the progress of the RP/EMDP
implementation is potentially delayed against the awarding progress of the construction
contracts. Particularly, the DMS for Package 5 and Package 7 even has not been started, the
DMS for 03/11 packages has achieved 20 to 60%, and only 06/11 packages have been
completed with the DMS; only 02/11 packages have been completed with the uRPs/uEMDPs
and got approved by the ADB (packages: 8 and 9), meanwhile the uRPs/UEMDPs for other
packages have not yet been started.

82. The compensation of the project provinces has been basically complied with the RPF/RP
approved by the ADB. The replacement cost survey for affected land and assets on affected
land has been carried out to make basic for the compensation calculation for the project.
However, the project's compensation process and compensation documents have been
complied with the domestic obligations but not the project requirements in full due to the
disbursement pressure which results in incapable waiting for the approval of the
uRPs/uEMDPs. The compensation payment to the affected people has been implemented for
Package 8 and Package 9 alone. At the same time, some support amounts under the RPF/RP
have not been fully complied with.

83. The dissemination of information and consultation with the affected households and the
stakeholders has strictly followed as provided in the approved RPs. However, more detailed
on the measures to restore livelihoods and income in the future as outlined in the RPs should
be consulted for the severely affected households.

84. The DMS of the affected quantity of the households was according to the state
procedures as described in the RPs. However, the progress is still slow and should be
accelerated in the coming time. During the DMS process, many AHs requested re-checking
their quantity of affected property in DMS minutes. There requests were received by DLFDCs
and the DLFDCs planned to check to explain to them in order that they agree and sign in the
DMS minutes.

85. For the replacement cost survey for Package 8 and Package 9, the External Consultant
has been mobilized to survey and set up the replacement cost to be applied for the
compensation and assistance for site clearance. This should continue to be done soon in other
packages.

86. The payment of compensation prior to the ADB’s approval of uRP is not in compliance
with the project regulations. Corrective measures should be taken immediately and the same
situation should not be allowed to happen again.

87. Till the monitoring, severely and vulnerable AHs have not yet been fully supported as
required by the project policies; no more detailed consultations on livelihood and income
restoration measures as outlined in the RP has been organized; and the RPs/EMDPs have not
updated (Except for Package 8).
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88.

The EMDP and livelihood restoration have not yet been implemented. The Grievance

Redress Mechanism was disseminated and made widely to affected people and stakeholders.
Therefore, it needs to consolidate to help affected people and stakeholders to access and

implement the project's GRM well.

3.2. Recommendations

89.

Based on the progress of the Project implementation and the implementation results of

the RPs/EMDPs up to the 2nd monitoring, the recommendations are presented in the following
