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l. IPROJECT INTRODUCTION

1.1. General Information

1. The Northern Mountain Provinces Transport Connectivity Project (NMPTCP) will be
implemented by the Government of Vietnam (GOV) through a Loan from the Asian Development
Bank (ADB) under the Ministry of Transport (MoT) with the aim to enhance the access to the
Greater Mekong Sub-region (GMS) corridors in the north-western region through upgrading
national and provincial highways to: (i) provide reliable access to basic social services such as
education, health care, job training, and emergency disaster relief; (ii) increase economic and
employment opportunities for the people of the north-western provinces, especially the poor
ethnic minorities; (iii) provide further opportunities of cross- border trade with the Lao People’s
Democratic Republic and the People’s Republic of China; (iv) save travel time and costs, hence
reducing fuel consumption and carbon dioxide emissions; and (v) ensure consistency of
standards over the entire road stretches, including road safety and climate resilience features.

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6. In comparision with last report (SMR Q1, 2022) the preparation of uURP/EMDP for
the project has been improved, the uRP, EMDP of 04 packages (CW-4, CW -5, CW 6 and
CW -10) have been prepared and submitted to ADB for approval. It is estimated that, uRPs,
EMDPs of 05 packages (CW-1, CW -2, CW -3, CW-7 and CW 11) will be submitted to ADB
in Q3/ 2022.

7. The progress of handing over civil works for packages of CW- 8, CW 9 accordingly
ADB regulation has implemented very slowly. At the report preparation, the additional
allowances have not paid for AHs, because it took a long time for the PPC to review/
appraise these allowances. In the fact, Yen Bai PPC has just issued the document on
allowances at end of June, 2022. Based on this decision, the LFDC will complete additional
compensation plans for AHs and it is estimated to completed the payment for AHs in
Q3.2022.

8. Currenrly, a big problem occurs in the implementation of site clearance is that lack
of fund. Compensation plan was approved of packages CW -8 in Tam Duong district has
not yet paid. In order to ensure the progress of handing over civil works for packges in
Q3.2022. PMU.2 need to closely coordinate with MOT to soon arrange the fund for land
acquisition.

1.2. Objectives of internal monitoring

9. At the project preparation, the project is identified as category A for involuntary
resettlement and category B for indigenous people. However, during the updating for RPs
and EMDPs for Package CW-8 and CW-9, the impact on indigenous people is identified
as significant, so the category for indigenous people has been changed from B to A as the
recommendation of ADB. Therefore, the project is identified as category A for both
involuntary resettlement and indigenous people. As ADB SPS 2009’s requirements, the
project is required both the internal and external monitoring reports during project
implementation. The main purpose of the internal monitoring is to ensure that matters
related to social safeguards have been implemented in accordance with the policies and
procedures of the RPs/uRPs/EMDP/EMDPs/DDRs following ADB SPS 2009 and project

policy.

10. The general objectives of internal monitoring are to: (i) report on the status and
assess the compliance with the agreed social safeguards documents, including
RP/EMDP/DDR; (ii) confirm the availability/handover of land to the proposed subprojects; (iii)
monitor contractors’ compliance to policy framework’s provisions related to temporary land
acquisition during civil works; (iv) ensure that the standards of living of affected households
is restored or improved; (v) monitor the implementation process; (vi) assess the sufficient
implementation of compensation, resettlement measures and social development assistance
programs; (vii) identify problems or potential problems; and (viii) identify and implement quick
response measures to mitigate emerging issues.

11. This report is prepared by PMU.2 to provide information and report to ADB on the
implementation status of social safeguard covering the period from April to June 2022.

1.3. Institutional arrangements
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12. In order to ensure the compliance of the project with regard to the implementation of
safeguard policies of ADB, since the beginning time of project preparation stage, the PMU.2
has assigned officers to take responsible for social safeguard policy issues, including social,
ethnic minority and land acquisition and environment with support of the Project
Implementation Supervision Consultant (PISC) namely Sambo (Korean Consultant) that has
been negotiated with PMU2. The consulting services for procurement assistance and
construction supervision (CS 1 Consultant) between CS 1 Consultant and PMU.2 has been
signed at the end of December, 2021 and accordingly the social safeguard consultant was
mobilized at the first week of January, 2022. CS1 consultant supported PMU to prepare the
report and monitor project implementation in terms of land acquisition and compensation. At
the end of March, 2022, a gender specialist of CS1 was also mobilized. However, in order to
ensure the progress of social safeguard implementation, CS 1 should mobilize fully 03 social
safeguard specialists to support PMU2 for site clearance of 11 packages. (a social safeguard
specialist is not mobilized yet). At the end of June, 2022, two social safeguard specialists took
part in site visit at the end of June/2022 to collect data for SMR Q2. 2022 and in this monitoring
time the gender and development specialist worked with representatives of construction
contractors of Packge CW -08 (02 agencies) and Package CW -06 to provide guidances for
implementing indicators of GAP.

13. In addition, an external monitoring agency (EMA) on social and resettlement was also
recruited due to the project’s category A for involuntary resettlement as requirement of ADB
SPS 2009. External Monitoring Agencies (EMA) was mobilized in Quarter 111, 2020. At the end
of June, 2022, IMC completed the monitoring activities at site and the external monitoring
report will be submitted to ADB in July, 2022 for review/comments.

1.4. Summary of impacts based on detailed designs/DMS results

14. The project consists of 11 construction packages. By the time of this report, the
detailed technical designs have been approved for 10/11 packages, except Package CW- 7.
Accordingly, the DMS have been conducted for 10/11 packages. Of which, the DMS is
completed for the AHs within right of way (ROW) of the packages:; CW-4; CW -05; CW-6;
CW-8, CW-9, CW-10 and , while the DMS is being conducted for package CW -01; CW -02
CW -03and CW 11 . Please see below table for more information of impacts by packages:

a) Affected households

15. As results of DMS by June 2022, the land acquisition for 06 packages has impacted
on a total of 4,243 AHs and 37 organizations. Of which, 224households have been entirely
impacted on houses and must to relocate, 317 households are considered as severely
affeceted households due to losing of 10% or more their productive landholdings and 2,212
households are considered as vulnerable households and most of vulnerable are ethnic
minority. The detailed information of AHs by package are described in following table.

16. Up to June, 2022, DMS is only conducted for AHs within the right of way (ROW) of
the packages. When relocation of public facilities is implemented, DMS result will be updated
and these AHs are eligible to receive fully compensation/allowance as project policy.

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b) Affected lands

17. By the end of June 2022, the implementation of 6 packages! have impacted on a total
of 2,271,684 m2 are affected by land acquisition for the construction packages. Of which,
51,993 m2 are classified as residential land; 84,529 m2 are classfied as paddy land; 253,194m2
is annual crops land; 524,409 m2 are classified as perennial trees land, 51,293m2 are classified
as up land; 23,882 m2 are classified as aquaculture land and 226,301 m2 of forest land.

18. By the time of this report, according to DMS results the land acquisition implementation
for 06 packages has impacted on a total of 27,100 m2 of houses. In addition, the land acquisition
also impacted on privately-owned secondary structures, namely: bathroom/toilet (3,110 m2);
3,773 m2 of shed; 18,448 m2 of yard; 37,344 m of water pipe and 99 graves. Please see below
table for detailed information of affected structures by packages.

e) Impacts on public facilities
20. There are public facilities to be affected by packages that include electric line; water

pipeline and telephone poles needs to be reocated. All these facilities will be compensated at
replacement cost and must be restored before taking the land to ensure the services are always
available for the people.

21. As project policy, compensation payment is only applied for the Owners of public
facilities (excluding works for which the owner has committed to self-relocate and does not
claim compensation) out of righ of way (ROW) and these works are out of committement of self
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relocation. Below table 7 presents the volume of public facilities will be affected by the land
acquisition for each package.

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f) Temporary land acquisition during construction time

22. Information of disposal site: There are 58 disposal sites in 03 project provinces, in which
18 disposal sites of Lao Cai; 21 disposal sites of Lai Chau and 19 disposal sites of Yen Bai. The
total area of 58 disposal sites is about 150 ha, there is no need permanent land acquisition for
these disposal sites because mostly sites are public vacant land which were cleared already by
local authorities and reserved for construction of industrial zone and local infrastructure. Table
8 presents location of disposal sites in project area.

23. In the process of construction time, need of material gathering as well as disposal is
necessary to ensure construction method as well using disposal for filling in as request of local
authorites. The activities of transportation and disposal ensure not cause breaken-down for
technical infrastructure system and production and living activities of local people, comply with
legal regulation on environmental protection and other regulation.

24, After that completing disposal, PMU2/Constractors have to hand over clearance to
ensure high level and provide clearance for local authorites and people.
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25. In process of DD preparation; PMU2 worked with PPCs, DONREs and DOTSs to
indentify suitable land fund for disposal sites.

- On Novemeber 13, 2020, PMU2 worked with Lao Cai DOT, DONRE, Van Ban DPC to
get agreement on location of 18 disposal sites. Mostly 18 disposal sites are non-use
land.

- On December 13, 2020, PMU2 worked with Lai Chau DONRE to get agreement on
location of 21 disposal sites.

26. In order to meet the requirement of PPCs on disposal sites, when construction activies
start, PMUZ2 will have meetings with stakehoders to re-indentify location of disposal sites.

27. Up to this report preparation, based on actual demand and construction method, there
is change in location of waste dumping site, constructruction contractors identify proper
locations, after that, they work with local authorities and people to reach agreement on waste
dumping sites. They will prepare a technical record and submit to DONRE for acceptance and
a final recod will be sent to Construction Supervision Consultant for appraisal/approval together
with confirmation document of DONRE. Below is updated information on waste dumping site of
Package CW-06, CW -8 and CW 9.

> Package CW-08, contractor prepared the record of waste dumping site (Letter No
.745/KT/BT/XL-08- LC dated 07 July, 2022) and submitted to CS consultant for
acceptance (attached with Document No 313a/UBND-TNMT dated 21 March issued by
Tam Duong DPC). There are 10 dumping sites with total stock capacity of 309,000 m3.
The land used for 10 waste dumping site is agricultural, annual plant of AHs. The CS
consultant sent Document to PMU.2 on request for approval of waste dumping site
dated 21 July, 2022.

28. Information of hiring contracts of 10 dumping sites (under Package CW-08) and other
disposal sites will be updated in next report.

Il. DETAILED PROGRESS OF RESETTLEMENT IMPLEMENTATION

2.1. Status of social safeguards documents for subprojects

29. At the time of project preparation in 2018, 3 Resettlement Plans (RPs) and 03 Ethnic
Minority Development Plan (EMDP) have been prepared for whole subproject in 3 provinces. All
social safeguard documents have been also approved by ADB.

30. At the stage of project implementation since 2021, a total of 24 social safeguard
documents (11 uRP, 11 uEMDP and 2 DDRs) are required for 11 packages in 3 provinces of
Lai Chau, Lao Cai and Yen Bai. By the end of June 2022, 04 updated RPs/EMDPs have been
approved by ADB for Package CW- 4; Package CW -6; Package CW-08 and Package CWO09.
The status of required documents and plan for the preparation of remaining social safeguards
documents is summarized in below table.

31. RP and EMDP updating progress were delayed due to the delay in the completion of

DED (delay in the detail design and resettlement mark demarcation work of the design
consultant) and effect of Covid 19 and delay in the issuance of compensation prices of the
provinces. In addition, initially, the technical design consultant only carried out the socio-
economic survey with a sample of 30% of the total affected households. However, based on
completed DMS data, ADB required to conduct an additional SES with 100% of severely
affected and vulnerable households, which resulted in the need to carry out procedure request
for additional funding for implementation, leading to delay in updating RP/EMDP.

32. Regarding to Package CW-8, while the uRP is not approved yet by ADB, 454 AHs have
been paid the compensation and assistances with an amount of VND 36,529,903,177. A due
diligence review is prepared to examine whether or not the compensation payment complied
with requirements on compensation/support entittements as set forth in the Project’'s RP/uRP.
The implementation of this CAP was updated and presented in Item 2.13. of this report

33. Regarding to Package CW-9, Pursuant to the requirements of the Government's capital
plan management, the capital that was allocated to the locality but not used would be possibly
paid back to the budget in November 2021, on the one hand, and the people's committees of
the communes and local communities suggested to pay compensation to the affected
households to stabilize their accommodations before the Lunar New Year, on the other hand.
Therefore, the DCARB of Van Yen district paid the compensation to 184 affected households
with the amount of VND 13,014,706,997. This payment of compensation before the uRP, which
was approved by the ADB. The advance payment before approved uRP was not in accordance
with the project regulations. The DDR of Package CW-9 was prepared and attached in SMR
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Q1.2022; ADB approved this report in May 2022. The implementation of this CAP was updated
and presented in Item 2.13 of this report.

2.2. Public consultation and project information disclosure

34. Information dissemination and community consultation activity are taking place during
the project’s implementation and preparation process. At the time of this reporting, at least two
rounds of information dissemination and community consultation have been organized in the
project provinces during project preparation and updating the safeguards documents for each
package. In addition, as for ADB’s requirement, the approved uRPs/UuEMDPs have also been
disclosed to all affected households and other stakeholders, besides the copies of these
URPs/UEMDPs that were placed in the commune/and villages.

35. The first period of dissemination of information and community consultation was
organized by the consultant during the FS preparation in coordination with local authorities in
stage of 2018 and 2019. The latest information dissemination and community consultation
exercise was carried out in 2021, after approval of the detailed engineering design (DED) and
construction drawings of Package CW-8, CW-9 by the competent authorities; information
dissemination through consultative meetings was conducted with communal authorities and
representatives of affected HHs in their communes.

36. In addition to dissemination of information and community consultation in project
preparation, information and community consultation were carried out in process of SES,
preparation of uRP, EMDP of Package in phase 2021 and 2022.

37. In process of site clearance in Q2, 2022 (from April to June, 2022 ), the LFDCs carried
out community consultation meetings to information disclosure about project policy and 05 new
compensation plans were approved in stage of May-June 2022 (package CW-06 and package
CW-08). Besides, at the end of June, 2022 CS 1 and EMC organized community consultation
meetings.

38. Total 28 meetings were implemented by LFDCs and CS1/EMC from May to June at the
office of CPCs or cuture housing to provide the project entitlements as well as collect relevant
information on demand of AHs on LRP, site clearance. Total 794 particpants, in which 739 are
EM, accounting for 93%.

39. In the consultation meetings, local people want that site clearance of project should be
implemented transparently and ensure project policy, compensation price is reasonable and
ensure the applied price for compensation/allowance calculation is replacement price.

40. During monitoring, the Consultant found that there is different between English version
and Vietnamese version of RP (in 2018) for Lao Cai and Yen Bai. Therefore, LFDCs understood
incorrectly information about project policy. In order to ensure the implementation of project
policy correctly, in MOU of the mission of March 2022, ADB required that the project should get
concurrence from DPCs/LFDCs during preparaton for uRPs/UEMDPs before submitting to ADB
for review/approval.

2.3. DMS implementation

41. By the time of this report, the detailed technical designs have been approved for 10/11
packages, except Package CW- 7. In Q2,2022, DMS has been implemented for 10/11 packages
(except Package CW-07 due to adjustment of DD), in which DMS of 06 packages ( CW- 4; CWS5;
CW 6; CW 8; CW9 and CW 10) were completed.

42. Before carrying out the detailed measurement survey of affected land and properties,
the DCARCSs or the DCLDFs, through the commune people's committees, sent a notice of land
acquisition to each affected household. The DMS schedule was informed to the affected
households by the DCLDF staff or village heads. According to the DCLDF, the DMS working
group usually includes DCLDF representative, commune people's committee leaders, cadastral
officials, village heads, and affected persons. For some packages, during the period from March
to June 2022, meetings in the communes were also organized by the DCLDFs to inform more
specifically about the project, consult with the households about the DMS process, and plan the
compensation. Refer below table 11.

43. The compensation and support plans were prepared and made public in accordance
with the regulations.

44, Working with LFDCs and local authorities and AHS, it is known that in process of the
DMS and making and publicizing the compensation and support plans of Package CW-8 and
Package CW-9, all opinions and questions were promptly explained by the DCLDF’s staff and
clarified with the affected people. The majority of the affected people agreed to sign the DMS
minutes and the compensation and support plans.

45, The DMS on the affected assets was pursuant to the state process as well as stated in
the RPs. The implementation progress has improved a lot compared to the SMR Q1.2022, DMS
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of 06 packages are completed for ROW. In the fact, in order to ensure the progress rare of site
clearance, for LFDCs, DPCs provided human resources from the Department of Natural
Resources and Environment, the Department of Infrastructure Economics, the Department of
Finance, the cadastral officials of the communes/wards/towns to speed up the progress in time
because LFDCs have been implemented about 20 projects in districts. The volume of
compensation and resettlement activities is very big.

46. As the scheduled, in the July,2022, DMS of package CW - 01; CW -02 CW -03 and
CW -11 will be completed and package CW — 07 will be completed in first Q3, 2022.

2.4, Preparation and approval of compensation plan

47. Legal frameworks: The compensation plans have been prepared by LFDCs based on
the resettlement policy framework that approved by the Primite Minister in 2018 and RPs of 03
provinces were approved by ADB in 2018 in project preparation phase and existing regulation
and polices on compensation, assistance and resettlement of Lai Chau, Yen Bai and Lao Cai
PPC, compensation plans must be prepared based replacement cost price to ensure the
entitlement for AHs.

48. Replacement costs: The Independent Replacement Cost Consultant surveyed for
packages to set up the replacement cost (for land, assets, trees and crops) to apply for
compensation and assistance for site clearance of the project. The compensation unit prices
were approved by the PPCs/DPCs to apply on compensation plans in accordance with the
regulations.

49. In order to meet the progress of site clearance of remaining packages, mobilization of
independent consultants to determine the compensation prices and approval should be done
with other packages which have been implementing the DMS.

50. At the report time, Compensation unit prices were issued by PPC of Yen Bai, Lao Cai
and Lai Chau. Compensation plans were almost completed for Package CW-8 and Package
CW-9. The monitoring results of IMC and CS 1 consultant presented that for AHs who received
the compensation payment, they evaluated that the applied price for compensation/allowance
calculation is acceptable and up to June 2022, there is not complaint of AHs on the
compensation price.

51. The compensation plans were compliance with project policy, except lack of allowances
such as support for temporary impact on business households (Package CW-8 and Package
CW-9) in construction time, support for vulnerable households and AHs losing more than 10%
of total land holding (Package CW -9). At the end of June, 2022, Lai Chau and Yen Bai PPCs
issued the decisions on these allowances and additional compensation plans will be submitted
to DPC for approval in Q3.2022.

52. Preparing compensation plans. The compensation plans were based on the instructions
of the province and the project policy. After making, the compensation plans were made public
for the households’ reviews according to the regulations. The minutes of publicizing
compensation plans were stored at the offices of the site clearance agencies.

53. Up to June 2022, total 39 compensation plans was approved with total amount of VND
105,841,687,127 for 1,519 AHSs. In which (i) 02 compensation plans of Package CW -6 with an
amount of VND 3,418,312,863 for 45 AHSs; (i) 17 compensation plans of Package CW -8 with
an amount of VND 53,663,749,664 for 582 AHs and 20 compensation plans of Package CW -9
with an amount of VND 48,759,624,600 for 921 AHSs.

54. In comparison with SMR Q1, 2022, 5 new approved compensation plans for 177 AHs
with amount of VND VND 5,810,676,289 were approved (Package CW -6 and Package CW -
8). Refer Annex 1. (05 new compensation plans of Package CW6; Package CW-08 were
approved in Q2.2022)

2.5. Compensation payment progress and budget allocation

a. Compensation payment progress for AHs

55. As above mentioned, by the time of this report, the people’s committees of the
districts/cities approved 02 compensation plans for Package CW -6; 17 compensation plans for
Package CW-8 and 20 compensation plans for Package CW-9 with the total cost of VND
105,841,687,127, total amount of compensation paid is 86,578,406,712 for 1,519 AHs and total
amount of compensation not yet paid is VND 19,263,280,415 for 216 AHs. The reasons for not
receiving the payment are (i) some AHs do not live-in project area, therefore, this amount has
been sent to the State Treasury as regulations of land law 2013 (Package CW-8, in Lai Chau
city); (i) lack of arrangement of compensation amount from PMU2 (Package CW-8, in Tam
Duong district) and (iii) 03 compensation plans have just approved at the end of June, 2022
(Package CW-8, in Lai Chau city). It is estimated to complete the compensation payment in Q3.
2022.

56. Payment progress. The compensation payment was made for Package CW- 6;
Package CW-8 and Package CW-9 with the data in the table below. The detailed information
and status of each package is as follows:

57. Regarding to Package CW-9: Pursuant to the requirements of the Government’s capital
plan management, the capital that was allocated to the locality but not used would be possibly
paid back to the budget in November 2021, on the one hand, and the people’s committees of
the communes and local communities suggested to pay compensation to the affected
households to stabilize their accommodations before the Lunar New Year, on the other hand.
Therefore, the DCARB of Van Yen district paid the compensation to 184 affected households
with the amount of VND 13,014,706,997, while the uRP was not prepared and approved by
ADB. This payment of compensation before the approval of uRP was not in accordance with the
project regulations. Accordingly, a DDR of Package CW-9 was attached in SMR Q1, 2022 and
ADB approved in May, 2022.

58. The most difficulties in process of site clearance at this moment is that the actual budget
of compensation and allowance is about 3 times higher than one in the past. Total amount of
Decision N0.1423/TTr- QHQT dated October 16, 2018, the estimated cost for compensation,
allowance and resettlement was VND 362,148 million. At this moment, the additional fund for
this clearance is VND 846,599 million.

b. Budget allocation

59. In last, SMR Q 1, 2022, through discussion with the PMU2's Accountant, Site clearance
fund in 2022 allocated was about VND 90 billion and if the amount was used up, about VND 47
billion would be additionally allocated by the Ministry of Transportation.

60. Based on sent documents of local authorities on demand of budget for site clearance.
PMU 2 issued the Document No 82/TTr-BQLDAZ2 issued by Mr Le Minh Nam, Deputy Director
of PMU2, dated April 15, 2022 submitto MOT on approving on adjustment of project investment,
namely (Refer the Annex 2. Legel document- Document No 82/TTr-BQLDA?2)

61. Adjustment of capital structure: Capital structure for the Northern Mountain Provinces
Transport Connectivity Project is detailed as below:

I Adjustment to increase Australian fund from VND 101,683 million to VND 146,313 million,
increasing by VND 44,630 million.

il.  Adjustment to increase counterpart fund from VND 988,577 million to million, increasing
by VND 784,381 million.

62. Reason for the increase in site clearance cost in comparison with that in the Decision on
approval of the Project’s Site Clearance cost, namely as:

a. Area of land acquisition and number of affected households:

According to the project preparatory technical assistance (PPTA)’s survey in 2018 over the
overall site clearance plan approved by districts:

+ Land acquisition area: 73.65 ha/490.04 ha (increasing 6.65 times).

+ Number of affected households: 957 households/6,045 households (increasing 6.32
times).

Reasons: In the project preparation phase, the Project Consultant preliminarily identified
the estimated volume of site clearance compensation according to the roadbase expansion
scope and the additional acquisition from slope as regulated, but not covering the expansion
scope for protecting the slope positions of excavated base, drainage systems and backfilled
base as the road runs through tough terrain segments with high slope.

b. Update the compensation, support unit price at the time of site clearance and land
acquisition:

According to the Project’s Policy Framework, official compensation unit prices will be issued
by the Provincial People’s Committee based on the appraisal results of the independent
appraisal consultant at the site clearance and land acquisition time.

c. The number of households eligible to relocation increases in comparison with that in the
Policy Framework: Increase in costs for compensation, support and resettlement in cash.

d. Supplement some cost items as follows: supporting business households who have
income temporarily lost; supporting households losing under 10% agricultural land which
affects their production life.

Total arising costs: Area of land acquisition and number of affected households, re-update
of compensation rate, number of affected households eligible to relocation. Additional cost
would be increased by VND 336,467 million.

e. Arising cost item for relocation of technical infrastructure: Increasing by VND 344,901
million.

In the survey progress of PPTA and based on the Project’s Policy Framework, there is no
cost paid for compensation, relocation of technical infrastructure works within the Project’s site
clearance scope.

The technical infrastructure works are relocated in accordance with the regulation in the
Decree No. 11/2010/ND-CP dated 15 April 2010 and the Circular No. 50/TT- BGTVT dated 23
September 2015 of Ministry of Transport and other relevant regulations.

In Item 9, Article 12 of TT50/TT-BGTVT dated 23 September 2015: “Essential works
accepted and licensed for construction must be relocated at the competent road management
authorities’ request without any compensation, support for relocation; the project owner or the
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essential works’ owners must take all responsibilities for the construction, relocation of these
essential works”

The PMU2 issued the Dispatch No. 396/BQLDA2-PID5 dated 28 February 2022; No.
683/BQLDA2-PID5 dated 30 March 2022, No. 522/BQLDA2-PID1 dated 14 March 2022, in
which PC of districts (Owner of site clearance subproject) is requested to follow regulations at
the Decree N0.11/2010/ND-CP dated 15 April 2010 and Circular No. 50/TT- BGTVT dated 23
September 2015 of the Ministry of Transport and related regulations.

According to the report, in the course the local authorities corporate with owners of technical
infrastructure works (including power lines, water pipelines, telecommunication, optical cable,
etc.), many difficulties have been faced, e.g: determine and collect documents for work items
without construction permit, could not identify the construction time of technical infrastructure
works within the inspected site clearance scope; have to work with several Groups from local
branches, units and provincial departments to form a base for districts to implement. Therefore,
cost estimate for relocation of locally technical infrastructure works is temporary and would be
identified after documents and results of the working with owners are fully collected.

f. Construction of resettlement area: 07 resettlement areas with a cost increase by VND
96,500 million.

At the time of PPTA, the data related to the number of households losing residential land
and having to relocate are inadequate. Besides, at the time of project preparation, according
to opinions of households, individuals who have to relocate for project implementation collected
by Land Fund Development Center and People’s Committee of Communes, towns, the number
of households registering to relocation increases and it is necessary to build resettlement area
for people besides households receiving compensation, resettlement payment in cash.
Therefore, the additional cost for construction of resettlement area over the site clearance plan
identified in the total project cost was approved.

63. For the proposal of adjusting Site clearance cost, on 20 June 2022, the Ministry of
Transport sent the Dispatch No0.6173/ GTVT-KHDT to Lao Cai, Lai Chau and Yen Bai Provicial
People's Committee on checking and reviewing the site clearance cost of the project in Lao Cai,
Lai Chau and Yen Bai for the items (i) relocation of technical infrastructure and (ii) construction
of resettlement site. (Refer the Annex 2 for the content of Dispatch N0.6173/ GTVT-KHDT of
MOT)

64. In this Dispatch, the Ministry of Transport requests People's Committee of Provinces to
review documents, records, archive and identify the construction schedule, scale of works within
road safety corridor to confirm volume, cost for relocation of technical infrastructure with the
Project's site clearance cost.

65. For the Project's 07 resettlement sites, the Ministry of Transport requests
provinces/districts to check the number of eligibly relocated households according to regulations
and those wishing to relocate in line with regulations, numbers, positions and scale of
resettlement sites used for the Project in accordance with existing regulations.

66. In Q2+3/2022, new URPs have been reviewed and approved by ADB, but, there is lack
of fund for site clerance. This makes the progress rate of project implementation, handing over
site clearance for constractor, increase in compensation cost because plus the rate for slowless
paying for AHs 30 days after approved compensation plan. AHs are worried about unstable life
because it takes long time to complete paying fully compensation and allowance. LFDCs meet
difficulties to work with AHs because the allocation of compensation and allowance cost is not
enough....
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67. PMU2 should coordinate with PPCs/DPCs to review documents relevant for relocation
of technical infrastructure and the number of eligibly relocated households according to
regulations to get the final cost for the site clearance cost of the project.

2.6. Resettlement and relocation
a. Relocation of AHs

68. At the report phase, total relocation households of 06 packages are 224 AHs. Many
consultations have been conducted for these 224 relocated households on the selection and
demands for relocation options. The results of the consultation showed that, out of 248 displaced
households, 136 households chose self-relocation and 88 households chose the project's
resettlement land plots. Below table presents the detail information of 06 packages.

69. According to the provisions of the Project as well as the provinces, the unit cost of

resettlement plot will be equal to or lower than compensation prices for the acquired residential
land. In case the unit cost of resettlement plot is higher than that of compensation for acquired
land, the relocated household will be supported with the difference corresponding to the
acquired area. For displaced households choosing self-settlement option, in addition to
compensation for affected land at replacement cost, these households will receive self-
resettlement allowances.

70. Except 2B resettlement site of Lai Chau city, where infrastructure works are available
and this site was funed by Lai Chau city, In December, 2021, 04 AHs received resettlement
plots.

71. The project has invested 07 resettlement sites, in which (i) 04 resettlement sites of Van
Ban district/ Lao Cai (under Package CW -2, CW -3) and (i) 03 resettlement sites of Tam
Duong district/ Lai Chau 01 site of Ban Bo commune under package CW 6 and 02 sites of Ban
Hon commune underpackage CW -8).

72. Up to report phase, none resettlement site was completed to hand over plots for AHs

74. The resettlement sites will be developed in the commune where infrastructure and
public utility services are available as well as social services such as health centers, schools,
markets and trade centers. In addition, relocated households due to land acquisition for
subproject implementation and resettlement site development are living in the same those
areas, so there will be no impact on the host community if those displaced households move to

the resettlement sites.

Package CW 08: (i) Ban Hon centre RS includes 22 plots for AHs and 1 plot is used for
constructing of culture house and (ii) Dong Pao RS includes 12 plots for AHs and 1 plot is used

for constructing of school point.

75. Accessing to public services of Resettlement sites is quite favorable, adjacent to the
central residential area of the commune, about 1- 2 km from the central market, 1- 2 km from
the Commune People's Committee. The current status of this site is agricultural land that is
cultivating tea, corn, cassava, rice and other crops. Through consultation with local authorities
with people, the households all agreed with the policy of land acquisition to build resettlement.

b. Relocation of affected public facilities

76. The progress of relocation of affected public facilities/ communal assets is very slow.
Based on official document, the owners of public facilities (excluding works for which the owner
has committed to self-relocate and does not claim compensation) is responsible for relocation.
PMU2 had meetings with PPCs, Department of Transportation of project provinces and relevant
agencies (35/22 kv medium voltage and 0.4 Kv low voltage transmission line (T/L); light system;
water supply line; telecommunication; electricity pilar, kinder and primary school; secondary
school....) to reach the agreement with the owners.

77. PMU2 had meetings with PPCs, DPCs and the owner of affected public facilities to
indentify the origin of work, responsibility of relocation...). At this report, PMU2 and the the
owner of affected public facilities reach the agreement on the responsibility for the relocation of
these public facilities. However, the big problem here is lack of budget for relocation.

78. Based on Document No 82/Ttr-BQLDAZ issued by Mr Le Minh Nam, Deputy Director
of PMU2, dated April 15, 2022 submit to MOT on approving on adjustment of project investment,
the estimated budget for relocation of facilities is VND 344,901 milion. For this issue, the
Ministry of Transport sent the Dispatch No0.6173/ GTVT-KHDT on 20 June 2022 to Lao Cai, Lai
Chau and Yen Bai PPC on checking and reviewing the site clearance cost of the project in Lao
Cai, Lai Chau and Yen Bai for the items (i) relocation of technical infrastructure and (ii)
construction of resettlement site. PMU2 will have direct meetings with PPC on this issue and
this updated information will be presented in SMR Q3.2022

79. As the scheduled mentioned in SMR Q1.2022, these public facilities need to be
completed for the relocation by 30 June 2022.
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80. By the time of this report (June, 2022), technical infrastructure to be relocated includes
1,417 power poles (of which 3 high-voltage poles, 225 medium-voltage poles and 1,189 low-
voltage poles); 71,112m water pipeline, 239,790m telecommunication cables of all kinds.
Currently, districts are relocating 512 power poles (of which 03 high-voltage poles, 56 medium-
voltage poles and 453 low-voltage poles); 1,234 m telecommunication cable of all kinds. The
remaining volume is being planned for relocation and, expectedly, all affected technical
infrastructure in Lao Cai, Lai Chau and Yen Bai will be completely relocated in Q4, 2022. It is
difficult to reach this progress, at this report phase, the PPCs/DPCs/ LFDCs and the owner of
technical infrastructure met confusing to indentify the source of relocation and legal problems.
Besides, lack of budget for relocation is big probem and it affects much the progress of
relocation.
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2.7. Livelihood restoration program

81. At the report phase, based the results of DMS that have completed for O6packages of
CW-4, CW-5; CW-6, CW-8, CW-9, CW-10, a total of 725 AHs are eligible to participate in LRP.
The table below shows the data of the affected households (AHSs) eligible for the Livelihood
Restoration Program under the project.

82. The data on eligible AHs will be updated in next report when final DMS of packages
are completed.

83. In oder to implement IRP for eligible AHs, on April 26, 2022 PMU 2 issued the official
document to PPCs on requirement of LRP implementation. Accordingly, PPC issued the official
document to DPCs on assigning task of LRP implementation, in which (i) Lao Cai PPC issued
the document No 1878/ UBND-QLDT dated May 5, 2022; (ii) Yen Bai PPC issued the
document No 1703/ UBND-XD dated June 15, 2022 and (iii) Lai Chau PPC issued the
document No 1423/ UBND-QLDT dated April 29, 2022.

84. Up this report, two DPCs issued the documents on assigning task for LFDCs to be
main responsible for LRP implementation, in which (i) Document No 802/UBND-TTPTQD
dated June 15 of Van Yen DPC (Package CW -9 and 10) and (ii) Document No 1485/UBND-
TTPTQD dated June 29 of Tan Uyen DPC (Package CW04, 05 and 06).

85. In Q3.2022, DPCs are finalizing the transferring procedures for the Land Fund
Development Centers. Then, the Centers will officially identify the number of households and
report the implementation plan to District PC. Expectedly, these programs would be integrated
and carried out in packages in Q4, 2022. Districts would request PMU2 to provide districts
with trainings on livelihood restoration as the districts have no experiences in implementation.

2.8. Ethnic Minority issues

86. At the beginning of project preparation, 03 EMDPs were prepared for 03 project
provinces and ADB approved these documents in 2018. During this time, many consultations
with ethinic minority (558 EM people) including the Committee for Ethinic Minority Affairs
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(CEMA) have been conducted. As project policy, the EM AHs will be provided an additional
support in cash and also entitled to take part of the income restoration program that will be
developed by project. In stage of project implementation, the EMDP is updated for each
packges. By the time of this report, 04 EMDPs has been updated for the Packages of CW-4;
CW -5, CW -6 and CW- 10, SES were completed for 08 packages of CW1; CW2; CW3; CW4;
CWS5; CW 6; CW 10 &CW 11 in May- June, 2022. Besides, at the end of June, CS 1 and EMC
carried out a site visit to collect data for monitoring reports and organized consultation
meetings, depth-interview with EM of packages CW-1; CW 02, CW 03 and CW-6.

87. From April to June, 2022, the consultation with ethnic minority people in the project
area was conducted independently and openly with a total of 1416 EM people in 39 meetings
and representatives of local authorities.

88. According to the approved uEMDPs of Packages of CW-4; CW -5, CW -6; CW-08
CW-09 and CW-10, in order to ensure the rights and accessibility of ethnic minorities to the
project's activities as well as the benefits from the project. Some mitigation/enhancement
actions have been developed, these actions are based on the results of consultation with
community, which are the practical needs that EM people will need when implementing the
project in general as well as EMDP activities in particular. With the goal of supporting EM
people to the maximum extent, these activities are to help EM people easily access the project,
improve their ability to participate and be effective when patrticipating in project activities and
preserve cultural features as well as intellectural proposety rights of the EM people.

89. In stage of April to June, 2022, many community consultation meetings with EMDP
were implemented to understand the demand and desire of ethnic minorities in project
implementation. Below table are implemented activities of EMDP and performances.

90. In general, EM accounts for big ratio of total AHs in project are, accouting for 90% of
total volume. EM is categories as vunerable households and receive cash allowance of VND
2.5 million. Besides, they also eligible to take part in LRP based on their actual demand and
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in the process of project implementation, the EM has been paid more attention by PMU2 and
local authorities to encourange their participation. In Q3.2022, Capacity Buidling/Training will
be implemented based on the result of initial demand accessment of consultant.

2.9. Re-adjust the LURCs of remaining land after land acquisition

91. For package CW 08 and package CW 09, representative of LFDCs informed that they
kept LURCs of AHs and implement re-adjustment the LURCSs for remaining land of AHs. AHs
do not have to pay fee for re-adjustment the LURCs. Now, re-adjustment the LURCs have
been implemented by DONRE of Lai Chau PC and Yen Bai PC. The rate of completing re-
adjust the LURCs for AHs got 85% of total AH (in 1,251 AHSs). As project entitlement, AHs will
not have to pay any fee to adjust the land use right certificate. In the monitoring phase, it is
confirmed that AHs do not have to pay fee for re-adjustment the LURCs

2.10. Status of handing over land to project and conformity between land
acquisition and construction activities

92. At this reporting period, 490m of the route in Van Yen (public land, no affected
households) was handed over to the contractor of Package CW- 9 for the construction start-
up (from km4+790 to Km 5+280).

93. There is slowness of handing over land to project, because AHs have not yet received
100% allowance payment as approved uRPs of Package CW- 8 and Package CW- 9 (lack of
subsistence allowance, allowance for the business without license).

94. It can be seen that, although AHs received compensation payment in 2021, but,
approved compensation plan before were short of some allowances. Thus, PMU2 works
closely with LFDC to soon solve pending issues and ensure site cleanrance for all section
under Packge CW-08 and Packge CW-09.

95. The reason of this issue is that the time of appraising on approving additional policy
as ADB regulation of Yen Bai and Lai Chau PPC is very slow. At the report phase, Lai Chau
city PC approved a compensation plan for business AHs datded July 4,2022, but the
subsidence allowance for AHs as regulation QD16/2020/QD-UBND has not been yet approved
for AHs. It is estimated that this allowance will be approved in Q3.2022.
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96. In Yen Bai, PPC has just issued the Decision No 1055/QD-UBND dated July 4, 2022
for all allowances as ADB regulation (subsistence allowance for AH losing form 10-30%,
allowance for vunerable household, allowance for the business without license and allowance
for business in construction time...). Van Yen LFDC will prepared a compensation plan for
these allowances and implement the payment in Q3.2022.

97. In site visit in June 2022 Consulant found that construction activities have been on-
going in square out of the area where ADB issued NOL dated 23 December, 2021 for civil work
at packge CW- 08. Based on secondary documents that provided by construction constractor
(joint venture of Company 68 and Lai Chau No 10 company). Total length of section where
PMU 2 handed over clearance is 12.140 km out of 16.58 km, in which 8.070 km is under Tam
Duong district and 4.070 km is under of Lai Chau city. The construction activities were cairred
out in site with about 2,9 km where without completing fully payment allowances for AHs as
approved uRPs.

98. At the first of July/2022, for package CW 09- Yen Bai PPC issued the decision on
allowance as ADB regulation and package CW 08 Lai Chau city PC issued the decision on
compensation plan for business in construction time. Thus, the payment will be completed in
Q3.2022.

99, In the course of working with Contractors, the Consultant shall determine construction
activities to be carried out to handle landslides in some route sections and avoid waste for the
Contractor when a large number of machineries and personnel are gathered to perform the
task as well as execute the construction effectively in the less rainy period in Lai Chau.

100. Regarding to this issue, Consult have co-ordianted with PMU2 and LFDCs of Lai Chau
city and Tam Duong district to soon complete additional compensation plans for AHs to ensure
compliance with project policy.

101. Package CW 06: On 28 June, 2022, Tan Uyen LFDC handed over clearance about
1.1 km (km 111+700 to Km 112+700) with participant of PMU2, CS 1 consutlant, constractors
(Cooperation No 568). The payment of 29 AHs was done fully as approved uRP. The social
safequard consutlant of CS 1 has been prepared the site clerane report and submit to ADB for
civil commercement.

2.11. Information on land acquisition of forest land

102.  From beginning November 2021, Kim Hoang Consultant® corporate with PMU2 to work
with functional agencies on forest, state management of Lai Chau, Lao Cai and Yen Bai
provinces, carried out inspections on current status of the forest within the Project area. The
results achieved include (1) Forest Investigation Statement for requesting changes of forest
use purposes into other purposes and (2) status map of forest (scale 1/2000) of the 03
provinces.

103. Total Project’s forest land area to be converted including (39,621 ha Natural Forest;
66,432ha Plantation Forest). Types of forest (4,832 ha Protection Forest, 89,718 ha production

104. Based on the documents prepared by Kim Hoang consultant, the PMU2 sent a Letter
to People’s Committee of Provinces (Department of Agricultural and Rural Development) on
approving the Policy on changing forest use purposes into other purposes for 03 provinces
(Letter No. 316/TTr-BQLDA2 dated 22 November 2021 to Lao Cai; Letter No. 370/TTr-
BQLDAZ2 dated 10 December 2021 to Yen Bai and the Letter No. 08/TTr-BQLDAZ2 dated 11
January 2022 to Lai Chau). So far, the People’s Committee of Provinces completed the
appraisal (Provincial Appraisal Council) and review of PMU2’s proposal. People’s Committee
of Provinces issued Letters to Ministry of Agricultural and Rural Development for appraisal,
reported the Prime Minister for review the approval of the policy on changing forest use
purposes into other purposes for the Project implementation (Letter No. 548/TTr-UBND dated
28 February 2022 of Lai Chau Provincial People’s Committee; No. 19/TTr-UBND dated 15
February 2022 of Lao Cai Provincial People’s Committee and 08/TTr-UBND dated 03 March
2022 of Yen Bai Provincial People’s Committee). On 23 March 2022, the Ministry of
Agricultural and Rural Development issued the Document No. 1731/BNN-TCLN on request for
appraisal of relevant Ministries: Ministry of National Defenses, Ministry of Public Security,
Ministry of Planning and Investment, Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment, Ministry
of Transportation and Legislation Department (Ministry of Agriculture), etc. Currently, the
PMU2 is following Ministries to explain and supply additional information (comments were
given by Ministry of Transportation, Ministry of National Defense, Ministry of Public Security).

105. In SMR Q1, 2022 presented that expectedly, the submission for Ministries’ approval
will be completed on 15 May 2022 and the procedures on Prime Minister's approval will be
completed on 30 June 2022. However, this schedule failed to get the milestone.

106. After being appraised by Ministries and based on the dispatch issued by provincial
People’s Committee, the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development Ministry of Agriculture
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and Rural Development will collect opinions, prepare appraisal report and draft Decision to
submit to the Prime Minister for approval of the policy on changing forest use purposes into
other purposes.

107.  Expectedly, at the end of July 2022, the PMU 2 will finish the procedure of application
for land use purpose change. The plan on alternative forest plantation contribution is expected
to complete in August 8 and the obligation of alternative forest plantation contribution for the
packages in 03 provinces would be finished in September, 2022.

2.12. Grievance Redress Mechanism

108. A Subproject Grievance Redress Mechanism (GRM) was established as approved
RPF and RPs including the complaint and grievance redress procedure and made available to
the communities and the affected persons to ensuring that all complaints of the affected
persons regarding any aspect of the project land acquisition, compensation and resettlement
are resolved timely and satisfactorily and the affected persons can freely raise their grievances
and questions.

109. Local authorities and affected HHs were informed about GRM of project. Although
GRM were informed to local authorities, AHs, actual implementation has not yet been applied
fully. In fact, LFDCs only records the complaints in writing, and they have advised and replied
in writing to the requests of the local people, but LFDCs did not record the verbal complaints,
At the filed trip in Jan, 2022, IMC had guidance on GRM implementation in order to comply
with project policy.

110. PMU.2, DCLDFs and affected communes shoud to consolidate GRM to be sure
whether the GRM is functional prior to the commencement of any land acquisition or
resettlement activities. Activities should be consolidating are: (i) Arrange staff to be responsible
for GRM (i) Establish the database for recording and following complaints (iii) DCLDFs should
record all questions or requests from AHs in the DMS process for timely resolve.

111. At this report phase, 30 complaints recorded by Van Yen DCLDF was sloved
completely. These complaints are related to DMS result, re-confirmation of land origin, add
price on allowance for land digging.... Based on monitoring result at site, AHs felt satisfactory
with procedure and solving time their complaints.

112.  Currently, new complaints by verbally of 02 AHs, they are Ly Seo Chung, Doan Két
hamlet, Pai Son commune and Vi Thi Phwong thén Céng Trao hamlet, An Thinh commune
(package CW-09). They received cash allowance for self-relocation and currently, they want
to receive also resettlement plots. The LFDC has been working with the stakeholder to ask for
this issue. This information will be updated in SMR Q3.2022.

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Il CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

3.1 Conclusions
115. At this report, the big proble is lack of fund of site clearance, leading to the delay in
handing over the site clearance to continue the next steps.

116.  The information disclosure and consultation with the affected households and the
stakeholders has strictly followed as provided in the approved uRPs.

117. In Q2, 2022, 04 new uRP, EMDP of Packge CW -04; Package CW -05; Packge CW -
06; Packge CW -10 are submitted to ADB, in which 02 uRP, EMDP of Packge CW -04;
Package CW -06 are approved in June, 2022.

118. Regarding the replacement costs for all packages, an independent appraisal
consultant has been mobilized to survey and set up the replacement cost to be applied for the
compensation and assistance for site clearance. This shall continue to be conducted for
package CW- 11 (Van Chan district of Yen Bai).

119. The severely and vulnerable AHs have not yet been fully provided the supports as
required by the project policies.

120. LRP implementation: In Q2.2022 PPCs issued documents on task assignment for
DPCs to implement IRP, but the LRP is not implemented for AHs yet.

121. The Grievance Redress Mechanism was disseminated and made widely to affected
people and stakeholders. Therefore, it needs to consolidate to help affected people and
stakeholders to access and implement the project's GRM well.
