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L. INTRODUCTION

a) The proposed project will improve disaster resilience of school infrastructure and
communities in 3 provinces of Nepal. The project will support school infrastructure
investments, disaster risk management and institutional strengthening. More specifically, it will
upgrade 174 distinct schools through either reconstructing or retrofitting their damaged
buildings. 154 will be secondary education schools (74 up to grade 10 and 80 up to grade 12)
and 20 feeder basic education schools (up to grade 8). 70% of them will be in rural areas and
30% in urban areas and collectively they will provide a safe learning environment to 64,300
students of which 33,600 will be girls.

b) These schools have been selected based on the total enroliment, the scale of the
physical damages incurred, and the proportion of girls and underprivileged students. They are
located in 14 districts affected by the earthquake. The investment works will also include the
provision of laboratories, information communication and technology, library, gender
segregated toilets, and amenities designed to mitigate other potential weather-related disaster
and ensure a safe learning environment. Along with the infrastructure investments, the project
will train the school management and communities to increase awareness and reduce
exposure and vulnerability to natural disaster.

c) The project (DRSP) is aligned with the following impact: Disaster risk management for
human resources enhanced. The expected project outcome is: disaster resilience of schools
and communities increased and learning environment improved. The three expected project
outputs are: (i) heavily damaged schools reconstructed and improved; (ii) unsafe schools
retrofitted and disaster risks reduced; and (iii) institutional capacity for management and
disaster resilience strengthened.

d) This due diligence report (DDR) has been prepared covering 14 schools of Kathmandu
valley proposed to be considered for third batch financing to assess the likely social impacts
of the subprojects as per the applicable government policies/procedures and ADB Safeguard
Policies as observed during the review of master plans and individual DDRs of school,
interaction with SMC members as well as the information received from CLPIU and DLPIU.

e) The main objective of the DDR is to assess the land availability, ownership status of

the schools selected for third batch reconstruction of buildings and assess likely social impacts
due to implementation of the proposed reconstruction activities with respect to land
acquisition, compensation and involuntary resettlement, common properties (if any) and in
terms of displacement, loss of incomes, and restriction on access to private properties and
common community resources.

Il APPROACH AND METHODOLOGY IN DUE DILIGENCE

f) As part of the due diligence, a desk review of the project concept notes, project DDR,
design, drawings were carried out. ADB's safeguard policy requirements and government of
Nepal's legal framework in relation to social safeguards were reviewed thoroughly for
identifying gap between ADB policy and GoN legal framework. Consultations were held with
central level stakeholders (informal meetings with CLPIU and ADB). Likewise, respective RE
and SMs conducted discussions with DLPIU and SMC members during revision of individual
DDRs (Recon3). Consultation meetings were organized by design and safeguards team with
all 14 schools during master plan design and DDR preparation phase. The details of the
participants in the discussion have been provided in

9) Table 2 (meeting minutes details in Annex 19). Due diligence assessment of the likely
involuntary resettlement and indigenous people impacts were carried out on the basis of desk
review, information and documents provided by the central level project implementation unit
(CLPIU) and district level project implementation unit (DLPIU) and interactions and
discussions with school teachers, members of the school management committee (SMC),
representatives of local governments, and local communities and other stakeholders while
conducting site observation and verification by DSC team at field level. A construction master
plan has been prepared for identified schools and total land requirements have been assessed
following scope of the master plan.

h) All 14 schools selected for third batch of reconstruction in Kathmandu Valley have been
selected for due diligence of the involuntary resettlement and indigenous people impacts.
Design of all the schools was completed and available. The DRSP safeguards team at both
central and field level collected missing information from the field. Information thus collected
have been analyzed and substantiated with the findings of desk reviews and interactions. The
key findings from the desk review have been further substantiated and verified by informal
consultation with stakeholders and came to conclusion that all government schools more or
less have similar types of land ownership pattern (either own land title or possession of
occupancy right from local government. Also establishment of schools through privately or
publicly/community donated lands remains a historical legacy in Nepal but transfer of land
ownership to school is still largely ignored) and face more or less similar types of issues. Thus,
it is assumed that the findings of this due diligence assessment will be applicable for all schools
of Kathmandu, Lalitpur, and Bhaktapur Districts under Recon3 of DRSP. A resettlement
framework (RF) is in place to provide policy and procedural guidance to address issues related
to lands and indigenous people. Any unanticipated impacts and issue will be documented
during the implementation phase and mitigated based on provision made in the RF. The
implementing agency (IA) and project implementation authorities will finalize the entitlements
in line with the GoN legal provisions and ADB’s SPS, 2009.

. SCOPE OF LIKELY IMPACTS OF THE PROJECTS

A. Involuntary Resettlement

i) The project is classified as ‘B’ for involuntary resettlement as no involuntary
resettlement has been reported for the school studied for due diligence report (DDR)
preparation. Consultation discussions with CLPIU, DSC, DLPIU and district DSC team
members and review of design of the school building indicate that the construction activity will
be confined within the existing boundaries of the schools having their own titled lands or
occupancy right issued by local government. 3 of total 14 schools of Kathmandu valley under
Recon3 own lands (with landownership certificate) required for reconstruction of school
buildings. 8 schools, such as Shree Bal Bikash SS, Bal Uddhr SS, Bansbari SS, Jhor
Mahankal SS, Purano Guheshwori SS, Saraswati SS, and Siddhi Ganesh SS of Kathmandu,
Mahendra Gram SS of Lalitpur district and Ganesh SS of Bhaktapur have been proposed for
the construction of new school building in public (government) land with the evidence of
occupancy from local government (scanned sample copies of land use right provided by the
local government attached from Annex 5 and ahead. Out of 14 schools, 3 schools such as
Jana Uddhar SS, Mansinggh Dharma SS of Kathmandu and Mahendra Gram SS of Lalitpur
district have own land as well as public land whose rights are issued by local government. The
due diligence of 8 schools to be considered for third batch financing in the first package do not
have sufficient land within their existing school boundary. The schools have only limited
boundary for the construction of new school buildings and hence identified new land close to
the existing school location. Therefore, new school buildings of 8 schools out of 14 will be
constructed in new land existed (with land user’s right document) at close distance from the
existing school location. Further, there will be no displacement and loss of business and
livelihood due to shifting of the schools; as no such activity identified at the vicinity of the
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school that is depending upon the existing schools. Documents related to land ownership
including public land rights to the school is attached in the Annex 5 and ahead.

) The construction activity under the DRSP will be limited within the existing boundaries
of the schools. However, proposed 8 school buildings will be constructed at proposed new
location due to existing school with limited space for the construction of new building.
According to the assessment of land availability for the proposed schools considered for
project design and readiness, however no adequate space is available for the construction of
new school buildings. Further, there will not be any physical as well as economic displacement
due to the shifting of those schools at new location but closest possible to the existing school
location under DRSP and hence, no RP is required for the subprojects.

K) During construction period, these schools may lack sufficient number of classrooms to
run classes that may require schools to merge classes or conduct classes out in the open to
accommodate students. To overcome this problem, the establishment of the Temporary
Learning Centers (TLCs) has been envisaged within the school compound or in the vicinity of
the area. Establishment of TLCs will help the students to continue their study and the schools
will have enough time to plan and reconstruct the destroyed classrooms. SMC and local
people will facilitate to get suitable site for TLC construction (if required) and a lease
agreement (if applicable) will be made as per provision in resettlement framework.

) Based on the analysis of pattern of land availability of the third batch schools and
considering the historical practices of school establishment in Nepal, the schools considered
for funding by the project are unlikely to require additional land. DRSP project is aligned with
the objective of GoN's School Sector Development Plan (2017-2022) for disaster risk
reduction and safer school and primarily involves the reconstruction and rehabilitation of
earthquake damaged school buildings.

B. Indigenous Peoples

m) The project is classified as category ‘C’ for indigenous people as no impact on
indigenous people have been reported for the school studied for due diligence report (DDR)
preparation. The project is primarily designed to improve the physical infrastructure of the
existing school buildings to reduce disaster risk including improved facilities (e.g. class rooms,
library and laboratories). The land being used by the schools is exclusively for education
purposes where the indigenous peoples have no collective attachments. The improved school
facilities and disaster resilient school infrastructures built under the proposed project will be
beneficial to the children of indigenous peoples who are among the students of the schools
pursuing their basic and secondary education. Children of the indigenous peoples and non-
indigenous peoples both follow the similar modes of educational system. Implementation of
the project activities neither directly nor indirectly affects the dignity, human rights, livelihood
systems, or culture of indigenous people. Hence, the safeguard requirements 3 (indigenous
people) will not trigger. Thus, the project fits into category ‘C’ for indigenous peoples according
to ADB’s Safeguard Policy Statement (2009). The IP impacts screening form for the project is
attached in Annex IP impact screening checklist).

C. Environmental Issues

n) REA checklist suggests that no major adverse environmental impacts are envisaged
from the implementation of the subproject. The project areas do not comprise conservation
and protected area. All the proposed school area are stable and do not comprise any area
vulnerable to slides and other natural hazards. Retrofitting activity will not have impact upon
surrounding natural resources, as most of the schools are situated within the Kathmandu
valley. No area of cultural and religious importance is existed close to the proposed schools
for retrofitting. Nevertheless, few impacts those are site-specific and needs to be considered
are as follows;
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Impacts generated from demolition and construction wastes and spoil disposal will be
mitigated disposing at designated location. Contractor will avoid disposal of such waste
along hillside, private land, forest area
and cultivated land.

Puranoguheshwori SS is situated within
the buffer zone of the Shivapuri
Nagarjun National Park. Goldhunga
Jitpur user committee and Shivapuri
Nagarjun National Park have provided
consensus letter for the construction of
Puronoguheshwori SS. The
recommendation letters provided are
attached in the Annex 14. However,
houses and settlements are existed
close to the proposed construction site.
Issue related to biodiversity and park-
people conflict is not envisaged.

existed around the proposed new location) is attached in the Annex 11 (B).

High-tension electricity line is passing through the school premise of Puranoguheshwori
SS, Kathmandu. However, TL tower is situated outside the school premises. The
construction new building has avoided right of way of electricity line while preparing the
Master Plan.

Further, the local government has ensured for the protection of unstable slopes along the
Sapantirtha Stream prior to the construction of new school building of Saraswati SS,
Tokha at the proposed new location. Letter from Tokha Municipality ensuring construction
of retaining wall and conservation of the area acquired and attached in the Annex 15 (D).

The proposed two new locations of

Mahendragram SS of Lalitpur is about 1
300 meters away from the existing
school building and is situated close to
the Godawari River. Whereas, both
proposed lands were once the river;
i.e. due to meandering of the river. The
river now has been channelized and
road corridor along the both bank of the
river have been maintained at the area.

Further, no objection letter from two of the neighboring residences have been acquired
for the construction of proposed school building and attached in the Annex 17 (D).

issue related to flooding and inundation is not envisioned. Similarly, a letter from school
defining the ROW of the river is attached in the Annex 17 (E). However, it is suggested
that, geotechnical investigation shall be carried out prior to the construction of the school
at the proposed area in order to ensure environmental sensitivity and structural
soundness.

Noise pollution during the demolition and construction will be minimized or mitigated with
the coordination of SMC scheduling drilling and demolition time avoiding disturbances to
running classes during daytime.

Dust generation during demolition and construction will be minimized and mitigated with
the application of green net covering building proposed for retrofitting. Water sprinkling
will be carried along the construction area and wetting covering net to catch dust produced
during demolition activity.

Solid-waste generation from the establishment of labor camp and toilet will be disposed
safely in a soak pit and will be closed after completion of construction work.

Any spillage of fuel and oil during construction will be collected using saw dust, jute and
will be disposed safely ensuring no contamination of underground water, water supply
system and surface water bodies as well as productive land area.

No adverse impact on environment is expected during and after the construction.
However, noise will be generated during the time of demolition and will be significant
during the daytime while classes will be running in adjacent school buildings. Similarly,
rubbles will be generated from the demolition of rickety structures in some of the proposed
schools; however, all such demolition waste will be disposed within the school premises.
Dust will be generated significantly during the demolition activity. Recovery and stacking
of stones reusable for construction of walls will be collected and stacked by the contractor
before commencement of construction activities at site. Excavated rubbles will be
disposed for filling and leveling of the play area of the school.

Septic tanks for collection of toilet discharges will be constructed to ensure the liquid
waste is not let out in the open.

Social Issues
New location of Bansbari SS of Kathmandu is proposed in sloppy terrain and is 700m

away at northeast direction from the existing school building. The proposed land for the
construction of new building is government land and school has acquired user right from local
ward office. A cow shed has been established and operated by a local with residence attached

to the proposed land of Bansbari SS. The
school has documented and informed that
the cowshed will be removed voluntarily and
no further will be required.

2. Similarly, proposed new location of
Saraswori SS, Tokha, and Jhor Mahankal
SS of Kathmandu is about 3 km away from
the existing schools. Local ward offices
have provided recommendation for the
utilization and construction of new school
building to the schools. The existing schools
location are with limited boundary and do
not comprise adequate land area for the
construction of new buildings. Further, letter
from ward office on Page 114 and school
meeting minute page 119to 121 (pg 121) of

Jhor Mahankal SS depicts that there is no impact upon Rajkulo as such structures are ancient

and not in use.
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3.  Moreover, proposed new location of Bal Bikash SS of Kathmandu is situated about 2
km away from the existing school location. Whereas, school has ensured that the hill slopes
will be leveled at the proposed new location prior to the contract for the construction of new
building. As, one of the existing school building will be demolished in near future due to road
extension; as it is situated close to the adjoining earthen road within its ROW.

4. Similarly, proposed new location of
Bal Uddhar of Kathmandu is situated at the
distance of 400 m away from the existing
school. The school has insufficient
classrooms for the operation of school.
Whereas, no adequate land area is
available at the existing school location for
the construction of new buildings.

5. Further, new location proposed for
the construction of new school building of
Siddhi Ganesh SS of Kathmandu is
situated adjoining to the existing school
building. However, the school has acquired
user right document from the ward office

for its utilization. C .
6. Similarly, Dhumrabaraha SS of ig 4: Dhumrabaraha temple situated within the
Kathmandu comprises historical premises of Dhumrabaraha SS. Dhumbarabhi,

Dhumrabaraha temple situated within the Kathmandu

school premises. However, no impact upon temple and cultural practice envisaged due to
construction of new school building. Meeting minute between school and temple management
committee culminating for the construction of new school building within the premises is
attached in the Annex 9 of the school.

7. Further, Vijaya Memorial SS is situated within the hearth of Kathmandu valley and has
been considered as a historical school. The old buildings existed within the school premises
are recommended for retrofitting rather demolishing in order to preserve such historical
monuments. Similarly, Local government has provided user’s right for Plot number 123, 113,
114, and 355 with approximate area of 6,104.84 Sq. m. (Plot number 123- 3561.15 sq. m.;
plot number 113/114- 1017.47 sg. m. and plot number 355- 1526.21 sg. m.) for Siddhi Ganesh
SS of Kathmandu. However, the area required for the implementation of the proposed Master
Plan is 5,578.48 Sqg. m. only. All user’s right documents are attached in the Annex7.

8.  Similarly, proposed two new locations of Mahendragram SS of Lalitpur is about 300
meters away from the existing school building and is situated close to the Godawari River. As
the existing school is situated amidst dense settlement of Tikathali and has no open space for
the construction of new building. Therefore, the school has provide provided user right
document from local ward office as land ownership document.

9. Moreover, a high-tension transmission line is passing through the school compound of
Ganesh SS of Bhaktapur with TL tower situated outside the school premises. Area of existing
school site as per Master Plan is 950.54 sq. m. whereas; land ownership of the existing school
premises comprises only 858.49 Sq. m. This is due to the existing master plan also covers
about 100 sq. m. area of private land underneath of existing high-tension electricity line. As
there is no any written agreement between school and landowner for the 100 sq. m. of land
underneath the high tension electricity line passing through the school premises, there will be
no any intervention on the land underneath the high tension electricity line. However,
retrofitting of existing school building number 5 as per master plan will be carried out.
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10. Further, the proposed new location of
Ganesh SS of Bhaktapur is situated at the
distance of 1.5 km away from the existing
school. The proposed new location is
government land, however, school has
acquired user right document from the local
ward office for its utilization. The proposed
new location is accessible and existed within
the land planning area of a land developing
company named Nic Vujicic Housing Pvt.
Ltd. Recommendation letters regarding the
utilization of government land is presented in
the Annex 18. Re survey of the proposed, -
new land is being completed and land is Fig 5: High tension transmission line passing
available for the construction. The proposed through the Ganesh SS of Bhaktapur
location is easily accessible via; the town planning area. Similarly, the design team considering
the proposed new land area has prepared master plan.

11. Accessibility to proposed new locations and operation of school buildings: Eight
school of the package have proposed new location for the construction of new school
buildings. Hence, resurvey carried out (even during the time of lockdown due to covid-19
pandemic) in those schools in order to understand the operation of existing school buildings
and new buildings proposed under DRSP. Some of the schools were contacted through
telephone in order to understand their operation modality. All the eight schools proposed for
the construction of school building into new area are easily accessible for the transportation
of construction materials as well as for the operation of classes. Whereas, existing buildings
of all eight schools will be retrofitted in case of most of the proposed schools as per proposed
master plans and will be operated for primary level. New location of Ganesh SS is within the
land development area where the developing company has plotting the adjacent lands
maintaining required infrastructure aiming to develop the location into a sort of planned
housing area; hence the school has accessible through land planning. In response to the query
on the operation of existing school building and proposed new school building; the response
provided by the schools are as follows;

12.  Further, in response to the query on the positive aspect of operating schools in new
location, the schools expressed that they will have adequate classrooms with playground,
easiness in operating extracurricular and practical activities, safe from landslide and erosion,
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adequate area for the development of other infrastructure, healthy environment for schools,
and increase in student number in future. Filled questionnaires during resurvey of each school
are attested by the schools and are attached in the Annex section of each school.

13. Similarly, the schools have provided minutes of teacher and parents committee
meeting with consensus for the operation of school on proposed new locations. The meeting
minutes also attached in the annex section of respective schools.

14. Business/Livelihoods: Existing school building of Shree Bal Bikash SS is situated
within the residential area at Alapot ward number-2 of Kageshwori Manahara Municipality.
Similarly, existing building of Bal Uddhar is situated within the residential area of Gagalphedi
ward 1 of Kageshwori Manahara Municipality. No any business activities are operated
depending upon the existing schools. Hence, there is no any impact upon business and
livelihood with the shifting of the schools into new location. However, the existing schools
buildings will be operated for primary level. The existing school building of Bansbari SS are
likely to be affected due to extension of adjoining road as the existing school buildings are
situated close to the road. Shifting of the school into new location will have no impact upon
business and economic activity, as the existing school is situated within the residential area of
Bansbari ward 4 of Kathmandu Metropolitan City. Five shops are under operation in the
existing school buildings with minor damage. However, those buildings will be affected due to
widening of the existing road. Therefore, retrofitting of the existing school buildings that are
likely to be affected due to road widening has not been proposed. Similarly, Jhor Mahankal
SSis situated within the residential area at Jhor ward 1 of Tokha Municipality, whereas existing
building of Purano Guheshwori SS is also situated within the residential area of Fulbari,
Kathmandu ward 4 of Tarkeshwor Municipality. No any business activities are operated
depending upon the existing schools.

15.  Moreover, existing school buildings of Sarashwoti SS, Tokha situated within the core
market area, most of the shops and business activities are operated targeting inhabitants of
Tokha settlement; hence, loss and impact upon business/economy and livelihood of locals
has not been considered due to shifting of school building. As primary level will be operated
within existing school location. Retrofitting of existing school buildings will be carried out as
per the requirements presented in the existing site plan and proposed master plan of the
school (Annex 15- H and I).

16. Furthermore, existing school buildings of Siddhi Ganesh SS of Kathmandu situated
within the residential area of Gagalphedi ward 1 of Kageshwori Manahara Municipality where
no any shops and business are operated depending upon existing school. Thus, the shifting
of school will not have impact upon livelihood. Likewise, Mahendra Gram SS is situated at
Tikathali ward 5 of Mahalaxmi Municipality of Lalitpur district. The existing school buildings are
attached with the residential building with lack of space for the construction of new buildings.
Even renovation and retrofitting of existing buildings will be difficult due to lack of adequate
space. No any business activity has been operated and depending upon the school. Hence,
there is no any impact upon business and livelihood with the shifting of school into new
location. Finally, the existing buildings of Ganesh SS situated at Sipadol ward 8 of
Suryabinayak Municipality of Bhaktapur. No any business activity has been operated and
depending upon the school. Hence, there is no any impact upon business and livelihood with
the shifting of school into new location.

IV. CONSULTATIONS

0) Consultation with stakeholders was held with various stakeholders during design and
master plan preparation phase of the schools. Further consultation and discussion were
conducted with concerned school personnel/SMC members where more clarifications
wherever required during DDR and master plan review phase on case wise basis. Following
are the key issues raised by the stakeholders and observed during consultation and site
observation:
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1. All the participants were highly positive toward the ADB funded DRSP and their
expectation were to start project (building construction) as soon as possible.

2.  The data related to the number and disaggregated data of student and teachers of
each school is presented in the annex section from Annex 5 and ahead.

3.  Allschools have lands sufficient for reconstruction of school buildings with various land
ownership pattern.

4. No any social and environmental issue existed or likely to be occurred due to the
reconstruction of the proposed schools.

5. New school buildings of 8 schools out of 14 of Recon3 package1 will be constructed
in new land existed at close distance from the existing school location. The schools that will
be constructed in new location are; Shree Bal Bikash SS, Bal Uddhar SS, Bansbari SS, Jhor
Mahankal SS, Saraswati SS, and Siddhi Ganesh SS of Kathmandu, Mahendra Gram SS of
Lalitpur, and Ganesh SS of Bhaktapur. These schools have inadequate classrooms and
vulnerable buildings to be demolished. Further, the existing schools location are also with
limited open spaces remaining and do not comprise adequate area for the construction of new
buildings.

6.  All the schools that has new proposed land for the reconstruction of school buildings
have agreed to supply water and electricity during the time of construction. Consultation details
is presented in the following table.

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V. CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

P) Based on the review of land ownership documents, all the 14 school sites selected
have sufficient land to reconstruct the schools. The involuntary resettlement impacts will not
be applicable as there will be no involuntary resettlement under the project. All the construction
works will be carried out on the existing lands owned or legally occupied by the schools.
Consultation with officials of DLPIUs, SMCs, teachers, and local communities confirmed that
the proposed lands for school construction are legally owned or occupied by the schools for
educational purposes only. There are no collective attachments of indigenous peoples in the
proposed sites and the proposed construction activities will not result in any loss of residential
land, or loss of shelter or loss of assets, access to assets, income sources, or means of
livelihoods of the local people. The project activities neither directly nor indirectly affect the
dignity, human rights, livelihood systems, or culture of indigenous people. Thus, the
subprojects do not appear to involve reputational risk to the Asian Development Bank on social
safeguards and it is therefore recommended for funding under the proposed project.

q) All the proposed sites have more than sufficient land with legal ownership or user rights
so no foreseeable safeguard issues are observed. Wherever the user rights have been issued
for some of the school’s land and these have done prior to the planning and design of the
DRSP so the issue of user rights has not been triggered by DRSP. There are no issues of
land donation in the selected project sites. Further, no underground utilities, protected areas,
wetland, buffer zone of protected area exist close to the proposed school sites.

r) School-wise separate DDR has been prepared detailing the availability of lands, land
ownership and occupancy patterns of the proposed reconstruction of schools under DRSP
hence no further action required.
